DR JI M KENDALL: Good evening. Excuse ne
for being alittle bit late. W were over at the office
speaking with the council, and we had an incredibly good
discussion. W would like that to continue.

My nane is JimKendall. | amthe new Regi ona
Director for the Al aska office of the Bureau of Ccean
Energy Managenent, Regul ation and Enforcement. And I'd
like to introduce sone folks that cane with me who are
then going to describe why we're here tonight and why we
are interrupting your week.

First of all, taking notes is Mary Vavrik. Yes.

MS. DORCUS ROCK:  First, we need
[1naudible] --

DR JI M KENDALL: | was going to do that
right after. That's good.

MS. DORCUS ROCK: That's nostly what they
usual l'y do.

DR JI M KENDALL: Then let's do that
first. Thank you for remnding me. Wuld you mnd giving
us the blessing, please.

(Bl essing offered by Dorcus Rock.)

DR JI'M KENDALL: Thank you for rem nding
me. Next tinme I'll remenber that we do the blessing
before we introduce people. So thank you very nuch
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That's the way it should be.

Again, Mary Vavrik will be taking notes tonight
so we have a recording of what everyone says. So please
state your name before you make your conmments. Al so we
have Mke Haller. Mke Haller is our comunity |iaison
He hel ps ne understand how to work better with the
conmunities, and that's what |'mhere for tonight. W
al so have John Call ahan. John, put up your hand. John is
fromour Ofice of Public Affairs. W have Steve
Scor di no.

MR. STEVE SCORDINO |'mright behind you

DR JI M KENDALL: He's right behind ne.
Steve is an expert on environnental conpliance, and he is
here to take comments and understand what people are
concerned with in terms of environmental conpliance. And
we have got Scott Blackburn. Scott is a technical editor
and al so a technol ogy person that hel ps work on the
docunent .

Now, sitting up front are two individuals that
know t he docunent better than anybody el se. W have got
Sharon Warren, who is the project manager. She is to make
sure that the document goes from beginning to end. Ckay.
And sitting next to her is Mchael Routhier. Now,

Rout hier, Mchael, is the EI'S coordinator. He gets all
the parts and pieces together and makes sure all the
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conments are in the document.

Now, because this can be confusing and because
we come up here several tines a year, sonetimes on
different topics, we are going to change the way we do
business a little bit. The key word is a word we were
using just a fewmnutes ago in the office, and that's
communi cation. And so before we can have good
conmuni cation, everybody needs to know exactly what we are
tal king about so we are starting fromthe sane basis. So
we are going to take a few mnutes early this evening to
tell everybody exactly who we are, why we are here, what
we need your help on, and what we are going to do with it.
And because of that, instead of me going through that, 1'm
going to give it to the real expert, Sharon Warren. So
Sharon, will you take it away, please.

MS. SHARON WARREN. Thank you. And thank
you for comng this evening. |'mgoing to be going
through these flip charts, and | won't read themto you
verbatim because | know that can be done, but many of you
may have been here and to our neeting |ast year, and when
we did a draft supplemental EIS for the Sale 193.

So why are we here today? W revised that draft
suppl enental EIS. So we're here today to get your
conmments. And if you have not seen it, it is a-- thisis
what it looks like in a hard copy document. W also have
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CD disks available if you are -- have it on disk, and we
al so have it on our website. So there is three ways that
you can get a copy of it. [If you don't have a copy of it
and you want it, please let us know and we will make sure
that you get a copy of it.

What was Lease Sale 193? It was the Chukchi Sea
| ease sale. And prior to us doing the |ease sale in
February of 2008, we did an environnental inpact
statenent. And that is a docunent simlar -- you know,

t hrough the National Environnental Policy Act process, and
we did a docunent to assess the environnental inpacts
concerning holding a | ease sale in Chukchi Sea.

The sale was held in 2008. And over here | have
a map of the area. This was the area that was in the Sale
193 area. It's outlined here. And these were the |eases
that were issued to six of the oil conmpanies. W offered
29.3 million acres. So we offered this on a much |arger
area for lease, and only 2.8 mllion acres was |eased.

And these are these little blocks. And after the neeting,
you are wel come to come up and take a | ook at the map
and/ or we can answer questions fromthe --

MR JOHN CALLAHAN. There are al so maps on
the sides there.

MS. SHARON WARREN. (Ckay. So then what
happened? So the |ease sale was held in February of 2008,
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three -- a little over three years ago. Before the |ease
sale, there was litigation. There was plaintiffs that
sued to invalidate the | ease sale. And what the -- what
they alleged was -- in the litigation was that we didn't
do a good enough job on the EI'S, on the environmental

i npact statenent that was done prior to the sale. W
didn't do a good enough job on it. So they sued us. The
sal e went ahead because in litigation, you have to ask the
Court to stop the sale, and the plaintiffs didn't ask the
Court to stop the sale. So the sale happened, and the

| eases were issued.

In July of 2010, the District Court in Al aska,
which is in Anchorage, Judge Beistline, he issued a ruling
that said, for the nost part, the EIS was satisfactory,
but you m ssed three issues. And so the judge said,
agency, you go back and you need to redo those three
issues in the docunent.

And the three issues that the Court wanted us to
address in the EI'S, they said that we failed to anal yze
the environnental inpact statenent of natural gas
devel opment despite industry interest and specific |ease
incentives for such devel opnent. So when we offered for
| ease these tracts of land, we included in the sale notice
an incentive for the companies to produce the gas. And so
the Court says, but you didn't analyze the environnenta
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effects for allowing themto produce the gas. So he said
go back and take a I ook at that.

Another thing that the Court said that we failed
to do was to determ ne whether the information identified
by the agency was relevant or essential under federal
regul ations. The plaintiffs submtted in court about a --
| think it was |ike a 45-page document of everywhere the
agency anal ysts had said there was uncertainty, we don't
know, things are unknown. Well, when that is done, the
regul ations -- there is a requirement that when that is
done, that the agency has to follow the regul ati ons and
det ermi ne whet her the cost of obtaining the m ssing
information was exorbitant or the nmeans of doing so was
unknown. So they said you didn't do that. You made al
these statenents in here that things were mssing, but you
didn't follow the regulations when you did that.

So we went back. And what we did in response to
the court order, we drafted a suppl enmental environnental
i npact statenent to address the three concerns that was
in-- and it was in draft form That's when we came out
here -- and we released it in Cctober of [ast year, and we
came out here in the conmunities in Novenber to have
gover nnent -t o- gover nment neetings, as well as public
hearings. And we cane here to Point Hope, as well, to
show you what we did of how to address the order.
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And we also -- we cane out here to get coments,
not only fromall the comunities. W got about 150,000
conments on the draft supplemental EI'S, and we took a | ook
at those comments. And I'Il let Mke explain why the
draft supplemental EI'S that we did in Cctober was not
finalized, because once you do a draft, then you receive
conments and then do your -- you do a final supplementa
EIS. That's the process. And so Mke will explain why we
didn't do a final based on the previous draft.

MR M CHAEL ROUTH ER.  Li ke Sharon said,
in the NEPA process you usually come out with a draft
docunment, you go and hol d meetings, you get comments and
usual 'y produce a final environmental inpact statement
sone short tine later. This process was a little bit
different. We did the draft. W cane out for the
meetings. W invited comments. W received over 150, 000
conments. And soret hing special about those comments was
a common theme anongst many of those 150,000 conmments.
Many of the commenters said, this is great, you | ooked at
the specific issues that the judge told you to | ook at
but, hey, Deepwater Horizon just happened and there is
nothing in this docunent about a very large oil spill
That's what we are really concerned about. This docunent
woul dn't be sufficient without a very large oil spil
anal ysi s.
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So we as an agency considered those conments,

t hought about the issue and said, you know what? They are
right. This document should have a very large oil spil
anal ysi s.

So we tal ked to our geol ogists and said what
would it look Iike if there was a | ow probability but a
real ly high inmpact event in the Chukchi Sea? Can you give
us a scenario? And so they did. And we passed that
scenario on to our environnentalists. These are our
bi ol ogi sts. These are our oceanographers, our air quality
experts. They | ooked at the scenario that our geol ogists
gave them and they wote about the types of environnental
i npacts that could occur if one of those catastrophic
events were to actual |y happen.

That's what makes this -- that's the main new
analysis in this revised draft EIS. [It's simlar to the
docunent we canme here to talk about in Novenber, except
now it has this big analysis of a very large oil spill

The very large oil spill scenario is slightly
different than a worst-case discharge. That's the term
that gets used a lot at neetings and you mght hear in the
future. But they are two different terns, and so we just
t hought we woul d of fer some thoughts about the difference.

The very large oil spill scenario that we | ooked
at in this document answers the question of, assum ng that
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a big bl owout and oil spill occurred, what's the biggest
wor st scenario that coul d possibly happen. W need to
make sure the decisionmaker, the people back in
Washington, D.C, understand how serious things could be.
So what's the biggest spill that could happen? What's the
worst spill that could happen? And it's for the purpose
of analysis. This is for the purpose of informng the
deci si onnaker .

So our geologists, like | said before, tried to
give us a scenario that was the biggest possible spil
that could occur anywhere in the Chukchi Sea planning
ar ea.

That's different than the worst-case discharge
A wor st-case discharge is sonething that the regulations
require wherein there is an actual plan to explore, an
actual exploration plan, and it's a specific calculation
that entails consideration of the specific |ocation of the
proposed well, the specific type of well, the type of
technol ogy that that conpany would use to drill that well.
Soit's aslightly different cal cul ation.

And we just want to know that the worst-case
di scharge woul d probably end up being |less than the very
large oil spill scenario because, again, it answers a
slightly different question; whereas, a very large oi
spill scenario answers what's the biggest that could
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possi bly occur anywhere in the planning area using any
t echni ques.

An exploration plan with a worst-case discharge
woul d answer a nore specific question: Wat's the biggest
spill that could happen using this technology in this spot
at that reservoir? So it's a fine distinction, and we
understand that, and we would be willing to talk about
that some nore if people have questions. But we just
wanted to point that out for you.

M5. SHARON WARREN: So we're here tonight
to get your input on this docunent. As | said, it's a
revised draft supplemental inpact statement, environnental
i npact statenment. It has -- it carries forward the
information fromthe previous one. Sone of the coments
that we received, we made sone changes in the docunent
based on those comments, as well as had an analysis on the
very large oil spill,

It's a supplement. W did a final environnental
i npact statenent prior to the sale that was done in 2007.
So you will see references in this document to that other
El' S because we did -- we did take that EIS and redo that
EIS. W supplemented it. So we added to it. And so
there may be references that you see.

MR. JACK SCHAEFER: Did you bring any EI'S
statenents?
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M5. SHARON WARREN: Yes. W have CDs, and
we nmay have sone hard copies with us.

MR. JACK SCHAEFER: Can you give themto
sone of us?

M5. SHARON WARREN:  Yes, yes. Some of you
may have been on the nailing list that we sent out, but if
you were not, we have them here avail abl e.

MS. SHARON WARREN. Do you have the hard
copi es?

MR M CHAEL HALLER W have sone of them
W will work on that.

M5. SHARON WARREN. W will| get them out
before the end of the hearing. W have hard copies with
us and we have disks of that document with us.

MR JACK SCHAEFER. You are tal king about
that document, so aren't people wanting to look at it
while you are tal king about it?

M5. SHARON WARREN:  You want to | ook --
here. (kay.

MR JACK SCHAEFER: |s there sonebody that
wants to | ook at it?

M5. SHARON WARREN: Here is one here if
sonebody wants to --

DR JI M KENDALL: Conments are not due for
a few weeks yet, so there is tine.
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MS. SHARON WARREN. So that's what we are
| ooking for is to get your comnments. The coment period
closes July 11th, so you have tine to get your coments
in. W also are using the website here. You can go to
our website to make your comments. W have some handouts
on how to do that, howto get to our website and how to
make the comments on that website, so we will also have
sone of those handed out, as well.

So again, July 11th we need your comments on the
document. And we will take conments tonight, as well, you
know, for the record, and then you can still supply
coment s.

And then what happens? Once we receive the
conments and the conment period closes on the 11th of
July, we are going to take a | ook at all the substantive
comments that we receive, and we're going to take a | ook
at them conpared to our document. And we are going to be
preparing a final supplemental environnental inpact
st at ement .

This is a court-driven deadline. On My 19,
Judge Beistline gave us a deadline that the Secretary of
the Interior needed to make his decision concerning the
sale by Cctober 3rd of this year. So in order for himto
do that, we have to have the final supplenental EI'S
conpleted by the first part of Septenber because there is

a 30-day waiting period based on the regulations before he
can make his deci sion.

And the decision he's going to -- that he needs
to make is whether or not to affirmthe sale, whether or
not to keep the sale as it was in 2008, to nodify it in
some way -- not make it larger, but nake it smaller -- or
he can decide to cancel the |eases. Those are decisions
that he -- the Court told himthat he needed to make by
the 3rd of Cctober.

So that is why we're here today to take your
conments as public testinmony and then also by July 11th to
have comments on the docunent.

DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you, Sharon. Now,
this is where what | consider to be the fun starts. And
it's also the nost inportant. Now, first of all, if we
need a translator, we have got Dorcus there sitting who
gave the blessing. If we have translation issues, Dorcus
has agreed to help us out to nake sure every coment is
consi der ed.

Now, a couple of things here just they have
al ready said, but I"'mgoing to remnd you. No decisions
have been nmade yet. The Secretary of the Interior has to
make those decisions. What we have to do is nake sure
that we have a good docunment and all the concerns and
I ssues of the communities put together and taken to the
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Secretary so he can make the best decision. That's why we
need your hel p.

And we were talking in the office just alittle
while ago with Caroline, and it's all about conmunication.
And I"'ma big believer in that. And that was the whole
subj ect of our meeting. And sometimes | get accused of
being a frustrated teacher because | like to call on
fol ks, but I"'mnot quite that bad.

But what we canme up with in our last meeting --
and Earl was hel ping and Earl was helping a few m nutes
ago to get organized -- is we need people to cone closer.
And | would like to get as many chairs up here as we can
and sort of forma sem-circle so we make sure everybody
has a chance to speak. W will go from person to person
and you can have a comment, you can pass, and then we are
going to do it again. And we wll stay here as long as we
need to so everybody feels they have had a chance to speak
and maybe several times to speak because one of your
friends or neighbors may say sonething that rem nds you, |
need to nmention this.

So we want to make sure when we end tonight
everybody feels they have got their views on the table and
that everybody has heard everybody's views. And so this
is where | would |ike sone help. W are going to nove the
chairs up here so everybody can nove closer, and then we
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are going to start with the conmunity El ders and el ected
officials. So Caroline and Earl, | may need your help to
hel p identify who should speak in those two groups, and
then we will open it up to everybody. So I'masking that
you all come up here and move closer. And that's where
|"mthe teacher that says please don't sit in the back of
the room because | can't hear you or see you. So please
can we come up here and nove chairs.
(O f the record.)
MR EARL KINGK It's time for you guys

to talk about a very inportant issue. | can start off
with the organization | work with. | work for Al aska
W derness League. | have been fighting this issue for a

long tinme. It's inportant that the governnent gets to
listen to you guys. We have got a recording secretary.
W have got a translator. So this will give you the idea
of what this issue is all about.

A great honor is being in front of us, our
President, Caroline Cannon. And it's another great honor
to speak in front of ASRC Energy Services CEO. And it's a
great honor to speak in front of the Elders and ny fellow
Poi nt Hopers.

Your voice is needed to reverse this bad Bush
Adm nistration | ease sale that happened in 2008. CQur
recommendation is no leases drilling or exploration
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activities to occur in the Chukchi Sea. @Gven the risks,
the Obama Administration shoul d not affirm Chukchi Lease
Sale 193, nor let any exploratory drilling in the area go
forward. There is a lot of other issues, but I'll read
the high points.

There is no proven technol ogy to clean up an oi
spill in the Arctic conditions with cold tenperatures, |ow
visibility, broken sea ice and high winds. Little
basel i ne science exists for measuring the effects of an
oil spill on the Arctic ecosystemand mamal s central to
our way of life. W are part of the ecosystem and we
shoul d be proud that Mther Native has given us to be part
of that ecosystemof the world.

Wth the nearest Coast Quard station 1,000 mles
away, Arctic conmmunities are not capable of responding to
a mgjor oil spill along the Chukchi coast. The Inupiat
peopl e have lived off the Arctic CQcean for thousands of
years. The Chukchi Sea is a viable source of food for our
conmunities and an oil spill or disturbance of marine
mamal s and fish could devastate our way of life.

Come and testify and |l et these governnent people
under stand how i nportant our way of life is. W have been
living here for thousands of years. The garden has
provided food for us. Springtime, year-round cycle, we
need to continue keeping that up. W need to continue
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living our way of life. There is alternative energies
that could be devel oped. There is other ways of making
money. W got corporations that could do business wth
our president of ASRC Energy Service to do devel opment
inland and stay away from our ocean, the ocean that
provides us with food for thousands of years. CQur
corporation, ASRC, could be a big help in our way of life.
But still we have to watch what we are doing

because it's your kids' future. Your kids are the ones
that will be affected. It's not going to happen right
away. It's going to happen after me and ny relatives pass
away. And you have to cone forward for your children and
your grandchildren to continue our way of life in Point
Hope Al aska. Thank you

DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you, Earl. Ckay.
Wiat | would like to do nowis first ask the village
Elders if they would |ike to nake sonme coments. |
believe that's appropriate. | don't want to force anybody
to make comments, but you are wel come to nmake sone
conments, if you would |ike.

UNI DENTI FI ED SPEAKER: Wy didn't you
start with the Elders if you were going to be appropriate?

DR JI M KENDALL: That's what I'mtrying
to do now, sir. Earl was helping me. He was at the
meeting last night, and he's hel ping me change the tone of
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the meeting, the focus of the neeting to get the best
information. Thank you, Earl. And right now we wl|
start with the Elders, which we would like to hear first.
Thank you.

MS. ERMA HUNNICUTT: MWy nanme is Erma

Hunnicutt. | would wite on a piece of paper like -- like
Earl if | had -- if | had known that you were com ng ahead
of time, so --

DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you very nuch. W
will do our best to do better next tine. Sir, would you
like to conmment?

MR. LEO KI NNEEVEAUK: Wenever | see an
oil rigin the newspapers or on TV, it make me flinch, you
know, because after what happened with the Exxon oil spil
and other oil spill everywhere else, even the
environmental inpact statement, you know -- |'msure some
people read that. And our people have lived here for
t housands of years. W are subsistence users. And |'m
al so for devel opnent, you know, because any kind of
devel opnent provides jobs for our people. There is no
doubt about that.

But still, this offshore drilling scares me.
Wiy don't we just open ANWVR? You know, there is already a
pipeline built. W were afraid when we first heard about
Trans- Al aska Pipeline. W have caribou. W have other
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animal s around. Al though we were afraid that we m ght
| ose our animals, look at -- |ook at what happened now.
Qur animals are still around, the caribou where the
pipeline is built. But this offshore drilling is

sonet hing el se, you know.

Even that Exxon oil spill after what happened,
people are still trying to hunt and fish and then they
still find that grease, you know, in their rivers, in the
oceans. That's why, | don't know, these oil rigs nmake me
flinch every tine | seen one. Thank you

DR JI M KENDALL: W will come back. If
you want to interrupt at any tine, please let us know

MR. LEO KI NNEEVEAUK: (Speaking in
| nupi ag. )

DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you very nuch
And that was recorded. Thank you, sir. Now, |'d like
to -- unless there are anynore -- thank you, Leo. | would
then like to -- Dorcus is maybe speaking later, unless you
want to try again.

MS. DORCUS ROCK: He's right. | know we
need jobs here, too, but we also know there is going to be
devel opment going on, but that really scares ne, too,
because we -- that's how we survive with is our Eskino
food, and you all know that for thousands of years. |'m
not -- (speaking in Inupiag.)
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DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you, Dorcus. Wth
that | would like to open it up to elected officials.
Caroline, would you like to speak first, or would you |ike
to say anything? |s there anyone el se you believe should
speak first before | open it up to the public?

MS. CARCLINE CANNON:  There is a lot of
El ders here, and | think they need to be heard.

DR JI M KENDALL: Absolutely. | need the
El ders, if you will put up your hands, you can speak if
you need to right now.

MR. GEORGE KING K Thank you very nuch
My name is George Kingik. |'man Elder. |'malso of the
Uunasiigsiigaaq clan. What we are tal king about is real
hard to stomach. In this comunity, we have been fighting
for our ocean since 1945, since Truman started dream ng
about the big port over at Cape Thonpson. CQur Elders and
our great-grandfathers have fought to protect the ocean.
And that's what we have been doing since they told us,
wat ch out for your ocean. That's your food, your stonach
That's what feeds you.

And | oppose the |ease sale. | was in Anchorage
when they had the | ease sale, me and ny brother. There
was only a few Natives at the |ease sale. And a |ot of
people cry. A lot of people come outside. They |ook at
the conpany who get the lease. And it was a hurry-up
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situation two years ago. All those people that was

outsi de protesting against the 193 | ease sal e because the
El ders said no to the big Project Chariot and no to this

| ease sale. And | still oppose it. Thank you very nuch

DR JI M KENDALL: Are there any other
El ders that would like to speak? And we will be here as
long as we need to, so if you think of something
afterwards, you are welcone to junp in. Anyone else? Any
El der? Elected officials?

MR. RONALD OVI K, SR : (Speaking in
Inupiag.) One thing I'd like to add is what you have is
t he government controls today, but one drop of oil could
becone a big problemfor our aninals. Thank you.

DR JI M KENDALL: Any other elected
officials that would like to speak before we go to the
list?

MR. JACK SCHAEFER: |'ma council menber
representing Point Hope through our regional federally
recogni zed tribal governnent known as the Inupiat
Community of the Arctic Slope. That tribal government was
formed in 1971 in response to Al aska Native O ains
Settlenment Act and as a region for the Arctic Slope, as a
gover nnent .

And we are a government |ike any ot her
government. The United States government is a government
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that has responsibilities, and so do we. There are
federal 'y recogni zed tribes that perform governnmenta
functions. There are -- nore than half of all the tribes
inthe United States have sel f-governance, have direct
funding fromthe federal government, not through the BIA
and regional offices. And so they performthese
governnental functions in place of the federal government,
whether it be wildlife, EPA those governmental functions
| i ke any ot her governnent.

And we have that responsibility in performng
those functions for our nenbers, and our constitutions
reflect that for the well-being of our menbership. And so
we have this obligation and duty, and there are other
tribal governnents that have the sane thing like the
federal government, its responsibility towards its toward
its nmenmbership and its well-being of the nenbership.

And | guess that's a good start to indicate what
our responsibilities are. W are not just blow ng hot
air. And we do have these functions and responsibilities
that we have to address in regards to whatever nmay be
m ssing or whatever needs to be done, |ike any other
gover nnent .

I's there any type of revenue sharing? |Is
there -- how are we going to benefit through sonething
that we haven't addressed yet and haven't been
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acknow edged in regards to governnental functions?
Taxation? Local enploynent? Tribal enploynent rights?
These functions have to be recognized by the federa
governnent and the State of Alaska. And so it's very
difficult for us tribal governnents to, you know, respond
to things and continuously try to keep track of what al
has taken place. But we have been in the court for a very
long tine, as George Kingik just said.

And there have been several cases that involve
our governnental functions and our concerns in regards to
subsi stence that have not been resolved. And so you know,
governnental functions are very -- you know, it's a rea
thing. | guess, you know, this can go on as tine goes on.
Thank you.

DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you, sir.

MS. ERMA HUNNI CUTT: (Speaking in
| nupi ag. )

DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you. Again,
before we go to any of the list | have, any other
community Elders or elected officials?

MR M CHAEL HALLER  Coul d you | et Dorcus
translate that?

M5. DORCUS ROCK: (Translation by Dorcus
Rock.) She was saying that when noney comes in and so
forth, it's good, but it's also that we have to renenber
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to work together when we do that. Like I said, when we
get our dividend fromthe ASRC or fromthe State Pernanent
Fund, we all get happy, everybody. And when they catch
whal e, everybody get happy, too. So if these two work
together, we all be happy. Working together that she's
most |y concerned about .

DR JI M KENDALL: Ckay. |'mgoing to go
to the list, unless there is any other Elders or elected
officials that would like to speak. And I'mgoing to go
to the list, and we can always cone back. | want to nmake
sure everybody has a chance to speak.

Technol ogy. We were tal king about that, too.

Ceorge Kingik. | believe he's already spoken. Ckay.

DR JI M KENDALL: (Ckay. And then we are
going to make sure everyone gets a chance to speak, but
now you are a double dipper.

MR JACK SCHAEFER: As | was saying, you
know, there were several court cases that we have been
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trying to protect our rights to subsistence, our rights to
the ownership of the ocean in regards to title. And
wi |l mention these for the record. This is one triba
governnent that went through this. There were severa
that had went through this. The Inupiat Conmunity of the
Arctic Slope, Native Village of Gambell, Native Village of
Akut an, Nome Eskinmo Conmunity, Native Village of Eyak.

Over the years since the '70s -- and I'Il just
mention one in regards to subsistence, People versus
Ganbel | versus Clark, Ninth Grcuit, 1984. Ganbell 1
Peopl e versus Gambel | versus Hodel, Ninth Circuit Court,
1985, Gambell 2. People versus Ganbel | versus Hodel
Ninth Grcuit, 1989, Ganbell 3. People of Ganbell versus
Babbitt, Ninth Grcuit, 1993, Ganbell 4.

This statement nore or |ess cane out of a
Vernont |aw school |ast March in regards to di scussions of
of fshore between the United States and Canada, the Inuit
and Geenland trying to talk about oil and gas of fshore.
And so there was a nention of these court cases that
indicated that the subsistence issues have not been
resol ved.

And so that, you know, gives you a little bit of
a glinpse that was nentioned to the Wiite House Ccean
Policy Goup a couple weeks ago, but | don't know if they
understood what | was saying because | didn't refer to the
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CGrcuit Court here. | just indicated Ganmbell, 1, 2, 3,
and 4, assumng that they understood.

The State of Alaska only has jurisdiction for
three mles. They mght get a little bit of something up
to six mles in regards to any type of revenue sharing,
and beyond that, zero, nothing.

DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you, sir. oing
down the list, | know Earl, you have already spoken. Do
you want to hit it again or come back to you? Come back
to you? kay. Thank you. Next on the list. Leo. You
were on the list. Do you want to speak again? O we can
come back. Come? Back. Ckay. Next on the list -- | see
lots of nos. And then | have a whol e page where people
didn't mark yes or no. Elizabeth ST-E-O Steo
El i zabeth? Ckay. Caroline, you didn't check yes or no.
Wul d you like to speak?

MS. CARCLINE CANNON: | think there is a
m sunder standing. That was -- ny understanding that was
the sign-in sheet. They did not clarify if we are going
to speak or -- | think we need to conmunicate better

DR JI M KENDALL: Absolutely. W started
alittle late, and we didn't get the sign-in sheets out.

DR JI M KENDALL: W had several to find
out who is here.

DR JI M KENDALL: Ckay. |'msorry. |
can't hear too well and | can't see too well, either.
Margaret Oktollik.

MS. MARGARET OKTOLLIK:  No.

DR JI M KENDALL: No? Ckay. |'m not
sure. 1'mgoing to ask for sone help. Sally. Wuld
you -- please.

MS. SALLY KILLIGVUK: | say in this world,
this land is ny land and this land is your land. There is
two different things about it. You guys |love to eat your
food; we love to eat ours. And you guys don't like to |et
nobody touch your stuff; we don't like to |et our things
be touched, too. Like they always say, you know, you have
to share and give. How are we going to do that if they
take that away fromus? Wat are we supposed to do? You
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guys don't like to eat our food. Sonetimes we don't |ike
to eat your food. And you have to look at it that way
sonet i nes.

But you have to renenber, this land is our |and
t oget her, each one of us. W have different colors of
this world. W have to hold onto it because we [ove to
eat. | know you guys like to eat, too, even ne, even our
kids. W don't like to see our kids be hungry. It's
going to hurt us, too.

It's hurt the peoples down there, too, when they
spill that oil. You guys can't see that or understand
that part? They are suffering.

Like I was saying, this land is my land, this
land is your land. Thank you

DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you very nuch
Next on the list I've got Mary Jane Attungana. Ckay.
Bessi e Kowunna. Wuld you |ike to speak?

MS. BESSIE KOAUNNA: Bessie Kowunna, for
the record. And I'mnot representing any entity, city,
Tikigaq or any other. |It's just nyself as a Point Hope
resident. But what | would like to say is | |love being
Inupiat. | love our food, our culture, our way of life,
our circle of life, our land and sea.

And | also would like to say that if things in
i ndustry shoul d happen, | would rather be involved init,
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not against it or for it, but work with it so our people
can see and hear what's going on with industry. W need
to make sure what they say they are doing is really what
they are doing. Wth that said, if that should happen, |
want to see our people trained, working and be involved so
we aren't left out. If not ne working, it would be
soneone el se, probably fromthe Qutside. So |'mhappy to
be working. Thank you.

DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you very nuch
Next on the list, | see your nane again, Ron. |Is there
anything else you would like to add? No? Ckay. W wll
cone back. Dorcus, your nane was on the list. You want
to make additional coments?

DR JIM KENDALL: No. No. No. No.

MR ROY FILE: That looks like a Y to
me.

DR JI M KENDALL: Well, | saw Ron, Roy.
You are very wel come to speak.

MR ROY FILE. 1'mat school again, buddy.

DR JIM KENDALL: I'msorry. I'ma
frustrated teacher.

MR. ROY FILE: Ckay. | just have a couple
questions for your personally. Wo do you work for?

DR JIM KENDALL: That's a good question.
Ve work for the Departnent of Interior, Bureau of Ccean
Energy Managenent, Regul ation and Enforcement. W are the
Feds. W nmanage the offshore resources and make sure all
the rules and regul ations and the safety is taken care of.
That's our job. And we take the information and pass it
to the Secretary.

MR ROY FILE: That's what | wanted to
find out. And also, are you -- the way you present
yoursel f here, are you pro devel opnent or are you anti
devel opnment ?

DR JI M KENDALL: W are dead center. W
are not pro or -- our job is to nake sure --

MR. ROY FILE: So you do not favor one
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side or the other?

DR JI M KENDALL: Personally, | cannot.

My job is to provide information to the Secretary of the
Interior so he makes the decision.

MR ROY FILE: That's what | wanted to --
that's what | wanted to know. Thank you.

DR JI M KENDALL: You are nore than
wel come. And | apol ogize for reading it wong.

MR. ROY FILE: That's okay. Just don't
let it happen again. W have got to have some fun here.

MR ROY FILE: Yeah.

DR JI M KENDALL: | have gone through the
list. Didanybody sign the |ist that wanted to speak that
didn't? Because then we are going to go to phase two.
Yes, ma' am

MS. AGG E FRANKSON- HENRY:  Good eveni ng.
| wote nmy name on the list, and | said yes. This is
Aggi e Frankson-Henry. And this is to J.F. Bennett, Chief

And |' m opposing the National Poll utant
Di scharge Elimnation (NPDES) permt, a permt to
di scharge of toxic drilling nuds and other harnful
pol lutants into the water within the decision of the
proposed actions for nultiple sale EIS for the Chukchi Sea
sales 212 and 221 and Beaufort Sea |ease sale 209 and 217.

The Inupi at people has political rights, and we
must argue that it is msleading to obstruct the
settlenent given to the Inupiat people by political or
personal gain of regret in our backyard of the proposed
2012- 2017 CQuter Continental Shelf oil and gas |ease
programsettled by the conmpanies' permts w thout even
giving the Inupiat the right to vote by the people of the
North Sl ope Borough comunities.

W have the right to voice, to neet freely for
the well-being of the residents of the people in the
coastal conmunities, whether it be by
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gover nnent - t o- gover nment consul tation nmeetings, giving
your testimonies to the entities that goes into your
communi ties, avails much to the next generation of

subsi stence users. No voice, no courage, then you wl |
not be heard for your inherited rights. It wll cause a
big effect in your conmunity, and their royalties wll be
di spersed to other people not fromyour community.

we have seen in the Lower 48 by current flooding and
violent storns and a disaster in the Gulf of Mexico by
human error.

M5. PEGGY FRANKSON: Last early Monday
morning, ny ten-year-old son caught his first seal. He
dreans about hunting ever since he was a little boy.
That's his passion. He goes out whenever he can, hunting
mamal s, fishing, hunting for caribou, and he wants to
continue to do this. W all want our young people to
continue hunting all the animals that we are used to
surviving on.

W live a subsistence lifestyle. |If any of you
go into our Native store here and try to buy groceries for
a week for a famly of seven, you would be -- or try
buying groceries for a nonth. It's over $2,000, easily.
It's outrageous. W have to survive on our subsistence
foods we catch. It's part of our lifestyle. It's part of
our lives. [It's part of who we are.

And we certainly are going to keep opposing the

offshore drilling sales, the |eases, everything, because
if our aninmals are endangered by possible oil spills, you
have no guarantee to us saying that no oil will land in

our oceans, no oil wll wash up on our shores. There is
no guarantee. Until there is a guarantee, we are not
going to approve of any sales. W are going to continue
to oppose them

VW want to keep hunting our animals. W want to
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keep living our subsistence |ifestyle. M son wants to
growto a man into a father and teach his kids how to hunt
and to live the Inupiat way. Thank you.

DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you very nuch
Now, according to the list, which is not perfect, |'ve hit
everyone who either didn't mark yes or no or nmarked yes.
So now we are going to open it up to the floor because |
want to make sure everybody has an opportunity to speak.

M5. LILLIAN AL LANE: ['d like to signin,

if I could.

l, too, like ny uma, wasn't prepared to -- and
have comments, but | jotted a fewthings. M nane is
Lillian A Lane. I'ma resident of Point Hope, born and

raised. Love to eat everything ny father, ny brothers, ny
nei ghbors have caught and put on ny table. Therefore, |
oppose any gas, oil |eases out in the ocean seas. Just
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| i ke everybody here, they are dependent on the -- mgjority
of our food come fromthe ocean, majority of it that we
take in and preserve and keep all year. So the cycle goes
on and on and on.

W have said this over and over in each
testimony that we have spoken through, whether it be from
the oil conpanies or others. W have repeated ourself
over and over and over. |'mglad you are here to listen
to our testinmonies, and | hope that the people that are
the deciding body will make -- take these testinonies to
heart because this is real. Those people down there don't
know what's going on up here. You don't know what goes on
up here. I'mglad you are here to listen to our people,
the real people who have to live in this comunity year
| ong.

How woul d you feel if | put alimt to your
chi cken and cow? That would be ny first question to al
of you that are dependent on those, too, or your
veget abl es. The people that are wanting to go out there
and drill in our oceans nmake prom ses that they would do
their utnost, their best to try not to do an oil spill.
It's kind of hard to believe because these things that
have gone on in A aska and the Gulf that are -- that did
happen, |ike someone nentioned earlier. You can hear
t hese things.
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W are going to be repetitive on some of the
things that they said because they are inmportant. Qur
ocean that's out there is unpredictable. W have our
sagvaq, the current that is very strong, and it cones from
every direction out there. Supposing sonething happened?
How are they going to contain their spills? Those are the
things that we want to hear. Wat are you going to do to
do your -- your best to convince us that there is not
going to be an oil spill? Those are the things | want to
hear, but in a deep -- at the very -- at the -- but
overal |, | know that since she mentioned -- Aggie
mentioned that we won't even get a penny out of it, not a
penny. Co -- go earn your dine sonepl ace el se, not in our
ocean.

Alot of times -- another lady said it doesn't
mat ter about the nmoney. Money doesn't matter. The food
IS nore inportant than noney right now. As we speak, it
IS nore than nmoney because if we try and buy stuff, it's
really spendy. But | want to also add that the unseen is
a nystery to all of us. That nystery is our ocean. W
only take what it gives us. W only take what it gives
us. The animals give thenselves to us to provide for us.
So we take as nuch as it gives us. |f anything should
happen, we won't have anything. ['mafraid of that. W
won' t have anyt hi ng.
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There was a news thing that the oil comnpanies,
once they close their pots, they are not responsible for
anything else after. They are not accountable for their
cl osed pots. Supposing something happens? | think they
shoul d be responsible as long as they had touched that pot
fromthe beginning to the very end and after. That was on
the news the other day. | don't like that. That's not
good practice with any oil conpany.

| know that it should -- maybe it m ght provide
sone jobs for the conmunity nenbers, sone community
menbers, but majority of the workers that do work in
Al aska on the pipeline, Red Dog Mne, comes from Lower 48.
Qur people are not trained enough. Qur people are not
trained to do these jobs they do on the oil rigs.

And we all know about nature. Nature controls
itself. The ocean is unpredictable and, if anything
shoul d happen, | don't think the oil rigs would be able to
wi t hstand anything out there. So therefore, it's a -- you
are playing with not only their lives, but our Ilives,
al so.

Al though their technology is updated and they
say they have up-to-par equipment, | still don't believe
they are good enough to withstand our Arctic conditions.

I, too, love to eat ny mkigaqg, which our
Heavenly Father, our CGod, has provided, has created and
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put on this earth for our use, our bodily use. And it
says if we disturb the land, it's going to disrupt the
cycle. | see disruption. | see disruption if they do go
out there. And | hope and heartily hope the conmttee
will really consider and take to heart, once again, to
really think this through and not think of it's going to
bring us a | ot of noney because it's a federal thing.
This is going to bring us a ot of noney, which it does.
Ri ght now today our noney really isn't there at all.

Thank you for this opportunity for ne to speak
during this tinme, and | thank all the people that stood up
and speak on behalf of Point Hope. And I'd like to -- I'd
like to say that if they are going to drill out there,
they need to think of all the factors that would be
affected before they do any drilling. Taikuu. Thank you

DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you very nuch
Now, what | would like to dois I'mgoing to start with
this end of the roomand go around and touch base with
everybody to make sure everybody feels confortable and had
an opportunity. Sir, would you like to say anything?
Your name, please.

M5. RI CHARD CANNON, SR.: M nane is
Ri chard Cannon, Senior. Before I say one word, |'m going
to pray and ask God to give ne the right words to say.

Again, ny name is Richard Cannon, Sr. Mst of
you people know me here. And | do like to pretty nuch

whale. | have been around a long time, and kind of
heartbroken to see that these people are here. | know
they're here to just basically do their job. ['mglad Roy

asked this gentleman whether he's for it or against.
They're taking this thing to Secretary Salazar, that he
can't be -- he has to be biased. How can he be biased in
a community of people that he know that if there is

drilling that is going to harmthe environment because,
| i ke some people say, there is nothing, there is nothing
to clean up the oil spill inthe ice. W all know that.

And | know your scientists, to ne, they are
liars. And how could they tell the truth when they work
for you guys, when they work for the oil conpanies?
Explain to me how soneone is going to say, oh, no, this
can't happen. You will be fired on the spot. And I'm
quite sure he signs a gag order saying that he cannot
talk, that he cannot tell the truth. So just |ike Aggie
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say, they are paleface. They are liars.

So we as a whol e nust cone against this, and we
must cone against this now because we know the oi
conpani es, they have noney and pretty nuch have
politicians in their pockets. | know these people m ght
say how do | know that. | don't know that, but I'm
assuming that's it because they are in Washington as we
speak right now trying to push for offshore oil, which we
don't get a dime. A aska will not -- as Jeff says, A aska
will not get a dime fromthis. So what's the use? Wat's
wong W th our politicians? That don't sound right to ne
that they don't -- that they will say, go ahead.

Now, | didn't say go ahead to me. Are they
going to pay off? Maybe it mght begin to pay off. 'l
just leave it at that. M nane is Richard Cannon, Senior
And |"mpretty nuch against offshore drilling, any kind of
drilling.

DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you very nuch
Ma' am another opportunity? Jack?

MR JACK SCHAEFER. Sure. | always have a
lot of things to say. And | hope you continue to come

around and come around. | have been at this for a long

time, also, you know. | -- | have been President of the
Native Village back in '93 or so, years, and we have been
tal king about oil and gas for a long tine. | sat around
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my cousins and my uncles when they were tal king about
their fears and their concerns about offshore oil and gas
back in the '70s and what they were concerned about and
how they were tal king about governnental functions and
gover nnent - t o- gover nment and human rights and -- and
responsi bilities.

And it even got to the point that the ownership
of the ocean was never really addressed. And when it was,
it was addressed in a controversial way. And so, you
know, | still feel that we own this ocean. Al aska Native
Cains Settlement Act was for Al aska. And where is the
boundary of Al aska? And that was tal ked about and deci ded
on but never reveal ed.

And then, you know, | feel really betrayed, in a
way, because we had so much faith in the judicial system
And we fought for what we thought was right. And we won
several times. Uncles and cousins |augh about it. | was
young when this was going on. | didn't really understand
what was happening, but | understood that we had a
responsi bility and that we had ownership and that
controversy is all over

W even went to the United Nations back in 1989
concerned about Prudhoe Bay and the cleanup that was
prom sed by the oil conmpanies so that mgration of the
cari bou and other aninmals could continue over there. But
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| don't know if that was done. There was a governnent
accountability report, a GAO report that was published in
2002, No. 357 on the restoration of Prudhoe Bay. And
conpani es ignored, conpanies changed their name, conpanies
filed for bankruptcy, conpanies wal ked away.

The State of Alaska got furious and said, this
is not true. | don't believe your report.

And so that's one thing that we keep trying that
we have been saying over time is that we are prom sed that
restoration will be done and they will clean it up, that
the animals will be able to go through there again.

Nui gsut has to purchase three, four, five times as nuch
fuel to go after caribou now fromyears back

And this restoration hasn't really been done,
apparently. | did see sonething on the news that there
was sone work that was being done, but | don't knowto
what extent. You know, prom ses have to be kept. You
have to do what you need to do. And if you are going to
say you are going to do something, then you better do it.
And if you wal k away, then how can we trust these
conpani es that are saying that they can do it in an
environmental |y safe way? W are only talking about
exploration and | eases. | don't know to what extent that
we go in regards to inpacts and at what stage.

There was discussion whether it's going to be
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tanked or in a pipeline. Both ways involve bladders that
are going to be on the ocean floor filled with fuel, six
or nore sitting there filled with oil. And there will be
a pipe that will run up to the surface, two tankers from
each bl adder or a pipe running to a pipeline that will run
on the floor of the ocean to another pipeline.

And there has been over 20 years of photography
of the ocean floor, and it has been mapped on how that ice
moves and scrapes the bottomof the ocean and they have
been doing this for years, arctic research, photographs in
that area over there, sale 193. So, you know, | don't
know t o what extent we talk about, you know, things and
whet her we shoul d be concerned 15 years fromnow if it
wi || be devel oped.

In a previous hearing, there was a fornmer

enpl oyee that was on one of those rigs, and he said that
he had -- was afraid for his life at one time because of a
storm and that two cabl es had broken. And he was
thankful that that rig did not collapse or sink or
anything. They were spared. And he said no nore.
Wiet her he broke his confidentiality agreenent that he may
have signed with the conpany or -- | don't know | can't
speak for him But that was stated in a previous hearing.
That has not been put on the website.

W tal k about transparency, openness. W will
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give you all the information you need. But we haven't
seen the transcripts of the hearings. W haven't seen
what the other villages have said. Wat | nmean by "we,"
is that anybody that could pick up a laptop Iike that
person over there and Cooglize and | ook for hearings. And
what they will see is that there are absolutely no
hearings for Point Hope from Point Hope on record in your
website.

The first one appears in 1986 or '83, which was
done by tel econference. There were hearings that |
testified as the President of Native Village of Point Hope
in 1995 reflecting on the international code that we had
passed. That's not on record. That hearing took place in
Anchorage at the Egan Center in 1995. And that's not on
the website. There are other hearings that are there, but
nothing fromPoint Hope. And it's very, very odd.

And then these recent ones that were in February
are not on the website. 1Is there a reason why they are
not there?

DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you. I'll |ook
into that. Sir, would you Iike an opportunity?

MR ELIJAH ROCK, SR My nane is Eijah
Rock, Senior. [|'ma whaling captain in Point Hope. And
al so Conmi ssi oner for Point Hope for nine years. Just
tal king to the governnent, federal governnent over in
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VWashington, D.C. to make them understand that |'m | nupi at
and | have a lifestyle that was passed on to me and ny
ancestors. And | would like this lifestyle continue
wi thout any interruption of any devel opnent of gas and
oil, if possible. [If it can't be safe, just don't do it
just like that because | like to have gas and oil fromthe
moder n-day equi pment | use to hunt with and heat ny house.
| can't go back to my seal oil blubber stove to heat ny
house, heat it all night like |'mused to today and |
cannot just go to the wall and turn ny light off and on if
we have no gas and oil

But that is sonething that needs to be really
considered fromthe federal government because the federa
governnent is our government, as far as | understand.
Then we have another government, it's the North Sl ope
Borough. That's our governnment. Then we have anot her one
that's the State government. And that's another
government. And we have a Native village government here
and we have a Gty governnent here in Point Hope, and you
know, governnents are governments and governnents and
governments. But still, we are still here. W are stil
alive. W continue to live because of the fact that we
were passed on, taught howto live the lifestyle that we
are imune to nowadays. Even though a lot of the things
on our past went this way and that way, modernized, but
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still, you know, the federal governnent -- soneone
mentioned that we have water out there, our sea, our
ocean. Wthout the federal governnent, the State
governnent, fromthe shore out to three mles, the State
governnent owns that, rules anything in that area. And
then fromthree mles on, it's the federal governnent
waters. But we still hunt in them W still all live off
that ocean, even though the federal and State in them
even though the federal and State government controls it.
V& abide by their -- whatever they say. W use it. They
make the laws and they will continue to make these kind of
laws, | don't know, till kingdom cone, | guess.

Anyway, | support everyone that is against oi
and gas devel opment, but it's got to be safe, and sonehow
we got to make an arrangenent for the federal and the
State government to, you know -- w thout noney we cannot
go buy the nodern-day equipnent that we use, the
moder n-day food that we use. W cannot survive just on
muktuk seal and -- anynore. W have got to have
hamburger. Qur children are already used to that.

So if sonething can be arranged where we have
enough supply fromthe State and federal government to
keep us alive, if they -- if they happen to do sonething
wong in our ocean and we can't utilize our Native food
anynore fromthe ocean.
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But everything mgrates, as far as | understand.
Al the animals in the ocean, even their food m grates.
M grate meaning that, you know, they travel fromthe
| ow -- | ower oceans up -- go up through our area and then
continue on over to Canada and G eenland because of the
currents. They followthe current. |[|'ve never seen --
and also |'ve always heard fromny El ders when we are out
hunting we -- we can't see any aninmals when the current is
fromthe west, only seals and polar bear. That's all
But every once in a while when the whales are mgrating --
this statement is not true either because sonme the whal es
al ways come back because they can't continue on, no water.
They' Il come back. | caught one of those kind in ny
whal i ng years in Point Hope.

And another thing | have a problemwth is
our -- we deemthat it's our ocean, but State and federal
own that ocean, and they right now they are opening it up
to tourist ships going through all the way around up north
across Canada, Geenland, everywhere. And that's
sonething that, you know, we have seen and read about in
the Lower 48. A lot of animals get hit by the props. And
also there is a lot of fishing going on. They nmake a
line, International Date Line for the other countries not
to come in, but they still come in and go over that
because there is nobody out there really leasing the area.
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And so when those nets are out there, any kind
of animal will get caught in those nets and die, can't
SW m no nore.
Anyway, thank you.
DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you very nuch.
Sir, another opportunity, sir? Wuld you |ike to make
anot her conment ?
UNI DENTI FI ED SPEAKER: | pass.
DR JI M KENDALL: M'am you are wel cone
to.
M5. LEAH FRANKSON: M name is Leah
Frankson. Wen | first heard about the |easing, the sale,
and | made a conment on ny Facebook about how peopl e don't
under stand how the effects would be because it's not them
you know. It's not thembeing affected. And | said, you
know, how would they feel if -- if they didn't -- if they
couldn't eat shrinp no nore, if they couldn't eat that.
And then sure enough, |ook what happened to them down
there, those shrinp -- shrinpers down there. The
shrimpers, they are still being affected by what happened.
You know, |ook at what happened in Val dez. That
wasn't even a pipe. That wasn't a -- that was just a
boat. 25 years they couldn't be fishing, toxic waters.
Those are places that are connected that have
infrastructure or relief, you know. There is no
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infrastructure set up up here, nothing. Thousands of
mles out, there is nothing.

And even if there was, you would add on to the
noi se pollution. They track all of the pollution that in
this pristine environment that they don't even know what
m ght happen. They don't even know what coul d happen
to -- to the ecosystem

For the federal government to sell it in the
first place seems wong to give sone one person, one
group, one entity profit, and when it could affect so
much, it could devastate so much. And | have to say, to
me, to allowthat it |ooks like a crime against humanity.
Humans, humans here, ny famly, is eating fromthe ocean.
My famly is eating fromthe ocean. Everybody up here.

And it's not the first time the federa
governnent al most |et things happen. | was reading that
book on Howard Rock and how they al nost got approved to do
nucl ear bonb to change the land so they could, you know --
to test it, totest -- to test up here. Even there was
EPA back then, alnmost allowit. And what woul d have
happened if they did? W wouldn't be here if they did.

Toget her we stand up and they said no. And they
are standing up and they are saying no to this, no matter
your profits. Thank you.

MS. LILY TUZROYLUKE: Lily Tuzroyl uke for
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the record. Your agency, BOEMRE, has been in the news
lately for corruptions, for corruptions just as recently
as 2010. Not these people that are sitting in front of
you, but the department that they work for, their

enpl oyees were found guilty for taking bribes fromoi
conpanies. Fromoil companies.

You stated earlier when this gentleman asked, he
asked what is your -- what is your stance on this issue,
and you said that you are neutral. You said that you are
neutral, that you have to take consideration fromboth
si des.

| want to know what assurances happens -- what
assurance you can give ne or the people here that the sane
corruptions is not going to be happening again. | know
that there is certain steps that you have been taking, but
| just wanted to bring that issue up since that is a
concern. You are here to tal k about the suppl enental
environnental inpact statement, and you spoke to the
Native village earlier about grading -- upgrading, and it
is ny belief that your EISis flawed. It's extrenely
fl aned.

You take a lot of studies. You do a |lot of
studies on all the various aninals. W have -- at our
office, we have requested information under Freedom of
Information Act. | don't know -- we asked for the
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information. The first one is between the oil conpanies
and between BOCEMRE, formerly MVS. There is boxes and
boxes of aninmal studies, tons of aninal studies saying how
the seismc testing, how the exploratory and the

expl orations, how that woul d affect the aninals.

But where | see the gaps -- and this is where
the traditional know edge would come in -- is that you say
how i nsensitive the animals are, how a bowhead can take up
to X number of vessels, this volune up to an aval anche --
| think it's the decibels equal to a vol cano eruption,
aval anche, and bowhead can wi thstand that anount of
deci bel s, but as whalers and the experts here, the nen and
the wonen here that do whaling, know that bowhead hearing
IS very sensitive. |It's very sensitive

The other -- the other mgjor flaw that | see,
and 1'mglad that you have here with you, is you have an
editor of the EISthat's -- yes. There he is. You take
all of the studies, these animl studies, and you get
these scientists to find out how this would inpact the
animals. Yes, and that is inportant. But you don't | ook

at howor it will inpact the human popul ation and how it
wi |l inpact the culture.
It seems in our previous -- in previous sites,

things |ike Exxon, the Deepwater Horizon and other places
around the world, like the major deltas where there has
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been oil devel opnent, it devastates the people. It
devastates the people. That's the truth

And you say that you are here to get the facts,
to find the truth, and the truth is that this wll
devastate us. This will devastate us. So | just want
to -- | cannot urge enough that you have to dedicate --
you dedicate scientists to |ook at animals. You need to
| ook at the people that are going to be inpacted.

That's all. Thank you

DR JI M KENDALL: Al'l very good conments.
Thank you. Ma'am would you |ike an opportunity? No?
Ckay. |'mgoing to cone around the table. | don't want
anyone to be forgotten before | continue on. M am would
you |ike another opportunity?

As we all know that our ocean provides -- God provides for
us. Like ny Aunt Anna say, that they are given to us when
our fathers, grandfathers, uncles, our relatives go out to
harvest a marine manmal, even the fow s of the air, the
fish in the ocean, it's bountiful. W are blessed. And
knowi ng that, within this time period, we will be
i npacted. Be ready.

There may be a lot of traffic in the air
That's why we didn't see our caribou mgrated this |ast
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year. There was a |lot of traffic because of people up
north were inpacted by a | ot of studies through the
airway. A lot of helicopters, planes. Al that, we are
going to be seeing that here. And when they cone in, we
need to try to get sone taxes going so that we can at

| east get a piece of -- get a dime. |If they come here and
put their equipnent on our land, we need to make sure that
we -- we invest fromthat. |It's going to hurt us. W

know. W know once -- once they -- because the |eases are
sol d.

Those that are nmarked up there in the map in
gray are supposed to be red. BOEMRE, or former MVB, sold
those |l eases to the oil conpanies, and they are still
| ooki ng for people -- | nean, conpanies to buy those ot her
| eases. But that's our backyard.

VW were told when we were children never to ness
wi th the ocean because it's very dangerous, never to even
go out there and -- and put your feet in the water because
the current can take you away. W have to respect the
ocean. | was trained to respect the ocean. And |'m
trying to tell ny children to respect the ocean so that
they, too, will be blessed when they go out to harvest.

Mammal s, aninals, fow in the air -- we like to
eat eider duck. W like to eat kunmags. W like to eat
fish, whales, seals because we are bl essed.

W know that the NPRAis not in this map up
here, too. How many |eases have been sold in the NPRA?
Qur neighbors up north, they are going to be seeing a big
change. They are going to be highly regulated. They are
going to be so polluted that they will ask us how. \What
did we do? What did you say to themto prevent this from
happeni ng? W stand up and we said no.

And it's so hard to see our culture, our
traditional way of life in front of us, knowing it m ght
not be there anynore five to ten years fromnow because we
won't be able to celebrate the whale. But we love to eat
t he bowhead whal e, the beluga whale. W are whalers. And
we harvest because we were taught by our fathers, our
grandf at hers, our mothers, our grandnothers, and our
forefathers. W are a rich community. God bl essed our
land with a lot of berries every season. There may be
times when there is a drought.

As we see today on the news, the violent storns,
the -- the flooding that's going on in the Lower 48, their
vegetation, their animals, their land is being taken from
di saster through Mdther Nature. And now | ook at us today.
That's where all -- you know, we are -- and also in Japan,
the big earthquake that happened, and now we are afraid of
the radiation that may come into our waters and that we
may be affected, too.
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W hurt for people in the Gulf of Mexico,
Louisiana. W hurt for them too, because they have a
mom They have a dad. They have children. They have
grandparents that relied on these resources that put food
on the table. But then it hurts. It hurts those
fam|ies.

And what did the government do with offshore
that was devastated at the Qulf of Mexico? How long did
it take themto act and try to clean up the mess? It's
going to be even longer here in the Arctic because it's so
sensitive, our ecosystem And we are sensitive, too,
because we rely. W rely on what was given to us, the
resour ces.

| know we are nodernized. W have a |ot of
technol ogy, but there is other ways that they can, other
ways of -- of trying to provide. W know that our
governnent has to pay China, but we don't -- we are also
i npacted by that because of the greed. But we |ove our
governnent, too, because we are Americans.

But |'msaying no. | choose no devel opment on
the multilease sale Beaufort Sea and Chukchi Sea pl anning
area oil and gas |ease sale 209, 212, 217 and 221. |
support alternative one, Beaufort and Chukchi Sea no | ease
sal e.

And those of you that are here today, you have
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until July 11th to put in your coments. There is a
website that you can go to. | have that in ny office if
you need help to put it inwiting to these -- to BCEMRE
to hel p because we know -- we have -- we have Dish. W
have TV, those of you who |ikes to watch news |ike | do.
V¢ see what's going on.

The United States is hurting. Mybe it's
because we are al nost against Israel. W need to pray for
Israel so that we will be blessed, so GCod will have us in
our favor. Today here in the Arctic Slope, that's what we
do. Because God has blessed us with these resources in
the oceans, in the sea, in the rivers, and in the air.

And | hope and pray that the decisionnaker
listen to our conments. W know that this was done from
the other previous President of the United States, but the
Presi dent today, Obana, we know that his termis al nost
over, but he's given us the opportunity to speak with the
federal government, w th government-to-gover nment
consul tation, executive order 175131 so that we can have a
voice in our community.

W are Tikigagmus. We wll always say our
voi ce. Thank you.

DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you for your offer
to help people with the regs.gov. Thank you very nuch.
That was very helpful. Sir, would you Iike an
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opportunity? Back to the Elder table, anyone |ike to make
anot her comment ?

And that's provided from
what people give me or when we go out to hunt. And that's
how we |ive

So you think -- think about you our children and
our grandchildren. [If you think about that, it's rea
hard. | heard everybody being against it, so | hope the
Secretary of the Interior will think tw ce about it before
they do anything. You know, it's our |and, our water, our
sea. And | remenber that one nman that nentioned that
hunger knows no law. W are not going to go to that
extinct -- we are not going to go that far, but the
testinonies of these people, | hope they really listen to
what they are saying. It's fromthe heart. They are
saying that fromtheir heart, and that's what |'m doing,
too, the sane thing.

That's the only way we provide our food. |
can't go to the store. If I did, |I have to spend, 2-
$300 just to get what | need. And you know, when you buy
meat -- did you go to the store to see how nuch the neats
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are? They are about $18 a pound. You think about that.

You got to think about all the testinonies of
these people. You got to think about it fromyour heart;
not just by looking at them but fromthe heart. | really
hope that you do listen to us because | know that the good
Lord will be with us. And | hope the Secretary of the
Interior will think twice before he signs that paper.

Money is not really anything, you know, when you
think about it. It is a lot of tinmes, but nmoney is not
anyt hing conpared to our food that we get. The men hunt
for it, too. It's not easy for themto be out there
hunting. |If you ever tried going out to go hunt |ike they
do, | don't think you would | ast a week, but they -- they
dare through that just so we would have food on the table.
| just wanted to say that. Thank you.

DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you very nuch.

MR EARL KINGK It's been a long battle
since 2008. A lot of things happened between 2008 and
now. A lot of neetings, a lot of planning, a ot of
devel opment talk. Qur corporation, ASRC, our cousins,

A gooni k Corporation, and other corporations are getting
involved with oil devel opment without your guys'
know edge.

W don't know what's been happening, but we
woul d like to ask the governnent to do investigation on
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what's been happening since the Native Village of Point
Hope said no to offshore activity. Point Hope is not new
tothis. It's been years and years and years from ny
father was alive, my uncle [indiscernible] and all these
ot her people, ny nother, all these people that attend
t hese neetings because the governnent want to go out to
the ocean we |ove the nost. And all these years they have
been saying no but, still, the government come back again
and ask the sanme thing, could we do sone |ease sales in
that area.

And as we had a president by the name of George
Bush, the George Bush era has di sappeared. George Bush
want ed devel opment in the Arctic. George Bush got a big
donation fromoil companies to becone president. So you
see, George Bush wanted to do devel opnent right away.

| thank Native Village of Point Hope for passing
a resol ution opposing offshore activity in the Chukchi and
the Beaufort. A lot of things are happening. This past
week they called an Arctic Sunmt. Any of our people is
attending that Arctic Summt? There was another big
meeting | got invited to. It was Shell G, Shell Gl
meeting wth Chanber of Commerce talking about the
Chukchi, talking about devel opnent. And where is our
people? A lot of neetings happening since 2008.

| would |ike to be horme, but | |ove you people.
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| love our way of life, and that's the only way | can keep
up with this very hot issue that's in front of our
community. After listening tonight, we gave you strong
encour agement to even fight harder to let you guys know
100 percent that attended this meeting is against offshore
activity.

The biggest scare is an oil spill. They said
there is no danger in shallow water |ike the Deepwater
Horizon. | had a chance to go visit the Deep Horizon
[sic] oil spill. | had a chance to witness what | always
been tal king about if there was an oil spill. | had a

chance to feel the crude oil that the birds and the
alligators and the fish got into.

So you see, we should all oppose offshore
activity. It's too precious to give away. W always | ook
forward to see ginu cone every fall. W call it our very
first ice. But if thereis any oil spill, we will see
bl ack crude conmng like ginu like the fresh ice that goes
to Point Hope every fall, and we don't want that to
happen.

There is no proven science technology to clean
oil spill. Let the record know that Point Hope says there
is no proven technology. Science can't prove that.

Sal azar, we have many meetings with him
Echohawk, we have many neetings with them EPA
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VWashington, D.C., we have nmany neetings with them And we
have neetings with Senators and Congressnen. W got
friends that always happens get votes to fight against the
of fshore activity in the Arctic.

So you see, we are not al one because the tribe
is very powerful. W have got a Constitution of the
United States, thanks to Jackson [sic]. W foster and
protect our way of life. W got to understand that. W
got to stick together. Wthout to sticking together,
things will happen. Wen we stick together, things always
happen in a good way.

Just renenber, Point Hope should say no, no, no
to offshore activity. Thank you

They have hurt our people, physical,
mental |y, spiritually. W are tired of being pushed
around, being told what to do. Enough is enough.

Qur brave nen who set their -- set thensel ves
out in the ocean to catch what they could catch -- and
they have been very successful this year. God has blessed
us mghtily. Once again, | -- fromthe bottomof ny
heart, fromthe bottomof ny heart we plead and we beg
that you don't allowto do this to us. They have done
enough to us.

You fol ks out there don't know what it's like to
live out here. You have to conme out here and live it, to
under stand what we go through.

Li ke ny boy, he's out there hunting right now.
| encourage himto go hunting. | want ny freezers filled
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as nmuch as | can get. W not only feed ourselves, but for
the commnity. W share. This is a sharing comunity.

W give first and take whatever is left over. And stil
our freezers are full, whether they be in the ice cellar
or the new freezers.

| don't know what else | can say nore because to
beg and plead, | don't usually beg or plead, but this time
| am | am | don't beg or plead. It's for the good of
our people.

But thank you for comng again and listening to
our comments. And | hope they really take it to heart and
understand, truly understand where we are comng from
before they make this decision whether to do it or not to
doit.

There are many tinmes | miss ny children's
birthdays, anniversaries, but tonight I amvery pleased to
hear; tonight | amso bl essed because it's the sane
message.

W envision the ocean with the rigs. | have a
little remnder froma friend fromValdez, a jar full of
their rocks with the oil, the black oil, and they just dug
that not too long ago. That is ny remnder | keep in ny
room W are blessed with three whales this year. W had
the opportunity to see many things happening within our --

inour -- in front of us. A lot of joy.
And yet we know how danaging it can be if there
is one drop -- one drop oil -- | mean, oil drop. W know

how damagi ng that can be. That can be forever.

| grewup with five brothers, so | never really
had a chance to put five gallons into our tank. But one
time ny brothers weren't home. Mmsaid | had to go put
stove oil in our tank, and | cooveed. | spilled. |
cooveed, and | saw that oil go straight to the snow
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rapidly. And that five gallons was valuable to ny
parents. That little drop was valuable to our househol d.
And it broke ny heart. | couldn't containit. It spill
It went directly to the ground.

So knowing that, at that tinme | didn't know that
that woul d educate ne, somewhat help ne to know how
crucial or how -- how the materials is as a |iquid.

So | just want to say that | amso blessed to
hear people conmng forward. |'m always speaking them out.
I"mnot trying to put nyself up, but when | visit Elders
and they bless me, keep on, keep on. And we are facing
our own people. Qur own people.

It's hard, but tonight is a critical meeting.

V¢ have schedul es which we shared with -- we had a meeting
with the group earlier. And we shared that our

cal endar -- our subsistence way of |ife evolves on the
weather. W can't programand say we are going to catch
oogruks in tw weeks. W can't programthis and say we
are going to go with this. W have to do it whileit's
available, while it's here. Alot of us want to be out
there, but 1'mglad that we have some people here. Mny
times have we had meetings, and there is only a handful .

And | envision our rich heritage, our culture
and the live berries if we don't speak up when it's
already too late. But |I'mso grateful that we had
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mentors, the people before us, our Elders, that were voca
that liked to say their piece, our mentors that protected
our land, our ocean. They cared. There is many -- and
yet at that tinme they cared, but they weren't -- they
weren't given conpensation. No neeting fees.

Alot of tines we have to travel wth what
little we have in our pocket. |If you go to D.C, you
can't get anywhere without a cab. There are hotels. You
think it's ridiculous here in Al aska; $200 a night in
Anchorage during the sumer rate? It's 3-, $400 over
there. Wat little money you have, if they put you in
a--1inahotel, you're going to see little critters
because we can't afford that. W can't afford that
lifestyle. But it's critical that we have a voice.

| just want to say thank you. Thank you for
openi ng the doors because these doors were shut before.
Believe me, they were shut. There are open doors now.
There is opportunities for Native tribes to get up and
speak and to be recognized. Sonetimes you feel like you
are walking the trail by yourself when you don't have
nothing. But it has to be heard. You have to be heard
i rregardl ess.

Remenber the big issue about those coupons on
the beds not too long ago? Many tines we have to sleep in
a hotel that's not even worth it. Don't want to even get
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inside the blankets because that's how it |ooks.
Sonmetines it's filthy. Wo in their right mnd woul d
travel for five or six days?

There are times you can barely get 300. People
think we make noney. W don't. W are a triba
government with very little. | know someone had nade a
conment nmany times in our meetings that it's just like
penni es. But you know what? The reward is so big when
you land a whale, the reward is so great when you have
that cel ebration, when you recognize that child that was
born this year, when you see an Elder crying fromtheir
heart, quuyah. The reward is so great.

Many tines we speak. We testify over and over
and over again. But it's through your prayers that we are
able to stand firm Qur nentors and our God (Speaking in
I nupi ag), the whaling captains, the umaliks back in the
day. But with honor, with respect. And it is because of
themwe are standing here today.

| get curious many tines as | travel, why aren't
they including the coastal villages such as Savoonga,
Ganbel I, Kivalina? Because it's those three villages,
when they see me on the road or when they see ne in the
airport or wherever, they come and thank ne. They don't
go to their villages to go get their -- to get their
public coments, but they are -- they are being inpacted.
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V¢ need to include them | don't have -- | don't know

their -- their background. | know the walrus is crucia
to them to Savoonga and Dionede for the covering of the
boat. That's all | know. But at one tine they used to

come here with boats to celebrate with us.

There is a lot of issues that were said tonight,
alot of critical ones, but I just want to commend --
commend the BOEMRE -- sometimes we say bunmer. But thanks
for taking this time and giving us the adequate tine as
you go around a circle. | heard nany, many, many
heartfelt testinonies comng fromyour heart because |
feel like this is one of the |ast neetings that's going to
occur. W have to exercise our rights as human bei ngs.

| don't want ny great-grandkids to go to the
library and say oh, ny amua did this. Didthey really do
this? No. | want themto have that opportunity to
practice what we do today.

| just thank you all for saying and com ng and
saying your piece. | felt it tonight |ike never before.
But | stress that you need to go to the other villages,
the villages that | mentioned that are being inpacted. |
know July is just around the corner, but it's critica
that they be heard. Nonme needs to be one station, one
area. They have whaling communities in that area.

Cimte change is one thing that we are seeing
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firsthand (Speaking in Inupiag). Qur weather has changed,
the ice condition, you nane it. But | don't want to echo
what everybody has been saying. There is a |ot of good
statements. | cane here tonight. And we would like to
see the reports. W want it on the Internet. W wanted
to be able to have access to it because where i s Point
Hope.

And I'mjust grateful that there is a whaling
captain's wife over here. She said this land is ny |and.
To see her grandkids here, when you have tutichiats, |
visit her house and | see her grandkids. Many grandkids.
So | was thankful that the Lord blessed themwith a whale,
the hard work it takes to | and a whale to prepare.

"' mthankful for the Kinneeveauks. [|'mthankful
for the Lanes, the Killigvuks, that we were able to
cel ebrate the true neaning of being a (Speaking in
I nupi aq), and to share with our brothers and sisters
hagmaktus [Inupiag ph]. | want to thank ny uma Leo for
com ng home and sharing his know edge with the songs that
he has that we have yet to | earn because they are so
precious in our hearts. They are so, S0 -- so nuch who we
are.

| said enough, but again, | want to thank
everyone for comng. Taikuu.

DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you very, very
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much. Sir, would you |ike another opportunity?
UNI DENTI FI ED SPEAKER:  ( Shakes head.)
DR JI M KENDALL: M' an?
MS. MARGARET OKTCLLIK: Hi, |'m Margaret

Cktollik, and I'magainst offshore drilling, and it is --
| haven't been hone for many years, and it is good to go
home to the whaling tradition, and it is a very -- it

descri bes the whale spread around the whole village,

and it's going to hurt when they do the drilling and

it's -- | don't know why they choose this place right now
because | grew up here in Point Hope. And | -- we live
off the shore and the land. And | don't know why it's
com ng right now.

My kids are learning the tradition, too, and
it's -- the tradition is the main culture around here in
Point Hope. This is the oldest village in Point Hope --
in Alaska. W -- it's -- it's -- it's -- this place is
critical right now | nean, | don't know It's fine to
be home and it's good to see everybody sharing, everybody
getting along. And the comunity is still the sane, and
hope it stays this way. And | want ny kids to see how
much it is to love one another and share with one anot her
and care for each and every one. M kids really love
being honme. |'m against everything. |'mdone.

DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you. Mi'am would
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you |ike another coment, please?

M5. SALLY KILLIGVUK: M husband is a
whal ing captain. You know, | was thinking while you guys
were all talking about money and having food in the
freezer. Every time we have nmoney, we spend it and the
next day you have no nore money. But you still have the
food of -- the Native food that we share through the
vill ages everywhere. Al over the Al aska peoples trying
the mkigag and everything. If | was a mllionaire, |
woul d have every one of these poor little people go to
every neeting you guys have.

But, you know, the only thing I'mproud to be,
to tell you guys the truth, that | love to be Native
Arerican to share our traditional ways. And | wll fight
for what we are doing right now. And when we teach our
ki ds how to say no when the bad things are -- when we have
bad things, we say no.

And this -- these things we are trying to say
no, which you guys can't hear. And we are trying to tell
you guys over and over, no means no. Like we always teach
our kids, no, you can't do this. But what's the use? You
guys have to open your ears and open your hearts because
you know -- but every tinme we have noney we spend it, but
we still have the Native foods with us for the rest of our
lives. W can't change
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And the ocean -- you guys eat, too. Like the
fish, like the shrinp, crabs. You guys eat those things,
too. It hurts you peoples, too. Not only us, because you
guys love to eat those things, too. And | -- you know,
conmon sense that you have to use, too

But | respect each and every one of you guys and
the ones that are fighting for us, like Caroline and
Cktollik, to fight for us. And we are making them strong
to respect them W pay for themto help us. But they
are -- they are doing their best, but we pray for themto
be strong for us because we can't do it. And | respect
them for them peoples to doing that for us. And you
know, we said no.

DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you very nuch
Wul d you like to make a comment? You okay? Gkay. Thank
you. Wuld you like to make a comment? Ckay.

Vell, it's getting |ate but, then, again, | want
to make sure everybody feels their voice was heard. This
is inportant. So is there anybody el se that would like to
rai se their hand and say sonething? | mean, | don't want
to exclude anyone.

MR JACK SCHAEFER. W heard a | ot that
was said earlier. There were a |ot of points that were
made, and really valid points. W need jobs. W need
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this oil. W don't Iike being poor. W expect to be
respected. Treat us |like everyone else. This is not
Ecuador. Those people had their oil stolen right from
under them They had to go to the UN.  So did we. And
the UN combi ned Ecuador and us together in regards to

di scrimnation against indigenous peoples. Five
transnational corporations through their resolution that
they passed in 1989 and did their investigation, and we
responded.

Qur issue was Prudhoe Bay at that tine. W
didn't get a chance to talk about offshore, but we did
i ndicate what our inpacts were with that Prudhoe Bay. The
i npacts on those animals that live up there, the birds
that live up there, the mgratory life. And we were very
t horough about the inpacts that had taken place back then.
There were 200 holes in that Trans-Al aska Pipeline back
then. And the person who blew the whistle was persecuted.
And this was testified before.

But getting back to jobs, oil, opportunities,
busi ness, and they tal k about that place up there. 1 have
been working for a village corporation since 1983. | had
to be involved with title recovery in regards to those
people that had filed for Native allotnents as their own
fromthe federal government. They alnost did not get any
of their allotnments on the coast because the federa
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governnent said it is valuable for oil and gas. And that
is reserved to the United States. And if you have got
evi dence otherwi se, please provide it to us. Naturally,
we did, but they nade that statement. So there is oi
here on shore.

In 1980, the Alaska Lands Interest Conservation
Lands Act [sic], ANILCA they call it, nmandated an
inventory of every square inch of A aska. What mnerals
are there? Wat oil is there? Did they let us know? No,
they didn't let us know where everything is. They want
to -- they wanted us not to know because of this
conpetitive arrangenent, conpetition, intellectual
property. But we have oil here. W need to know in order
to make a clear decision.

Is it really the end of the world when there is
more than 50 years of oil in the Lower 48 for the whole
country? Tar sands and shale oil. Wat about Prudhoe
Bay, the Shuvlik formation, the shale there, which will
| ast and keep that pipeline alive through 2074 at 660, 000
barrel s a day then.

And we got this inpression that was hitting us
hard in the year 2000 during the Bush Admnistration's
| ast phases. This is a crisis. W got no oil. Wat are
we going to do? And a couple of Senators and Congressnen
stand up and say, hey, wait a mnute. There is 62,000,000
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acres that are | eased now. And you are not even touching
it? And you want to go offshore over there? You want to
go offshore in California? W said no to that. But you
still want to do it, and yet you have 62,000,000 acres
sitting right there leased, and it's not being devel oped.

VWhat's wong with this picture? Is there a
national security issue? Is there a problen? There is
all this controversial propaganda, whatever, that's being
pressed upon us without true facts as to exactly what is
there. Naturally we brought it up to the oil conpanies
when they come in our doors and we close the door and they
sit around and talk and have tea with us, business. And
we say, hey, wait a mnute, there is oil right there. How
come you don't want that? There is nothing there. It's
over there, but not here. Wich is afinitelie. And why
did they |ie? Because that oil over there is free. There
IS no tax.

As a matter of fact, there was incentives until
(hama said, hey, wait a mnute, there is sonething wong
with this picture. W are paying you guys to take this
oil, you know. How are we going to deal with our deficit?

So we have all this oil on shore, and these oi
conpani es running around with their tenptation, that
apple. And they are even picking on our |eadership, our
busi ness and saying that's the only way to go when we
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haven't really got a clear picture what we really are --
what we really have here.

This area is the largest oil patch in the world.
W are sitting on a bow. The edge of the bow is Point
Hope, Winwight, Point Lay. And it's being sucked from
the mddle, not fromthe edge. And we are left with
not hing, because it's being stolen fromover here from
next door way far away. They really should deal wth what
there is now and what you can deal with now and quit
messing around with stuff that we can't deal with. There
IS no technology to clean up oil in broken ice.

Di d you see those pictures fromthe Norway
study, fromthe Canadi an MacKenzie study? Those ice were
far apart fromeach other, lots of water, no wind. Geat
job. We can do it. | looked at satellite photos all year
| ooking at the ice formations. W had a tough year. A
the way fromBarrow to here, that ice really noved around.
There woul d have been no way to clean up. W just finally
| ost sonme of this ice just recently. |It's been stuck for
a while.

Qur businesses have opportunities, but they are
bei ng abused by oil conpanies for gold instead of silver,
as a figure of speech. The technology is not for the
of fshore yet, but the technology sure is for onshore. If
the federal government has told nme this is valuable for
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oil and gas, then let's deal with it here before we even
go offshore. Work on that technol ogy because the

technol ogy has not changed through Arctic research,
through the National Science Foundation, over the years
has not changed at all. They have to be forced into it or
sonething to cone out with a way to deal with this.

| don't know if you renenber the Santa Barbara
accident in the '60s, but the depth of that accident is
the very sane depth as that -- those areas over there, 150
feet deep. And when that thing |leaked, it tore the
ground, and you can't plug a torn ground. And how fast
did that oil spread in 150 feet of water versus a mle?

It went fast. Didthey actually clean it up? Did they
plug it? That's what we are faced with here.

This is shallow water, and there is tal k about
weakeni ng and streamining regulations on shal |l ow water.
That was on the news today. That's what they want to do.
But it's shallow water. [It's |ike an hourglass. And I
don't see how that was missed. But at the sane tinme,
there is oil on shore outside of the petrol eumreserve.
Qur businesses shoul d have control over that. That was
why they were formed with that relationship with the
federal government under this forceful Al aska Native
Cainms Settlement Act, with that partnership arrangenent
for the economc opportunity for that corporation and ours
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to do it in our inpacted areas per testimony back then
with that expectation. But these oil conpanies got in the
way and attenpt offshore.

And it really gives you a picture with regards
to what Al aska has said, what the governor has said. And
what is his background? A |obbyist for oil conpanies.
Even though we get nothing out of it, he say we are going
to get jobs. It's a good thing. Wen that pipeline runs
through, it runs through the National Petrol eum Reserve.

Is it taxable by the North Sl ope Borough? No.
It's federal property. |Is it taxable by the tribe? Yes.
But has the tribe practiced it? No. Has there been
techni cal assistance to make it happen? No. Has it been
through court rulings that ruled in favor of that triba
governnent? Yes. Has there been technical assistance
provided? No. To nmake it happen as the
governnent -t o-government in regards to del egation of
authority as a governnent-to-government.

W are equal, almost |ike clones, whether we
like it or not. And we share that responsibility. But
there is so much oil that's on shore. BP just purchased
property next to the pipeline, 30-sone-odd thousand acres.
And that oil there is, what, 17,000, 000,000 barrels, which
will last us until 2074. At 660 [sic] barrels in 2074.

And so we keep hearing from personnel fromthe
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federal government that we have a national security
problem This is an urgent issue. W need this oil. But
at the same tinme, we are hearing these other things, which
nobody really knows about. | mean, | have to beg to
Coogle to get that information and see and talk to other
people to see what's going on while we still haven't seen
what AN LCA has provided on that nmandate of inventory of
the | and.

So there isn't -- we have no oil. It's just
that there was interest that was shown. Wen you | ook at
those technical reports that were done in the '70s, you
notice that there is an interesting trend in regards to
| ocation. Nome, Kotzebue, Cook Inlet, Al eutians. And who
did then? KPM3 an accounting conpany. Are they
trustworthy? Wat did they focus on? Wre their
bi ol ogi cal studies accurate? And how nuch did they focus
on that?

There are over 50 technical reports that were
provi ded by your website that | tried to [ ook through.
There were three for the Navarin Basin, maybe one or two
for the Nome area, one or two for Kotzebue, about
20-sone-odd for the Beaufort, maybe six for the Hope
Basin, Point Hope area. The Point Hope area was focusing
on Kot zebue informati on because we refused to cooperate.
So there is technical mssing information. Wether -- you
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know, | nean, that information needs to be | ooked at and
taken seriously.

In regards to technical know edge or
intell ectual know edge or intellectual property, Brown &
Associ ates, who is your contractor, had only gone to Point
Lay for the Hope basin sale 193. They did not get
information from Wi nwight or Point Hope for the Hope
basin sale 193. Point Lay was the only source for EPA |
don't know if Brown & Associates worked for anyone el se,
but they did admt to EPA -- admt that that was what they
got when they started tal king about their permts, water,
air.

W have the right for taxation. The situation
that we are faced with doesn't make any sense. The State
is literally trying to give away its oil because of this
of fshore situation. And the governor is getting whipped
for trying to doit. Say, hey, wait a mnute, man, you
are giving it away. W are paying 80 cents on the dollar
for you to drill oil. W are reinbursing you 80 cents on
the dollar here in Alaska on shore. And we are willing to
give you even nore. And that's when the governor got
sl apped ar ound.

But | truly believe that there is oil here on
shore. | don't know why they are not going after that.
It's safer. For all we know, it's nore than what ANVR
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has. And this is outside of the petroleumreserve. W
are not even tal king about Kotzebue, Fairbanks.

Their situationis -- is an interesting one; so
is ours. W have to give 70 percent away. Are we going
to deal with that? Have you ever decided to give away 70
percent of your paycheck to soneone el se? That's what we
are faced with. Onshore.

And if the government is willing to reinburse us
for that, then maybe you got something going. But stil
our governnent -- our businesses shoul d have an
opportunity to devel op what is theirs onshore and not be
told by these oil conpanies that's the way to go. You

don't have any oil. Well, that mght not even be true.
V¢ need to know what the real facts are because | don't
know what they are. |1'mtrying to understand.

M5. ERVA HUNNI CUTT: Excuse ne. Can we
have sone water or sonmething? W are getting dry.

DR JIMKENDALL: | think we are going to
have to take a short break.

M5. PEGGY FRANKSON: |'mjust curious how
much wei ght bearing are these hearings for the Secretary
of Interior when he makes his decisions? 1Is he going to
be reading all of these comments? 1Is he going to be aware
of how we feel? 1Is he going to get this totally in
witing in front of himin black and white?

DR JI M KENDALL: M understanding is --
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they are the experts. W take everything verbatim There
is also summaries prepared. They are available to the
Secretary and the staff. Watever format they want it in,
the Secretary and staff, we provide it. W make sure the
verbatimtranscripts are available, sumaries are

avail abl e, everything. And once you pass it up the chain,
we only have so nuch influence. But one thing we have to
focus on is to make sure no matter what is said, whatever
is recorded is available and put on the table. | mean, we
can promse you that. That's our job. There was

anot her --

M5. ERVA HUNNI CUTT: Does the Secretary
ever make a comment? | mean does he ever -- about the
concern at that they nade, does he ever talk about -- does
he ever talk? | nmean --

DR JI M KENDALL: Yes, he has tal ked among
his staff. Sometine he will --

M5. ERVA HUNNI CUTT: But we never hear
fromhim

DR JI M KENDALL: They send us. And
wi |l take the message back that you want to hear from him

M5. ERVA HUNNI CUTT: | want to know what
he have to say after he listen to all the comments.

DR JI M KENDALL: Leo, do you want to say
sonet hi ng?
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MS. AGE E FRANKSON- HENRY:  Aggi e
Frankson-Henry, for the record. M question is on seismc
testing. Wen did they start seismc testing in the
Chukchi Sea and Bering Sea? Wo gave themthe permts to
do seismc testing? Wat effects does it have on -- on
people, on the Inupiat people? And what effects does it
have on the marine manmal s? Wat marine manmal s die from
seismc testing? Those are ny questions because we rely
on those resources, and the marine mammal s rely on those
resources such as plankton and all the other bottom ess
sea creatures. | see pictures of seismc testing and what
it does in the bottonl ess ocean floor.

And why can't people | ook back when they are
doing seismc testing? Is it -- is it caused by
radiation? Wat is the scientific know edge of scientific
testing and the effects it has and the inpact it has
within the coastal communities of the Arctic Slope?

W need to know about seismc testing. W need
to know these, and we need these answers back in black and
white. Like from-- like -- like we need to hear also
fromthe input of the environmental inpact statenents, the
final decisionmaker, his comments on our conments. W

haven't -- you know, it's -- it's really inportant. It's
really inmportant to know because we know how many
deci bel's -- how many decibels does it -- does it inpact
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the marine mammal s? How nany deci bels does it take to

i npact the creatures in the bottomof the sea? Does it do
sonething to the bowhead whal e's stomach, seismc testing?
Does it pop the drum eardruns of the seals?

It's like standing -- to ne it would be standing
inthis building with a ot of speakers in a concert,
maybe even nore. | don't know how many -- | nean, put
that by a whale. Let us have a picture of all those
speakers that, you know, that affects the marine mamal s.
V¢ need to know these things. Wo gives themthe right to
do seismc testing? How cone they never cone to our
conmunity so that we can oppose seismc testing along the
coastal conmunities? These are inportant. And we know
that offshore devel opnent, if it doesn't cone, you know --

Qur mayor -- | support the mayor of the North
Sl ope Borough. He's getting really worried nowwthin his
statements in the -- in the newspapers today in -- in ADN

or Arctic Sounder, you know, with -- what do they cal
that? It's within the coomunities along the -- the Arctic
and the other communities within that one, that the State
of Alaska did not pass or it didn't go into -- the coastal
management zone. Yes. No, that's --

Can BOEMRE try to help us and ask the governor
or go to the State of A aska to encourage themthat we
need to be heard, the coastal communities within the
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coastal managenent zone? 1s it possible? W know we get
our education when we go to el ementary school, high
school, and further on our education. And they are al
federally and State funded, along with our housing. And
now we are seeing all this devastation in the Lower 48
because of tornadoes or hurricanes or flooding now And
we really do hurt for the people down there. W really
care. And | think that the federal government should care
like they should care for us, too, that are going to be
highly inpacted if there is an oil spill.

Aanauraq Lane. | think the bottomline of all of this is
that if anything is going to harmour aninals out in the
ocean, and once that is harned, it will affect -- it wll

have an effect on -- a ripple effect on everything that
depends on them And we don't want that to happen.

DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you. | walk way
back there. Anybody el se over here or back here? As |
wal k back to this side of the room it |looks like we are
getting ready to wap this up. Everybody is tired.

M5. PEGGY FRANKSON: 1'd like to invite
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every one of you over to ny hone even before you fly out
tonight, if you are flying tonight. Look in ny freezers.
You are going to see all what's in nmy freezers. That's
all going to be Eskimb food. You will see ny big famly
and, wthout that, we wouldn't -- we would be in so nuch
poverty, we would be starving to death.
| mean, | want you to go back and tell the

Secretary of Interior that we -- we depend on these --
these animals, these mammals, all of our sea manmals to
eat every single day of our lives. |It's -- ny kids are
raised on it. | mean, ny husband hunts them CQur famly
hunts them You know, | invite every one of you to go
l ook in ny freezer. Everybody else in this comunity, |'m
sure they would give you that same offer. Their freezers
are full of Eskino food, nothing else

DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you. Thank you
Jack, did | see your hand?

MR. JACK SCHAEFER: Jack Schaefer again.
Seismic, nowthat it was touched on. There is an
exenption for the U S. Fish & Wldlife Service and the
National Marine Fisheries Service on addressing inpacts
and having public hearings and doi ng somet hing about their
aut horizations for incidental take and the inpacts on
animals for seismc activities. Native Village of Point
Hope went to court three years in a row and |ost three
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years in a row because when the judge made a decision, the
season was over and it was moot.

But seismc testing has started in the '70s.

And then it continued on for a nine-year programfrom 1980
to 1989. And they did 2-D seismc fromthe Canadian
border all the way to Point Hope, every square inch. At
that very same tine we were dealing with the United
Nations on the inpacts of aninmals also doing one on Red
Dog M ne. There was sonething |ike seven out of ten seals
that were sinking in the winter. They were skinny. They
don't sink, but they were mal nourished. And we reported
that to the UN and then we were distracted by this Project
Chariot issue cleanup. So we were never able to fol |l ow
through on that issue.

Now, it took a while for themto recover. And
now we have gone through another three years of the
seismc stuff. And there is still nore to go.

Soneone had asked in one of the earlier hearings
a couple years ago to define seismc. And that person
went hone and | ooked in the dictionary and found out that
the definition of seismc is earth shattering. So it's --
you know, it's hard to deal with this as if we are talking
to nunb people that can't hear or are numb to this and
don't respond.

One enpl oyee out of NWFS did adnmit that he was
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retiring and he said that straight out before we started
our hearing -- | nean, during the hearing. And so there
were three hearings on seismc, but we never got anything
done with it, but we did have inpacts. W have inpacts
now. Nobody is willing to carry a camera around. | heard
that wal ruses and seals had bl own eardrums. The wal ruses
were distracted from Kaktovik straight to Russia when

Al aska Eskimb Wialing Conmmi ssion gave the go-ahead for
seismc activities over there.

W didn't get to fill up our freezers that year
That was three years ago. W reported to the Nationa
Marine Fisheries Service, Fish & Wldlife Service, and
their response was that it was normal. They assigned it
to a veteran who had worked for the U S. Fish & Wlidlife
Service for decades, John Trent, who was soon to retire or
die on the job. So he was able to say that with a
nunmbness.

It's -- it's hard to deal with this stuff and
try to explain, but at the same time, having these type of
t hi ngs being brought back to us as, you are not a
scientist; you don't have any photographs; we don't
remember these tests that were taking place in the past;
we don't know how nuch of a time frame we gave for
recovery. Was there very nuch tontod this year? Last
year? Fromseismc part of the food chain was |ost.
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Again, there will be some nourishnent problens
with part of the food chain because of seismc, whichis
anot her reason why there should be time to wait until
these species recover fromthis earth-shattering
experience that they went through with this 2-D, 3-D that
were done by China and the United States.

One of the interesting statenents that were made
or in response was we were conpletely unaware of this, but
in 2006 there is this group that is called the Indigenous
Peopl es Council for Marine Manmals. Had two federal
agenci es adm nistering the Marine Mammal Protection Act.
Fish & Wldlife Service and the National Marine Fisheries
Service entered into an unbrella agreenent on howto
negotiate these section 119 cooperative agreements. W
were conpletely unaware that this was going on. | didn't
know about it.

Wien the tribe said no, they went to these
nonprofit organi zations. Beluga whale, polar bear, fur
seal. Whaling Conm ssion got this agreement, we will
protect these animals. But they called it conflict
avoi dance agreenent, good nei ghbor policy, whatever.

Wiet her there was conplete attention focused on that is
uncl ear because whenever ny uncle went to talk to D omede,
to Ganbel |, when they tal ked about their seal, their

wal rus, they said, hey, wait a mnute, there is sonething,
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you know -- and whale. They indicated, well, | don't
agree with this agreenent

Neverthel ess, there is this agreenent in 2006,
which | personally feel is something that's not |egal
That del egation of authority was done for the purposes of
providing funding and providing a better way of managi ng
animal s and having a cooperative agreenent with the State
to manage these ani mals.

But what did they do instead? They go ahead and
do the same thing on the side to allow industry to create
these inpacts which we can't deal with in a lega
position. And so part of this food chain is broken and we
are way behind on this intellectual property. The
information in regards to the Chukchi Sea as to what
i npacts have taken place now as fromthose seismc tests
and allowing it to recover is sonething that needs to be
done so that we can continue to survive

You know, everyone said that -- that we get our
food fromthe ocean. Go buy a steak at the store. It's
$24 a pound. And neat is something that you like, unless
you are a vegetarian. And if you are a vegetarian, you
got black eyes like an Indian. And | got to have neat. |
have to have meat. | just have to do it. Oherwise I'ma
98- pound weakling. And we have no other way. W don't
have any ot her way.
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Money don't grow on trees and it doesn't rain
animals. W have to go out and get them They come to
us, and that's how we live. And we have no ot her way.
Aside fromthat, you know, it's a -- you know, it's an act
of -- it's an immnent threat. Native Village of Ganbel
used that term The United States responded by saying the
imminent threat doesn't click until we turn that first
stone on the ocean floor. And what did Bush say? W got
an immnent threat fromthis Al Quaida, or whatever we
call these people. And he went in there and did his
danmage because he said there was this inmnent threat.

It's funny how that immnent threat definition
had changed and evolved fromthe 1980s to now to the tine
that, you know, Bush had done his thing.

But we are faced with that. That threat is

enotional, mental until it hits our nutritional needs, and
it already had with the walrus and the tontod, which the
seal survive on. Howlong will it take for us to see that

decline in the popul ation?

And we haven't even tal ked about some ot her
outside interests that cause influence on us. Wen | was
young, my grandnother used to skin and take the face off
of seals, and she sold each face for $2.50. There was a
bounty on seals. This was -- | renmember it in 1967, 1968,
when | tried to use one of themas a Frishee, she got on
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my case, ny grandma.

M5. EMVA KI NNEEVEAUK: Not the face, the
head.

MR JACK SCHAEFER. Wth the eyes, too?

MS. EMVA KI NNEEVEAUK: No, just the head,
the seal head.

MR JACK SCHAEFER: So | decided to ask,
what was that about? Was it an environnental issue? Ws
it a health issue? Was it fromnuclear testing that took
place in 1955 in the Arctic Ocean by the U S. governnent?
Wiat was it? The only person | knew to ask was John Trent
because he's been with us for decades. So he decided to
l ook into it, and he cane to an answer. And he said it
was the comercial fisheries had indicated that the sea
had caused problems with their nets and therefore has
caused a bounty at $2.50 per. And ny grandma, she was
able to get her chew ng tobacco with that.

But there was an act that had taken place that
we had no control over but were very fortunate to live
through. But it didn't get carried away. And | don't
know how it stopped, but | just asked on a nenory that
had. | thought it was an environmental one. It turned
out to be a commercial outside interest influence,
conmerci al fisheries

Management of renewabl e resources is so
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inportant, and it's a responsibility for the federa
governnent in regarding and maintaining the optinum
sustained yield of all species and to step in when that
del egation of authority has been betrayed or failed by a
state.

W had seen recently that for the second year in
a row since we started to ook at this that Yukon River
peopl e cannot get sal non for subsistence purposes, and
that's because of commercial fisheries bycatch. And we
did explain this and indicate that that was a problem
both to Sal azar when he cane to Barrow that there is this
full faith and credit issue that needs to be addressed in
regards to what happens to other people has to be
respected by us also in regards to whatever judicia
rulings had taken place. W treat everybody the sane.
This is the United States.

So this -- really need to | ook at this whole
picture and take another |ook and take another approach
and avoid this dictation or forceful arrangement that is
done by these oil conmpanies to | ook at other areas which
are in their interest and not in ours because they get
this for free. There is nothing that's in our interest at
all. W don't get a single dine out of it. Thereis
probably one or two people fromthis comunity that wll
work there that has any training at all, and no one el se
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There is so much influx fromthe Lower 48, both
onshore and offshore in oil and gas devel opnent. There is
a lot of oil out there that can be devel oped el sewhere we
shoul dn't even be talking about it. The discussion shoul d
have di ed when we said and when you agreed and when ot hers
agreed that you can't clean up oil inice. End of
conversation. But it's still going on today, you know

And there should be an investigation on the
State, on this whole process is to, you know, doing an
inventory. And it shouldn't be focusing on the State. We
asked the previous hearing who is responsible for this.
There were other states. Rhode Island said no to
of fshore, and the federal governnent honored that. But
did that happen to Al aska? No. The governor said, cone
on down. W welcome you. And that's -- that's the
situation we are in. The governor gave his bl essings.

The State is involved. They have this
arrangement with the federal government. \Wat happened to
the tribes that are on the equal |evel of the federal
governnent and higher than the State of Alaska? And why
aren't we active on this coastal zone management program
in regards to local control, |ocal decisionnmaking that
CGovernor Mirkowski, Frank Murkowski, killed when he
anended that coastal zone managenent program while he was
the governor of Al aska.
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And there is publications or statements staying
that we are going to lose this coastal zone managenent
program It's going to die on the 30th, and | ocal people
won't have any input. They didn't have any input. It was
killed by Frank Murkowski. And the tribes had that right.

And Santa Barbara brought that forth in a
| awsui t, coastal zone management program W had an issue
here. W had a spill. W want control over that, not the
State of California. And they won. And that's a
community, Santa Barbara. And we are a tribe. Tribes
have that authority. There is only 1.5 mllion dollars
that was appropriated for the State of Al aska under this
coastal zone program W shoul d have the sane ampunt at
| east, but that's not even close to covering what we have
to do in order to assess what we are dealing wth.

W have
finally been heard, and many trips to D.C. W met wth
Echohawk. W have had invitations to Salazar to cone to
our community. W have given invitations to M chae
Bromm ch and many high official people in D.C. to get a
firsthand | ook |ike we are tal king about to educate them
and then |et themsee what is so valuable to us, why it's
so inportant that they hear us out.

It's one thing when people do come into their
community and hold a neeting, but when they stay
overnight, it means much. At |east you can see what we
are talking about, get a feel of what we are talking
about. So I'd really express ny thanks, and |'m hoping
that many nmeetings will cone forth.

And one thing that we always try to say and
stress is please respect our cal endar year. Respect. W
wi |l show respect. You will receive respect. But we just
ask that you work -- it works vice versa.

And those invitations are fromour heart.

Pl ease go see and | ook and feel what we are talking about.
You know, we have -- we just had a three-day feast.
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Everywhere you | ook, regardless how tired they were, they
had a smle. Andit's just to refresh. Nowthey are
doing the oogruk hunting. They are going to get the skins
ready. It's an all-year-long process. W wll celebrate
Thanksgiving, the first rush ice, Christmas. And it just
evolves all year. And yet there is tines that we never

| anded a whale. And that circle is inconplete when that
occurs.

Yes, it's a blessing when Barrow sends, you
know, how many boxes of nuktuk and kuak. O when you go
up there and they bless you, you got to pay $2 a pound of
excess wei ght just to help an el der because that's their
meat. It's our vitamin. It's our mnerals. And if
anyt hi ng happened to the ocean, that's why we speak.
That's why we cone to these neetings because it's there
near to our heart. And we are speaking on the little
ones, on their behalf.

But | feel that there has been some inprovenents
inthis area, that the communication will get better, but
we can't do without the other. You need to hear us out.

And | felt this evening that everybody expressed
their thoughts, and | appreciate your time. And you take
that offer that Peggy gave. Go to her hone. Go |ook at
her freezer. See what we are talking about. Go to the
store before you leave. Go to that freezer section and
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see how nuch a pound of neat.

And even just to look at that graveyard as you
take off at the airport, there is whale bones. And our
ancestors did this before our tine. It is surrounded with
whal e bones. Qur |oved ones that are put away are
surrounded by whal e bones. So everything -- that's why
it's so -- that's why it's critical that we speak on
behal f of the marine mammals. W throw one jaw back to
the ocean because it belongs there. These were set before
us. Qur ancestors placed these in place for us to
practice. And it's 2011, and we still continue
practicing. |'msorry. The head. That's howtired | am
| wasn't feeling well, but besides the point.

W still carry through these traditions. W go
out there. The men are out there around the clock. The
i ce condition has changed, but the dances, the practice,
are still strong because we were given direct orders by
our umailiks, the whaling captains. Some things have
changed a little but, you know, when you know it in your
heart, it's in your blood, it will never go away.

That's why | express at our neetings,
traditional know edge nust be recognized. It's so
critical that they use and recognize traditional know edge
because | think we could go a long ways. W have our
experts just like the rest of science. They have their
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experts.

And | happened to be in D.C. when there was a
snowstorm They call it a snowstorm one inch of snow.
I"mlike, oh, ny goodness. They are shutting down the
city for that? And we have storns that go for days. They
have no clue. So it's critical that we talk about these
things. Wen we have those storns, there's no way an
airplane or a chopper or a subnmarine or ship that's going
to come within hours. W know that. Sometimes we have
patients in that clinic 48 hours because of that. W know
firsthand what it's like to live in this harsh Arctic
environnent, as they say.

Again, thank you. Thank you and have a nice
trip back.

DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you very nuch
Ms. Cannon. And on behal f of the teamfor BCEMRE that
came to visit, | want to thank the Native Village of Point
Hope and the Elders for allowing us to come visit. Thank
you for participating. Everything you said has been
recorded.

And we are going to do our best to bring this
t oget her, and when we pass the information up, we will do
our best to nmake sure it's extrenely accurate. So thank
you very nuch. And have a good evening, which is just
about over. It's now nighttime, alnmost tomorrow norning.

29.3 million acres. So we offered this on amuch larger
areafor lease, and only 2.8 million acres was |eased.

That's when we came out
here -- and we released it in October of last year, and we
came out here in the communitiesin November to have
government-to-government meetings, as well as public
hearings. And we came here to Point Hope, as well, to
show you what we did of how to address the order.

three -- alittle over three years ago. Before the lease
sale, there was litigation. There was plaintiffs that
sued to invalidate the lease sale. And what the -- what
they alleged was -- in the litigation was that we didn't
do agood enough job on the EIS, on the environmental
impact statement that was done prior to the sale. We
didn't do agood enough job oniit. So they sued us. The
sale went ahead because in litigation, you have to ask the
Court to stop the sale, and the plaintiffs didn't ask the
Court to stop the sale. So the sale happened, and the
leases were issued.

In July of 2010, the District Court in Alaska,
which isin Anchorage, Judge Beistline, heissued aruling
that said, for the most part, the EI'S was satisfactory,
but you missed threeissues. And so the judge said,
agency, you go back and you need to redo those three
issues in the document.

And the three issues that the Court wanted usto
addressin the EIS, they said that we failed to analyze
the environmental impact statement of natural gas
development despite industry interest and specific lease
incentives for such development. So when we offered for
lease these tracts of land, weincluded in the sale notice
an incentive for the companies to produce the gas. And so
the Court says, but you didn't analyze the environmental
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And we also -- we came out here to get comments,
not only from all the communities. We got about 150,000
comments on the draft supplemental EIS, and we took alook
at those comments. And I'll let Mike explain why the
draft supplemental EIS that we did in October was not
finalized, because once you do a draft, then you receive
comments and then do your -- you do afinal supplemental
ElS. That'sthe process. And so Mike will explain why we
didn't do afina based on the previous draft.

MR. MICHAEL ROUTHIER: Like Sharon said,
in the NEPA process you usually come out with a draft
document, you go and hold meetings, you get comments and
usually produce afinal environmental impact statement
some short time later. This process was alittle bit
different. We did the draft. We came out for the
meetings. We invited comments. We received over 150,000
comments. And something special about those comments was
a common theme amongst many of those 150,000 comments.
Many of the commenters said, thisis great, you looked at
the specific issues that the judge told you to look at
but, hey, Deepwater Horizon just happened and thereis
nothing in this document about a very large oil spill.

That's what we are really concerned about. This document
wouldn't be sufficient without a very large oil spill
analysis.
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So we as an agency considered those comments,
thought about the issue and said, you know what? They are
right. Thisdocument should have avery large ail spill
analysis.

So we talked to our geologists and said what
would it look like if there was alow probability but a
really high impact event in the Chukchi Sea? Canyou give
usascenario? And so they did. And we passed that
scenario on to our environmentalists. These are our
biologists. These are our oceanographers, our air quality
experts. They looked at the scenario that our geologists
gave them, and they wrote about the types of environmental
impacts that could occur if one of those catastrophic
events were to actually happen.

That's what makes this -- that's the main new
analysisin thisrevised draft EIS. It'ssimilar to the
document we came here to talk about in November, except
now it has this big analysis of avery large oil spill.

The very large oil spill scenario is dightly
different than a worst-case discharge. That'sthe term
that gets used alot at meetings and you might hear in the
future. But they are two different terms, and so we just
thought we would offer some thoughts about the difference.

The very large oil spill scenario that we |ooked
at in this document answers the question of, assuming that
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possibly occur anywhere in the planning area using any
techniques.

An exploration plan with aworst-case discharge
would answer amore specific question: What's the biggest
spill that could happen using this technology in this spot
at that reservoir? So it's afine distinction, and we
understand that, and we would be willing to talk about
that some more if people have questions. But we just
wanted to point that out for you.

MS. SHARON WARREN: So we're here tonight
to get your input on this document. Asl said, it'sa
revised draft supplemental impact statement, environmental
impact statement. It has-- it carries forward the
information from the previous one. Some of the comments
that we received, we made some changes in the document
based on those comments, as well as had an analysis on the
very large ail spill.

It's a supplement. We did afinal environmental
impact statement prior to the sale that was done in 2007.

So you will seereferencesin this document to that other
EIS because we did -- we did take that EIS and redo that
ElS. We supplemented it. Sowe added toit. And so
there may be references that you see.

MR. JACK SCHAEFER: Did you bring any EIS
statements?
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abig blowout and oil spill occurred, what's the biggest
worst scenario that could possibly happen. We need to
make sure the decisionmaker, the people back in
Washington, D.C., understand how serious things could be.
So what's the biggest spill that could happen? What's the
worst spill that could happen? And it's for the purpose

of analysis. Thisisfor the purpose of informing the
decisionmaker.

So our geologists, like | said before, tried to
give us a scenario that was the biggest possible spill
that could occur anywhere in the Chukchi Sea planning
area.

That's different than the worst-case discharge.

A worst-case discharge is something that the regulations
require wherein there is an actual plan to explore, an
actual exploration plan, and it's a specific calculation

that entails consideration of the specific location of the
proposed well, the specific type of well, the type of
technology that that company would use to drill that well.
Soit'sadightly different calculation.

And we just want to know that the worst-case
discharge would probably end up being less than the very
large ail spill scenario because, again, it answers a
dlightly different question; whereas, a very large oil
spill scenario answers what's the biggest that could
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MS. SHARON WARREN: Yes. We have CDs, and
we may have some hard copies with us.

MR. JACK SCHAEFER: Can you give them to
some of us?

MS. SHARON WARREN: Yes, yes. Some of you
may have been on the mailing list that we sent out, but if
you were not, we have them here available.

MS. SHARON WARREN: Do you have the hard
copies?

MR. MICHAEL HALLER: We have some of them.
We will work on that.

MS. SHARON WARREN: Wewill get them out
before the end of the hearing. We have hard copies with
us and we have disks of that document with us.

MR. JACK SCHAEFER: You are taking about
that document, so aren't people wanting to look at it
while you are talking about it?

MS. SHARON WARREN: Y ou want to look --
here. Okay.

MR. JACK SCHAEFER: Isthere somebody that
wantsto look at it?

MS. SHARON WARREN: Hereisone hereif
somebody wantsto --

DR. JIM KENDALL: Comments are not due for
afew weeks yet, so thereistime.
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MS. SHARON WARREN: So that's what we are
looking for isto get your comments. The comment period
closes July 11th, so you have time to get your comments
in. We also are using the website here. You can goto
our website to make your comments. We have some handouts
on how to do that, how to get to our website and how to
make the comments on that website, so we will also have
some of those handed out, as well.

So again, July 11th we need your comments on the
document. And we will take comments tonight, as well, you
know, for the record, and then you can still supply
comments.

And then what happens? Once we receive the
comments and the comment period closes on the 11th of
July, we are going to take alook at all the substantive
comments that we receive, and we're going to take alook
at them compared to our document. And we are going to be
preparing a final supplemental environmental impact
statement.

Thisisa court-driven deadline. On May 19,

Judge Beistline gave us a deadline that the Secretary of
the Interior needed to make his decision concerning the
sale by October 3rd of thisyear. Soin order for him to
do that, we have to have the final supplemental EIS
completed by the first part of September because thereis
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Secretary so he can make the best decision. That's why we
need your help.

And we were talking in the office just alittle
while ago with Caroline, and it's al about communication.
And I'm abig believer inthat. And that was the whole
subject of our meeting. And sometimes | get accused of
being afrustrated teacher because | liketo call on
folks, but I'm not quite that bad.

But what we came up with in our last meeting --
and Earl was helping and Earl was helping afew minutes
ago to get organized -- is we need people to come closer.
And | would like to get as many chairs up here as we can
and sort of form a semi-circle so we make sure everybody
has a chance to speak. We will go from person to person
and you can have a comment, you can pass, and then we are
going to do it again. And we will stay here aslong aswe
need to so everybody feels they have had a chance to speak
and maybe several times to speak because one of your
friends or neighbors may say something that reminds you, |
need to mention this.

So we want to make sure when we end tonight
everybody feels they have got their views on the table and
that everybody has heard everybody's views. And so this
iswhere | would like some help. We are going to move the
chairs up here so everybody can move closer, and then we
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a 30-day waiting period based on the regul ations before he
can make his decision.

And the decision he's going to -- that he needs
to make is whether or not to affirm the sale, whether or
not to keep the sale asit was in 2008, to modify it in
some way -- not make it larger, but make it smaller -- or
he can decide to cancel the leases. Those are decisions
that he -- the Court told him that he needed to make by
the 3rd of October.

So that iswhy we're here today to take your
comments as public testimony and then also by July 11th to
have comments on the document.

DR. JIM KENDALL: Thank you, Sharon. Now,
thisiswhere what | consider to be the fun starts. And
it's also the most important. Now, first of all, if we
need atrandator, we have got Dorcus there sitting who
gavetheblessing. If we have tranglation issues, Dorcus
has agreed to help us out to make sure every comment is
considered.

Now, a couple of things here just they have
aready said, but I'm going to remind you. No decisions
have been made yet. The Secretary of the Interior has to
make those decisions. What we have to do is make sure
that we have a good document and all the concerns and
issues of the communities put together and taken to the
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are going to start with the community Elders and elected
officials. So Caroline and Earl, | may need your help to
help identify who should speak in those two groups, and
then we will open it up to everybody. So I'm asking that
you all come up here and move closer. And that's where
I'm the teacher that says please don't sit in the back of
the room because | can't hear you or see you. So please,
can we come up here and move chairs.
(Off the record.)

MR. EARL KINGIK: It'stimefor you guys
to talk about avery important issue. | can start off
with the organization | work with. | work for Alaska
Wilderness League. | have been fighting thisissue for a
long time. It'simportant that the government getsto
listen to you guys. We have got arecording secretary.
We have got atranslator. So thiswill give you theidea
of what thisissueisal about.

A great honor isbeing in front of us, our
President, Caroline Cannon. And it's another great honor
to speak in front of ASRC Energy Services CEO. Andit'sa
great honor to speak in front of the Elders and my fellow
Point Hopers.

Y our voiceis needed to reverse this bad Bush
Administration lease sale that happened in 2008. Our
recommendation is no leases drilling or exploration
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activities to occur in the Chukchi Sea. Given the risks,

the Obama Administration should not affirm Chukchi Lease
Sale 193, nor let any exploratory drilling in the area go
forward. Thereisalot of other issues, but I'll read

the high points.

Thereis no proven technology to clean up an oil
spill in the Arctic conditions with cold temperatures, low
visibility, broken seaice and high winds. Little
baseline science exists for measuring the effects of an
oil spill on the Arctic ecosystem and mammals central to
our way of life. We are part of the ecosystem, and we
should be proud that Mother Native has given usto be part
of that ecosystem of the world.

With the nearest Coast Guard station 1,000 miles
away, Arctic communities are not capable of responding to
amajor oil spill aong the Chukchi coast. The Inupiat
people have lived off the Arctic Ocean for thousands of
years. The Chukchi Seaisaviable source of food for our
communities and an oil spill or disturbance of marine
mammals and fish could devastate our way of life.

Come and testify and |et these government people
understand how important our way of lifeis. We have been
living here for thousands of years. The garden has
provided food for us. Springtime, year-round cycle, we
need to continue keeping that up. We need to continue
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the meeting, the focus of the meeting to get the best
information. Thank you, Earl. And right now we will
start with the Elders, which we would like to hear first.
Thank you.

MS. ERMA HUNNICUTT: My nameis Erma
Hunnicutt. | would write on a piece of paper like -- like
Earl if | had -- if | had known that you were coming ahead
of time, so --

DR. JIM KENDALL: Thank you very much. We
will do our best to do better next time. Sir, would you
like to comment?

MR. LEO KINNEEVEAUK: Whenever | see an
ail rig in the newspapers or on TV, it make me flinch, you
know, because after what happened with the Exxon oil spill
and other oil spill everywhere else, even the
environmental impact statement, you know -- I'm sure some
people read that. And our people have lived here for
thousands of years. We are subsistence users. And I'm
aso for development, you know, because any kind of
development provides jobs for our people. Thereisno
doubt about that.

But still, this offshore drilling scares me.
Why don't we just open ANWR? Y ou know, thereis already a
pipeline built. We were afraid when we first heard about
Trans-Alaska Pipeline. We have caribou. We have other

living our way of life. Thereis aternative energies
that could be developed. There is other ways of making
money. We got corporations that could do business with
our president of ASRC Energy Service to do development
inland and stay away from our ocean, the ocean that
provides us with food for thousands of years. Our
corporation, ASRC, could be abig help in our way of life.
But still we have to watch what we are doing

because it's your kids future. Your kids are the ones
that will be affected. It's not going to happen right
away. It'sgoing to happen after me and my relatives pass
away. And you have to come forward for your children and
your grandchildren to continue our way of lifein Point
Hope Alaska. Thank you.

DR. JIM KENDALL: Thank you, Earl. Okay.
What | would like to do now is first ask the village
Eldersif they would like to make some comments. |
believe that's appropriate. | don't want to force anybody
to make comments, but you are welcome to make some
comments, if you would like.

UNIDENTIFIED SPEAKER: Why didn't you
start with the Eldersif you were going to be appropriate?

DR. JIM KENDALL: That'swhat I'm trying
to do now, sir. Earl was helping me. Hewas at the
meeting last night, and he's hel ping me change the tone of
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animals around. Although we were afraid that we might
lose our animals, look at -- look at what happened now.
Our animals are still around, the caribou where the
pipelineisbuilt. But this offshore drilling is
something else, you know.

Even that Exxon oil spill after what happened,
people are still trying to hunt and fish and then they
till find that grease, you know, in their rivers, in the
oceans. That'swhy, | don't know, these ail rigs make me
flinch every time | seen one. Thank you.

DR. JIM KENDALL: Wewill come back. If
you want to interrupt at any time, please let us know.

MS. CAROLINE CANNON: Thereisalot of
Elders here, and | think they need to be heard.

DR.JIM KENDALL: Absolutely. | need the
Elders, if you will put up your hands, you can speak if
you need to right now.

MR. GEORGE KINGIK: Thank you very much.
My name is George Kingik. I'm an Elder. I'm also of the
Uunasiigsiigaag clan. What we are talking about is real
hard to stomach. In this community, we have been fighting
for our ocean since 1945, since Truman started dreaming
about the big port over at Cape Thompson. Our Elders and
our great-grandfathers have fought to protect the ocean.
And that's what we have been doing since they told us,
watch out for your ocean. That's your food, your stomach.
That's what feeds you.

And | opposethe lease sale. | wasin Anchorage
when they had the lease sale, me and my brother. There
was only afew Natives at the lease sale. And alot of
people cry. A lot of people come outside. They look at
the company who get the lease. And it was a hurry-up
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that has responsibilities, and so do we. Thereare

federally recognized tribes that perform governmental
functions. There are -- more than half of all the tribes

in the United States have self-governance, have direct
funding from the federal government, not through the BIA
and regiona offices. And so they perform these
governmental functionsin place of the federal government,
whether it be wildlife, EPA, those governmental functions
like any other government.

And we have that responsibility in performing
those functions for our members, and our constitutions
reflect that for the well-being of our membership. And so
we have this obligation and duty, and there are other
tribal governments that have the same thing like the
federal government, its responsibility towards its toward
its membership and its well-being of the membership.

And | guessthat's agood start to indicate what
our responsibilitiesare. We are not just blowing hot
air. And we do have these functions and responsibilities
that we have to address in regards to whatever may be
missing or whatever needs to be done, like any other
government.

Isthere any type of revenue sharing? Is
there -- how are we going to benefit through something
that we haven't addressed yet and haven't been
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situation two years ago. All those people that was
outside protesting against the 193 |ease sale because the
Elders said no to the big Project Chariot and no to this
lease sale. And | still opposeit. Thank you very much.

DR. JIM KENDALL: Arethere any other
Elders that would like to speak? And we will be here as
long as we need to, so if you think of something
afterwards, you are welcometo jump in. Anyone else? Any
Elder? Elected officials?

MR. RONALD OVIOK, SR.: (Speakingin
Inupiag.) Onething I'd liketo add iswhat you haveis
the government controls today, but one drop of oil could
become a big problem for our animals. Thank you.

DR. JIM KENDALL: Any other elected
officials that would like to speak before we go to the
list?

MR. JACK SCHAEFER: I'm acouncil member
representing Point Hope through our regional federally
recognized tribal government known as the Inupiat
Community of the Arctic Slope. That tribal government was
formed in 1971 in response to Alaska Native Claims
Settlement Act and as aregion for the Arctic Slope, asa
government.

And we are agovernment like any other
government. The United States government is a government
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acknowledged in regards to governmental functions?
Taxation? Loca employment? Tribal employment rights?
These functions have to be recognized by the federa
government and the State of Alaska. And soit'svery
difficult for ustribal governmentsto, you know, respond
to things and continuously try to keep track of what all
has taken place. But we have been in the court for avery
long time, as George Kingik just said.

And there have been severa casesthat involve
our governmental functions and our concernsin regardsto
subsistence that have not been resolved. And so you know,
governmental functions are very -- you know, it'sarea
thing. | guess, you know, this can go on astime goes on.
Thank you.

Y ou can hear
these things.
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There was a news thing that the oil companies,
once they close their pots, they are not responsible for
anything else after. They are not accountable for their
closed pots. Supposing something happens? | think they
should be responsible as long as they had touched that pot
from the beginning to the very end and after. That was on
the news the other day. | don't like that. That's not
good practice with any oil company.

I know that it should -- maybe it might provide
some jobs for the community members, some community
members, but mgjority of the workers that do work in
Alaska on the pipeline, Red Dog Mine, comes from Lower 48.
QOur people are not trained enough. Our people are not
trained to do these jobs they do on the ail rigs.

And we all know about nature. Nature controls
itself.

And | do like to pretty much
whale. | have been around along time, and kind of
heartbroken to see that these people are here. | know
they're hereto just basically do their job. I'm glad Roy
asked this gentleman whether he's for it or against.
They're taking this thing to Secretary Salazar, that he
can't be -- he has to be biased. How can he be biased in
acommunity of people that he know that if thereis
drilling that is going to harm the environment because,
like some people say, there is nothing, there is nothing
to clean up the cil spill intheice. We all know that.

And | know your scientists, to me, they are
liars. And how could they tell the truth when they work
for you guys, when they work for the oil companies?
Explain to me how someoneis going to say, oh, no, this
can't happen. You will befired on the spot. And I'm
quite sure he signs a gag order saying that he cannot
talk, that he cannot tell the truth. Sojust like Aggie
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my cousins and my uncles when they were talking about
their fears and their concerns about offshore oil and gas
back in the '70s and what they were concerned about and
how they were talking about governmental functions and
government-to-government and human rights and -- and
responsibilities.

And it even got to the point that the ownership
of the ocean was never really addressed. And when it was,
it was addressed in a controversial way. And so, you
know, | still feel that we own this ocean. Alaska Native
Claims Settlement Act was for Alaska. And whereisthe
boundary of Alaska? And that was talked about and decided
on but never revealed.

And then, you know, | feel really betrayed, in a
way, because we had so much faith in the judicial system.
And we fought for what we thought was right. And we won
severa times. Uncles and cousins laugh about it. | was
young when thiswas going on. | didn't really understand
what was happening, but | understood that we had a
responsibility and that we had ownership and that
controversy isall over.

We even went to the United Nations back in 1989
concerned about Prudhoe Bay and the cleanup that was
promised by the oil companies so that migration of the
caribou and other animals could continue over there. But
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say, they are paleface. They areliars.

So we as awhole must come against this, and we
must come against this now because we know the oil
companies, they have money and pretty much have
politiciansin their pockets. | know these people might
say how do | know that. | don't know that, but I'm
assuming that's it because they are in Washington as we
speak right now trying to push for offshore oil, which we
don't get adime. Alaskawill not -- as Jeff says, Alaska
will not get adime from this. So what's the use? What's
wrong with our politicians? That don't sound right to me
that they don't -- that they will say, go ahead.

Now, | didn't say go ahead to me. Arethey
going to pay off? Maybe it might begin to pay off. I'll
just leaveit at that. My name is Richard Cannon, Senior.

And so that's one thing that we keep trying that
we have been saying over timeis that we are promised that
restoration will be done and they will clean it up, that
the animals will be able to go through there again.
Nuigsut has to purchase three, four, five times as much
fuel to go after caribou now from years back.

And this restoration hasn't really been done,
apparently. | did see something on the news that there
was some work that was being done, but | don't know to
what extent. Y ou know, promises have to be kept. You
have to do what you need to do. And if you are going to
say you are going to do something, then you better do it.
And if you walk away, then how can we trust these
companies that are saying that they can doitinan
environmentally safe way? We are only talking about
exploration and leases. | don't know to what extent that
we go in regards to impacts and at what stage.

There was discussion whether it's going to be
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tanked or in apipeline. Both ways involve bladders that
are going to be on the ocean floor filled with fuel, six

or more sitting there filled with oil. And there will be
apipe that will run up to the surface, two tankers from
each bladder or a pipe running to a pipeline that will run
on the floor of the ocean to another pipeline.

And there has been over 20 years of photography
of the ocean floor, and it has been mapped on how that ice
moves and scrapes the bottom of the ocean and they have
been doing thisfor years, arctic research, photographsin
that area over there, sale 193. So, you know, | don't
know to what extent we talk about, you know, things and
whether we should be concerned 15 years from now if it
will be devel oped.

In a previous hearing, there was aformer
employee that was on one of those rigs, and he said that
he had -- was afraid for hislife at one time because of a
storm, and that two cables had broken.

And then sure enough, look what happened to them down
there, those shrimp -- shrimpers down there. The
shrimpers, they are still being affected by what happened.

Y ou know, look at what happened in Valdez. That
wasn't even apipe. That wasn't a-- that wasjust a
boat. 25 yearsthey couldn't be fishing, toxic waters.
Those are places that are connected that have
infrastructure or relief, you know. Thereisno
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therecord. Your agency, BOEMRE, has been in the news
lately for corruptions, for corruptions just as recently

as 2010. Not these people that are sitting in front of

you, but the department that they work for, their
employees were found guilty for taking bribes from ail
companies. From oil companies.

You stated earlier when this gentleman asked, he
asked what is your -- what is your stance on thisissue,
and you said that you are neutral. You said that you are
neutral, that you have to take consideration from both
sides.

You take alot of studies. You do alot of
studies on all the various animals. We have -- at our
office, we have requested information under Freedom of
Information Act. | don't know -- we asked for the
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information. Thefirst one is between the oil companies
and between BOEMRE, formerly MMS. Thereis boxes and
boxes of animal studies, tons of animal studies saying how
the seismic testing, how the exploratory and the
explorations, how that would affect the animals.

But where | see the gaps -- and thisis where
the traditional knowledge would comein -- is that you say
how insensitive the animals are, how a bowhead can take up
to X number of vessels, this volume up to an avalanche --
| think it's the decibels equal to a volcano eruption,
avalanche, and bowhead can withstand that amount of
decibels, but as whalers and the experts here, the men and
the women here that do whaling, know that bowhead hearing
isvery sensitive. It'svery sensitive.

The other -- the other major flaw that | see,
and I'm glad that you have here with you, is you have an
editor of the EISthat's-- yes. Thereheis. You take
all of the studies, these animal studies, and you get
these scientists to find out how this would impact the
animals. Yes, and that isimportant. But you don't look
at how or it will impact the human population and how it
will impact the culture.

It seemsin our previous -- in previous sites,
things like Exxon, the Deepwater Horizon and other places
around the world, like the mgjor deltas where there has

We had
the opportunity to see many things happening within our --
inour -- in front of us. A lot of joy.

And yet we know how damaging it can beif there
is one drop -- one drop ail -- | mean, oil drop. We know
how damaging that can be. That can be forever.

I grew up with five brothers, so | never really
had a chance to put five gallons into our tank. But one
time my brothers weren't home. Mom said | had to go put
stove oil in our tank, and | cooveed. | spilled. |
cooveed, and | saw that oil go straight to the snow
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asmuch as| can get. We not only feed ourselves, but for
the community. We share. Thisisa sharing community.

Isit really the end of the world when thereis
more than 50 years of oil in the Lower 48 for the whole
country? Tar sands and shale oil. What about Prudhoe
Bay, the Shuvlik formation, the shale there, which will
last and keep that pipeline aive through 2074 at 660,000
barrels a day then.

And we got thisimpression that was hitting us
hard in the year 2000 during the Bush Administration's
last phases. Thisisacrisis. We got no oil. What are
we going to do? And a couple of Senators and Congressmen
stand up and say, hey, wait aminute. Thereis 62,000,000
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haven't really got a clear picture what werealy are --
what we really have here.

Thisareaisthe largest oil patch in the world.
We are sitting on abowl. The edge of the bowl is Point
Hope, Wainwright, Point Lay. And it's being sucked from
the middle, not from the edge. And we are left with
nothing, because it's being stolen from over here from
next door way far away. They really should deal with what
there is now and what you can deal with now and quit
messing around with stuff that we can't deal with. There
is no technology to clean up ail in broken ice.

Did you see those pictures from the Norway
study, from the Canadian MacKenzie study? Thoseice were
far apart from each other, lots of water, nowind. Great
job.

All
the way from Barrow to here, that ice really moved around.
There would have been no way to clean up. We just finally
lost some of thisicejust recently.

Service entered into an umbrella agreement on how to
negotiate these section 119 cooperative agreements. We
were completely unaware that thiswas going on. | didn't
know about it.

When the tribe said no, they went to these
nonprofit organizations.

Whether there was complete attention focused on that is
unclear because whenever my uncle went to talk to Diomede,

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Money don't grow on trees and it doesn't rain
animals. We have to go out and get them. They come to
us, and that's how we live. And we have no other way.
Aside from that, you know, it'sa-- you know, it's an act
of -- it'san imminent threat. Native Village of Gambell
used that term. The United States responded by saying the
imminent threat doesn't click until we turn that first
stone on the ocean floor. And what did Bush say? We got
an imminent threat from this Al Quaida, or whatever we
call these people. And he went in there and did his
damage because he said there was this imminent threat.

It's funny how that imminent threat definition
had changed and evolved from the 1980s to now to the time
that, you know, Bush had done his thing.

But we are faced with that. That threat is
emotional, mental until it hits our nutritional needs, and
it aready had with the walrus and the tomcod, which the
seal survive on. How long will it take for us to see that
decline in the population?

And we haven't even talked about some other
outside interests that cause influence on us. When | was
young, my grandmother used to skin and take the face off
of seals, and she sold each face for $2.50. Therewasa
bounty on seals.

Steve is an expert on environnental conpliance, and he is
here to take comments and under stand what people are
concerned with in ternms of environnental conpliance. And
we have got Scott Bl ackburn. Scott is a technical editor
and al so a technol ogy person that hel ps work on the
docunent .

Now, sitting up front are two individuals that
know t he docunent better than anybody el se. W have got
Sharon Warren, who is the project manager. She is to make
sure that the docunent goes from beginning to end. Ckay.
And sitting next to her is Mchael Routhier. Now,

Rout hier, Mchael, is the EIS coordinator. He gets al

the parts and pieces together and nmakes sure all the
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comments are in the docunent.

Now, because this can be confusing and because
we cone up here several tines a year, sonetinmes on
different topics, we are going to change the way we do
business a little bit. The key word is a word we were
using just a few mnutes ago in the office, and that's
communi cation. And so before we can have good
communi cati on, everybody needs to know exactly what we are
tal ki ng about so we are starting fromthe sane basis. So
we are going to take a few mnutes early this evening to
tell everybody exactly who we are, why we are here, what
we need your help on, and what we are going to do with it.
And because of that, instead of ne going through that, I'm
going to give it to the real expert, Sharon Warren. So
Sharon, will you take it away, please.

M5. SHARON WARREN: Thank you. And thank
you for comng this evening. |'mgoing to be going
t hrough these flip charts, and I won't read themto you
ver bati m because | know that can be done, but nany of you
may have been here and to our neeting | ast year, and when
we did a draft supplenental EIS for the Sale 193.

So why are we here today? W revised that draft
suppl enental EIS. So we're here today to get your
comments. And if you have not seen it, it is a -- thisis

what it looks like in a hard copy docunent. W al so have
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CD di sks available if you are -- have it on disk, and we
also have it on our website. So there is three ways that
you can get a copy of it. |If you don't have a copy of it
and you want it, please let us know and we will nake sure
t hat you get a copy of it.

What was Lease Sale 193? |t was the Chukchi Sea
| ease sale. And prior to us doing the |lease sale in
February of 2008, we did an environmental inpact
statenment. And that is a docunent simlar -- you know,

t hrough the National Environnmental Policy Act process, and
we did a docunent to assess the environnental inpacts
concerning holding a | ease sale in Chukchi Sea.

The sale was held in 2008. And over here |I have
a map of the area. This was the area that was in the Sal e
193 area. |It's outlined here. And these were the | eases
that were issued to six of the oil conpanies. W offered
29.3 mllion acres. So we offered this on a nuch | arger
area for lease, and only 2.8 mllion acres was | eased.

And these are these little blocks. And after the neeting,
you are welconme to cone up and take a | ook at the map
and/ or we can answer questions fromthe --

MR, JOHN CALLAHAN. There are al so naps on
t he sides there.

MS. SHARON WARREN: (Okay. So then what

happened? So the | ease sale was held in February of 2008,
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three -- alittle over three years ago. Before the | ease
sale, there was litigation. There was plaintiffs that
sued to invalidate the | ease sale. And what the -- what
they alleged was -- in the litigation was that we didn't
do a good enough job on the EI'S, on the environnental

I npact statenent that was done prior to the sale. W
didn't do a good enough job on it. So they sued us. The
sal e went ahead because in litigation, you have to ask the
Court to stop the sale, and the plaintiffs didn't ask the
Court to stop the sale. So the sal e happened, and the

| eases were issued.

In July of 2010, the District Court in Al aska,
which is in Anchorage, Judge Beistline, he issued a ruling
that said, for the nost part, the EIS was sati sfactory,
but you m ssed three issues. And so the judge said,
agency, you go back and you need to redo those three
I ssues in the docunent.

And the three issues that the Court wanted us to
address in the EIS, they said that we failed to analyze
t he environnental inpact statenent of natural gas
devel opnent despite industry interest and specific | ease
i ncentives for such devel opnent. So when we offered for
| ease these tracts of |land, we included in the sale notice
an incentive for the conpanies to produce the gas. And so

the Court says, but you didn't anal yze the environnental
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effects for allowng themto produce the gas. So he said
go back and take a |l ook at that.

Anot her thing that the Court said that we failed
to do was to determnm ne whether the information identified
by the agency was rel evant or essential under federal
regulations. The plaintiffs submtted in court about a --
I think it was |like a 45-page docunent of everywhere the
agency anal ysts had said there was uncertainty, we don't
know, things are unknown. Well, when that is done, the
regulations -- there is a requirenent that when that is
done, that the agency has to foll ow the regul ati ons and
determ ne whet her the cost of obtaining the m ssing
I nformati on was exorbitant or the neans of doing so was
unknown. So they said you didn't do that. You nade al
t hese statenents in here that things were mi ssing, but you
didn't follow the regul ati ons when you did that.

So we went back. And what we did in response to
the court order, we drafted a suppl enental environnental
| npact statenent to address the three concerns that was
In -- and it was in draft form That's when we cane out
here -- and we released it in Cctober of |ast year, and we
cane out here in the conmmunities in Novenber to have
governnment -t o- gover nnent neetings, as well as public
heari ngs. And we cane here to Point Hope, as well, to

show you what we did of how to address the order.
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And we also -- we cane out here to get comments,
not only fromall the comunities. W got about 150, 000
comments on the draft supplenental EI'S, and we took a | ook
at those comments. And I'Il let Mke explain why the
draft supplenental EIS that we did in October was not
finalized, because once you do a draft, then you receive
comments and then do your -- you do a final suppl enental
ElIS. That's the process. And so Mke wll explain why we
didn't do a final based on the previous draft.

MR M CHAEL ROUTH ER: Li ke Sharon said,

i n the NEPA process you usually cone out with a draft
docunent, you go and hold neetings, you get comments and
usual ly produce a final environmental inpact statenent
sone short tinme later. This process was a little bit
different. W did the draft. W cane out for the
nmeetings. W invited comments. W received over 150, 000
comments. And sonet hi ng speci al about those coments was
a common thene anpbngst many of those 150,000 comrents.
Many of the commenters said, this is great, you | ooked at
the specific issues that the judge told you to | ook at
but, hey, Deepwater Horizon just happened and there is
nothing in this docunent about a very large oil spill.
That's what we are really concerned about. This docunent
woul dn't be sufficient wwthout a very large oil spil

anal ysi s.
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So we as an agency consi dered those comments,

t hought about the issue and said, you know what? They are
right. This docunment should have a very large oil spil
anal ysi s.

So we tal ked to our geol ogi sts and sai d what
would it ook like if there was a | ow probability but a
really high inpact event in the Chukchi Sea? Can you give
us a scenario? And so they did. And we passed that
scenario on to our environnentalists. These are our
bi ol ogi sts. These are our oceanographers, our air quality
experts. They | ooked at the scenario that our geol ogists
gave them and they wote about the types of environnental
I npacts that could occur if one of those catastrophic
events were to actually happen.

That's what nakes this -- that's the main new
analysis in this revised draft EIS. It's simlar to the
docunent we cane here to tal k about in Novenber, except
now it has this big analysis of a very large oil spill.

The very large oil spill scenario is slightly
different than a worst-case discharge. That's the term
that gets used a | ot at neetings and you m ght hear in the
future. But they are two different terns, and so we j ust
t hought we woul d of fer sone thoughts about the difference.

The very large oil spill scenario that we | ooked

at in this docunent answers the question of, assum ng that
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a big blowout and oil spill occurred, what's the biggest
wor st scenario that could possibly happen. W need to
make sure the decisionmaker, the people back in
Washi ngton, D.C., understand how serious things could be.
So what's the biggest spill that could happen? What's the
worst spill that could happen? And it's for the purpose
of analysis. This is for the purpose of inform ng the
deci si onnmaker .

So our geologists, like | said before, tried to
give us a scenario that was the biggest possible spil
t hat could occur anywhere in the Chukchi Sea pl anning
ar ea.

That's different than the worst-case di scharge.
A wor st-case discharge is sonething that the regul ati ons
require wherein there is an actual plan to explore, an
actual exploration plan, and it's a specific calculation
that entails consideration of the specific |ocation of the
proposed well, the specific type of well, the type of
t echnol ogy that that conpany would use to drill that well.
So it's a slightly different cal cul ati on.

And we just want to know that the worst-case
di scharge woul d probably end up being | ess than the very
| arge oil spill scenario because, again, it answers a
slightly different question; whereas, a very |arge oi

spill scenario answers what's the biggest that could
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possi bly occur anywhere in the planning area using any
t echni ques.

An exploration plan with a worst-case di scharge
woul d answer a nore specific question: Wat's the biggest
spill that could happen using this technology in this spot
at that reservoir? So it's a fine distinction, and we
understand that, and we would be willing to tal k about
that sone nore if people have questions. But we just
wanted to point that out for you.

M5. SHARON WARREN: So we're here tonight
to get your input on this docunent. As | said, it's a
revi sed draft suppl enental inpact statenent, environnental
| npact statenent. It has -- it carries forward the
Information fromthe previous one. Sone of the comments
t hat we received, we nade sonme changes in the docunent
based on those coments, as well as had an anal ysis on the
very large oil spill.

It's a supplenment. W did a final environmental
| npact statenent prior to the sale that was done in 2007.
So you wll see references in this docunent to that other
El S because we did -- we did take that EI'S and redo that
EIS. W supplenented it. So we added to it. And so
there may be references that you see.

We have sone handouts
on how to do that, how to get to our website and how to
make the comments on that website, so we will also have
sone of those handed out, as well.

So again, July 11th we need your comments on the

docunent. And we will take comrents tonight, as well, you
know, for the record, and then you can still supply
coment s.

And t hen what happens? Once we receive the
comments and the coment period closes on the 11th of
July, we are going to take a look at all the substantive
comments that we receive, and we're going to take a | ook
at them conpared to our docunent. And we are going to be
preparing a final supplenental environnental inpact
st at enent .

This is a court-driven deadline. On May 19,
Judge Beistline gave us a deadline that the Secretary of
the Interior needed to nake his decision concerning the
sale by October 3rd of this year. So in order for himto
do that, we have to have the final supplenental EIS

conpleted by the first part of Septenber because there is
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a 30-day waiting period based on the regul ati ons before he
can nmake his deci sion.

And the decision he's going to -- that he needs
to make is whether or not to affirmthe sale, whether or
not to keep the sale as it was in 2008, to nodify it in
sone way -- not make it larger, but nmake it smaller -- or
he can decide to cancel the | eases. Those are deci sions
that he -- the Court told himthat he needed to nmke by
the 3rd of Cctober.

So that is why we're here today to take your
comments as public testinony and then also by July 11th to
have comments on the docunent.

Now, first of all, if we
need a translator, we have got Dorcus there sitting who
gave the blessing. |If we have translation issues, Dorcus
has agreed to help us out to make sure every comment is
consi der ed.

Now, a couple of things here just they have
already said, but I"'mgoing to rem nd you. No deci sions
have been nade yet. The Secretary of the Interior has to
make those decisions. Wat we have to do i s nake sure
t hat we have a good docunent and all the concerns and

| ssues of the communities put together and taken to the
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Secretary so he can nmake the best decision. That's why we
need your hel p.

And we were talking in the office just a little
while ago with Caroline, and it's all about conmmuni cati on.
And I'ma big believer in that. And that was the whol e
subj ect of our neeting. And sonetines | get accused of
being a frustrated teacher because | like to call on
folks, but I"mnot quite that bad.

But what we canme up with in our last neeting --
and Earl was hel ping and Earl was hel ping a few m nutes
ago to get organized -- is we need people to cone closer.
And | would Iike to get as many chairs up here as we can
and sort of forma sem-circle so we nake sure everybody
has a chance to speak. W will go from person to person
and you can have a comment, you can pass, and then we are
going to do it again. And we will stay here as |long as we
need to so everybody feels they have had a chance to speak
and naybe several tinmes to speak because one of your
friends or nei ghbors nmay say sonething that rem nds you, |
need to nention this.

So we want to make sure when we end tonight
everybody feels they have got their views on the table and
t hat everybody has heard everybody's views. And so this
Is where | would |ike sone help. W are going to nove the

chairs up here so everybody can nove closer, and then we
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are going to start with the community El ders and el ected
officials. So Caroline and Earl, | may need your help to
hel p identify who should speak in those two groups, and
then we will open it up to everybody. So I'm asking that
you all cone up here and nove closer. And that's where
I|'mthe teacher that says please don't sit in the back of
t he room because | can't hear you or see you. So pl ease,
can we cone up here and nove chairs.
(Of the record.)

MR EARL KING K. It's tine for you guys
to tal k about a very inportant issue. | can start off
wth the organization | work with. | work for Al aska
W | derness League. | have been fighting this issue for a
long tinme. It's inportant that the governnent gets to
listen to you guys. W have got a recordi ng secretary.
W have got a translator. So this will give you the idea
of what this issue is all about.

A great honor is being in front of us, our
Presi dent, Caroline Cannon. And it's another great honor
to speak in front of ASRC Energy Services CEO And it's a
great honor to speak in front of the Elders and ny fell ow
Poi nt Hopers.

Your voice is needed to reverse this bad Bush
Adm ni stration | ease sal e that happened in 2008. CQur

recommendation is no | eases drilling or exploration
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activities to occur in the Chukchi Sea. G ven the risks,
t he Obama Adm nistration should not affirm Chukchi Lease
Sal e 193, nor let any exploratory drilling in the area go
forward. There is a lot of other issues, but 1'll read

t he hi gh points.

There is no proven technology to clean up an oil
spill in the Arctic conditions with cold tenperatures, | ow
visibility, broken sea ice and high winds. Little
basel i ne science exists for neasuring the effects of an
oil spill on the Arctic ecosystem and mammal s central to
our way of life. W are part of the ecosystem and we
shoul d be proud that Mther Native has given us to be part
of that ecosystem of the world.

Wth the nearest Coast Guard station 1,000 mles
away, Arctic comrunities are not capable of responding to
a major oil spill along the Chukchi coast. The I nupiat
peopl e have |lived off the Arctic Ccean for thousands of
years. The Chukchi Sea is a viable source of food for our
communities and an oil spill or disturbance of narine
manmmal s and fish could devastate our way of life.

Cone and testify and | et these governnent people
under stand how i nportant our way of life is. W have been
living here for thousands of years. The garden has
provi ded food for us. Springtime, year-round cycle, we

need to conti nue keeping that up. W need to continue
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living our way of life. There is alternative energies
that could be devel oped. There is other ways of nuking
noney. W got corporations that could do business with
our president of ASRC Energy Service to do devel opnent
I nl and and stay away from our ocean, the ocean that
provides us with food for thousands of years. Qur
corporation, ASRC, could be a big help in our way of life.
But still we have to watch what we are doing

because it's your kids' future. Your kids are the ones
that will be affected. |It's not going to happen right
away. |It's going to happen after ne and ny rel ati ves pass
away. And you have to cone forward for your children and
your grandchildren to continue our way of life in Point
Hope Al aska. Thank you.

DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you, Earl. Ckay.
What | would like to do nowis first ask the vill age
Elders if they would |like to nmake sone coments. |
believe that's appropriate. | don't want to force anybody
to make comments, but you are wel cone to nake sone
comments, if you would |iKke.

UNI DENTI FI ED SPEAKER: Wy didn't you
start with the Elders if you were going to be appropriate?

DR JI M KENDALL: That's what I'mtrying
to do now, sir. Earl was helping ne. He was at the

neeting |last night, and he's hel ping ne change the tone of
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the neeting, the focus of the neeting to get the best
i nformation. Thank you, Earl. And right now we w ||

start with the Elders, which we would |like to hear first.

Thank you.

M5. ERVA HUNNI CUTT: My nane is Erma
Hunnicutt. | would wite on a piece of paper like -- like
Earl if | had -- if | had known that you were com ng ahead

of tinme, so --

DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you very nuch. W
wll do our best to do better next tine. Sir, would you
li ke to comment ?

MR. LEO KI NNEEVEAUK: \Whenever | see an
oil rigin the newspapers or on TV, it make nme flinch, you
know, because after what happened with the Exxon oil spill
and other oil spill everywhere el se, even the
envi ronnent al inpact statenment, you know -- |'m sure sone
people read that. And our people have lived here for
t housands of years. W are subsistence users. And I'm
al so for devel opnent, you know, because any ki nd of
devel opnent provides jobs for our people. There is no
doubt about that.

But still, this offshore drilling scares ne.
Wiy don't we just open ANWR? You know, there is already a
pipeline built. W were afraid when we first heard about

Trans- Al aska Pipeline. W have caribou. W have other
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animals around. Although we were afraid that we m ght

| ose our aninmals, |ook at -- | ook at what happened now.
Qur aninmals are still around, the cari bou where the
pipeline is built. But this offshore drilling is

sonet hi ng el se, you know.

Even that Exxon oil spill after what happened,
people are still trying to hunt and fish and then they
still find that grease, you know, in their rivers, in the
oceans. That's why, | don't know, these oil rigs nmake ne

flinch every tine | seen one. Thank you.

DR JI M KENDALL: W will conme back. |If
you want to interrupt at any tine, please |let us know.

CAROLI NE CANNON: There is a lot of
El ders here, and | think they need to be heard.

DR. JI M KENDALL: Absolutely. | need the
El ders, if you will put up your hands, you can speak if
you need to right now

MR GEORCGE KI NG K:  Thank you very mnuch.
My nanme is George Kingik. I'man Elder. [|'malso of the
Uunasiigsiigaaq clan. Wat we are tal king about is real
hard to stomach. |In this community, we have been fighting
for our ocean since 1945, since Truman started dream ng
about the big port over at Cape Thonpson. Qur Elders and
our great-grandfathers have fought to protect the ocean.
And that's what we have been doing since they told us,
wat ch out for your ocean. That's your food, your stomach.
That's what feeds you.

And | oppose the | ease sale. | was in Anchorage
when they had the | ease sale, ne and ny brother. There
was only a few Natives at the |lease sale. And a | ot of
people cry. A lot of people come outside. They | ook at

t he conpany who get the lease. And it was a hurry-up
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situation two years ago. All those people that was
outside protesting against the 193 | ease sal e because the
El ders said no to the big Project Chariot and no to this
| ease sale. And | still oppose it. Thank you very nuch.

DR JI M KENDALL: Are there any other
El ders that would like to speak? And we will be here as
|l ong as we need to, so if you think of sonething
afterwards, you are welcone to junp in. Anyone else? Any
El der? Elected officials?

MR. RONALD OVI CK, SR.: (Speaking in
lnupiag.) One thing I'd like to add is what you have is
t he governnent controls today, but one drop of oil could
become a big problemfor our animals. Thank you.

DR. JI M KENDALL: Any ot her el ected
officials that would |like to speak before we go to the
list?

MR JACK SCHAEFER |I'm a council nenber
representi ng Point Hope through our regional federally
recogni zed tri bal governnent known as the | nupiat
Community of the Arctic Slope. That tribal government was
formed in 1971 in response to Al aska Native C ains
Settlenent Act and as a region for the Arctic Slope, as a
gover nnment .

And we are a governnent |i ke any other

governnent. The United States governnent is a governnent
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that has responsibilities, and so do we. There are
federally recogni zed tri bes that perform governnenta
functions. There are -- nore than half of all the tribes
in the United States have sel f-governance, have direct
funding fromthe federal governnment, not through the BIA
and regional offices. And so they performthese
governnental functions in place of the federal governnent,
whet her it be wildlife, EPA those governnental functions
| i ke any ot her governnent.

And we have that responsibility in performng
t hose functions for our nenbers, and our constitutions
reflect that for the well-being of our nenbership. And so
we have this obligation and duty, and there are other
tribal governnents that have the sane thing like the
federal governnent, its responsibility towards its toward
its menbership and its well-being of the nenbership.

And | guess that's a good start to indicate what
our responsibilities are. W are not just blow ng hot
air. And we do have these functions and responsibilities
that we have to address in regards to whatever nay be
m ssi ng or whatever needs to be done, |ike any other
gover nment .

|s there any type of revenue sharing? |Is
there -- how are we going to benefit through sonething

t hat we haven't addressed yet and haven't been

And so there was a nention of these court cases that
I ndi cated that the subsistence issues have not been
resol ved.

And so that, you know, gives you a little bit of
a glinpse that was nentioned to the Wi te House Ccean
Policy G oup a couple weeks ago, but | don't know if they

under st ood what | was saying because | didn't refer to the
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Crcuit Court here. | just indicated Ganbell, 1, 2, 3,
and 4, assum ng that they understood.

The State of Al aska only has jurisdiction for
three mles. They mght get alittle bit of sonmething up
to six mles in regards to any type of revenue shari ng,
and beyond that, zero, nothing.

fam | ies across Al aska and Lower 48. The Chukchi and
Beaufort Seas provide nutritional food supply on ny table
w t hout any aftertaste of spill debris fromoil and gas
exploratory drilling.

Poi nt Hope, Al aska is surrounded by the Chukch
and Beaufort Seas. | live in the oldest whaling comunity
in North Anmerica, and our future generation historically
is in jeopardy without a cleaner environnent in the Arctic
Sl ope.

a potential damage to our environnent in the Arctic Sl ope.

The | nupi at people has political rights, and we
must argue that it is msleading to obstruct the
settl enent given to the | nupiat people by political or
personal gain of regret in our backyard of the proposed
2012- 2017 Quter Continental Shelf oil and gas | ease
program settled by the conpanies' permts w thout even
giving the Inupiat the right to vote by the people of the
Nort h Sl ope Borough communiti es.

We have the right to voice, to neet freely for
the well -being of the residents of the people in the

coastal communities, whether it be by
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gover nnent -t o- gover nment consul tati on neetings, giving
your testinonies to the entities that goes into your
communities, avails nuch to the next generation of

subsi stence users. No voice, no courage, then you w ||
not be heard for your inherited rights. It will cause a
big effect in your community, and their royalties will be
di spersed to other people not fromyour community.

we have seen in the Lower 48 by current floodi ng and
violent stornms and a disaster in the Gulf of Mexico by
human error.

| believe today that we have to be very stern on
how t he federal governnent and industrial servants that is
wanting to develop in the brittle oceans that can lead to
anot her disaster to our land, air, rivers, oceans that
w |l affect or decline our subsistence resources that we
rely on for neans of survival through this harsh season in
t he years ahead.

MS. LEAH FRANKSON: | didn't prepare
anything. | just want to say that |'m agai nst al
offshore drilling, no matter what profit for who.
Devastation to the ecosystem devastation to the -- al
animal s and fish and manmal s, devastation to environnent,
ultimately devastation to Inupiat hunman is to becone a
crime against humanity. And there is no noney that can
fix that, take that away, or change that once that
happens.

DR. JI M KENDALL: Thank you very much.

have anot her nane here. | believe it's -- I"'msorry. |
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don't read well. Peggy Frankson. |Is Peggy here?

MS. PEGGY FRANKSON: Last early Monday
norni ng, ny ten-year-old son caught his first seal. He
dreans about hunting ever since he was a little boy.
That's his passion. He goes out whenever he can, hunting
manmal s, fishing, hunting for caribou, and he wants to
continue to do this. W all want our young people to
continue hunting all the aninmals that we are used to
survi vi ng on.

W live a subsistence lifestyle. If any of you
go into our Native store here and try to buy groceries for
a week for a famly of seven, you would be -- or try
buyi ng groceries for a nonth. 1It's over $2,000, easily.
It's outrageous. We have to survive on our subsistence
foods we catch. It's part of our lifestyle. It's part of
our lives. |It's part of who we are.

And we certainly are going to keep opposing the
offshore drilling sales, the | eases, everything, because
I f our animals are endangered by possible oil spills, you
have no guarantee to us saying that no oil wll land in
our oceans, no oil wll wash up on our shores. There is
no guarantee. Until there is a guarantee, we are not
goi ng to approve of any sales. W are going to continue
t o oppose them

W want to keep hunting our animals. W want to
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keep living our subsistence lifestyle. M son wants to
growto a man into a father and teach his kids how to hunt
and to live the I nupiat way. Thank you.
DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you very mnuch.

Now, according to the list, which is not perfect, |I've hit
everyone who either didn't mark yes or no or marked yes.
So now we are going to open it up to the fl oor because |
want to make sure everybody has an opportunity to speak.
So first 1'"'mgoing to ask for volunteers. And then if we
don't -- when we are out of volunteers, I'"mgoing to go to
each individual person to ask you again if you would |ike
the opportunity to speak and tell us what you think. |
want everybody to have that option.

So does anyone want to raise their hand and nake
a comrent before | start going to everybody individually?
Just to nake sure we are not m ssing sonething, because we
need your help.

MS. LILLIAN A LANE l'"d like to sign in,

i f 1 could.

|, too, like ny uma, wasn't prepared to -- and
have comrents, but | jotted a fewthings. M nane is
Lillian A. Lane. |'ma resident of Point Hope, born and
rai sed. Love to eat everything ny father, ny brothers, ny
nei ghbors have caught and put on ny table. Therefore,

oppose any gas, oil |l eases out in the ocean seas. Just
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| i ke everybody here, they are dependent on the -- mgjority
of our food cone fromthe ocean, majority of it that we
take in and preserve and keep all year. So the cycle goes
on and on and on.

We have said this over and over in each
testi nony that we have spoken through, whether it be from
the oil conpanies or others. W have repeated ourself
over and over and over. |I'mglad you are here to listen
to our testinonies, and | hope that the people that are
t he deciding body will nake -- take these testinbnies to
heart because this is real. Those people down there don't
know what's going on up here. You don't know what goes on
up here. 1'mglad you are here to listen to our peopl e,
the real people who have to live in this comunity year
| ong.

How woul d you feel if | put alimt to your
chi cken and cow? That would be ny first question to al
of you that are dependent on those, too, or your
veget abl es. The people that are wanting to go out there
and drill in our oceans nake prom ses that they would do
their utnost, their best to try not to do an oil spill.
It's kind of hard to believe because these things that
have gone on in Alaska and the Gulf that are -- that did
happen, |i ke soneone nentioned earlier. You can hear

t hese t hings.
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We are going to be repetitive on some of the
things that they said because they are inportant. Qur
ocean that's out there is unpredi ctable. W have our
sagvaq, the current that is very strong, and it conmes from
every direction out there. Supposing sonethi ng happened?
How are they going to contain their spills? Those are the
things that we want to hear. Wat are you going to do to
do your -- your best to convince us that there is not
going to be an oil spill? Those are the things | want to
hear, but in a deep -- at the very -- at the -- but
overall, | know that since she nentioned -- Aggie
nmentioned that we won't even get a penny out of it, not a
penny. Go -- go earn your dine soneplace el se, not in our
ocean.

Alot of tinmes -- another lady said it doesn't
matt er about the noney. Money doesn't matter. The food
Is nore inportant than noney right now As we speak, it
I's nore than noney because if we try and buy stuff, it's
really spendy. But | want to also add that the unseen is
a nystery to all of us. That nystery is our ocean. W
only take what it gives us. W only take what it gives
us. The animals give thenselves to us to provide for us.
So we take as nuch as it gives us. |If anything should
happen, we won't have anything. |I'mafraid of that. W

won't have anyt hi ng.
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There was a news thing that the oil conpani es,
once they close their pots, they are not responsible for
anything else after. They are not accountable for their
cl osed pots. Supposing sonet hing happens? | think they
shoul d be responsi ble as |long as they had touched that pot
fromthe beginning to the very end and after. That was on
the news the other day. | don't like that. That's not
good practice with any oil conpany.

| know that it should -- naybe it m ght provide
sonme jobs for the community nenbers, some conmunity
nmenbers, but mpjority of the workers that do work in
Al aska on the pipeline, Red Dog M ne, conmes from Lower 48.
Qur people are not trained enough. Qur people are not
trained to do these jobs they do on the oil rigs.

And we all know about nature. Nature controls
itself. The ocean is unpredictable and, if anything
shoul d happen, | don't think the oil rigs would be able to
W t hstand anything out there. So therefore, it's a -- you
are playing wwth not only their lives, but our Ilives,
al so.

Al t hough their technol ogy is updated and they
say they have up-to-par equipnent, | still don't believe
t hey are good enough to withstand our Arctic conditions.

|, too, love to eat ny m kigaq, which our

Heavenl y Fat her, our God, has provided, has created and
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put on this earth for our use, our bodily use. And it
says if we disturb the land, it's going to disrupt the
cycle. | see disruption. | see disruption if they do go
out there. And | hope and heartily hope the conmttee
wll really consider and take to heart, once again, to
really think this through and not think of it's going to
bring us a | ot of nbney because it's a federal thing.
This is going to bring us a | ot of noney, which it does.
Ri ght now today our noney really isn't there at all.

Thank you for this opportunity for me to speak
during this tinme, and | thank all the people that stood up
and speak on behalf of Point Hope. And I'd like to -- I'd
like to say that if they are going to drill out there,
they need to think of all the factors that would be
affected before they do any drilling. Taikuu. Thank you.

DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you very mnuch.
Now, what | would like to do is I'mgoing to start with
this end of the roomand go around and touch base wth
everybody to nmake sure everybody feels confortable and had
an opportunity. Sir, would you |like to say anythi ng?
Your nane, please.

MS. RI CHARD CANNON, SR : My name is
Ri chard Cannon, Senior. Before | say one word, |'m going
to pray and ask God to give ne the right words to say.

Heavenly Father, creator of all things, | ask
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you to use ny voice. Help ne say what you want ne to say,
Lord Jesus. | cone before you as your hunble servant. |
serve you and you only, Lord Jesus Christ. | thank you
for this opportunity to speak before these people.
[i ndi scerni ble] voice your opinion, not ny opinion. In
Jesus' nane | pray. Anmen.

Again, ny name is Richard Cannon, Sr. Most of

you people know ne here. And | do like to pretty nuch

whal e. | have been around a long tine, and kind of
heart broken to see that these people are here. | know
they're here to just basically do their job. |[|'mglad Roy

asked this gentl eman whether he's for it or against.
They're taking this thing to Secretary Sal azar, that he
can't be -- he has to be biased. How can he be biased in
a community of people that he know that if there is
drilling that is going to harmthe environnent because,
| i ke sonme people say, there is nothing, there is nothing
to clean up the oil spill in the ice. W all know that.
And | know your scientists, to ne, they are
liars. And how could they tell the truth when they work
for you guys, when they work for the oil conpanies?
Explain to ne how soneone is going to say, oh, no, this
can't happen. You will be fired on the spot. And |I'm
quite sure he signs a gag order saying that he cannot

talk, that he cannot tell the truth. So just |ike Aggie
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say, they are paleface. They are liars.

So we as a whol e nust conme against this, and we
must come agai nst this now because we know t he oi
conpani es, they have noney and pretty nuch have
politicians in their pockets. | know these people m ght
say how do | know that. | don't know that, but |I'm

assunming that's it because they are in Washi ngton as we

speak right now trying to push for offshore oil, which we
don't get a dine. Alaska will not -- as Jeff says, Al aska
will not get a dine fromthis. So what's the use? What's

wong with our politicians? That don't sound right to ne
that they don't -- that they wll say, go ahead.
Now, | didn't say go ahead to ne. Are they

going to pay off? Maybe it m ght begin to pay off. [|'ll

just leave it at that. M nane is R chard Cannon, Seni or.
And |I'mpretty nuch against offshore drilling, any kind of
drilling.

DR. JI M KENDALL: Thank you very much.
Ma' am anot her opportunity? Jack?

MR. JACK SCHAEFER: Sure. | always have a
|l ot of things to say. And | hope you continue to cone
around and cone around. | have been at this for a | ong
time, also, you know. | -- | have been President of the
Native Village back in '93 or so, years, and we have been

tal ki ng about oil and gas for a long tine. | sat around
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my cousins and ny uncles when they were tal ki ng about
their fears and their concerns about offshore oil and gas
back in the '70s and what they were concerned about and
how t hey were tal ki ng about governnental functions and
gover nnent -t o- gover nnrent and human rights and -- and
responsibilities.

And it even got to the point that the ownership
of the ocean was never really addressed. And when it was,
it was addressed in a controversial way. And so, you
know, | still feel that we own this ocean. Al aska Native
Clains Settlement Act was for Al aska. And where is the
boundary of Al aska? And that was tal ked about and deci ded
on but never reveal ed.

And then, you know, | feel really betrayed, in a
way, because we had so much faith in the judicial system
And we fought for what we thought was right. And we won
several tinmes. Uncles and cousins |augh about it. | was
young when this was going on. | didn't really understand
what was happeni ng, but | understood that we had a
responsibility and that we had ownershi p and t hat
controversy is all over.

W even went to the United Nations back in 1989
concerned about Prudhoe Bay and the cl eanup that was
prom sed by the oil conpanies so that m gration of the

cari bou and ot her animals could conti nue over there. But
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| don't know if that was done. There was a gover nnent
accountability report, a GAO report that was published in
2002, No. 357 on the restoration of Prudhoe Bay. And
conpani es i gnored, conpani es changed their nane, conpanies
filed for bankruptcy, conpanies wal ked away.

The State of Al aska got furious and said, this
Is not true. | don't believe your report.

And so that's one thing that we keep trying that
we have been saying over tine is that we are prom sed that
restoration will be done and they will clean it up, that
the animals will be able to go through there again.

Nui gsut has to purchase three, four, five tines as nuch
fuel to go after caribou now fromyears back

And this restoration hasn't really been done,
apparently. | did see sonmething on the news that there
was some work that was being done, but | don't know to
what extent. You know, prom ses have to be kept. You
have to do what you need to do. And if you are going to
say you are going to do sonething, then you better do it.
And if you wal k away, then how can we trust these
conpani es that are saying that they can do it in an
environnental ly safe way? W are only tal ki ng about
exploration and | eases. | don't know to what extent that
we go in regards to inpacts and at what stage.

There was di scussion whether it's going to be
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tanked or in a pipeline. Both ways involve bl adders that

are going to be on the ocean floor filled with fuel, six

or nore sitting there filled with oil. And there will be
a pipe that will run up to the surface, two tankers from
each bl adder or a pipe running to a pipeline that will run

on the floor of the ocean to another pipeline.

And t here has been over 20 years of photography
of the ocean floor, and it has been mapped on how that ice
noves and scrapes the bottom of the ocean and they have
been doing this for years, arctic research, photographs in
t hat area over there, sale 193. So, you know, | don't
know to what extent we tal k about, you know, things and
whet her we should be concerned 15 years fromnow if it
w || be devel oped.

In a previous hearing, there was a forner
enpl oyee that was on one of those rigs, and he said that
he had -- was afraid for his life at one tinme because of a
storm and that two cabl es had broken. And he was
t hankful that that rig did not coll apse or sink or
anything. They were spared. And he said no nore.

Whet her he broke his confidentiality agreenment that he may
have signed with the conpany or -- | don't know. | can't
speak for him But that was stated in a previous hearing.
That has not been put on the website.

We tal k about transparency, openness. W wl
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give you all the informati on you need. But we haven't
seen the transcripts of the hearings. W haven't seen
what the other villages have said. Wat | nean by "we,"
is that anybody that could pick up a |aptop |like that
person over there and Googlize and | ook for hearings. And
what they will see is that there are absolutely no

heari ngs for Point Hope from Point Hope on record in your
websi t e.

The first one appears in 1986 or '83, which was
done by tel econference. There were hearings that |
testified as the President of Native Village of Point Hope
in 1995 reflecting on the international code that we had
passed. That's not on record. That hearing took place in
Anchorage at the Egan Center in 1995. And that's not on
the website. There are other hearings that are there, but
not hing from Point Hope. And it's very, very odd.

And then these recent ones that were in February
are not on the website. |Is there a reason why they are
not there?

DR, JI M KENDALL: Thank you. "1l 1 ook
into that. Sir, would you like an opportunity?

MR ELIJAH ROCK, SR M nane is Elijah
Rock, Senior. |I'ma whaling captain in Point Hope. And
al so Conmm ssioner for Point Hope for nine years. Just

talking to the governnent, federal governnent over in
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Washi ngton, D.C. to nake them understand that |'m I nupi at
and | have a lifestyle that was passed on to nme and ny
ancestors. And | would like this lifestyle continue

w t hout any interruption of any devel opnent of gas and

oil, if possible. If it can't be safe, just don't do it
just like that because | like to have gas and oil fromthe
noder n- day equi pnent | use to hunt with and heat ny house.

| can't go back to ny seal oil bl ubber stove to heat ny
house, heat it all night like I'"mused to today and |
cannot just go to the wall and turn nmy light off and on if
we have no gas and oil.

But that is sonething that needs to be really
considered fromthe federal governnent because the federal
governnent is our governnent, as far as | understand.

Then we have anot her governnent, it's the North Sl ope
Borough. That's our governnment. Then we have anot her one
that's the State governnent. And that's another
governnent. And we have a Native village governnent here
and we have a City governnent here in Point Hope, and you
know, governnents are governnments and governnents and
governnents. But still, we are still here. W are still
alive. W continue to |ive because of the fact that we
wer e passed on, taught howto live the lifestyle that we
are i mmune to nowadays. Even though a |ot of the things

on our past went this way and that way, nodernized, but
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still, you know, the federal governnent -- someone
mentioned that we have water out there, our sea, our
ocean. Wthout the federal governnent, the State
governnment, fromthe shore out to three mles, the State
governnent owns that, rules anything in that area. And
then fromthree mles on, it's the federal governnent
waters. But we still hunt in them W still all live off
t hat ocean, even though the federal and State in them
even though the federal and State government controls it.

We abide by their -- whatever they say. W use it. They

make the laws and they will continue to nake these kind of
laws, | don't know, till kingdom cone, | guess.
Anyway, | support everyone that is agai nst oi

and gas devel opnent, but it's got to be safe, and sonehow
we got to nmake an arrangenent for the federal and the
State governnment to, you know -- w thout nbney we cannot
go buy the nodern-day equi pnent that we use, the

noder n-day food that we use. W cannot survive just on
nukt uk seal and -- anynore. W have got to have
hanmburger. Qur children are already used to that.

So if sonething can be arranged where we have
enough supply fromthe State and federal governnent to
keep us alive, if they -- if they happen to do sonething
wong in our ocean and we can't utilize our Native food

anynore fromthe ocean.
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But everything mgrates, as far as | understand.
All the animals in the ocean, even their food m grates.
M grate nmeaning that, you know, they travel fromthe
|l ow -- |l ower oceans up -- go up through our area and then
conti nue on over to Canada and G eenl and because of the
currents. They follow the current. |'ve never seen --
and also |I've always heard fromny El ders when we are out
hunting we -- we can't see any animals when the current is
fromthe west, only seals and polar bear. That's all.
But every once in a while when the whales are nmigrating --
this statenent is not true either because sone the whal es
al ways cone back because they can't continue on, no water.
They' || conme back. | caught one of those kind in ny
whal i ng years in Point Hope.

And another thing | have a problemwth is
our -- we deemthat it's our ocean, but State and federal
own that ocean, and they right now they are opening it up
to tourist ships going through all the way around up north
across Canada, G eenl and, everywhere. And that's
sonet hing that, you know, we have seen and read about in
the Lower 48. A lot of animals get hit by the props. And
also there is a lot of fishing going on. They nake a
line, International Date Line for the other countries not
to cone in, but they still cone in and go over that

because there is nobody out there really | easing the area.
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And so when those nets are out there, any kind
of aninmal wll get caught in those nets and die, can't
SW m no nore.
Anyway, thank you.
DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you very mnuch.
Sir, another opportunity, sir? Wuld you |ike to make
anot her comment ?
UNI DENTI FI ED SPEAKER: | pass.
DR JI' M KENDALL: Ma' am you are wel cone
t o.
MS. LEAH FRANKSON: My nanme is Leah
Frankson. Wen | first heard about the |easing, the sale,
and | nade a comment on ny Facebook about how peopl e don't
under stand how the effects would be because it's not them
you know. It's not them being affected. And | said, you
know, how would they feel if -- if they didn't -- if they
couldn't eat shrinp no nore, if they couldn't eat that.
And then sure enough, | ook what happened to them down
there, those shrinp -- shrinpers down there. The
shrinpers, they are still being affected by what happened.
You know, | ook at what happened in Valdez. That
wasn't even a pipe. That wasn't a -- that was just a
boat. 25 years they couldn't be fishing, toxic waters.
Those are places that are connected that have

infrastructure or relief, you know There is no
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infrastructure set up up here, nothing. Thousands of
mles out, there is nothing.

And even if there was, you would add on to the
noi se pollution. They track all of the pollution that in
this pristine environnent that they don't even know what
m ght happen. They don't even know what coul d happen
to -- to the ecosystem

For the federal governnent to sell it in the
first place seenms wong to give some one person, one
group, one entity profit, and when it could affect so
much, it could devastate so nuch. And | have to say, to
nme, to allowthat it |ooks like a crine against humanity.
Humans, humans here, ny famly, is eating fromthe ocean
My famly is eating fromthe ocean. Everybody up here.

And it's not the first tine the federal
governnment al nost | et things happen. | was readi ng that
book on Howard Rock and how t hey al nost got approved to do
nucl ear bonb to change the | and so they could, you know --
to test it, to test -- to test up here. Even there was
EPA back then, alnost allowit. And what woul d have
happened if they did? W wouldn't be here if they did.

Toget her we stand up and they said no. And they
are standing up and they are saying no to this, no matter
your profits. Thank you.

MS. LILY TUZROYLUKE: Lily Tuzroyl uke for
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the record. Your agency, BOEMRE, has been in the news

| ately for corruptions, for corruptions just as recently
as 2010. Not these people that are sitting in front of
you, but the departnent that they work for, their

enpl oyees were found guilty for taking bribes from oil
conpanies. Fromoil conpani es.

You stated earlier when this gentl eman asked, he
asked what is your -- what is your stance on this issue,
and you said that you are neutral. You said that you are
neutral, that you have to take consideration from both
si des.

| want to know what assurances happens -- what
assurance you can give ne or the people here that the sane
corruptions is not going to be happening again. | know
that there is certain steps that you have been taking, but
| just wanted to bring that issue up since that is a
concern. You are here to tal k about the suppl enental

envi ronnental inpact statenent, and you spoke to the

Native village earlier about grading -- upgrading, and it
Is ny belief that your EISis flawed. It's extrenely
fl awed.

You take a | ot of studies. You do a | ot of
studies on all the various ani mal s. W have -- at our
office, we have requested infornmation under Freedom of

| nformati on Act. | don't know -- we asked for the
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information. The first one is between the oil conpanies
and between BCEMRE, fornerly MVS. There is boxes and
boxes of ani mal studies, tons of aninmal studies saying how
the seismc testing, how the exploratory and the

expl orations, how that would affect the aninals.

But where | see the gaps -- and this is where
the traditional know edge would cone in -- is that you say
how i nsensitive the aninmals are, how a bowhead can take up
to X nunber of vessels, this volune up to an aval anche --

Il think it's the decibels equal to a vol cano eruption,

aval anche, and bowhead can w t hstand that anount of

deci bel s, but as whalers and the experts here, the nen and
t he wonen here that do whaling, know that bowhead heari ng
Is very sensitive. |It's very sensitive.

The other -- the other major flaw that | see,
and |'mglad that you have here with you, is you have an
editor of the EIS that's -- yes. There he is. You take
all of the studies, these aninal studies, and you get

these scientists to find out how this would inpact the

animals. Yes, and that is inportant. But you don't | ook
at how or it wll inpact the human popul ati on and how it
wi Il inpact the culture.

It seenms in our previous -- in previous sites,

things |i ke Exxon, the Deepwater Horizon and ot her pl aces

around the world, like the major deltas where there has
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been oil devel opnent, it devastates the people. It
devastates the people. That's the truth.

And you say that you are here to get the facts,
to find the truth, and the truth is that this wll
devastate us. This will devastate us. So | just want
to -- | cannot urge enough that you have to dedicate --
you dedi cate scientists to ook at animals. You need to
| ook at the people that are going to be inpacted.

That's all. Thank you.

As we all know that our ocean provides -- God provides for

us. Like ny Aunt Anna say, that they are given to us when
our fathers, grandfathers, uncles, our relatives go out to
harvest a marine manmmal, even the fows of the air, the
fish in the ocean, it's bountiful. W are blessed. And
knowi ng that, within this tinme period, we will be
| npacted. Be ready.

There may be a lot of traffic in the air.

That's why we didn't see our caribou mgrated this | ast
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year. There was a |lot of traffic because of people up
north were inpacted by a | ot of studies through the
airway. A lot of helicopters, planes. Al that, we are
going to be seeing that here. And when they cone in, we
need to try to get sone taxes going so that we can at

| east get a piece of -- get a dime. |If they cone here and

put their equi pnent on our |and, we need to nake sure that

we -- we invest fromthat. |It's going to hurt us. W
know. W know once -- once they -- because the | eases are
sol d.

Those that are marked up there in the map in
gray are supposed to be red. BCEMRE, or former MVS, sold
those | eases to the oil conpanies, and they are stil
| ooki ng for people -- | nmean, conpanies to buy those other
| eases. But that's our backyard.

W were told when we were children never to ness
with the ocean because it's very dangerous, never to even
go out there and -- and put your feet in the water because
the current can take you away. W have to respect the
ocean. | was trained to respect the ocean. And |I'm
trying to tell ny children to respect the ocean so that
t hey, too, wll be bl essed when they go out to harvest.

Manmal s, aninmals, fow in the air -- we like to
eat eider duck. W like to eat kumags. W like to eat

fish, whal es, seals because we are bl essed.
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We know that the NPRA is not in this map up
here, too. How nany | eases have been sold in the NPRA?
Qur nei ghbors up north, they are going to be seeing a big
change. They are going to be highly regulated. They are
going to be so polluted that they will ask us how  \What
did we do? Wat did you say to themto prevent this from
happeni ng? W stand up and we sai d no.

And it's so hard to see our culture, our
traditional way of life in front of us, knowing it m ght
not be there anynore five to ten years from now because we
won't be able to celebrate the whale. But we |ove to eat
t he bowhead whal e, the beluga whale. W are whalers. And
we harvest because we were taught by our fathers, our
grandf at hers, our nothers, our grandnothers, and our
forefathers. W are a rich community. God bl essed our
land with a | ot of berries every season. There nay be
times when there is a drought.

As we see today on the news, the violent storns,
the -- the flooding that's going on in the Lower 48, their
vegetation, their animals, their land is being taken from
di saster through Mother Nature. And now | ook at us today.
That's where all -- you know, we are -- and al so in Japan,
t he bi g earthquake that happened, and now we are afraid of
the radiation that nay cone into our waters and that we

may be affected, too.
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We hurt for people in the Gulf of Mexico,

Loui siana. W hurt for them too, because they have a
nmom  They have a dad. They have children. They have
grandparents that relied on these resources that put food
on the table. But then it hurts. It hurts those
fam|lies.

And what did the governnent do with offshore
t hat was devastated at the Gulf of Mexico? How long did
it take themto act and try to clean up the nmess? It's
going to be even |longer here in the Arctic because it's so
sensitive, our ecosystem And we are sensitive, too,
because we rely. W rely on what was given to us, the
resour ces.

| know we are nodernized. W have a | ot of
t echnol ogy, but there is other ways that they can, other
ways of -- of trying to provide. W know that our
governnment has to pay China, but we don't -- we are al so
| npacted by that because of the greed. But we |ove our
governnent, too, because we are Anericans.

But |I'm saying no. | choose no devel opnent on
the nultil ease sale Beaufort Sea and Chukchi Sea pl anning
area oil and gas | ease sale 209, 212, 217 and 221. |
support alternative one, Beaufort and Chukchi Sea no | ease
sal e.

And those of you that are here today, you have
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until July 11th to put in your comments. There is a
website that you can go to. | have that in ny office if
you need help to put it in witing to these -- to BCEVRE
to hel p because we know -- we have -- we have Dish. W
have TV, those of you who |likes to watch news |ike | do.
We see what's goi ng on.

The United States is hurting. Maybe it's
because we are al nobst against Israel. W need to pray for
| srael so that we will be blessed, so God will have us in
our favor. Today here in the Arctic Sl ope, that's what we
do. Because God has bl essed us with these resources in
t he oceans, in the sea, in the rivers, and in the air.

And | hope and pray that the decisi onmaker
listen to our comments. We know that this was done from
t he other previous President of the United States, but the
Presi dent today, Obama, we know that his termis al nost
over, but he's given us the opportunity to speak with the
federal governnment, w th governnent-to-gover nnent
consul tation, executive order 175131 so that we can have a
voi ce in our community.

We are Tikigagmus. W wll always say our
voi ce. Thank you.

DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you for your offer
to help people with the regs.gov. Thank you very nuch.

That was very helpful. Sir, would you like an
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opportunity? Back to the Elder table, anyone |like to nake
anot her coment ?

MR, LEO KI NNEEVEAUK: | wsh -- | was
w shing that the sea mammal s and the ani nmals that woul d be
affected by these offshore drilling activities were here
to testify with us, you know. It is nmeaningful because
they provide -- they provide us the food fromthe ocean.
And ny question is, who will nmake the final decision on
what's going to happen after all the inpact statenents are
t aken care of and the testinonies?

DR JI M KENDALL: The Secretary of the
I nterior.

MR. LEO KI NNEEVEAUK: s it the federal
gover nnent - -

DR JI M KENDALL: Yes.

MR, LEO KI NNEEVEAUK: -- or the United
States Suprenme Court or MVS?

DR JI' M KENDALL: No. It's the Secretary
of the Interior, Ken Salazar. He makes the final
deci si on.

MR, LEO KI NNEEVEAUK: Ken Sal azar?

DR. JI M KENDALL: Yes, sir

MS. DORCUS ROCK: | oppose on the | ease
sale, too, and the reason on that is |I was thinking about

it. | read this one book about those | ndi ans when the
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f ederal government took their |and fromthem and, you
know, the good Lord really, he won't take our water from
us, God willing.

You know, we have food -- we have food shortage
alot of times, and you go in ny refrigerator or ny
freezer, you are not going to find no White Man's food in
there. It's all Eskinb food. And that's provided from
what people give ne or when we go out to hunt. And that's
how we |i ve.

So you think -- think about you our children and
our grandchildren. If you think about that, it's real
hard. | heard everybody being against it, so | hope the
Secretary of the Interior will think tw ce about it before
they do anything. You know, it's our |and, our water, our
sea. And | renenber that one man that nentioned that

hunger knows no law. W are not going to go to that

extinct -- we are not going to go that far, but the
testi noni es of these people, | hope they really listen to
what they are saying. |It's fromthe heart. They are

saying that fromtheir heart, and that's what |'m doi ng,
t oo, the sane thing.

That's the only way we provide our food. |
can't go to the store. If I did, | have to spend, 2-,
$300 just to get what | need. And you know, when you buy

neat -- did you go to the store to see how nuch the neats
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are? They are about $18 a pound. You think about that.
You got to think about all the testinonies of
t hese people. You got to think about it fromyour heart;
not just by looking at them but fromthe heart. | really
hope that you do listen to us because | know that the good
Lord will be with us. And | hope the Secretary of the
Interior will think tw ce before he signs that paper.
Money is not really anything, you know, when you
think about it. It is alot of tines, but noney is not

anyt hing conpared to our food that we get. The nen hunt

for it, too. It's not easy for themto be out there
hunting. |If you ever tried going out to go hunt |ike they
do, | don't think you would | ast a week, but they -- they

dare through that just so we would have food on the table.
| just wanted to say that. Thank you.

DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you very mnuch.

MR EARL KINGK: It's been a long battle
since 2008. A lot of things happened between 2008 and
now. A lot of neetings, a lot of planning, a | ot of
devel opnent tal k. Qur corporation, ASRC, our cousins,

A gooni k Cor poration, and other corporations are getting
i nvol ved with oil devel opnent w thout your guys'
know edge.

We don't know what's been happeni ng, but we

woul d i ke to ask the governnent to do investigation on
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what's been happening since the Native Village of Point
Hope said no to offshore activity. Point Hope is not new
tothis. |It's been years and years and years from ny
father was alive, ny uncle [indiscernible] and all these
ot her people, ny nother, all these people that attend
t hese neetings because the governnent want to go out to
the ocean we love the nost. And all these years they have
been saying no but, still, the governnent cone back again
and ask the sanme thing, could we do sonme | ease sales in
t hat area.

And as we had a president by the nane of George
Bush, the George Bush era has di sappeared. GCeorge Bush
want ed devel opnent in the Arctic. George Bush got a big
donation fromoil conpanies to becone president. So you
see, CGeorge Bush wanted to do devel opnent right away.

| thank Native Village of Point Hope for passing
a resol uti on opposing offshore activity in the Chukchi and
the Beaufort. A lot of things are happening. This past
week they called an Arctic Summt. Any of our people is
attending that Arctic Summt? There was another big
neeting | got invited to. It was Shell QG1l, Shell Gl
neeting wi th Chanber of Conmerce tal ki ng about the
Chukchi, tal ki ng about devel opnent. And where is our
peopl e? A lot of neetings happening since 2008.

| would like to be hone, but |I |ove you people.
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| love our way of life, and that's the only way | can keep
up with this very hot issue that's in front of our
community. After listening tonight, we gave you strong
encouragenent to even fight harder to |l et you guys know
100 percent that attended this nmeeting i s agai nst offshore
activity.

The biggest scare is an oil spill. They said

there is no danger in shallow water |ike the Deepwater

Horizon. | had a chance to go visit the Deep Horizon
[sic] oil spill. 1 had a chance to witness what | always
been tal king about if there was an oil spill. | had a

chance to feel the crude oil that the birds and the
alligators and the fish got into.

So you see, we should all oppose offshore

activity. |It's too precious to give away. W always | ook
forward to see qinu cone every fall. W call it our very
first ice. But if there is any oil spill, we will see

bl ack crude comng like ginu like the fresh ice that goes
to Point Hope every fall, and we don't want that to
happen.

There is no proven science technol ogy to cl ean
oil spill. Let the record know that Point Hope says there
I's no proven technology. Science can't prove that.

Sal azar, we have many nmeetings wth him

Echohawk, we have nmany neetings with them EPA
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Washi ngton, D.C., we have nmany neetings with them And we
have nmeetings wth Senators and Congressnen. W got
friends that always happens get votes to fight against the
offshore activity in the Arctic.

So you see, we are not al one because the tribe
Is very powerful. W have got a Constitution of the
United States, thanks to Jackson [sic]. W foster and
protect our way of life. W got to understand that. W
got to stick together. Wthout to sticking together,
things wll happen. When we stick together, things al ways
happen in a good way.

Just renenber, Point Hope should say no, no, no
to offshore activity. Thank you.

Anna. As | was sitting here and wonderi ng what el se |
should say, ny nomcalled ne.

And Momsaid there was a
very inportant neeting that's going on. You need to go
and voice. You need to go voice. You need to go say
sonet hi ng.

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to cone here and say what ny heart says, wants ne to say.
Li ke others, ny freezers are filled w th ducks, nuktuk,

wal rus, oogruk, agvik, seal oil.

| don't want to -- | don't want to see seas on
account of nman-made m stake, technical m stake. | love to
eat ny mkigag. | love to eat ny neat.

| told nyself I"mjust going to say a few words,
and that will be it. But right now, ny heart is speaking.
Ever since the Man of No Col or has set foot on our
soci ety, there has been changes. Mjority of the tine
it's bad changes. They have hurt our people, physical,
nmentally, spiritually. W are tired of being pushed
around, being told what to do. Enough is enough.

Qur brave nen who set their -- set thenselves
out in the ocean to catch what they could catch -- and
t hey have been very successful this year. God has bl essed
us mghtily. Once again, | -- fromthe bottom of ny
heart, fromthe bottomof ny heart we plead and we beg
that you don't allowto do this to us. They have done
enough to us.

You fol ks out there don't know what it's like to
live out here. You have to cone out here and live it, to
under st and what we go through.

Li ke ny boy, he's out there hunting right now

| encourage himto go hunting. | want ny freezers filled
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as nuch as | can get. W not only feed ourselves, but for
the community. W share. This is a sharing comunity.
We give first and take whatever is left over. And still
our freezers are full, whether they be in the ice cellar
or the new freezers.

| don't know what else | can say nore because to
beg and plead, | don't usually beg or plead, but this tine
|l am | am | don't beg or plead. It's for the good of
our peopl e.

But thank you for com ng again and listening to
our comments. And | hope they really take it to heart and
under stand, truly understand where we are com ng from

bef ore they nake this decision whether to do it or not to

do it.

We envision the ocean with the rigs. | have a
little rem nder froma friend fromValdez, a jar full of
their rocks with the oil, the black oil, and they just dug
that not too long ago. That is ny remnder | keep in ny
room W are blessed with three whales this year. W had
t he opportunity to see many things happening within our --
in our -- in front of us. A lot of joy.

And yet we know how damaging it can be if there
I's one drop -- one drop oil -- | nean, oil drop. W know
how damagi ng that can be. That can be forever.

| grewup with five brothers, so I never really
had a chance to put five gallons into our tank. But one
time ny brothers weren't home. Momsaid | had to go put
stove oil in our tank, and | cooveed. | spilled. |

cooveed, and | saw that oil go straight to the snow
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rapidly. And that five gallons was valuable to ny
parents. That little drop was val uable to our househol d.
And it broke nmy heart. | couldn't contain it. It spill.
It went directly to the ground.

So knowi ng that, at that tine | didn't know t hat
t hat woul d educate ne, sonewhat help ne to know how
crucial or how -- how the naterials is as a |iquid.

So | just want to say that | amso blessed to
hear people com ng forward. |'m always speaki ng them out.
l"mnot trying to put nyself up, but when | visit Elders
and they bless ne, keep on, keep on. And we are facing
our own people. Qur own peopl e.

It's hard, but tonight is a critical neeting.

We have schedul es which we shared with -- we had a neeting
with the group earlier. And we shared that our

cal endar -- our subsistence way of |ife evolves on the
weat her. W can't program and say we are going to catch
oogruks in two weeks. W can't programthis and say we
are going to go with this. W have to do it while it's
avai |l able, while it's here. A lot of us want to be out
there, but 1"'mglad that we have sone people here. Mny
times have we had neetings, and there is only a handful.

And | envision our rich heritage, our culture
and the live berries if we don't speak up when it's

already too late. But |I'mso grateful that we had

Alot of tinmes we have to travel wth what
little we have in our pocket. |If you go to D.C., you
can't get anywhere without a cab. There are hotels. You
think it's ridiculous here in Al aska; $200 a night in
Anchorage during the sumrer rate? |It's 3-, $400 over
there. Wat little noney you have, if they put you in
a-- inahotel, you're going to see little critters
because we can't afford that. W can't afford that
lifestyle. But it's critical that we have a voi ce.

| just want to say thank you. Thank you for
openi ng the doors because these doors were shut before.
Believe me, they were shut. There are open doors now.
There is opportunities for Native tribes to get up and
speak and to be recogni zed. Sonetines you feel |ike you
are wal king the trail by yourself when you don't have
nothing. But it has to be heard. You have to be heard
I rregardl ess.

Renenber the big i ssue about those coupons on
t he beds not too | ong ago? Many tines we have to sleep in

a hotel that's not even worth it. Don't want to even get
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I nsi de the bl ankets because that's how it | ooks.
Sonmetinmes it's filthy. Who in their right m nd woul d
travel for five or six days?

There are tines you can barely get 300. People
t hi nk we nake noney. W don't. W are a tribal
governnent with very little. | know soneone had nmade a
comment nmany tines in our neetings that it's just |ike
penni es. But you know what? The reward is so big when
you | and a whale, the reward is so great when you have
t hat cel ebrati on, when you recogni ze that child that was
born this year, when you see an Elder crying fromtheir
heart, quuyah. The reward is so great.

Many tinmes we speak. W testify over and over
and over again. But it's through your prayers that we are
able to stand firm Qur nmentors and our God (Speaking in
| nupi aq), the whaling captains, the umaliks back in the
day. But with honor, with respect. And it is because of
them we are standi ng here today.

| get curious many tines as | travel, why aren't
they including the coastal villages such as Savoonga,
Ganbel |, Kivalina? Because it's those three vill ages,
when they see ne on the road or when they see ne in the
airport or wherever, they cone and thank ne. They don't
go to their villages to go get their -- to get their

public comments, but they are -- they are being i npacted.
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W need to include them | don't have -- | don't know
their -- their background. | know the walrus is crucial
to them to Savoonga and Di onede for the covering of the
boat. That's all | know But at one tinme they used to
cone here with boats to celebrate with us.

There is a ot of issues that were said tonight,
a lot of critical ones, but | just want to comend - -
commend the BCEMRE -- sonetines we say bummer. But thanks
for taking this tinme and giving us the adequate tine as
you go around a circle. | heard many, many, many
heartfelt testinonies com ng fromyour heart because |
feel like this is one of the |ast neetings that's going to
occur. W have to exercise our rights as human bei ngs.

| don't want ny great-grandkids to go to the
li brary and say oh, ny amua did this. D d they really do
this? No. | want themto have that opportunity to
practi ce what we do today.

| just thank you all for saying and com ng and
saying your piece. | felt it tonight |ike never before.
But | stress that you need to go to the other vill ages,
the villages that | nentioned that are being inpacted.
know July is just around the corner, but it's critical
that they be heard. None needs to be one station, one
area. They have whaling comunities in that area.

Cimate change is one thing that we are seeing
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firsthand (Speaking in Inupiaqg). Qur weather has changed,
the ice condition, you nane it. But | don't want to echo
what everybody has been saying. There is a |ot of good
statenments. | cane here tonight. And we would like to
see the reports. W want it on the Internet. W wanted
to be able to have access to it because where is Point
Hope.

And I'mjust grateful that there is a whaling
captain's wife over here. She said this land is ny | and.
To see her grandkids here, when you have tutichiats, |
visit her house and | see her grandkids. Many grandki ds.
So | was thankful that the Lord blessed themw th a whal e,
the hard work it takes to |land a whale to prepare.

" m thankful for the Kinneeveauks. |'m thankf ul
for the Lanes, the Killigvuks, that we were able to
cel ebrate the true neani ng of being a (Speaking in
| nupi aq), and to share with our brothers and sisters
hagmaktus [l nupiag ph]. | want to thank ny uma Leo for
com ng hone and sharing his knowl edge with the songs that
he has that we have yet to | earn because they are so
precious in our hearts. They are so, so -- so nmuch who we
are.

M5. MARGARET OKTOLLIK:  Hi, |I'm Margaret
Cktollik, and 1" m agai nst offshore drilling, and it is --
I haven't been hone for many years, and it is good to go
honme to the whaling tradition, and it is a very -- it

descri bes the whal e spread around the whol e vill age,

and it's going to hurt when they do the drilling and
it'"s -- | don't know why they choose this place right now
because | grew up here in Point Hope. And | -- we live

off the shore and the land. And | don't know why it's
com ng right now.

My kids are learning the tradition, too, and
it's -- the tradition is the main culture around here in
Point Hope. This is the oldest village in Point Hope --
in Alaska. W -- it's -- it's -- it's -- this place is
critical right now | nean, | don't know It's fine to
be home and it's good to see everybody shari ng, everybody
getting along. And the comunity is still the same, and I
hope it stays this way. And | want ny kids to see how
much it is to | ove one another and share with one anot her
and care for each and every one. M kids really |ove
bei ng home. |'m against everything. |'mdone.

DR. JI M KENDALL: Thank you. M am would
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you | i ke another comment, pl ease?

MS. SALLY KI LLI GVUK: My husband is a
whal i ng captain. You know, | was thinking while you guys
were all tal king about noney and having food in the
freezer. Every tine we have noney, we spend it and the
next day you have no nore noney. But you still have the
food of -- the Native food that we share through the
vil |l ages everywhere. All over the Al aska peoples trying
t he m kigaq and everything. If | was a mllionaire, |
woul d have every one of these poor little people go to
every neeting you guys have.

But, you know, the only thing I'm proud to be,
to tell you guys the truth, that | love to be Native
Anerican to share our traditional ways. And | w il fight
for what we are doing right now And when we teach our
ki ds how to say no when the bad things are -- when we have
bad t hi ngs, we say no.

And this -- these things we are trying to say
no, which you guys can't hear. And we are trying to tell
you guys over and over, no neans no. Like we always teach
our kids, no, you can't do this. But what's the use? You
guys have to open your ears and open your hearts because
you know -- but every tine we have noney we spend it, but
we still have the Native foods with us for the rest of our

lives. W can't change.
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And the ocean -- you guys eat, too. Like the
fish, like the shrinp, crabs. You guys eat those things,
too. It hurts you peoples, too. Not only us, because you
guys |l ove to eat those things, too. And I -- you know,

common sense that you have to use, too.

But | respect each and every one of you guys and
the ones that are fighting for us, |ike Caroline and
Cktollik, to fight for us. And we are neking them strong
to respect them W pay for themto help us. But they
are -- they are doing their best, but we pray for themto
be strong for us because we can't do it. And | respect
them for them peoples to doing that for us. And you
know, we said no.

And t hank you.

DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you very nuch.
Wul d you like to make a comment? You okay? GCkay. Thank
you. Whuld you like to nake a comment? Ckay.

Well, it's getting |late but, then, again, | want
to nmake sure everybody feels their voice was heard. This
Is inportant. So is there anybody else that would like to
rai se their hand and say sonething? | nean, | don't want
to excl ude anyone.

MR JACK SCHAEFER W heard a |l ot that
was said earlier. There were a lot of points that were

made, and really valid points. W need jobs. W need
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this oil. W don't |like being poor. W expect to be
respected. Treat us |ike everyone else. This is not
Ecuador. Those people had their oil stolen right from
under them They had to go to the UN. So did we. And
t he UN conbi ned Ecuador and us together in regards to
di scrim nati on agai nst indi genous peoples. Five
transnati onal corporations through their resol ution that
t hey passed in 1989 and did their investigation, and we
r esponded.

Qur issue was Prudhoe Bay at that tinme. W
didn't get a chance to tal k about offshore, but we did
I ndi cate what our inpacts were with that Prudhoe Bay. The
I npacts on those aninmals that live up there, the birds
that live up there, the mgratory life. And we were very
t horough about the inpacts that had taken place back then.
There were 200 holes in that Trans-Al aska Pipeline back
then. And the person who bl ew the whistle was persecuted.

And this was testified before.

But getting back to jobs, oil, opportunities,
busi ness, and they tal k about that place up there. | have
been working for a village corporation since 1983. | had

to be involved with title recovery in regards to those
people that had filed for Native allotnents as their own
fromthe federal governnent. They alnost did not get any

of their allotnments on the coast because the federal
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governnent said it is valuable for oil and gas. And that
Is reserved to the United States. And if you have got
evi dence ot herwi se, please provide it to us. Naturally,
we did, but they made that statenent. So there is oil
here on shore.

I n 1980, the Al aska Lands |Interest Conservation
Lands Act [sic], ANILCA they call it, nandated an
I nventory of every square inch of Alaska. Wat mnerals
are there? Wiat oil is there? D d they |et us know? No,
they didn't | et us know where everything is. They want
to -- they wanted us not to know because of this
conpetitive arrangenment, conpetition, intell ectual
property. But we have oil here. W need to know in order
to make a cl ear deci sion.

s it really the end of the world when there is
nore than 50 years of oil in the Lower 48 for the whole
country? Tar sands and shale oil. Wat about Prudhoe
Bay, the Shuvlik formation, the shale there, which wll
| ast and keep that pipeline alive through 2074 at 660, 000
barrel s a day then.

And we got this inpression that was hitting us
hard in the year 2000 during the Bush Adm nistration's
| ast phases. This is a crisis. W got no oil. \Wat are
we going to do? And a couple of Senators and Congressnen

stand up and say, hey, wait a mnute. There is 62,000, 000
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acres that are |l eased now And you are not even touching
It? And you want to go offshore over there? You want to
go offshore in California? W said no to that. But you
still want to do it, and yet you have 62, 000, 000 acres
sitting right there | eased, and it's not bei ng devel oped.

VWhat's wwong with this picture? 1|Is there a
nati onal security issue? |Is there a problen? There is
all this controversial propaganda, whatever, that's being
pressed upon us without true facts as to exactly what is
there. Naturally we brought it up to the oil conpanies
when they conme in our doors and we close the door and they
sit around and tal k and have tea wth us, business. And
we say, hey, wait a mnute, there is oil right there. How
cone you don't want that? There is nothing there. It's
over there, but not here. Wichis afinite lie. And why
did they lie? Because that oil over there is free. There
IS no tax.

As a matter of fact, there was incentives until
Cbama said, hey, wait a mnute, there i s sonething wong
wth this picture. W are paying you guys to take this
oil, you know How are we going to deal with our deficit?

So we have all this oil on shore, and these oi
conpani es running around with their tenptation, that
apple. And they are even picking on our |eadership, our

busi ness and saying that's the only way to go when we
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haven't really got a clear picture what we really are --
what we really have here.

This area is the largest oil patch in the world.
We are sitting on a bow. The edge of the bow is Point
Hope, Wi nwight, Point Lay. And it's being sucked from
the mddle, not fromthe edge. And we are left wth
not hi ng, because it's being stolen fromover here from
next door way far away. They really should deal w th what
there is now and what you can deal with now and quit
messing around with stuff that we can't deal with. There
Is no technology to clean up oil in broken ice.

Did you see those pictures fromthe Norway
study, fromthe Canadi an MacKenzi e study? Those ice were
far apart from each other, lots of water, no wind. Geat
job. W can do it. | looked at satellite photos all year
| ooking at the ice formations. W had a tough year. Al
the way fromBarrow to here, that ice really noved around.
There woul d have been no way to clean up. W just finally
| ost some of this ice just recently. |It's been stuck for
a while.

Qur busi nesses have opportunities, but they are
bei ng abused by oil conpanies for gold instead of silver,
as a figure of speech. The technology is not for the
offshore yet, but the technology sure is for onshore. |If

the federal governnent has told ne this is valuable for
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oil and gas, then let's deal with it here before we even
go offshore. Wirk on that technol ogy because the

t echnol ogy has not changed through Arctic research,

t hrough the National Science Foundation, over the years
has not changed at all. They have to be forced into it or
sonething to cone out with a way to deal with this.

| don't know if you renenber the Santa Barbara
accident in the '60s, but the depth of that accident is
the very sanme depth as that -- those areas over there, 150
feet deep. And when that thing | eaked, it tore the
ground, and you can't plug a torn ground. And how fast
did that oil spread in 150 feet of water versus a m|le”?
It went fast. D d they actually clean it up? D d they
plug it? That's what we are faced wth here.

This is shallow water, and there is tal k about
weakeni ng and streaniining regul ati ons on shal |l ow wat er.
That was on the news today. That's what they want to do.
But it's shallowwater. |It's like an hourglass. And I
don't see how that was m ssed. But at the sane tine,
there is oil on shore outside of the petrol eumreserve.
Qur busi nesses should have control over that. That was
why they were formed with that relationship with the
federal governnent under this forceful Alaska Native
Clains Settlenent Act, with that partnership arrangenent

for the econom c opportunity for that corporation and ours
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to do it in our inpacted areas per testinony back then
wth that expectation. But these oil conpanies got in the
way and attenpt offshore.

And it really gives you a picture with regards
to what Al aska has said, what the governor has said. And
what is his background? A | obbyist for oil conpanies.
Even though we get nothing out of it, he say we are going
to get jobs. It's a good thing. Wen that pipeline runs
t hrough, it runs through the National Petrol eum Reserve.

s it taxable by the North Sl ope Borough? No.
It's federal property. |Is it taxable by the tribe? Yes.
But has the tribe practiced it? No. Has there been
techni cal assistance to nake it happen? No. Has it been
t hrough court rulings that ruled in favor of that tri bal
governnment? Yes. Has there been technical assistance
provided? No. To nake it happen as the
governnent -t o-governnment in regards to del egati on of
authority as a governnent-to-governnent.

We are equal, alnost |ike clones, whether we
like it or not. And we share that responsibility. But
there is so nuch oil that's on shore. BP just purchased
property next to the pipeline, 30-sone-odd thousand acres.
And that oil there is, what, 17,000, 000,000 barrels, which
will last us until 2074. At 660 [sic] barrels in 2074.

And so we keep hearing from personnel fromthe
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f ederal governnment that we have a national security
problem This is an urgent issue. W need this oil. But
at the sane tinme, we are hearing these other things, which
nobody really knows about. | nean, | have to beg to
Googl e to get that informati on and see and talk to ot her
people to see what's going on while we still haven't seen
what ANI LCA has provided on that mandate of inventory of

t he | and.

So there isn't -- we have no oil. It's just
that there was interest that was shown. When you | ook at
t hose technical reports that were done in the '70s, you
notice that there is an interesting trend in regards to
| ocation. None, Kotzebue, Cook Inlet, Al eutians. And who
did then? KPM5 an accounting conpany. Are they
trustworthy? What did they focus on? Wre their
bi ol ogi cal studi es accurate? And how nmuch did they focus
on that?

There are over 50 technical reports that were
provi ded by your website that | tried to | ook through.
There were three for the Navarin Basin, maybe one or two
for the None area, one or two for Kotzebue, about
20-sone-odd for the Beaufort, naybe six for the Hope
Basi n, Point Hope area. The Point Hope area was focusing
on Kot zebue informati on because we refused to cooperate.

So there is technical mssing informati on. Whether -- you
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know, | nean, that information needs to be | ooked at and
t aken seriously.

In regards to techni cal know edge or
i ntell ectual know edge or intellectual property, Brown &
Associ ates, who is your contractor, had only gone to Point
Lay for the Hope basin sale 193. They did not get
i nformati on from Wi nwight or Point Hope for the Hope
basin sale 193. Point Lay was the only source for EPA |
don't know if Brown & Associ ates worked for anyone el se,
but they did admt to EPA -- admt that that was what they
got when they started tal king about their permts, water,
air.

We have the right for taxation. The situation
that we are faced with doesn't nake any sense. The State
is literally trying to give away its oil because of this
of fshore situation. And the governor is getting whipped
for trying to do it. Say, hey, wait a mnute, man, you
are giving it awnay. W are paying 80 cents on the dollar
for you to drill oil. W are reinbursing you 80 cents on
the dollar here in Al aska on shore. And we are wlling to
give you even nore. And that's when the governor got
sl apped around.

But | truly believe that there is oil here on
shore. | don't know why they are not going after that.

It's safer. For all we know, it's nore than what ANWR
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has. And this is outside of the petroleumreserve. W
are not even tal king about Kotzebue, Fairbanks.

Their situation is -- Iis an interesting one; so
is ours. We have to give 70 percent away. Are we going
to deal with that? Have you ever decided to give away 70
percent of your paycheck to soneone else? That's what we
are faced with. Onshore.

And if the governnment is wlling to reinburse us
for that, then maybe you got sonething going. But still
our governnent -- our businesses should have an
opportunity to devel op what is theirs onshore and not be
told by these oil conpanies that's the way to go. You
don't have any oil. WIlIl, that m ght not even be true.

We need to know what the real facts are because | don't
know what they are. [|I'mtrying to understand.

MS. ERVA HUNNI CUTT: Excuse ne. Can we
have sonme water or sonething? W are getting dry.

DR. JIM KENDALL: | think we are going to
have to take a short break. Let's take a short break
here. And | know our recorder needs to take a break, too.
So let's take a ten-mnute break. And if people want to
make additi onal comrents, we can cone back.

DR. JI M KENDALL: Ckay. | knowit's |ate,

DR. JI M KENDALL: The oil conpany?

M5. ERMA HUNNI CUTT:  Yes.

DR JI M KENDALL: They can do that.
can't. But then | will be breaking the law if | drank
their coffee. GCkay. W went around the room once. W
had the nanes. W asked for anybody who wanted to speak.

I want to make sure no one | eaves here feeling they didn't

have a chance to express the way they feel. So right now
i f anybody else would like to speak, | want to make sure
no one feels they didn't -- they didn't get it on the

table here. This is inportant. (oing once.

MS. PEGGY FRANKSON: |'mjust curious how
nmuch wei ght bearing are these hearings for the Secretary
of Interior when he nakes his decisions? |Is he going to
be reading all of these comments? |Is he going to be aware
of how we feel? |Is he going to get this totally in
witing in front of himin black and white?

DR. JI M KENDALL: My understanding is --
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they are the experts. W take everything verbatim There
Is al so summaries prepared. They are available to the
Secretary and the staff. Watever format they want it in,
the Secretary and staff, we provide it. W nake sure the
verbatimtranscripts are avail able, sumaries are
avai | abl e, everything. And once you pass it up the chain,
we only have so nuch influence. But one thing we have to
focus on is to make sure no matter what is said, whatever
is recorded is available and put on the table. | nean, we

can prom se you that. That's our job. There was

anot her --

MS. ERVMA HUNNI CUTT: Does the Secretary
ever make a comment? | nean does he ever -- about the
concern at that they made, does he ever tal k about -- does
he ever talk? | nean --

DR JI M KENDALL: Yes, he has tal ked anbng
his staff. Sonetinme he wll --

M5. ERVMA HUNNI CUTT: But we never hear
from him

DR. JI M KENDALL: They send us. And I
w |l take the nessage back that you want to hear from him

M5. ERVMA HUNNI CUTT: | want to know what
he have to say after he listen to all the comments.

DR. JI M KENDALL: Leo, do you want to say

sonet hi ng?
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MS5. AGGE E FRANKSON- HENRY:  Aggi e
Frankson-Henry, for the record. M question is on seismc
testing. Wen did they start seismc testing in the
Chukchi Sea and Bering Sea? Who gave themthe permts to
do seismc testing? Wat effects does it have on -- on
peopl e, on the | nupiat people? And what effects does it
have on the mari ne manmmal s? Wat nmarine mammal s die from
seismc testing? Those are ny questions because we rely
on those resources, and the marine nmammals rely on those
resources such as plankton and all the other bottonl ess
sea creatures. | see pictures of seismc testing and what
It does in the bottom ess ocean fl oor.

And why can't people | ook back when they are
doing seismc testing? 1Is it -- is it caused by
radi ation? Wat is the scientific know edge of scientific
testing and the effects it has and the inpact it has
wthin the coastal comunities of the Arctic Sl ope?

We need to know about seismc testing. W need
to know these, and we need these answers back in black and
white. Like from-- like -- like we need to hear al so
fromthe input of the environnental inpact statenents, the
final decisionmaker, his comments on our comments. W
haven't -- you know, it's -- it's really inportant. It's
really inmportant to know because we know how nmany

deci bel s -- how many deci bels does it -- does it inpact
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the mari ne manmmal s? How nany deci bels does it take to

I npact the creatures in the bottomof the sea? Does it do
sonet hing to the bowhead whal e's stomach, seismc testing?
Does it pop the drum eardruns of the seal s?

It's like standing -- to ne it would be standing
in this building with a | ot of speakers in a concert,
maybe even nore. | don't know how many -- | nean, put
that by a whale. Let us have a picture of all those
speakers that, you know, that affects the nmari ne mammal s.
We need to know these things. Wo gives themthe right to
do seismc testing? How cone they never cone to our
community so that we can oppose seismc testing along the
coastal comunities? These are inportant. And we know
t hat of fshore devel opnent, if it doesn't cone, you know --

Qur mayor -- | support the mayor of the North

Sl ope Borough. He's getting really worried now within his

statenments in the -- in the newspapers today in -- in ADN
or Arctic Sounder, you know, with -- what do they cal
that? It's within the communities along the -- the Arctic

and the other communities within that one, that the State
of Al aska did not pass or it didn't go into -- the coastal
managenent zone. Yes. No, that's --

Can BCEMRE try to help us and ask the governor
or go to the State of Alaska to encourage themthat we

need to be heard, the coastal comunities within the
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coastal nmmanagenent zone? |Is it possible? W know we get
our education when we go to elenentary school, high
school, and further on our education. And they are all
federally and State funded, along with our housing. And
now we are seeing all this devastation in the Lower 48
because of tornadoes or hurricanes or flooding now And
we really do hurt for the people down there. W really
care. And | think that the federal governnent should care
| i ke they should care for us, too, that are going to be
hi ghly inpacted if there is an oil spill.

DR. JI M KENDALL: Thank you very much. On
this side of the room any other comments before | go back
to that side of the roonf

MS. LI LLI AN AANAURAQ LANE: Lillian
Aanauraq Lane. | think the bottomline of all of this is
that if anything is going to harmour animals out in the
ocean, and once that is harned, it wll affect -- it wll
have an effect on -- a ripple effect on everything that
depends on them And we don't want that to happen.

DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you. | wal k way
back there. Anybody el se over here or back here? As |
wal k back to this side of the room it |ooks |ike we are
getting ready to wap this up. Everybody is tired.

M5. PEGGY FRANKSON: |'d like to invite
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every one of you over to ny hone even before you fly out
tonight, if you are flying tonight. Look in ny freezers.
You are going to see all what's in ny freezers. That's
all going to be Eskinb food. You will see ny big famly
and, wi thout that, we wouldn't -- we would be in so nuch
poverty, we would be starving to deat h.
| nmean, | want you to go back and tell the

Secretary of Interior that we -- we depend on these --
t hese animals, these mammals, all of our sea mammal s to
eat every single day of our lives. It's -- ny kids are
raised on it. | nmean, ny husband hunts them Qur famly
hunts them You know, | invite every one of you to go
|l ook in ny freezer. Everybody else in this comunity, |I'm
sure they would give you that sane offer. Their freezers
are full of Eskino food, nothing else.

DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you. Thank you
Jack, did | see your hand?

MR, JACK SCHAEFER: Jack Schaefer agai n.
Seismc, nowthat it was touched on. There is an
exenption for the US Fish & WIldlife Service and the
Nati onal Marine Fisheries Service on addressing inpacts
and havi ng public hearings and doi ng sonet hi ng about their
aut hori zations for incidental take and the inpacts on
animals for seismc activities. Native Village of Point

Hope went to court three years in a row and | ost three
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years in a row because when the judge made a deci sion, the
season was over and it was noot.

But seismic testing has started in the '70s.

And then it continued on for a nine-year programfrom 1980
to 1989. And they did 2-D seismc fromthe Canadi an
border all the way to Point Hope, every square inch. At
that very sanme tinme we were dealing with the United

Nati ons on the inpacts of animals also doing one on Red
Dog M ne. There was sonething |ike seven out of ten seals
that were sinking in the winter. They were skinny. They
don't sink, but they were mal nourished. And we reported
that to the UN and then we were distracted by this Project
Chariot issue cleanup. So we were never able to foll ow

t hrough on that issue.

Now, it took a while for themto recover. And
now we have gone through another three years of the
seismc stuff. And there is still nore to go.

Soneone had asked in one of the earlier hearings
a couple years ago to define seismc. And that person
went honme and | ooked in the dictionary and found out that
the definition of seismc is earth shattering. So it's --
you know, it's hard to deal with this as if we are tal king
to nunb people that can't hear or are nunb to this and
don't respond.

One enpl oyee out of NMFS did admt that he was
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retiring and he said that straight out before we started
our hearing -- | nean, during the hearing. And so there
were three hearings on seismc, but we never got anything
done with it, but we did have inpacts. W have inpacts
now. Nobody is willing to carry a canera around. | heard
t hat wal ruses and seal s had bl own eardruns. The wal ruses
were distracted from Kaktovi k strai ght to Russia when

Al aska Eski no Whal i ng Conm ssi on gave the go-ahead for
seismc activities over there.

We didn't get to fill up our freezers that year.
That was three years ago. W reported to the National
Marine Fisheries Service, Fish & Wldlife Service, and
their response was that it was nornmal. They assigned it
to a veteran who had worked for the U S Fish & Wldlife
Service for decades, John Trent, who was soon to retire or
die on the job. So he was able to say that with a
nunbness.

It's -- it's hard to deal with this stuff and
try to explain, but at the sane tine, having these type of
t hi ngs bei ng brought back to us as, you are not a
scientist; you don't have any photographs; we don't
remenber these tests that were taking place in the past;
we don't know how much of a tine frame we gave for
recovery. Was there very nuch tontod this year? Last

year? Fromseismc part of the food chain was | ost.
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Again, there will be sone nourishnment problens
wth part of the food chain because of seismc, which is
anot her reason why there should be tinme to wait until
t hese species recover fromthis earth-shattering
experience that they went through with this 2-D, 3-D that
wer e done by China and the United States.

One of the interesting statenents that were nade
or in response was we were conpletely unaware of this, but
in 2006 there is this group that is called the Indigenous
Peopl es Council for Marine Manmmals. Had two federal
agenci es admni stering the Mari ne Mammal Protection Act.
Fish & WIldlife Service and the National Marine Fisheries
Service entered into an unbrella agreenent on how to
negoti ate these section 119 cooperative agreenents. W
were conpl etely unaware that this was going on. | didn't
know about it.

Wien the tribe said no, they went to these
nonprofit organi zati ons. Beluga whal e, polar bear, fur
seal. Waling Comm ssion got this agreenent, we wl|
protect these aninals. But they called it conflict
avoi dance agreenent, good nei ghbor policy, whatever.

Whet her there was conplete attention focused on that is
uncl ear because whenever ny uncle went to talk to D onede,
to Ganbell, when they tal ked about their seal, their

wal rus, they said, hey, wait a mnute, there is sonething,
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you know -- and whale. They indicated, well, | don't
agree wth this agreenent.

Neverthel ess, there is this agreenent in 2006,
which | personally feel is sonething that's not | egal.

That del egation of authority was done for the purposes of
provi ding funding and providing a better way of managi ng

ani mal s and having a cooperative agreenent with the State
t o nmanage t hese ani nal s.

But what did they do instead? They go ahead and
do the sanme thing on the side to allow industry to create
t hese i nmpacts which we can't deal with in a | egal
position. And so part of this food chain is broken and we
are way behind on this intellectual property. The
information in regards to the Chukchi Sea as to what
I npacts have taken place now as fromthose seismc tests
and allowing it to recover is sonething that needs to be
done so that we can continue to survive.

You know, everyone said that -- that we get our
food fromthe ocean. Go buy a steak at the store. |It's
$24 a pound. And neat is sonething that you like, unless
you are a vegetarian. And if you are a vegetarian, you
got black eyes like an Indian. And | got to have neat. |
have to have neat. | just have to do it. Oherwise |I'ma
98- pound weakling. And we have no other way. W don't

have any ot her way.
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Money don't grow on trees and it doesn't rain
animals. W have to go out and get them They cone to
us, and that's how we live. And we have no ot her way.
Aside fromthat, you know, it's a -- you know, it's an act
of -- it's an immnent threat. Native Village of Ganbell
used that term The United States responded by saying the
I mm nent threat doesn't click until we turn that first
stone on the ocean floor. And what did Bush say? W got
an immnent threat fromthis A Quaida, or whatever we
call these people. And he went in there and did his
damage because he said there was this immnent threat.

It's funny how that inmm nent threat definition
had changed and evolved fromthe 1980s to nowto the tine
that, you know, Bush had done hi s thing.

But we are faced with that. That threat is
enotional, nmental until it hits our nutritional needs, and
it already had with the wal rus and the tontod, which the
seal survive on. How long wll it take for us to see that
decline in the popul ati on?

And we haven't even tal ked about sone ot her
outside interests that cause influence on us. Wen | was
young, ny grandnother used to skin and take the face off
of seals, and she sold each face for $2.50. There was a
bounty on seals. This was -- | renmenber it in 1967, 1968,

when | tried to use one of themas a Frisbee, she got on
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nmy case, nmy grandna.

M5. EMVA KI NNEEVEAUK: Not the face, the
head.

MR, JACK SCHAEFER. Wth the eyes, too0?

MS. EMVA Kl NNEEVEAUK: No, just the head,
t he seal head.

MR JACK SCHAEFER: So | decided to ask
what was that about? Was it an environnental issue? Wis
it a health issue? Was it fromnuclear testing that took
place in 1955 in the Arctic Ccean by the U S. governnent?
VWhat was it? The only person | knew to ask was John Trent
because he's been with us for decades. So he decided to
|l ook into it, and he cane to an answer. And he said it
was the commercial fisheries had indicated that the sea
had caused problens with their nets and therefore has
caused a bounty at $2.50 per. And ny grandna, she was
able to get her chewi ng tobacco with that.

But there was an act that had taken place that
we had no control over but were very fortunate to |live
through. But it didn't get carried away. And | don't
know how it stopped, but | just asked on a nmenory that |
had. | thought it was an environnental one. It turned
out to be a comercial outside interest influence,
commerci al fisheries.

Managenent of renewabl e resources is so
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important, and it's a responsibility for the federal
governnent in regarding and naintaining the optimm
sustained yield of all species and to step i n when that
del egati on of authority has been betrayed or failed by a
st at e.

We had seen recently that for the second year in
a row since we started to look at this that Yukon River
peopl e cannot get sal non for subsistence purposes, and
that's because of comercial fisheries bycatch. And we
did explain this and indicate that that was a problem
both to Sal azar when he cane to Barrow that there is this
full faith and credit issue that needs to be addressed in
regards to what happens to ot her people has to be
respected by us also in regards to whatever judicial
rulings had taken place. W treat everybody the sane.
This is the United States.

So this -- really need to | ook at this whole
pi cture and take another | ook and take anot her approach
and avoid this dictation or forceful arrangenment that is
done by these oil conpanies to | ook at other areas which
are in their interest and not in ours because they get
this for free. There is nothing that's in our interest at
all. We don't get a single dinme out of it. There is
probably one or two people fromthis conmmunity that wll

work there that has any training at all, and no one el se.
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There is so nmuch influx fromthe Lower 48, both
onshore and offshore in oil and gas devel opnment. There is
a lot of oil out there that can be devel oped el sewhere we
shoul dn't even be tal king about it. The discussion should
have di ed when we said and when you agreed and when ot hers
agreed that you can't clean up oil in ice. End of
conversation. But it's still going on today, you know.

And there should be an investigation on the
State, on this whole process is to, you know, doing an
i nventory. And it shouldn't be focusing on the State. W
asked the previous hearing who is responsible for this.
There were other states. Rhode Island said no to
offshore, and the federal governnent honored that. But
did that happen to Al aska? No. The governor said, cone
on down. We welcone you. And that's -- that's the
situation we are in. The governor gave his bl essings.

The State is involved. They have this
arrangenent wth the federal governnent. What happened to
the tribes that are on the equal |evel of the federal
governnent and higher than the State of Al aska? And why
aren't we active on this coastal zone nmanagenent program
in regards to local control, |ocal decisionmaking that
Gover nor Mur kowski, Frank Murkowski, killed when he
anended that coastal zone nmanagenent program while he was

t he governor of Al aska.
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And there is publications or statenments staying
that we are going to |l ose this coastal zone nanagenent
program It's going to die on the 30th, and | ocal people
won't have any input. They didn't have any input. It was
killed by Frank Murkowski. And the tribes had that right.

And Santa Barbara brought that forth in a
| awsui t, coastal zone managenent program W had an issue
here. W had a spill. W want control over that, not the
State of California. And they won. And that's a
community, Santa Barbara. And we are a tribe. Tribes
have that authority. There is only 1.5 mllion dollars
that was appropriated for the State of Al aska under this
coastal zone program W should have the sanme anmount at
| east, but that's not even close to covering what we have
to do in order to assess what we are dealing wth.

| see we got a study group here, which is good. |[|'mglad
to see that. 1|'ve got soneone taking pictures here. |Is
t here anyone el se that we have m ssed? Goi ng once, going
twice. Caroline, would you like to nmake a final comrent
before we cl ose the neeting?

MS. CAROLI NE CANNON: | can.

DR. JI M KENDALL: Absolutely. The floor

IS yours.
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MS. CAROLI NE CANNON: Very, very
productive neeting. | think everybody was heard.
Everybody had the opportunity. Nornmally when we hold
t hese neetings, a plane is either waiting for them or
what. And | just feel this is all the good. W have
finally been heard, and nany trips to DDC. W net wth
Echohawk. W have had invitations to Salazar to cone to
our community. W have given invitations to M chael
Bromwi ch and many high official people in D.C. to get a
firsthand | ook like we are tal king about to educate them
and then let them see what is so valuable to us, why it's
so i nportant that they hear us out.

It's one thing when people do cone into their
community and hold a neeting, but when they stay
overnight, it nmeans nuch. At |east you can see what we
are tal king about, get a feel of what we are talking
about. So I'd really express ny thanks, and |I'm hopi ng
that many neetings will cone forth.

And one thing that we always try to say and
stress i s pl ease respect our cal endar year. Respect. W
w |l show respect. You will receive respect. But we just
ask that you work -- it works vice versa.

And those invitations are fromour heart.

Pl ease go see and | ook and feel what we are tal ki ng about.

You know, we have -- we just had a three-day feast.
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Ever ywhere you | ook, regardless how tired they were, they
had a smle. And it's just to refresh. Now they are
doi ng the oogruk hunting. They are going to get the skins
ready. It's an all-year-long process. W wll celebrate
Thanksgi ving, the first rush ice, Christmas. And it just
evolves all year. And yet there is tines that we never

| anded a whale. And that circle is inconplete when that
occurs.

Yes, it's a blessing when Barrow sends, you
know, how many boxes of nuktuk and kuak. O when you go
up there and they bl ess you, you got to pay $2 a pound of
excess weight just to help an el der because that's their
meat. It's our vitamn. |[It's our mnerals. And if
anyt hi ng happened to the ocean, that's why we speak.
That's why we cone to these neetings because it's there
near to our heart. And we are speaking on the little
ones, on their behal f.

But | feel that there has been sonme inprovenents
in this area, that the comunication wll get better, but
we can't do without the other. You need to hear us out.

And | felt this evening that everybody expressed
their thoughts, and | appreciate your tine. And you take
that offer that Peggy gave. Go to her honme. Go |ook at
her freezer. See what we are tal king about. Go to the

store before you leave. Go to that freezer section and
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see how nmuch a pound of neat.

And even just to | ook at that graveyard as you
take off at the airport, there is whale bones. And our
ancestors did this before our tine. It is surrounded with
whal e bones. Qur | oved ones that are put away are
surrounded by whal e bones. So everything -- that's why
it's so -- that's why it's critical that we speak on
behal f of the nmarine manmmals. W throw one jaw back to
t he ocean because it belongs there. These were set before

us. Qur ancestors placed these in place for us to

practice. And it's 2011, and we still continue
practicing. |I'msorry. The head. That's howtired |I am
| wasn't feeling well, but besides the point.

We still carry through these traditions. W go

out there. The nen are out there around the clock. The
I ce condition has changed, but the dances, the practice,
are still strong because we were given direct orders by
our unuiliks, the whaling captains. Sone things have
changed a little but, you know, when you know it in your
heart, it's in your blood, it wll never go away.

That's why | express at our neeti ngs,
tradi ti onal know edge nust be recognized. It's so
critical that they use and recogni ze traditional know edge
because | think we could go a |ong ways. W have our

experts just |like the rest of science. They have their
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experts.

And | happened to be in D.C. when there was a
snowstorm They call it a snowstorm one inch of snow.
l"mlike, oh, ny goodness. They are shutting down the
city for that? And we have storns that go for days. They
have no clue. So it's critical that we tal k about these
things. Wen we have those storns, there's no way an
ai rplane or a chopper or a subnmarine or ship that's going
to cone within hours. W know that. Sonetines we have
patients in that clinic 48 hours because of that. W know
firsthand what it's like to live in this harsh Arctic
envi ronnent, as they say.

Agai n, thank you. Thank you and have a nice
trip back.

DR JI M KENDALL: Thank you very mnuch,
Ms. Cannon. And on behalf of the team for BCEMRE t hat
cane to visit, | want to thank the Native Village of Point
Hope and the Elders for allowng us to cone visit. Thank
you for participating. Everything you said has been
recorded. This is very, very inportant.

And we are going to do our best to bring this
t oget her, and when we pass the information up, we wll do
our best to nmake sure it's extrenely accurate. So thank
you very nmuch. And have a good evening, which is just

about over. It's now nighttine, alnnbost tonorrow norning.
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So thank you very, very nuch.

            2                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Good evening.  Excuse me 



            3    for being a little bit late.  We were over at the office 



            4    speaking with the council, and we had an incredibly good 



            5    discussion.  We would like that to continue.  



            6              My name is Jim Kendall.  I am the new Regional 



            7    Director for the Alaska office of the Bureau of Ocean 



            8    Energy Management, Regulation and Enforcement.  And I'd 



            9    like to introduce some folks that came with me who are 



           10    then going to describe why we're here tonight and why we 



           11    are interrupting your week.  



           12              First of all, taking notes is Mary Vavrik.  Yes.  



           13                    MS. DORCUS ROCK:  First, we need 



           14    [inaudible] -- 



           15                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  I was going to do that 



           16    right after.  That's good.  



           17                    MS. DORCUS ROCK:  That's mostly what they 



           18    usually do.  



           19                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Then let's do that 



           20    first.  Thank you for reminding me.  Would you mind giving

           16    we have got Scott Blackburn.  Scott is a technical editor 



           17    and also a technology person that helps work on the 



           18    document.  



           19              Now, sitting up front are two individuals that 



           20    know the document better than anybody else.  We have got 



           21    Sharon Warren, who is the project manager.  She is to make 



           22    sure that the document goes from beginning to end.  Okay.  



           23    And sitting next to her is Michael Routhier.  Now, 



           24    Routhier, Michael, is the EIS coordinator.  He gets all 



           25    the parts and pieces together and makes sure all the 
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            1    comments are in the document.  



            2              Now, because this can be confusing and because 



            3    we come up here several times a year, sometimes on 



            4    different topics, we are going to change the way we do 



            5    business a little bit.  The key word is a word we were 



            6    using just a few minutes ago in the office, and that's 



            7    communication.  And so before we can have good 



            8    communication, everybody needs to know exactly what we are 



            9    talking about so we are starting from the same basis.  So 



           10    we are going to take a few minutes early this evening to 



           11    tell everybody exactly who we are, why we are here, what 



           12    we need your help on, and what we are going to do with it.  



           13    And because of that, instead of me going through that, I'm 



           14    going to give it to the real expert, Sharon Warren.  So 



           15    Sharon, will you take it away, please.  



           16                    MS. SHARON WARREN:  Thank you.  And thank 



           17    you for coming this evening.  I'm going to be going 



           18    through these flip charts, and I won't read them to you 



           19    verbatim because I know that can be done, but many of you 



           20    may have been here and to our meeting last year, and when 



           21    we did a draft supplemental EIS for the Sale 193.  



           22              So why are we here today?  We revised that draft 



           23    supplemental EIS.  So we're here today to get your 



           24    comments.  And if you have not seen it, it is a -- this is 



           25    what it looks like in a hard copy document.  We also have 
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            1    CD disks available if you are -- have it on disk, and we 



            2    also have it on our website.  So there is three ways that 



            3    you can get a copy of it.  If you don't have a copy of it 



            4    and you want it, please let us know and we will make sure 



            5    that you get a copy of it.  



            6              What was Lease Sale 193?  It was the Chukchi Sea 



            7    lease sale.  And prior to us doing the lease sale in 



            8    February of 2008, we did an environmental impact 



            9    statement.  And that is a document similar -- you know, 



           10    through the National Environmental Policy Act process, and 



           11    we did a document to assess the environmental impacts 



           12    concerning holding a lease sale in Chukchi Sea.  



           13              The sale was held in 2008.  And over here I have 



           14    a map of the area.  This was the area that was in the Sale 



           15    193 area.  It's outlined here.  And these were the leases 



           16    that were issued to six of the oil companies.  We offered 



           17    29.3 million acres.  So we offered this on a much larger 



           18    area for lease, and only 2.8 million acres was leased.  



           19    And these are these little blocks.  And after the meeting, 



           20    you are welcome to come up and take a look at the map 



           21    and/or we can answer questions from the -- 



           22                    MR. JOHN CALLAHAN:  There are also maps on 



           23    the sides there.  



           24                    MS. SHARON WARREN:  Okay.  So then what 



           25    happened?  So the lease sale was held in February of 2008,

            1    three -- a little over three years ago.  Before the lease 



            2    sale, there was litigation.  There was plaintiffs that 



            3    sued to invalidate the lease sale.  And what the -- what 



            4    they alleged was -- in the litigation was that we didn't 



            5    do a good enough job on the EIS, on the environmental 



            6    impact statement that was done prior to the sale.  We 



            7    didn't do a good enough job on it.  So they sued us.  The 



            8    sale went ahead because in litigation, you have to ask the 



            9    Court to stop the sale, and the plaintiffs didn't ask the 



           10    Court to stop the sale.  So the sale happened, and the 



           11    leases were issued.  



           12              In July of 2010, the District Court in Alaska, 



           13    which is in Anchorage, Judge Beistline, he issued a ruling 



           14    that said, for the most part, the EIS was satisfactory, 



           15    but you missed three issues.  And so the judge said, 



           16    agency, you go back and you need to redo those three 



           17    issues in the document.  



           18              And the three issues that the Court wanted us to 



           19    address in the EIS, they said that we failed to analyze 



           20    the environmental impact statement of natural gas 



           21    development despite industry interest and specific lease 



           22    incentives for such development.  So when we offered for 



           23    lease these tracts of land, we included in the sale notice 



           24    an incentive for the companies to produce the gas.  And so 



           25    the Court says, but you didn't analyze the environmental 
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            1    effects for allowing them to produce the gas.  So he said 



            2    go back and take a look at that.  



            3              Another thing that the Court said that we failed 



            4    to do was to determine whether the information identified 



            5    by the agency was relevant or essential under federal 



            6    regulations.  The plaintiffs submitted in court about a -- 



            7    I think it was like a 45-page document of everywhere the 



            8    agency analysts had said there was uncertainty, we don't 



            9    know, things are unknown.  Well, when that is done, the 



           10    regulations -- there is a requirement that when that is 



           11    done, that the agency has to follow the regulations and 



           12    determine whether the cost of obtaining the missing 



           13    information was exorbitant or the means of doing so was 



           14    unknown.  So they said you didn't do that.  You made all 



           15    these statements in here that things were missing, but you 



           16    didn't follow the regulations when you did that.  



           17              So we went back.  And what we did in response to 



           18    the court order, we drafted a supplemental environmental 



           19    impact statement to address the three concerns that was 



           20    in -- and it was in draft form.  That's when we came out 



           21    here -- and we released it in October of last year, and we 



           22    came out here in the communities in November to have 



           23    government-to-government meetings, as well as public 



           24    hearings.  And we came here to Point Hope, as well, to 



           25    show you what we did of how to address the order.  
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            1              And we also -- we came out here to get comments, 



            2    not only from all the communities.  We got about 150,000 



            3    comments on the draft supplemental EIS, and we took a look 



            4    at those comments.  And I'll let Mike explain why the 



            5    draft supplemental EIS that we did in October was not 



            6    finalized, because once you do a draft, then you receive 



            7    comments and then do your -- you do a final supplemental 



            8    EIS.  That's the process.  And so Mike will explain why we 



            9    didn't do a final based on the previous draft.  



           10                    MR. MICHAEL ROUTHIER:  Like Sharon said, 



           11    in the NEPA process you usually come out with a draft 



           12    document, you go and hold meetings, you get comments and 



           13    usually produce a final environmental impact statement 



           14    some short time later.  This process was a little bit 



           15    different.  We did the draft.  We came out for the 



           16    meetings.  We invited comments.  We received over 150,000 



           17    comments.  And something special about those comments was 



           18    a common theme amongst many of those 150,000 comments.  



           19    Many of the commenters said, this is great, you looked at 



           20    the specific issues that the judge told you to look at 



           21    but, hey, Deepwater Horizon just happened and there is 



           22    nothing in this document about a very large oil spill.  



           23    That's what we are really concerned about.  This document 



           24    wouldn't be sufficient without a very large oil spill 



           25    analysis.  
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            1              So we as an agency considered those comments, 



            2    thought about the issue and said, you know what?  They are 



            3    right.  This document should have a very large oil spill 



            4    analysis.  



            5              So we talked to our geologists and said what 



            6    would it look like if there was a low probability but a 



            7    really high impact event in the Chukchi Sea?  Can you give 



            8    us a scenario?  And so they did.  And we passed that 



            9    scenario on to our environmentalists.  These are our 



           10    biologists.  These are our oceanographers, our air quality 



           11    experts.  They looked at the scenario that our geologists 



           12    gave them, and they wrote about the types of environmental 



           13    impacts that could occur if one of those catastrophic 



           14    events were to actually happen.  



           15              That's what makes this -- that's the main new 



           16    analysis in this revised draft EIS.  It's similar to the 



           17    document we came here to talk about in November, except 



           18    now it has this big analysis of a very large oil spill.  



           19              The very large oil spill scenario is slightly 



           20    different than a worst-case discharge.  That's the term 



           21    that gets used a lot at meetings and you might hear in the 



           22    future.  But they are two different terms, and so we just 



           23    thought we would offer some thoughts about the difference.  



           24              The very large oil spill scenario that we looked 



           25    at in this document answers the question of, assuming that 
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            1    a big blowout and oil spill occurred, what's the biggest 



            2    worst scenario that could possibly happen.  We need to 



            3    make sure the decisionmaker, the people back in 



            4    Washington, D.C., understand how serious things could be.  



            5    So what's the biggest spill that could happen?  What's the 



            6    worst spill that could happen?  And it's for the purpose 



            7    of analysis.  This is for the purpose of informing the 



            8    decisionmaker.  



            9              So our geologists, like I said before, tried to 



           10    give us a scenario that was the biggest possible spill 



           11    that could occur anywhere in the Chukchi Sea planning 



           12    area.  



           13              That's different than the worst-case discharge.  



           14    A worst-case discharge is something that the regulations 



           15    require wherein there is an actual plan to explore, an 



           16    actual exploration plan, and it's a specific calculation 



           17    that entails consideration of the specific location of the 



           18    proposed well, the specific type of well, the type of 



           19    technology that that company would use to drill that well.  



           20    So it's a slightly different calculation.  



           21              And we just want to know that the worst-case 



           22    discharge would probably end up being less than the very 



           23    large oil spill scenario because, again, it answers a 



           24    slightly different question; whereas, a very large oil 



           25    spill scenario answers what's the biggest that could 
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            1    possibly occur anywhere in the planning area using any 



            2    techniques.  



            3              An exploration plan with a worst-case discharge 



            4    would answer a more specific question:  What's the biggest 



            5    spill that could happen using this technology in this spot 



            6    at that reservoir?  So it's a fine distinction, and we 



            7    understand that, and we would be willing to talk about 



            8    that some more if people have questions.  But we just 



            9    wanted to point that out for you.  



           10                    MS. SHARON WARREN:  So we're here tonight 



           11    to get your input on this document.  As I said, it's a 



           12    revised draft supplemental impact statement, environmental 



           13    impact statement.  It has -- it carries forward the 



           14    information from the previous one.  Some of the comments 



           15    that we received, we made some changes in the document 



           16    based on those comments, as well as had an analysis on the 



           17    very large oil spill.  



           18              It's a supplement.  We did a final environmental 



           19    impact statement prior to the sale that was done in 2007.  



           20    So you will see references in this document to that other 



           21    EIS because we did -- we did take that EIS and redo that 



           22    EIS.  We supplemented it.  So we added to it.  And so 



           23    there may be references that you see.



           24                    MR. JACK SCHAEFER:  Did you bring any EIS 



           25    statements?  
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            1                    MS. SHARON WARREN:  Yes.  We have CDs, and 



            2    we may have some hard copies with us.  



            3                    MR. JACK SCHAEFER:  Can you give them to 



            4    some of us?  



            5                    MS. SHARON WARREN:  Yes, yes.  Some of you 



            6    may have been on the mailing list that we sent out, but if 



            7    you were not, we have them here available.  



            8                    MS. SHARON WARREN:  Do you have the hard 



            9    copies?  



           10                    MR. MICHAEL HALLER:  We have some of them.  



           11    We will work on that.  



           12                    MS. SHARON WARREN:  We will get them out 



           13    before the end of the hearing.  We have hard copies with 



           14    us and we have disks of that document with us.



           15                    MR. JACK SCHAEFER:  You are talking about 



           16    that document, so aren't people wanting to look at it 



           17    while you are talking about it?  



           18                    MS. SHARON WARREN:  You want to look -- 



           19    here.  Okay.



           20                    MR. JACK SCHAEFER:  Is there somebody that 



           21    wants to look at it?



           22                    MS. SHARON WARREN:  Here is one here if 



           23    somebody wants to --



           24                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Comments are not due for 



           25    a few weeks yet, so there is time.  
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            1                    MS. SHARON WARREN:  So that's what we are 



            2    looking for is to get your comments.  The comment period 



            3    closes July 11th, so you have time to get your comments 



            4    in.  We also are using the website here.  You can go to 



            5    our website to make your comments.  We have some handouts 



            6    on how to do that, how to get to our website and how to 



            7    make the comments on that website, so we will also have 



            8    some of those handed out, as well.  



            9              So again, July 11th we need your comments on the 



           10    document.  And we will take comments tonight, as well, you 



           11    know, for the record, and then you can still supply 



           12    comments.  



           13              And then what happens?  Once we receive the 



           14    comments and the comment period closes on the 11th of 



           15    July, we are going to take a look at all the substantive 



           16    comments that we receive, and we're going to take a look 



           17    at them compared to our document.  And we are going to be 



           18    preparing a final supplemental environmental impact 



           19    statement.  



           20              This is a court-driven deadline.  On May 19, 



           21    Judge Beistline gave us a deadline that the Secretary of 



           22    the Interior needed to make his decision concerning the 



           23    sale by October 3rd of this year.  So in order for him to 



           24    do that, we have to have the final supplemental EIS 



           25    completed by the first part of September because there is 
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            1    a 30-day waiting period based on the regulations before he 



            2    can make his decision.  



            3              And the decision he's going to -- that he needs 



            4    to make is whether or not to affirm the sale, whether or 



            5    not to keep the sale as it was in 2008, to modify it in 



            6    some way -- not make it larger, but make it smaller -- or 



            7    he can decide to cancel the leases.  Those are decisions 



            8    that he -- the Court told him that he needed to make by 



            9    the 3rd of October.  



           10              So that is why we're here today to take your 



           11    comments as public testimony and then also by July 11th to 



           12    have comments on the document.  



           13                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you, Sharon.  Now, 



           14    this is where what I consider to be the fun starts.  And 



           15    it's also the most important.  Now, first of all, if we 



           16    need a translator, we have got Dorcus there sitting who 



           17    gave the blessing.  If we have translation issues, Dorcus 



           18    has agreed to help us out to make sure every comment is 



           19    considered.  



           20              Now, a couple of things here just they have 



           21    already said, but I'm going to remind you.  No decisions 



           22    have been made yet.  The Secretary of the Interior has to 



           23    make those decisions.  What we have to do is make sure 



           24    that we have a good document and all the concerns and 



           25    issues of the communities put together and taken to the 
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            1    Secretary so he can make the best decision.  That's why we 



            2    need your help.  



            3              And we were talking in the office just a little 



            4    while ago with Caroline, and it's all about communication.  



            5    And I'm a big believer in that.  And that was the whole 



            6    subject of our meeting.  And sometimes I get accused of 



            7    being a frustrated teacher because I like to call on 



            8    folks, but I'm not quite that bad.  



            9              But what we came up with in our last meeting -- 



           10    and Earl was helping and Earl was helping a few minutes 



           11    ago to get organized -- is we need people to come closer.  



           12    And I would like to get as many chairs up here as we can 



           13    and sort of form a semi-circle so we make sure everybody 



           14    has a chance to speak.  We will go from person to person 



           15    and you can have a comment, you can pass, and then we are 



           16    going to do it again.  And we will stay here as long as we 



           17    need to so everybody feels they have had a chance to speak 



           18    and maybe several times to speak because one of your

           23              Your voice is needed to reverse this bad Bush

           25    recommendation is no leases drilling or exploration 
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            1    activities to occur in the Chukchi Sea.  Given the risks, 



            2    the Obama Administration should not affirm Chukchi Lease 



            3    Sale 193, nor let any exploratory drilling in the area go 



            4    forward.  There is a lot of other issues, but I'll read 



            5    the high points.  



            6              There is no proven technology to clean up an oil 



            7    spill in the Arctic conditions with cold temperatures, low 



            8    visibility, broken sea ice and high winds.  Little 



            9    baseline science exists for measuring the effects of an 



           10    oil spill on the Arctic ecosystem and mammals central to 



           11    our way of life.  We are part of the ecosystem, and we 



           12    should be proud that Mother Native has given us to be part 



           13    of that ecosystem of the world.  



           14              With the nearest Coast Guard station 1,000 miles 



           15    away, Arctic communities are not capable of responding to 



           16    a major oil spill along the Chukchi coast.  The Inupiat 



           17    people have lived off the Arctic Ocean for thousands of 



           18    years.  The Chukchi Sea is a viable source of food for our 



           19    communities and an oil spill or disturbance of marine 



           20    mammals and fish could devastate our way of life.  



           21              Come and testify and let these government people 



           22    understand how important our way of life is.  We have been 



           23    living here for thousands of years.  The garden has 



           24    provided food for us.  Springtime, year-round cycle, we 



           25    need to continue keeping that up.  We need to continue 
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            1    living our way of life.  There is alternative energies 



            2    that could be developed.  There is other ways of making 



            3    money.  We got corporations that could do business with 



            4    our president of ASRC Energy Service to do development 



            5    inland and stay away from our ocean, the ocean that 



            6    provides us with food for thousands of years.  Our 



            7    corporation, ASRC, could be a big help in our way of life.  



            8              But still we have to watch what we are doing 



            9    because it's your kids' future.  Your kids are the ones 



           10    that will be affected.  It's not going to happen right 



           11    away.  It's going to happen after me and my relatives pass 



           12    away.  And you have to come forward for your children and 



           13    your grandchildren to continue our way of life in Point 



           14    Hope Alaska.  Thank you.  



           15                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you, Earl.  Okay.  



           16    What I would like to do now is first ask the village 



           17    Elders if they would like to make some comments.  I 



           18    believe that's appropriate.  I don't want to force anybody 



           19    to make comments, but you are welcome to make some 



           20    comments, if you would like.  



           21                    UNIDENTIFIED SPEAKER:  Why didn't you 



           22    start with the Elders if you were going to be appropriate?



           23                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  That's what I'm trying 



           24    to do now, sir.  Earl was helping me.  He was at the 



           25    meeting last night, and he's helping me change the tone of 
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            1    the meeting, the focus of the meeting to get the best 



            2    information.  Thank you, Earl.  And right now we will 



            3    start with the Elders, which we would like to hear first.  



            4    Thank you.  



            5                    MS. ERMA HUNNICUTT:  My name is Erma 



            6    Hunnicutt.  I would write on a piece of paper like -- like 



            7    Earl if I had -- if I had known that you were coming ahead 



            8    of time, so --



            9                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you very much.  We 



           10    will do our best to do better next time.  Sir, would you 



           11    like to comment?  



           12                    MR. LEO KINNEEVEAUK:  Whenever I see an 



           13    oil rig in the newspapers or on TV, it make me flinch, you 



           14    know, because after what happened with the Exxon oil spill 



           15    and other oil spill everywhere else, even the 



           16    environmental impact statement, you know -- I'm sure some 



           17    people read that.  And our people have lived here for 



           18    thousands of years.  We are subsistence users.  And I'm 



           19    also for development, you know, because any kind of 



           20    development provides jobs for our people.  There is no 



           21    doubt about that.  



           22              But still, this offshore drilling scares me.  



           23    Why don't we just open ANWR?  You know, there is already a 



           24    pipeline built.  We were afraid when we first heard about 



           25    Trans-Alaska Pipeline.  We have caribou.  We have other 
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            1    animals around.  Although we were afraid that we might 



            2    lose our animals, look at -- look at what happened now.  



            3    Our animals are still around, the caribou where the 



            4    pipeline is built.  But this offshore drilling is 



            5    something else, you know.  



            6              Even that Exxon oil spill after what happened, 



            7    people are still trying to hunt and fish and then they 



            8    still find that grease, you know, in their rivers, in the 



            9    oceans.  That's why, I don't know, these oil rigs make me 



           10    flinch every time I seen one.  Thank you.  



           11                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  We will come back.  If 



           12    you want to interrupt at any time, please let us know.  



           13                    MR. LEO KINNEEVEAUK:  (Speaking in 



           14    Inupiaq.)



           15                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you very much.  



           16    And that was recorded.  Thank you, sir.  Now, I'd like 



           17    to -- unless there are anymore -- thank you, Leo.  I would 



           18    then like to -- Dorcus is maybe speaking later, unless you 



           19    want to try again.  



           20                    MS. DORCUS ROCK:  He's right.  I know we 



           21    need jobs here, too, but we also know there is going to be 



           22    development going on, but that really scares me, too, 



           23    because we -- that's how we survive with is our Eskimo 



           24    food, and you all know that for thousands of years.  I'm 



           25    not -- (speaking in Inupiaq.)
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            1                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you, Dorcus.  With 



            2    that I would like to open it up to elected officials.  



            3    Caroline, would you like to speak first, or would you like 



            4    to say anything?  Is there anyone else you believe should 



            5    speak first before I open it up to the public?



            6                    MS. CAROLINE CANNON:  There is a lot of 



            7    Elders here, and I think they need to be heard.  



            8                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Absolutely.  I need the 



            9    Elders, if you will put up your hands, you can speak if 



           10    you need to right now.  



           11                    MR. GEORGE KINGIK:  Thank you very much.  



           12    My name is George Kingik.  I'm an Elder.  I'm also of the 



           13    Uunasiiqsiigaaq clan.  What we are talking about is real 



           14    hard to stomach.  In this community, we have been fighting 



           15    for our ocean since 1945, since Truman started dreaming 



           16    about the big port over at Cape Thompson.  Our Elders and 



           17    our great-grandfathers have fought to protect the ocean.  



           18    And that's what we have been doing since they told us, 



           19    watch out for your ocean.  That's your food, your stomach.  



           20    That's what feeds you.  



           21              And I oppose the lease sale.  I was in Anchorage 



           22    when they had the lease sale, me and my brother.  There 



           23    was only a few Natives at the lease sale.  And a lot of 



           24    people cry.  A lot of people come outside.  They look at 



           25    the company who get the lease.  And it was a hurry-up 
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            1    situation two years ago.  All those people that was 



            2    outside protesting against the 193 lease sale because the 



            3    Elders said no to the big Project Chariot and no to this 



            4    lease sale.  And I still oppose it.  Thank you very much.  



            5                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Are there any other 



            6    Elders that would like to speak?  And we will be here as 



            7    long as we need to, so if you think of something 



            8    afterwards, you are welcome to jump in.  Anyone else?  Any 



            9    Elder?  Elected officials?  



           10                    MR. RONALD OVIOK, SR.: (Speaking in 



           11    Inupiaq.)  One thing I'd like to add is what you have is 



           12    the government controls today, but one drop of oil could 



           13    become a big problem for our animals.  Thank you.  



           14                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Any other elected 



           15    officials that would like to speak before we go to the 



           16    list?



           17                    MR. JACK SCHAEFER:  I'm a council member 



           18    representing Point Hope through our regional federally 



           19    recognized tribal government known as the Inupiat 



           20    Community of the Arctic Slope.  That tribal government was 



           21    formed in 1971 in response to Alaska Native Claims 



           22    Settlement Act and as a region for the Arctic Slope, as a 



           23    government.  



           24              And we are a government like any other 



           25    government.  The United States government is a government 
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            1    that has responsibilities, and so do we.  There are 



            2    federally recognized tribes that perform governmental 



            3    functions.  There are -- more than half of all the tribes 



            4    in the United States have self-governance, have direct 



            5    funding from the federal government, not through the BIA 



            6    and regional offices.  And so they perform these 



            7    governmental functions in place of the federal government, 



            8    whether it be wildlife, EPA, those governmental functions 



            9    like any other government.  



           10              And we have that responsibility in performing 



           11    those functions for our members, and our constitutions 



           12    reflect that for the well-being of our membership.  And so 



           13    we have this obligation and duty, and there are other 



           14    tribal governments that have the same thing like the 



           15    federal government, its responsibility towards its toward 



           16    its membership and its well-being of the membership.  



           17              And I guess that's a good start to indicate what 



           18    our responsibilities are.  We are not just blowing hot 



           19    air.  And we do have these functions and responsibilities 



           20    that we have to address in regards to whatever may be 



           21    missing or whatever needs to be done, like any other 



           22    government.  



           23              Is there any type of revenue sharing?  Is 



           24    there -- how are we going to benefit through something 



           25    that we haven't addressed yet and haven't been 
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            1    acknowledged in regards to governmental functions?  



            2    Taxation?  Local employment?  Tribal employment rights?  



            3    These functions have to be recognized by the federal 



            4    government and the State of Alaska.  And so it's very 



            5    difficult for us tribal governments to, you know, respond 



            6    to things and continuously try to keep track of what all 



            7    has taken place.  But we have been in the court for a very 



            8    long time, as George Kingik just said.  



            9              And there have been several cases that involve 



           10    our governmental functions and our concerns in regards to 



           11    subsistence that have not been resolved.  And so you know, 



           12    governmental functions are very -- you know, it's a real 



           13    thing.  I guess, you know, this can go on as time goes on.  



           14    Thank you.  



           15                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you, sir.  



           16                    MS. ERMA HUNNICUTT:  (Speaking in 



           17    Inupiaq.) 



           18                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you.  Again, 



           19    before we go to any of the list I have, any other 



           20    community Elders or elected officials?  



           21                    MR. MICHAEL HALLER:  Could you let Dorcus 



           22    translate that?  



           23                    MS. DORCUS ROCK:  (Translation by Dorcus 



           24    Rock.)  She was saying that when money comes in and so 



           25    forth, it's good, but it's also that we have to remember 
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            1    to work together when we do that.  Like I said, when we 



            2    get our dividend from the ASRC or from the State Permanent 



            3    Fund, we all get happy, everybody.  And when they catch 



            4    whale, everybody get happy, too.  So if these two work 



            5    together, we all be happy.  Working together that she's 



            6    mostly concerned about.   



            7                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Okay.  I'm going to go 



            8    to the list, unless there is any other Elders or elected 



            9    officials that would like to speak.  And I'm going to go 



           10    to the list, and we can always come back.  I want to make 



           11    sure everybody has a chance to speak.  



           12              Technology.  We were talking about that, too.  



           13    Sometimes technology is not a good thing.  All right.  



           14    George Kingik.  I believe he's already spoken.  Okay.  



           15    Down the list here.  Jack Schaefer, you were next on the 



           16    list.  Do you want to speak again for a second, or come 



           17    back to you?  



           18                    MR. JACK SCHAEFER:  Sure.  Okay.  Why not?  



           19                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Okay.  And then we are 



           20    going to make sure everyone gets a chance to speak, but 



           21    now you are a double dipper.  That's all right.  We are 



           22    going to keep going around.  Everybody is going to speak 



           23    tonight.



           24                    MR. JACK SCHAEFER:  As I was saying, you 



           25    know, there were several court cases that we have been 
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            1    trying to protect our rights to subsistence, our rights to 



            2    the ownership of the ocean in regards to title.  And I 



            3    will mention these for the record.  This is one tribal 



            4    government that went through this.  There were several 



            5    that had went through this.  The Inupiat Community of the 



            6    Arctic Slope, Native Village of Gambell, Native Village of 



            7    Akutan, Nome Eskimo Community, Native Village of Eyak.  



            8              Over the years since the '70s -- and I'll just 



            9    mention one in regards to subsistence, People versus 



           10    Gambell versus Clark, Ninth Circuit, 1984.  Gambell 1.  



           11    People versus Gambell versus Hodel, Ninth Circuit Court, 



           12    1985, Gambell 2.  People versus Gambell versus Hodel, 



           13    Ninth Circuit, 1989, Gambell 3.  People of Gambell versus 



           14    Babbitt, Ninth Circuit, 1993, Gambell 4.  



           15              This statement more or less came out of a 



           16    Vermont law school last March in regards to discussions of 



           17    offshore between the United States and Canada, the Inuit 



           18    and Greenland trying to talk about oil and gas offshore.  



           19    And so there was a mention of these court cases that 



           20    indicated that the subsistence issues have not been 



           21    resolved.  



           22              And so that, you know, gives you a little bit of 



           23    a glimpse that was mentioned to the White House Ocean 



           24    Policy Group a couple weeks ago, but I don't know if they 



           25    understood what I was saying because I didn't refer to the 
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            1    Circuit Court here.  I just indicated Gambell, 1, 2, 3, 



            2    and 4, assuming that they understood.  



            3              The State of Alaska only has jurisdiction for 



            4    three miles.  They might get a little bit of something up 



            5    to six miles in regards to any type of revenue sharing, 



            6    and beyond that, zero, nothing.  



            7                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you, sir.  Going 



            8    down the list, I know Earl, you have already spoken.  Do 



            9    you want to hit it again or come back to you?  Come back 



           10    to you?  Okay.  Thank you.  Next on the list.  Leo.  You 



           11    were on the list.  Do you want to speak again?  Or we can 



           12    come back.  Come?  Back.  Okay.  Next on the list -- I see 



           13    lots of nos.  And then I have a whole page where people 



           14    didn't mark yes or no.  Elizabeth S-T-E-O, Steo.  



           15    Elizabeth?  Okay.  Caroline, you didn't check yes or no.  



           16    Would you like to speak?



           17                    MS. CAROLINE CANNON:  I think there is a 



           18    misunderstanding.  That was -- my understanding that was 



           19    the sign-in sheet.  They did not clarify if we are going 



           20    to speak or -- I think we need to communicate better.  



           21                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Absolutely.  We started 



           22    a little late, and we didn't get the sign-in sheets out.  



           23                    MS. CAROLINE CANNON:  We just assumed that 



           24    was just a sign-in sheet.



           25                    MR. ROY FILE:  Why are you going on that?  
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            1    Is there a different sign-in sheet than this one?  



            2                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  We had several to find 



            3    out who is here.  And everyone is going to get a chance to 



            4    speak.  Looking at you, Caroline, would you like to make a 



            5    comment?  



            6                    MS. CAROLINE CANNON:  I'm just 



            7    observing.  



            8                    DR. JIM KENDALL:   You are absolutely 



            9    correct.  Michelle W. Cannon.  Michelle.  She's not here.  



           10                    UNIDENTIFIED SPEAKER:  Mitchell.  



           11                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Okay.  I'm sorry.  I 



           12    can't hear too well and I can't see too well, either.  



           13    Margaret Oktollik.



           14                    MS. MARGARET OKTOLLIK:  No.  



           15                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  No?  Okay.  I'm not 



           16    sure.  I'm going to ask for some help.  Sally.  Would 



           17    you -- please.  



           18                    MS. SALLY KILLIGVUK:  I say in this world, 



           19    this land is my land and this land is your land.  There is 



           20    two different things about it.  You guys love to eat your 



           21    food; we love to eat ours.  And you guys don't like to let 



           22    nobody touch your stuff; we don't like to let our things 



           23    be touched, too.  Like they always say, you know, you have 



           24    to share and give.  How are we going to do that if they 



           25    take that away from us?  What are we supposed to do?  You 
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            1    guys don't like to eat our food.  Sometimes we don't like 



            2    to eat your food.  And you have to look at it that way 



            3    sometimes.  



            4              But you have to remember, this land is our land 



            5    together, each one of us.  We have different colors of 



            6    this world.  We have to hold onto it because we love to 



            7    eat.  I know you guys like to eat, too, even me, even our 



            8    kids.  We don't like to see our kids be hungry.  It's 



            9    going to hurt us, too.  



           10              It's hurt the peoples down there, too, when they 



           11    spill that oil.  You guys can't see that or understand 



           12    that part?  They are suffering.  



           13              Like I was saying, this land is my land, this 



           14    land is your land.  Thank you.  



           15                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you very much.  



           16    Next on the list I've got Mary Jane Attungana.  Okay.  



           17    Bessie Kowunna.  Would you like to speak?



           18                    MS. BESSIE KOWUNNA:  Bessie Kowunna, for 



           19    the record.  And I'm not representing any entity, city, 



           20    Tikigaq or any other.  It's just myself as a Point Hope 



           21    resident.  But what I would like to say is I love being 



           22    Inupiat.  I love our food, our culture, our way of life, 



           23    our circle of life, our land and sea.  



           24              And I also would like to say that if things in 



           25    industry should happen, I would rather be involved in it, 
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            1    not against it or for it, but work with it so our people 



            2    can see and hear what's going on with industry.  We need 



            3    to make sure what they say they are doing is really what 



            4    they are doing.  With that said, if that should happen, I 



            5    want to see our people trained, working and be involved so 



            6    we aren't left out.  If not me working, it would be 



            7    someone else, probably from the Outside.  So I'm happy to 



            8    be working.  Thank you.  



            9                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you very much.  



           10    Next on the list, I see your name again, Ron.  Is there 



           11    anything else you would like to add?  No?  Okay.  We will 



           12    come back.  Dorcus, your name was on the list.  You want 



           13    to make additional comments?  



           14                    MS. DORCUS ROCK:  (Shakes head.)  



           15                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  No.  No.  No.  No.  



           16    Okay.  Can you help me with this name here?  I think there 



           17    is someone that's written down here as Peter.  Okay.  I've 



           18    got a no.  Then we are back to the very beginning again.  



           19    Now, that's the sign-in sheets that sort of got away from 



           20    us.



           21                    MR. ROY FILE:  You know, I signed a piece 



           22    of paper right after Bessie did.  Can I look at that thing 



           23    right there?  Did you deliberately skip me?  



           24                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  It might have been an 



           25    accident.  I apologize.  I want everybody to speak.  Let's 
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            1    find out where you are at.  Right here.  I thought that 



            2    was Ron.  I thought that was Ron over there.  



            3                    MR. ROY FILE:  That looks like a Y to 



            4    me.  



            5                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Well, I saw Ron, Roy.  



            6    You are very welcome to speak.  



            7                    MR. ROY FILE:  I'm at school again, buddy.  



            8                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  I'm sorry.  I'm a 



            9    frustrated teacher. 



           10                    MR. ROY FILE:  Okay.  I just have a couple 



           11    questions for your personally.  Who do you work for? 



           12                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  That's a good question.  



           13    We work for the Department of Interior, Bureau of Ocean 



           14    Energy Management, Regulation and Enforcement.  We are the 



           15    Feds.  We manage the offshore resources and make sure all 



           16    the rules and regulations and the safety is taken care of.  



           17    That's our job.  And we take the information and pass it 



           18    to the Secretary.



           19                    MR. ROY FILE:  That's what I wanted to 



           20    find out.  And also, are you -- the way you present 



           21    yourself here, are you pro development or are you anti 



           22    development?  



           23                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  We are dead center.  We 



           24    are not pro or -- our job is to make sure --



           25                    MR. ROY FILE:  So you do not favor one 
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            1    side or the other?  



            2                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Personally, I cannot.  



            3    My job is to provide information to the Secretary of the 



            4    Interior so he makes the decision.



            5                    MR. ROY FILE:  That's what I wanted to -- 



            6    that's what I wanted to know.  Thank you.  



            7                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  You are more than 



            8    welcome.  And I apologize for reading it wrong.  



            9                    MR. ROY FILE:  That's okay.  Just don't 



           10    let it happen again.  We have got to have some fun here.



           11                    MR. ROY FILE:  Yeah.  



           12                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  I have gone through the 



           13    list.  Did anybody sign the list that wanted to speak that 



           14    didn't?  Because then we are going to go to phase two.  



           15    Yes, ma'am.  



           16                    MS. AGGIE FRANKSON-HENRY:  Good evening.  



           17    I wrote my name on the list, and I said yes.  This is 



           18    Aggie Frankson-Henry.  And this is to J.F. Bennett, Chief 



           19    Branch of Environmental Assessment, Bureau of Ocean Energy 



           20    Management, Regulation and Enforcement in Herndon, 



           21    Virginia; cc to Michael Haller, Community Liaison, Alaska 



           22    Region, Bureau of Ocean Energy Management, Regulation and 



           23    Enforcement of Anchorage, Alaska.  And I wrote this today.  



           24              As you see here in this map, all the gray spots, 



           25    those are lease sales that's been sold.  Our ocean has 
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            1    been sold.  They are colored in red, but you don't see it 



            2    in red.  State of Alaska, the corporations do not have a 



            3    piece of dime, not even a penny.  If this goes through to 



            4    the vessels, we don't see anything unless it lands on 



            5    shore.  And then the North Slope Borough will tax them.  



            6    That's for your information.  



            7              For the record, I am Aggie Frankson-Henry, a 



            8    tribal secretary and tribal member of the Native Village 



            9    of Point Hope.  I am opposing the Bureau of Ocean Energy 



           10    Management, Regulation and Enforcement, BOEMRE, decision 



           11    on the proposed actions for multi-sale EIS for the Chukchi 



           12    Sea, sales 193, 212 and 221 and Beaufort Sea's lease sales 



           13    209 and 217.  And I support alternative one, Beaufort and 



           14    Chukchi Sea no lease sale.  



           15              And I'm opposing the National Pollutant 



           16    Discharge Elimination (NPDES) permit, a permit to 



           17    discharge of toxic drilling muds and other harmful 



           18    pollutants into the water within the decision of the 



           19    proposed actions for multiple sale EIS for the Chukchi Sea 



           20    sales 212 and 221 and Beaufort Sea lease sale 209 and 217.  



           21              As a representative for the tribe, it's of best 



           22    interest of restoring courage, stand up for our children's 



           23    future and their next generation to have the opportunity 



           24    to utilize our subsistence resources.  This time I will 



           25    stand.  This time I will voice for the good in which the 
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            1    Inupiat people of the Arctic Slope is currently blessed to 



            2    harvest bountifully from the land, air, rivers and oceans.  



            3              I am an Inupiat mother, wife, daughter, aunt, 



            4    tribal member of the Native Village of Point Hope, and 



            5    most of all a whaler and harvester dependent on the 



            6    Chukchi Sea and Beaufort Sea for means of survival.  Being 



            7    Inupiat is an inherent freedom to hunt, harvest from the 



            8    vast frozen seas to nurture my family and extended 



            9    families across Alaska and Lower 48.  The Chukchi and 



           10    Beaufort Seas provide nutritional food supply on my table 



           11    without any aftertaste of spill debris from oil and gas 



           12    exploratory drilling.  



           13              Point Hope, Alaska is surrounded by the Chukchi 



           14    and Beaufort Seas.  I live in the oldest whaling community 



           15    in North America, and our future generation historically 



           16    is in jeopardy without a cleaner environment in the Arctic 



           17    Slope.  



           18              It is of my best interest to voice my concern to 



           19    hope for the best to preserve my culture because of 



           20    climate change this vast ocean is faced with.  I pray for 



           21    a healthier ecosystem balance for bowhead whales, 



           22    walruses, polar bears, seals, ducks, fishes, birds, crabs, 



           23    plankton, oysters, clams, seaweed, worms, killer whales, 



           24    narwhales, right whales, beluga whales, gray whales, and 



           25    all the mammals of these two great oceans that we, the 
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            1    people of Point Hope, are blessed with.  



            2              I come from an economic distressed community who 



            3    relies 70 percent on subsistence resources to maintain a 



            4    healthy diet.  The majority in distress is our children.  



            5    Our boundary is rich in herbs, berries, plants, naturally 



            6    grown dietary supplements for a healthy living environment 



            7    for our people and animals that relies on these natural 



            8    resources.  



            9              As we the people realize today, what really 



           10    matters is the well-being of our children's future and 



           11    subsistence resources that will be impacted to strive to 



           12    sustain traditional knowledge, traditional lifestyle, 



           13    cultural heritage, cultural land use which industry poses 



           14    a potential damage to our environment in the Arctic Slope.  



           15              The Inupiat people has political rights, and we 



           16    must argue that it is misleading to obstruct the 



           17    settlement given to the Inupiat people by political or 



           18    personal gain of regret in our backyard of the proposed 



           19    2012-2017 Outer Continental Shelf oil and gas lease 



           20    program settled by the companies' permits without even 



           21    giving the Inupiat the right to vote by the people of the 



           22    North Slope Borough communities.  



           23              We have the right to voice, to meet freely for 



           24    the well-being of the residents of the people in the 



           25    coastal communities, whether it be by 
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            1    government-to-government consultation meetings, giving 



            2    your testimonies to the entities that goes into your 



            3    communities, avails much to the next generation of 



            4    subsistence users.  No voice, no courage, then you will 



            5    not be heard for your inherited rights.  It will cause a 



            6    big effect in your community, and their royalties will be 



            7    dispersed to other people not from your community.  The 



            8    royalties will not be given to the rightful stakeholders' 



            9    interest or financial gain.  



           10              Community leaders, I encourage you to speak up 



           11    and stand up for what is only right because time is of the 



           12    essence of a vast cultural effect for our future 



           13    generations' responsibility to maintain without probable 



           14    cause the right of entries on our land and your children's 



           15    right to be I am Inupiat freely without any restrictions 



           16    on our own property to subsist on, restoring a loving 



           17    inheritance given to us by God, our Creator, knowingly 



           18    that we, as real people, truly respect and rely on the 



           19    environment for means of survival as Inupiat.  



           20              Based on current agriculture in Valdez, Alaska, 



           21    it is not my best interest to harm this great state with 



           22    offshore oil gas drilling along the Chukchi and Beaufort 



           23    Seas.  I am voicing my right to life, liberty, and 



           24    equality.  



           25              EPA should not grant permits for discharge of 
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            1    toxic drilling waste into the Arctic waters from oil and 



            2    gas exploration activities to protect the fragile Arctic 



            3    ecosystem and traditional way of life.  Global warming or 



            4    climate change is a significant example of the devastation 



            5    we have seen in the Lower 48 by current flooding and 



            6    violent storms and a disaster in the Gulf of Mexico by 



            7    human error.  



            8              I believe today that we have to be very stern on 



            9    how the federal government and industrial servants that is 



           10    wanting to develop in the brittle oceans that can lead to 



           11    another disaster to our land, air, rivers, oceans that 



           12    will affect or decline our subsistence resources that we 



           13    rely on for means of survival through this harsh season in 



           14    the years ahead.  



           15              The Bureau of Ocean Energy Management, 



           16    Regulation and Enforcement must conduct scientific studies 



           17    before a lease sale must be proposed for a lease sale.  My 



           18    question is:  How can you clean all the oil on ice?  How 



           19    can you make sure that trillions of oil that may be leaked 



           20    from a well be cleaned and managed in a 40- to 



           21    90-mile-per-hour gusting wind?  As we know as Inupiat of 



           22    the Arctic, we cannot even think of surfing the oceans 



           23    because our lives would be endangered by the great seas.  



           24              In closing, stand up for our best interests by 



           25    keeping the seal oil wood stove burning in our whaling 
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            1    camps without any worry of oil on ice debris during the 



            2    harvesting of the future generations, migratory land 



            3    animals and marine mammals.  Our land, our air, our 



            4    rivers, our oceans, our resources living on the land, 



            5    rivers, and oceans do not have a voice for means of 



            6    survival God gave us to be nurtured by.  



            7              I oppose the Chukchi Sea and Beaufort Sea 



            8    planning areas oil and gas lease sale 209, 212, 217 and 



            9    221.  I support alternative one, Beaufort and Chukchi Sea 



           10    no lease sale.  



           11              Thank you.  I'm Aggie Frankson-Henry.  



           12                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you.  Thank you.  



           13    Thank you very much.  Next on the list I've got Leah 



           14    Frankson.  She came late.  Is that you hiding back there?  



           15                    MS. LEAH FRANKSON:  I didn't prepare 



           16    anything.  I just want to say that I'm against all 



           17    offshore drilling, no matter what profit for who.  



           18    Devastation to the ecosystem, devastation to the -- all 



           19    animals and fish and mammals, devastation to environment, 



           20    ultimately devastation to Inupiat human is to become a 



           21    crime against humanity.  And there is no money that can 



           22    fix that, take that away, or change that once that 



           23    happens.  



           24                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you very much.  I 



           25    have another name here.  I believe it's -- I'm sorry.  I 
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            1    don't read well.  Peggy Frankson.  Is Peggy here?



            2                    MS. PEGGY FRANKSON:  Last early Monday 



            3    morning, my ten-year-old son caught his first seal.  He 



            4    dreams about hunting ever since he was a little boy.  



            5    That's his passion.  He goes out whenever he can, hunting 



            6    mammals, fishing, hunting for caribou, and he wants to 



            7    continue to do this.  We all want our young people to 



            8    continue hunting all the animals that we are used to 



            9    surviving on.  



           10              We live a subsistence lifestyle.  If any of you 



           11    go into our Native store here and try to buy groceries for 



           12    a week for a family of seven, you would be -- or try 



           13    buying groceries for a month.  It's over $2,000, easily.  



           14    It's outrageous.  We have to survive on our subsistence 



           15    foods we catch.  It's part of our lifestyle.  It's part of 



           16    our lives.  It's part of who we are.  



           17              And we certainly are going to keep opposing the 



           18    offshore drilling sales, the leases, everything, because 



           19    if our animals are endangered by possible oil spills, you 



           20    have no guarantee to us saying that no oil will land in 



           21    our oceans, no oil will wash up on our shores.  There is 



           22    no guarantee.  Until there is a guarantee, we are not 



           23    going to approve of any sales.  We are going to continue 



           24    to oppose them.  



           25              We want to keep hunting our animals.  We want to 
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            1    keep living our subsistence lifestyle.  My son wants to 



            2    grow to a man into a father and teach his kids how to hunt 



            3    and to live the Inupiat way.  Thank you.  



            4                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you very much.  



            5    Now, according to the list, which is not perfect, I've hit 



            6    everyone who either didn't mark yes or no or marked yes. 



            7    So now we are going to open it up to the floor because I 



            8    want to make sure everybody has an opportunity to speak.  



            9    So first I'm going to ask for volunteers.  And then if we 



           10    don't -- when we are out of volunteers, I'm going to go to 



           11    each individual person to ask you again if you would like 



           12    the opportunity to speak and tell us what you think.  I 



           13    want everybody to have that option.  



           14              So does anyone want to raise their hand and make 



           15    a comment before I start going to everybody individually?  



           16    Just to make sure we are not missing something, because we 



           17    need your help.



           18                    MS. LILLIAN A. LANE:  I'd like to sign in, 



           19    if I could.  



           20              I, too, like my uma, wasn't prepared to -- and 



           21    have comments, but I jotted a few things.  My name is 



           22    Lillian A. Lane.  I'm a resident of Point Hope, born and 



           23    raised.  Love to eat everything my father, my brothers, my 



           24    neighbors have caught and put on my table.  Therefore, I 



           25    oppose any gas, oil leases out in the ocean seas.  Just 
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            1    like everybody here, they are dependent on the -- majority 



            2    of our food come from the ocean, majority of it that we 



            3    take in and preserve and keep all year.  So the cycle goes 



            4    on and on and on.  



            5              We have said this over and over in each 



            6    testimony that we have spoken through, whether it be from 



            7    the oil companies or others.  We have repeated ourself 



            8    over and over and over.  I'm glad you are here to listen 



            9    to our testimonies, and I hope that the people that are 



           10    the deciding body will make -- take these testimonies to 



           11    heart because this is real.  Those people down there don't 



           12    know what's going on up here.  You don't know what goes on 



           13    up here.  I'm glad you are here to listen to our people, 



           14    the real people who have to live in this community year 



           15    long.  



           16              How would you feel if I put a limit to your 



           17    chicken and cow?  That would be my first question to all 



           18    of you that are dependent on those, too, or your 



           19    vegetables.  The people that are wanting to go out there 



           20    and drill in our oceans make promises that they would do 



           21    their utmost, their best to try not to do an oil spill.  



           22    It's kind of hard to believe because these things that 



           23    have gone on in Alaska and the Gulf that are -- that did 



           24    happen, like someone mentioned earlier.  You can hear 



           25    these things.  
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            1              We are going to be repetitive on some of the 



            2    things that they said because they are important.  Our 



            3    ocean that's out there is unpredictable.  We have our 



            4    sagvaq, the current that is very strong, and it comes from 



            5    every direction out there.  Supposing something happened?  



            6    How are they going to contain their spills?  Those are the 



            7    things that we want to hear.  What are you going to do to 



            8    do your -- your best to convince us that there is not 



            9    going to be an oil spill?  Those are the things I want to 



           10    hear, but in a deep -- at the very -- at the -- but 



           11    overall, I know that since she mentioned -- Aggie 



           12    mentioned that we won't even get a penny out of it, not a 



           13    penny.  Go -- go earn your dime someplace else, not in our 



           14    ocean.  



           15              A lot of times -- another lady said it doesn't 



           16    matter about the money.  Money doesn't matter.  The food 



           17    is more important than money right now.  As we speak, it 



           18    is more than money because if we try and buy stuff, it's 



           19    really spendy.  But I want to also add that the unseen is 



           20    a mystery to all of us.  That mystery is our ocean.  We 



           21    only take what it gives us.  We only take what it gives 



           22    us.  The animals give themselves to us to provide for us.  



           23    So we take as much as it gives us.  If anything should 



           24    happen, we won't have anything.  I'm afraid of that.  We 



           25    won't have anything.  
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            1              There was a news thing that the oil companies, 



            2    once they close their pots, they are not responsible for 



            3    anything else after.  They are not accountable for their 



            4    closed pots.  Supposing something happens?  I think they 



            5    should be responsible as long as they had touched that pot 



            6    from the beginning to the very end and after.  That was on 



            7    the news the other day.  I don't like that.  That's not 



            8    good practice with any oil company.  



            9              I know that it should -- maybe it might provide 



           10    some jobs for the community members, some community 



           11    members, but majority of the workers that do work in 



           12    Alaska on the pipeline, Red Dog Mine, comes from Lower 48.  



           13    Our people are not trained enough.  Our people are not 



           14    trained to do these jobs they do on the oil rigs.  



           15              And we all know about nature.  Nature controls 



           16    itself.  The ocean is unpredictable and, if anything 



           17    should happen, I don't think the oil rigs would be able to 



           18    withstand anything out there.  So therefore, it's a -- you 



           19    are playing with not only their lives, but our lives, 



           20    also.  



           21              Although their technology is updated and they 



           22    say they have up-to-par equipment, I still don't believe 



           23    they are good enough to withstand our Arctic conditions.  



           24              I, too, love to eat my mikigaq, which our 



           25    Heavenly Father, our God, has provided, has created and 
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            1    put on this earth for our use, our bodily use.  And it 



            2    says if we disturb the land, it's going to disrupt the 



            3    cycle.  I see disruption.  I see disruption if they do go 



            4    out there.  And I hope and heartily hope the committee 



            5    will really consider and take to heart, once again, to 



            6    really think this through and not think of it's going to 



            7    bring us a lot of money because it's a federal thing.  



            8    This is going to bring us a lot of money, which it does.  



            9    Right now today our money really isn't there at all.  



           10              Thank you for this opportunity for me to speak 



           11    during this time, and I thank all the people that stood up 



           12    and speak on behalf of Point Hope.  And I'd like to -- I'd 



           13    like to say that if they are going to drill out there, 



           14    they need to think of all the factors that would be 



           15    affected before they do any drilling.  Taikuu.  Thank you.  



           16                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you very much.  



           17    Now, what I would like to do is I'm going to start with 



           18    this end of the room and go around and touch base with 



           19    everybody to make sure everybody feels comfortable and had 



           20    an opportunity.  Sir, would you like to say anything?  



           21    Your name, please.  



           22                    MS. RICHARD CANNON, SR.:  My name is 



           23    Richard Cannon, Senior.  Before I say one word, I'm going 



           24    to pray and ask God to give me the right words to say.  



           25              Heavenly Father, creator of all things, I ask 
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            1    you to use my voice.  Help me say what you want me to say, 



            2    Lord Jesus.  I come before you as your humble servant.  I 



            3    serve you and you only, Lord Jesus Christ.  I thank you 



            4    for this opportunity to speak before these people.  



            5    [indiscernible] voice your opinion, not my opinion.  In 



            6    Jesus' name I pray.  Amen.



            7              Again, my name is Richard Cannon, Sr.  Most of 



            8    you people know me here.  And I do like to pretty much 



            9    whale.  I have been around a long time, and kind of 



           10    heartbroken to see that these people are here.  I know 



           11    they're here to just basically do their job.  I'm glad Roy 



           12    asked this gentleman whether he's for it or against.  



           13    They're taking this thing to Secretary Salazar, that he 



           14    can't be -- he has to be biased.  How can he be biased in 



           15    a community of people that he know that if there is 



           16    drilling that is going to harm the environment because, 



           17    like some people say, there is nothing, there is nothing 



           18    to clean up the oil spill in the ice.  We all know that.  



           19              And I know your scientists, to me, they are 



           20    liars.  And how could they tell the truth when they work 



           21    for you guys, when they work for the oil companies?  



           22    Explain to me how someone is going to say, oh, no, this 



           23    can't happen.  You will be fired on the spot.  And I'm 



           24    quite sure he signs a gag order saying that he cannot 



           25    talk, that he cannot tell the truth.  So just like Aggie 
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            1    say, they are paleface.  They are liars.  



            2              So we as a whole must come against this, and we 



            3    must come against this now because we know the oil 



            4    companies, they have money and pretty much have 



            5    politicians in their pockets.  I know these people might 



            6    say how do I know that.  I don't know that, but I'm 



            7    assuming that's it because they are in Washington as we 



            8    speak right now trying to push for offshore oil, which we 



            9    don't get a dime.  Alaska will not -- as Jeff says, Alaska 



           10    will not get a dime from this.  So what's the use?  What's 



           11    wrong with our politicians?  That don't sound right to me 



           12    that they don't -- that they will say, go ahead.  



           13              Now, I didn't say go ahead to me.  Are they 



           14    going to pay off?  Maybe it might begin to pay off.  I'll 



           15    just leave it at that.  My name is Richard Cannon, Senior.  



           16    And I'm pretty much against offshore drilling, any kind of 



           17    drilling.  



           18                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you very much.  



           19    Ma'am, another opportunity?  Jack?



           20                    MR. JACK SCHAEFER:  Sure.  I always have a 



           21    lot of things to say.  And I hope you continue to come 



           22    around and come around.  I have been at this for a long 



           23    time, also, you know.  I -- I have been President of the 



           24    Native Village back in '93 or so, years, and we have been 



           25    talking about oil and gas for a long time.  I sat around 
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            1    my cousins and my uncles when they were talking about 



            2    their fears and their concerns about offshore oil and gas 



            3    back in the '70s and what they were concerned about and 



            4    how they were talking about governmental functions and 



            5    government-to-government and human rights and -- and 



            6    responsibilities.  



            7              And it even got to the point that the ownership 



            8    of the ocean was never really addressed.  And when it was, 



            9    it was addressed in a controversial way.  And so, you 



           10    know, I still feel that we own this ocean.  Alaska Native 



           11    Claims Settlement Act was for Alaska.  And where is the 



           12    boundary of Alaska?  And that was talked about and decided 



           13    on but never revealed.  



           14              And then, you know, I feel really betrayed, in a 



           15    way, because we had so much faith in the judicial system.  



           16    And we fought for what we thought was right.  And we won 



           17    several times.  Uncles and cousins laugh about it.  I was 



           18    young when this was going on.  I didn't really understand 



           19    what was happening, but I understood that we had a 



           20    responsibility and that we had ownership and that 



           21    controversy is all over.  



           22              We even went to the United Nations back in 1989 



           23    concerned about Prudhoe Bay and the cleanup that was 



           24    promised by the oil companies so that migration of the 



           25    caribou and other animals could continue over there.  But 
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            1    I don't know if that was done.  There was a government 



            2    accountability report, a GAO report that was published in 



            3    2002, No. 357 on the restoration of Prudhoe Bay.  And 



            4    companies ignored, companies changed their name, companies 



            5    filed for bankruptcy, companies walked away.  



            6              The State of Alaska got furious and said, this 



            7    is not true.  I don't believe your report.  



            8              And so that's one thing that we keep trying that 



            9    we have been saying over time is that we are promised that 



           10    restoration will be done and they will clean it up, that 



           11    the animals will be able to go through there again.  



           12    Nuiqsut has to purchase three, four, five times as much 



           13    fuel to go after caribou now from years back.  



           14              And this restoration hasn't really been done, 



           15    apparently.  I did see something on the news that there 



           16    was some work that was being done, but I don't know to 



           17    what extent.  You know, promises have to be kept.  You 



           18    have to do what you need to do.  And if you are going to 



           19    say you are going to do something, then you better do it.  



           20    And if you walk away, then how can we trust these 



           21    companies that are saying that they can do it in an 



           22    environmentally safe way?  We are only talking about 



           23    exploration and leases.  I don't know to what extent that 



           24    we go in regards to impacts and at what stage.  



           25              There was discussion whether it's going to be 
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            1    tanked or in a pipeline.  Both ways involve bladders that 



            2    are going to be on the ocean floor filled with fuel, six 



            3    or more sitting there filled with oil.  And there will be 



            4    a pipe that will run up to the surface, two tankers from 



            5    each bladder or a pipe running to a pipeline that will run 



            6    on the floor of the ocean to another pipeline.  



            7              And there has been over 20 years of photography 



            8    of the ocean floor, and it has been mapped on how that ice 



            9    moves and scrapes the bottom of the ocean and they have 



           10    been doing this for years, arctic research, photographs in 



           11    that area over there, sale 193.  So, you know, I don't 



           12    know to what extent we talk about, you know, things and 



           13    whether we should be concerned 15 years from now if it 



           14    will be developed.  



           15              In a previous hearing, there was a former 



           16    employee that was on one of those rigs, and he said that 



           17    he had -- was afraid for his life at one time because of a 



           18    storm, and that two cables had broken.  And he was 



           19    thankful that that rig did not collapse or sink or 



           20    anything.  They were spared.  And he said no more.  



           21    Whether he broke his confidentiality agreement that he may 



           22    have signed with the company or -- I don't know.  I can't 



           23    speak for him.  But that was stated in a previous hearing.  



           24    That has not been put on the website.  



           25              We talk about transparency, openness.  We will 
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            1    give you all the information you need.  But we haven't 



            2    seen the transcripts of the hearings.  We haven't seen 



            3    what the other villages have said.  What I mean by "we," 



            4    is that anybody that could pick up a laptop like that 



            5    person over there and Googlize and look for hearings.  And 



            6    what they will see is that there are absolutely no 



            7    hearings for Point Hope from Point Hope on record in your 



            8    website.  



            9              The first one appears in 1986 or '83, which was 



           10    done by teleconference.  There were hearings that I 



           11    testified as the President of Native Village of Point Hope 



           12    in 1995 reflecting on the international code that we had 



           13    passed.  That's not on record.  That hearing took place in 



           14    Anchorage at the Egan Center in 1995.  And that's not on 



           15    the website.  There are other hearings that are there, but 



           16    nothing from Point Hope.  And it's very, very odd.  



           17              And then these recent ones that were in February 



           18    are not on the website.  Is there a reason why they are 



           19    not there?  



           20                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you.  I'll look 



           21    into that.  Sir, would you like an opportunity?  



           22                    MR. ELIJAH ROCK, SR:  My name is Elijah 



           23    Rock, Senior.  I'm a whaling captain in Point Hope.  And 



           24    also Commissioner for Point Hope for nine years.  Just 



           25    talking to the government, federal government over in 
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            1    Washington, D.C. to make them understand that I'm Inupiat 



            2    and I have a lifestyle that was passed on to me and my 



            3    ancestors.  And I would like this lifestyle continue 



            4    without any interruption of any development of gas and 



            5    oil, if possible.  If it can't be safe, just don't do it 



            6    just like that because I like to have gas and oil from the 



            7    modern-day equipment I use to hunt with and heat my house.  



            8    I can't go back to my seal oil blubber stove to heat my 



            9    house, heat it all night like I'm used to today and I 



           10    cannot just go to the wall and turn my light off and on if 



           11    we have no gas and oil.  



           12              But that is something that needs to be really 



           13    considered from the federal government because the federal 



           14    government is our government, as far as I understand.  



           15    Then we have another government, it's the North Slope 



           16    Borough.  That's our government.  Then we have another one 



           17    that's the State government.  And that's another 



           18    government.  And we have a Native village government here 



           19    and we have a City government here in Point Hope, and you 



           20    know, governments are governments and governments and 



           21    governments.  But still, we are still here.  We are still 



           22    alive.  We continue to live because of the fact that we 



           23    were passed on, taught how to live the lifestyle that we 



           24    are immune to nowadays.  Even though a lot of the things 



           25    on our past went this way and that way, modernized, but 
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            1    still, you know, the federal government -- someone 



            2    mentioned that we have water out there, our sea, our 



            3    ocean.  Without the federal government, the State 



            4    government, from the shore out to three miles, the State 



            5    government owns that, rules anything in that area.  And 



            6    then from three miles on, it's the federal government 



            7    waters.  But we still hunt in them.  We still all live off 



            8    that ocean, even though the federal and State in them, 



            9    even though the federal and State government controls it.  



           10    We abide by their -- whatever they say.  We use it.  They 



           11    make the laws and they will continue to make these kind of 



           12    laws, I don't know, till kingdom come, I guess.  



           13              Anyway, I support everyone that is against oil 



           14    and gas development, but it's got to be safe, and somehow 



           15    we got to make an arrangement for the federal and the 



           16    State government to, you know -- without money we cannot 



           17    go buy the modern-day equipment that we use, the 



           18    modern-day food that we use.  We cannot survive just on 



           19    muktuk seal and -- anymore.  We have got to have 



           20    hamburger.  Our children are already used to that.  



           21              So if something can be arranged where we have 



           22    enough supply from the State and federal government to 



           23    keep us alive, if they -- if they happen to do something 



           24    wrong in our ocean and we can't utilize our Native food 



           25    anymore from the ocean.  
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            1              But everything migrates, as far as I understand.  



            2    All the animals in the ocean, even their food migrates.  



            3    Migrate meaning that, you know, they travel from the 



            4    low -- lower oceans up -- go up through our area and then 



            5    continue on over to Canada and Greenland because of the 



            6    currents.  They follow the current.  I've never seen -- 



            7    and also I've always heard from my Elders when we are out 



            8    hunting we -- we can't see any animals when the current is 



            9    from the west, only seals and polar bear.  That's all.  



           10    But every once in a while when the whales are migrating -- 



           11    this statement is not true either because some the whales 



           12    always come back because they can't continue on, no water.  



           13    They'll come back.  I caught one of those kind in my 



           14    whaling years in Point Hope.  



           15              And another thing I have a problem with is 



           16    our -- we deem that it's our ocean, but State and federal 



           17    own that ocean, and they right now they are opening it up 



           18    to tourist ships going through all the way around up north 



           19    across Canada, Greenland, everywhere.  And that's 



           20    something that, you know, we have seen and read about in 



           21    the Lower 48.  A lot of animals get hit by the props.  And 



           22    also there is a lot of fishing going on.  They make a 



           23    line, International Date Line for the other countries not 



           24    to come in, but they still come in and go over that 



           25    because there is nobody out there really leasing the area.  
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            1              And so when those nets are out there, any kind 



            2    of animal will get caught in those nets and die, can't 



            3    swim no more.  



            4              Anyway, thank you.  



            5                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you very much.  



            6    Sir, another opportunity, sir?  Would you like to make 



            7    another comment?



            8                    UNIDENTIFIED SPEAKER:  I pass.  



            9                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Ma'am, you are welcome 



           10    to.  



           11                    MS. LEAH FRANKSON:  My name is Leah 



           12    Frankson.  When I first heard about the leasing, the sale, 



           13    and I made a comment on my Facebook about how people don't 



           14    understand how the effects would be because it's not them, 



           15    you know.  It's not them being affected.  And I said, you 



           16    know, how would they feel if -- if they didn't -- if they 



           17    couldn't eat shrimp no more, if they couldn't eat that.    



           18    And then sure enough, look what happened to them down 



           19    there, those shrimp -- shrimpers down there.  The 



           20    shrimpers, they are still being affected by what happened.  



           21              You know, look at what happened in Valdez.  That 



           22    wasn't even a pipe.  That wasn't a -- that was just a 



           23    boat.  25 years they couldn't be fishing, toxic waters.  



           24    Those are places that are connected that have 



           25    infrastructure or relief, you know.  There is no 
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            1    infrastructure set up up here, nothing.  Thousands of 



            2    miles out, there is nothing.  



            3              And even if there was, you would add on to the 



            4    noise pollution.  They track all of the pollution that in 



            5    this pristine environment that they don't even know what 



            6    might happen.  They don't even know what could happen 



            7    to -- to the ecosystem.  



            8              For the federal government to sell it in the 



            9    first place seems wrong to give some one person, one 



           10    group, one entity profit, and when it could affect so 



           11    much, it could devastate so much.  And I have to say, to 



           12    me, to allow that it looks like a crime against humanity.  



           13    Humans, humans here, my family, is eating from the ocean.  



           14    My family is eating from the ocean.  Everybody up here.  



           15              And it's not the first time the federal 



           16    government almost let things happen.  I was reading that 



           17    book on Howard Rock and how they almost got approved to do 



           18    nuclear bomb to change the land so they could, you know -- 



           19    to test it, to test -- to test up here.  Even there was 



           20    EPA back then, almost allow it.  And what would have 



           21    happened if they did?  We wouldn't be here if they did.  



           22              Together we stand up and they said no.  And they 



           23    are standing up and they are saying no to this, no matter 



           24    your profits.  Thank you.  



           25                    MS. LILY TUZROYLUKE:  Lily Tuzroyluke for 
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            1    the record.  Your agency, BOEMRE, has been in the news 



            2    lately for corruptions, for corruptions just as recently 



            3    as 2010.  Not these people that are sitting in front of 



            4    you, but the department that they work for, their 



            5    employees were found guilty for taking bribes from oil 



            6    companies.  From oil companies.  



            7              You stated earlier when this gentleman asked, he 



            8    asked what is your -- what is your stance on this issue, 



            9    and you said that you are neutral.  You said that you are 



           10    neutral, that you have to take consideration from both 



           11    sides.  



           12              I want to know what assurances happens -- what 



           13    assurance you can give me or the people here that the same 



           14    corruptions is not going to be happening again.  I know 



           15    that there is certain steps that you have been taking, but 



           16    I just wanted to bring that issue up since that is a 



           17    concern.  You are here to talk about the supplemental 



           18    environmental impact statement, and you spoke to the 



           19    Native village earlier about grading -- upgrading, and it 



           20    is my belief that your EIS is flawed.  It's extremely 



           21    flawed.  



           22              You take a lot of studies.  You do a lot of 



           23    studies on all the various animals.  We have -- at our 



           24    office, we have requested information under Freedom of 



           25    Information Act.  I don't know -- we asked for the 
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            1    information.  The first one is between the oil companies 



            2    and between BOEMRE, formerly MMS.  There is boxes and 



            3    boxes of animal studies, tons of animal studies saying how 



            4    the seismic testing, how the exploratory and the 



            5    explorations, how that would affect the animals.  



            6              But where I see the gaps -- and this is where 



            7    the traditional knowledge would come in -- is that you say 



            8    how insensitive the animals are, how a bowhead can take up 



            9    to X number of vessels, this volume up to an avalanche -- 



           10    I think it's the decibels equal to a volcano eruption, 



           11    avalanche, and bowhead can withstand that amount of 



           12    decibels, but as whalers and the experts here, the men and 



           13    the women here that do whaling, know that bowhead hearing 



           14    is very sensitive.  It's very sensitive.  



           15              The other -- the other major flaw that I see, 



           16    and I'm glad that you have here with you, is you have an 



           17    editor of the EIS that's -- yes.  There he is.  You take 



           18    all of the studies, these animal studies, and you get 



           19    these scientists to find out how this would impact the 



           20    animals.  Yes, and that is important.  But you don't look 



           21    at how or it will impact the human population and how it 



           22    will impact the culture.  



           23              It seems in our previous -- in previous sites, 



           24    things like Exxon, the Deepwater Horizon and other places 



           25    around the world, like the major deltas where there has 
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            1    been oil development, it devastates the people.  It 



            2    devastates the people.  That's the truth.  



            3              And you say that you are here to get the facts, 



            4    to find the truth, and the truth is that this will 



            5    devastate us.  This will devastate us.  So I just want 



            6    to -- I cannot urge enough that you have to dedicate -- 



            7    you dedicate scientists to look at animals.  You need to 



            8    look at the people that are going to be impacted.  



            9              That's all.  Thank you.  



           10                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  All very good comments.  



           11    Thank you.  Ma'am, would you like an opportunity?  No?  



           12    Okay.  I'm going to come around the table.  I don't want 



           13    anyone to be forgotten before I continue on.  Ma'am, would 



           14    you like another opportunity?  



           15                    MS. AGGIE FRANKSON-HENRY:  I'm Aggie 



           16    Frankson-Henry.  I'm a Tikigagmiu.  I'm from Point Hope.   



           17    As we all know that our ocean provides -- God provides for 



           18    us.  Like my Aunt Anna say, that they are given to us when 



           19    our fathers, grandfathers, uncles, our relatives go out to 



           20    harvest a marine mammal, even the fowls of the air, the 



           21    fish in the ocean, it's bountiful.  We are blessed.  And 



           22    knowing that, within this time period, we will be 



           23    impacted.  Be ready.  



           24              There may be a lot of traffic in the air.  



           25    That's why we didn't see our caribou migrated this last 
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            1    year.  There was a lot of traffic because of people up 



            2    north were impacted by a lot of studies through the 



            3    airway.  A lot of helicopters, planes.  All that, we are 



            4    going to be seeing that here.  And when they come in, we 



            5    need to try to get some taxes going so that we can at 



            6    least get a piece of -- get a dime.  If they come here and 



            7    put their equipment on our land, we need to make sure that 



            8    we -- we invest from that.  It's going to hurt us.  We 



            9    know.  We know once -- once they -- because the leases are 



           10    sold.  



           11              Those that are marked up there in the map in 



           12    gray are supposed to be red.  BOEMRE, or former MMS, sold 



           13    those leases to the oil companies, and they are still 



           14    looking for people -- I mean, companies to buy those other 



           15    leases.  But that's our backyard.  



           16              We were told when we were children never to mess 



           17    with the ocean because it's very dangerous, never to even 



           18    go out there and -- and put your feet in the water because 



           19    the current can take you away.  We have to respect the 



           20    ocean.  I was trained to respect the ocean.  And I'm 



           21    trying to tell my children to respect the ocean so that 



           22    they, too, will be blessed when they go out to harvest.  



           23              Mammals, animals, fowl in the air -- we like to 



           24    eat eider duck.  We like to eat kumaqs.  We like to eat 



           25    fish, whales, seals because we are blessed.  
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            1              We know that the NPRA is not in this map up 



            2    here, too.  How many leases have been sold in the NPRA?  



            3    Our neighbors up north, they are going to be seeing a big 



            4    change.  They are going to be highly regulated.  They are 



            5    going to be so polluted that they will ask us how.  What 



            6    did we do?  What did you say to them to prevent this from 



            7    happening?  We stand up and we said no.  



            8              And it's so hard to see our culture, our 



            9    traditional way of life in front of us, knowing it might 



           10    not be there anymore five to ten years from now because we 



           11    won't be able to celebrate the whale.  But we love to eat 



           12    the bowhead whale, the beluga whale.  We are whalers.  And 



           13    we harvest because we were taught by our fathers, our 



           14    grandfathers, our mothers, our grandmothers, and our 



           15    forefathers.  We are a rich community.  God blessed our 



           16    land with a lot of berries every season.  There may be 



           17    times when there is a drought.  



           18              As we see today on the news, the violent storms, 



           19    the -- the flooding that's going on in the Lower 48, their 



           20    vegetation, their animals, their land is being taken from 



           21    disaster through Mother Nature.  And now look at us today.  



           22    That's where all -- you know, we are -- and also in Japan, 



           23    the big earthquake that happened, and now we are afraid of 



           24    the radiation that may come into our waters and that we 



           25    may be affected, too.  
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            1              We hurt for people in the Gulf of Mexico, 



            2    Louisiana.  We hurt for them, too, because they have a 



            3    mom.  They have a dad.  They have children.  They have 



            4    grandparents that relied on these resources that put food 



            5    on the table.  But then it hurts.  It hurts those 



            6    families.  



            7              And what did the government do with offshore 



            8    that was devastated at the Gulf of Mexico?  How long did 



            9    it take them to act and try to clean up the mess?  It's 



           10    going to be even longer here in the Arctic because it's so 



           11    sensitive, our ecosystem.  And we are sensitive, too, 



           12    because we rely.  We rely on what was given to us, the 



           13    resources.  



           14              I know we are modernized.  We have a lot of 



           15    technology, but there is other ways that they can, other 



           16    ways of -- of trying to provide.  We know that our 



           17    government has to pay China, but we don't -- we are also 



           18    impacted by that because of the greed.  But we love our 



           19    government, too, because we are Americans.  



           20              But I'm saying no.  I choose no development on 



           21    the multilease sale Beaufort Sea and Chukchi Sea planning 



           22    area oil and gas lease sale 209, 212, 217 and 221.  I 



           23    support alternative one, Beaufort and Chukchi Sea no lease 



           24    sale.  



           25              And those of you that are here today, you have 
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            1    until July 11th to put in your comments.  There is a 



            2    website that you can go to.  I have that in my office if 



            3    you need help to put it in writing to these -- to BOEMRE 



            4    to help because we know -- we have -- we have Dish.  We 



            5    have TV, those of you who likes to watch news like I do.  



            6    We see what's going on.  



            7              The United States is hurting.  Maybe it's 



            8    because we are almost against Israel.  We need to pray for 



            9    Israel so that we will be blessed, so God will have us in 



           10    our favor.  Today here in the Arctic Slope, that's what we 



           11    do.  Because God has blessed us with these resources in 



           12    the oceans, in the sea, in the rivers, and in the air.  



           13              And I hope and pray that the decisionmaker 



           14    listen to our comments.  We know that this was done from 



           15    the other previous President of the United States, but the 



           16    President today, Obama, we know that his term is almost 



           17    over, but he's given us the opportunity to speak with the 



           18    federal government, with government-to-government 



           19    consultation, executive order 175131 so that we can have a 



           20    voice in our community.



           21              We are Tikigagmius.  We will always say our 



           22    voice.  Thank you.  



           23                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you for your offer 



           24    to help people with the regs.gov.  Thank you very much.  



           25    That was very helpful.  Sir, would you like an 
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            1    opportunity?  Back to the Elder table, anyone like to make 



            2    another comment?  



            3                    MR. LEO KINNEEVEAUK:  I wish -- I was 



            4    wishing that the sea mammals and the animals that would be 



            5    affected by these offshore drilling activities were here 



            6    to testify with us, you know.  It is meaningful because 



            7    they provide -- they provide us the food from the ocean.  



            8    And my question is, who will make the final decision on 



            9    what's going to happen after all the impact statements are 



           10    taken care of and the testimonies?  



           11                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  The Secretary of the 



           12    Interior.  



           13                    MR. LEO KINNEEVEAUK:  Is it the federal 



           14    government -- 



           15                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Yes.



           16                    MR. LEO KINNEEVEAUK:  -- or the United 



           17    States Supreme Court or MMS?  



           18                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  No.  It's the Secretary 



           19    of the Interior, Ken Salazar.  He makes the final 



           20    decision.



           21                    MR. LEO KINNEEVEAUK:  Ken Salazar?  



           22                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Yes, sir.  



           23                    MS. DORCUS ROCK:  I oppose on the lease 



           24    sale, too, and the reason on that is I was thinking about 



           25    it.  I read this one book about those Indians when the 
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            1    federal government took their land from them and, you 



            2    know, the good Lord really, he won't take our water from 



            3    us, God willing.  



            4              You know, we have food -- we have food shortage 



            5    a lot of times, and you go in my refrigerator or my 



            6    freezer, you are not going to find no White Man's food in 



            7    there.  It's all Eskimo food.  And that's provided from 



            8    what people give me or when we go out to hunt.  And that's 



            9    how we live.  



           10              So you think -- think about you our children and 



           11    our grandchildren.  If you think about that, it's real 



           12    hard.  I heard everybody being against it, so I hope the 



           13    Secretary of the Interior will think twice about it before 



           14    they do anything.  You know, it's our land, our water, our 



           15    sea.  And I remember that one man that mentioned that 



           16    hunger knows no law.  We are not going to go to that 



           17    extinct -- we are not going to go that far, but the 



           18    testimonies of these people, I hope they really listen to 



           19    what they are saying.  It's from the heart.  They are 



           20    saying that from their heart, and that's what I'm doing, 



           21    too, the same thing.  



           22              That's the only way we provide our food.  I 



           23    can't go to the store.  If I did, I have to spend, 2-, 



           24    $300 just to get what I need.  And you know, when you buy 



           25    meat -- did you go to the store to see how much the meats 
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            1    are?  They are about $18 a pound.  You think about that.  



            2              You got to think about all the testimonies of 



            3    these people.  You got to think about it from your heart; 



            4    not just by looking at them, but from the heart.  I really 



            5    hope that you do listen to us because I know that the good 



            6    Lord will be with us.  And I hope the Secretary of the 



            7    Interior will think twice before he signs that paper.  



            8              Money is not really anything, you know, when you 



            9    think about it.  It is a lot of times, but money is not 



           10    anything compared to our food that we get.  The men hunt 



           11    for it, too.  It's not easy for them to be out there 



           12    hunting.  If you ever tried going out to go hunt like they 



           13    do, I don't think you would last a week, but they -- they 



           14    dare through that just so we would have food on the table.  



           15    I just wanted to say that.  Thank you.  



           16                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you very much.  



           17                    MR. EARL KINGIK:  It's been a long battle 



           18    since 2008.  A lot of things happened between 2008 and 



           19    now.  A lot of meetings, a lot of planning, a lot of 



           20    development talk.  Our corporation, ASRC; our cousins, 



           21    Olgoonik Corporation, and other corporations are getting 



           22    involved with oil development without your guys' 



           23    knowledge.  



           24              We don't know what's been happening, but we 



           25    would like to ask the government to do investigation on

            1    what's been happening since the Native Village of Point 



            2    Hope said no to offshore activity.  Point Hope is not new 



            3    to this.  It's been years and years and years from my 



            4    father was alive, my uncle [indiscernible] and all these 



            5    other people, my mother, all these people that attend 



            6    these meetings because the government want to go out to 



            7    the ocean we love the most.  And all these years they have 



            8    been saying no but, still, the government come back again 



            9    and ask the same thing, could we do some lease sales in 



           10    that area.  



           11              And as we had a president by the name of George 



           12    Bush, the George Bush era has disappeared.  George Bush 



           13    wanted development in the Arctic.  George Bush got a big 



           14    donation from oil companies to become president.  So you 



           15    see, George Bush wanted to do development right away.  



           16              I thank Native Village of Point Hope for passing 



           17    a resolution opposing offshore activity in the Chukchi and 



           18    the Beaufort.  A lot of things are happening.  This past 



           19    week they called an Arctic Summit.  Any of our people is 



           20    attending that Arctic Summit?  There was another big 



           21    meeting I got invited to.  It was Shell Oil, Shell Oil 



           22    meeting with Chamber of Commerce talking about the 



           23    Chukchi, talking about development.  And where is our 



           24    people?  A lot of meetings happening since 2008.  



           25              I would like to be home, but I love you people.  
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            1    I love our way of life, and that's the only way I can keep 



            2    up with this very hot issue that's in front of our 



            3    community.  After listening tonight, we gave you strong 



            4    encouragement to even fight harder to let you guys know 



            5    100 percent that attended this meeting is against offshore 



            6    activity.  



            7              The biggest scare is an oil spill.  They said 



            8    there is no danger in shallow water like the Deepwater 



            9    Horizon.  I had a chance to go visit the Deep Horizon 



           10    [sic] oil spill.  I had a chance to witness what I always 



           11    been talking about if there was an oil spill.  I had a 



           12    chance to feel the crude oil that the birds and the 



           13    alligators and the fish got into.  



           14              So you see, we should all oppose offshore 



           15    activity.  It's too precious to give away.  We always look 



           16    forward to see qinu come every fall.  We call it our very 



           17    first ice.  But if there is any oil spill, we will see 



           18    black crude coming like qinu like the fresh ice that goes 



           19    to Point Hope every fall, and we don't want that to 



           20    happen.  



           21              There is no proven science technology to clean 



           22    oil spill.  Let the record know that Point Hope says there 



           23    is no proven technology.  Science can't prove that.  



           24              Salazar, we have many meetings with him.  



           25    Echohawk, we have many meetings with them.  EPA 
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            1    Washington, D.C., we have many meetings with them.  And we 



            2    have meetings with Senators and Congressmen.  We got 



            3    friends that always happens get votes to fight against the 



            4    offshore activity in the Arctic.  



            5              So you see, we are not alone because the tribe 



            6    is very powerful.  We have got a Constitution of the 



            7    United States, thanks to Jackson [sic].  We foster and 



            8    protect our way of life.  We got to understand that.  We 



            9    got to stick together.  Without to sticking together, 



           10    things will happen.  When we stick together, things always 



           11    happen in a good way.  



           12              Just remember, Point Hope should say no, no, no 



           13    to offshore activity.  Thank you.  



           14                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you, Earl.  I'm 



           15    not going to forget this side of the room.  Ma'am?  



           16                    MS. LILLIAN LANE:  Lillian Lane.  Call me 



           17    Anna.  As I was sitting here and wondering what else I 



           18    should say, my mom called me.  She just came back from 



           19    Kotzebue.  She's doing well, praise God.  She said I had 



           20    other plans to do something else tonight, and that was 



           21    church.  I love to go to church.  And Mom said there was a 



           22    very important meeting that's going on.  You need to go 



           23    and voice.  You need to go voice.  You need to go say 



           24    something.  



           25              So when she put that on me, I had no choice but 
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            1    to come here and say what my heart says, wants me to say.  



            2    Like others, my freezers are filled with ducks, muktuk, 



            3    walrus, oogruk, agvik, seal oil.  



            4              I don't want to -- I don't want to see seas on 



            5    account of man-made mistake, technical mistake.  I love to 



            6    eat my mikigaq.  I love to eat my meat.  



            7              I told myself I'm just going to say a few words, 



            8    and that will be it.  But right now, my heart is speaking.  



            9    Ever since the Man of No Color has set foot on our 



           10    society, there has been changes.  Majority of the time 



           11    it's bad changes.  They have hurt our people, physical, 



           12    mentally, spiritually.  We are tired of being pushed 



           13    around, being told what to do.  Enough is enough.  



           14              Our brave men who set their -- set themselves 



           15    out in the ocean to catch what they could catch -- and 



           16    they have been very successful this year.  God has blessed 



           17    us mightily.  Once again, I -- from the bottom of my 



           18    heart, from the bottom of my heart we plead and we beg 



           19    that you don't allow to do this to us.  They have done 



           20    enough to us.  



           21              You folks out there don't know what it's like to 



           22    live out here.  You have to come out here and live it, to 



           23    understand what we go through.  



           24              Like my boy, he's out there hunting right now.  



           25    I encourage him to go hunting.  I want my freezers filled 
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            1    as much as I can get.  We not only feed ourselves, but for 



            2    the community.  We share.  This is a sharing community.  



            3    We give first and take whatever is left over.  And still 



            4    our freezers are full, whether they be in the ice cellar 



            5    or the new freezers.  



            6              I don't know what else I can say more because to 



            7    beg and plead, I don't usually beg or plead, but this time 



            8    I am.  I am.  I don't beg or plead.  It's for the good of 



            9    our people.  



           10              But thank you for coming again and listening to 



           11    our comments.  And I hope they really take it to heart and 



           12    understand, truly understand where we are coming from 



           13    before they make this decision whether to do it or not to 



           14    do it.  



           15              Thank you.  Lillian Lane.  



           16                    MS. EVA LONG:  I know I said no to that 



           17    paper.  I'm Eva Long and I'm against offshore whaling 



           18    [sic].  Thank you.  Offshore drilling.  I like whaling.



           19                    MS. CAROLINE CANNON:  First of all, I want 



           20    to say my name is Caroline Cannon.  And tonight I wanted 



           21    to listen because it's the people that gives us direction 



           22    as leaders what to say.  We carry the message behind our 



           23    back.  And I just want to commend everyone tonight for 



           24    speaking from your hearts.  Many times I carry that 



           25    luggage.  
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            1              When I leave from here with the plane and I get 



            2    to Kotzebue, there is times I visualize an oil rig.  There 



            3    is times I visualize black ice.  There is times I cry.  I 



            4    ask many times, why me?  Why me?  There is leaders in the 



            5    community with many long knowledge, wisdom.  A gift that 



            6    can reach out to the people in English or in Inupiaq.  



            7              There are many times I miss my children's 



            8    birthdays, anniversaries, but tonight I am very pleased to 



            9    hear; tonight I am so blessed because it's the same 



           10    message.  



           11              We envision the ocean with the rigs.  I have a 



           12    little reminder from a friend from Valdez, a jar full of 



           13    their rocks with the oil, the black oil, and they just dug 



           14    that not too long ago.  That is my reminder I keep in my 



           15    room.  We are blessed with three whales this year.  We had 



           16    the opportunity to see many things happening within our -- 



           17    in our -- in front of us.  A lot of joy.  



           18              And yet we know how damaging it can be if there 



           19    is one drop -- one drop oil -- I mean, oil drop.  We know 



           20    how damaging that can be.  That can be forever.  



           21              I grew up with five brothers, so I never really 



           22    had a chance to put five gallons into our tank.  But one 



           23    time my brothers weren't home.  Mom said I had to go put 



           24    stove oil in our tank, and I cooveed.  I spilled.  I 



           25    cooveed, and I saw that oil go straight to the snow 
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            1    rapidly.  And that five gallons was valuable to my 



            2    parents.  That little drop was valuable to our household.  



            3    And it broke my heart.  I couldn't contain it.  It spill.  



            4    It went directly to the ground.  



            5              So knowing that, at that time I didn't know that 



            6    that would educate me, somewhat help me to know how 



            7    crucial or how -- how the materials is as a liquid.  



            8              So I just want to say that I am so blessed to 



            9    hear people coming forward.  I'm always speaking them out.  



           10    I'm not trying to put myself up, but when I visit Elders 



           11    and they bless me, keep on, keep on.  And we are facing 



           12    our own people.  Our own people.  



           13              It's hard, but tonight is a critical meeting.  



           14    We have schedules which we shared with -- we had a meeting 



           15    with the group earlier.  And we shared that our 



           16    calendar -- our subsistence way of life evolves on the 



           17    weather.  We can't program and say we are going to catch 



           18    oogruks in two weeks.  We can't program this and say we 



           19    are going to go with this.  We have to do it while it's 



           20    available, while it's here.  A lot of us want to be out 



           21    there, but I'm glad that we have some people here.  Many 



           22    times have we had meetings, and there is only a handful.  



           23              And I envision our rich heritage, our culture 



           24    and the live berries if we don't speak up when it's 



           25    already too late.  But I'm so grateful that we had 
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            1    mentors, the people before us, our Elders, that were vocal 



            2    that liked to say their piece, our mentors that protected 



            3    our land, our ocean.  They cared.  There is many -- and 



            4    yet at that time they cared, but they weren't -- they 



            5    weren't given compensation.  No meeting fees.  



            6              A lot of times we have to travel with what 



            7    little we have in our pocket.  If you go to D.C., you 



            8    can't get anywhere without a cab.  There are hotels.  You 



            9    think it's ridiculous here in Alaska; $200 a night in 



           10    Anchorage during the summer rate?  It's 3-, $400 over 



           11    there.  What little money you have, if they put you in 



           12    a -- in a hotel, you're going to see little critters 



           13    because we can't afford that.  We can't afford that 



           14    lifestyle.  But it's critical that we have a voice.  



           15              I just want to say thank you.  Thank you for 



           16    opening the doors because these doors were shut before.  



           17    Believe me, they were shut.  There are open doors now.  



           18    There is opportunities for Native tribes to get up and 



           19    speak and to be recognized.  Sometimes you feel like you 



           20    are walking the trail by yourself when you don't have 



           21    nothing.  But it has to be heard.  You have to be heard 



           22    irregardless.  



           23              Remember the big issue about those coupons on 



           24    the beds not too long ago?  Many times we have to sleep in 



           25    a hotel that's not even worth it.  Don't want to even get 
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            1    inside the blankets because that's how it looks.  



            2    Sometimes it's filthy.  Who in their right mind would 



            3    travel for five or six days?  



            4              There are times you can barely get 300.  People 



            5    think we make money.  We don't.  We are a tribal 



            6    government with very little.  I know someone had made a 



            7    comment many times in our meetings that it's just like 



            8    pennies.  But you know what?  The reward is so big when 



            9    you land a whale, the reward is so great when you have 



           10    that celebration, when you recognize that child that was 



           11    born this year, when you see an Elder crying from their 



           12    heart, quuyah.  The reward is so great.  



           13              Many times we speak.  We testify over and over 



           14    and over again.  But it's through your prayers that we are 



           15    able to stand firm.  Our mentors and our God (Speaking in 



           16    Inupiaq), the whaling captains, the umialiks back in the 



           17    day.  But with honor, with respect.  And it is because of 



           18    them we are standing here today.  



           19              I get curious many times as I travel, why aren't 



           20    they including the coastal villages such as Savoonga, 



           21    Gambell, Kivalina?  Because it's those three villages, 



           22    when they see me on the road or when they see me in the 



           23    airport or wherever, they come and thank me.  They don't 



           24    go to their villages to go get their -- to get their 



           25    public comments, but they are -- they are being impacted.

            1    We need to include them.  I don't have -- I don't know 



            2    their -- their background.  I know the walrus is crucial 



            3    to them, to Savoonga and Diomede for the covering of the 



            4    boat.  That's all I know.  But at one time they used to 



            5    come here with boats to celebrate with us.  



            6              There is a lot of issues that were said tonight, 



            7    a lot of critical ones, but I just want to commend -- 



            8    commend the BOEMRE -- sometimes we say bummer.  But thanks 



            9    for taking this time and giving us the adequate time as 



           10    you go around a circle.  I heard many, many, many 



           11    heartfelt testimonies coming from your heart because I 



           12    feel like this is one of the last meetings that's going to 



           13    occur.  We have to exercise our rights as human beings.  



           14              I don't want my great-grandkids to go to the 



           15    library and say oh, my amua did this.  Did they really do 



           16    this?  No.  I want them to have that opportunity to 



           17    practice what we do today.  



           18              I just thank you all for saying and coming and 



           19    saying your piece.  I felt it tonight like never before.  



           20    But I stress that you need to go to the other villages, 



           21    the villages that I mentioned that are being impacted.  I 



           22    know July is just around the corner, but it's critical 



           23    that they be heard.  Nome needs to be one station, one 



           24    area.  They have whaling communities in that area.  



           25              Climate change is one thing that we are seeing 
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            1    firsthand (Speaking in Inupiaq).  Our weather has changed, 



            2    the ice condition, you name it.  But I don't want to echo 



            3    what everybody has been saying.  There is a lot of good 



            4    statements.  I came here tonight.  And we would like to 



            5    see the reports.  We want it on the Internet.  We wanted 



            6    to be able to have access to it because where is Point 



            7    Hope.  



            8              And I'm just grateful that there is a whaling 



            9    captain's wife over here.  She said this land is my land.  



           10    To see her grandkids here, when you have tutichiats, I 



           11    visit her house and I see her grandkids.  Many grandkids.  



           12    So I was thankful that the Lord blessed them with a whale, 



           13    the hard work it takes to land a whale to prepare.  



           14              I'm thankful for the Kinneeveauks.  I'm thankful 



           15    for the Lanes, the Killigvuks, that we were able to 



           16    celebrate the true meaning of being a (Speaking in 



           17    Inupiaq), and to share with our brothers and sisters 



           18    hagmaktus [Inupiaq ph].  I want to thank my uma Leo for 



           19    coming home and sharing his knowledge with the songs that 



           20    he has that we have yet to learn because they are so 



           21    precious in our hearts.  They are so, so -- so much who we 



           22    are.  



           23              I said enough, but again, I want to thank 



           24    everyone for coming.  Taikuu.  



           25                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you very, very 
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            1    much.  Sir, would you like another opportunity?



            2                    UNIDENTIFIED SPEAKER:  (Shakes head.)  



            3                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Ma'am?  



            4                    MS. MARGARET OKTOLLIK:  Hi, I'm Margaret 



            5    Oktollik, and I'm against offshore drilling, and it is -- 



            6    I haven't been home for many years, and it is good to go 



            7    home to the whaling tradition, and it is a very -- it 



            8    describes the whale spread around the whole village,



            9    and it's going to hurt when they do the drilling and 



           10    it's -- I don't know why they choose this place right now 



           11    because I grew up here in Point Hope.  And I -- we live 



           12    off the shore and the land.  And I don't know why it's 



           13    coming right now.  



           14              My kids are learning the tradition, too, and 



           15    it's -- the tradition is the main culture around here in 



           16    Point Hope.  This is the oldest village in Point Hope -- 



           17    in Alaska.  We -- it's -- it's -- it's -- this place is 



           18    critical right now.  I mean, I don't know.  It's fine to 



           19    be home and it's good to see everybody sharing, everybody 



           20    getting along.  And the community is still the same, and I 



           21    hope it stays this way.  And I want my kids to see how 



           22    much it is to love one another and share with one another 



           23    and care for each and every one.  My kids really love 



           24    being home.  I'm against everything.  I'm done.  



           25                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you.  Ma'am, would 
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            1    you like another comment, please?  



            2                    MS. SALLY KILLIGVUK:  My husband is a 



            3    whaling captain.  You know, I was thinking while you guys 



            4    were all talking about money and having food in the 



            5    freezer.  Every time we have money, we spend it and the 



            6    next day you have no more money.  But you still have the 



            7    food of -- the Native food that we share through the 



            8    villages everywhere.  All over the Alaska peoples trying 



            9    the mikigaq and everything.  If I was a millionaire, I 



           10    would have every one of these poor little people go to 



           11    every meeting you guys have.  



           12              But, you know, the only thing I'm proud to be, 



           13    to tell you guys the truth, that I love to be Native 



           14    American to share our traditional ways.  And I will fight 



           15    for what we are doing right now.  And when we teach our 



           16    kids how to say no when the bad things are -- when we have 



           17    bad things, we say no.  



           18              And this -- these things we are trying to say 



           19    no, which you guys can't hear.  And we are trying to tell 



           20    you guys over and over, no means no.  Like we always teach 



           21    our kids, no, you can't do this.  But what's the use?  You 



           22    guys have to open your ears and open your hearts because 



           23    you know -- but every time we have money we spend it, but 



           24    we still have the Native foods with us for the rest of our 



           25    lives.  We can't change.  
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            1              And the ocean -- you guys eat, too.  Like the 



            2    fish, like the shrimp, crabs.  You guys eat those things, 



            3    too.  It hurts you peoples, too.  Not only us, because you 



            4    guys love to eat those things, too.  And I -- you know, 



            5    common sense that you have to use, too.  



            6              But I respect each and every one of you guys and 



            7    the ones that are fighting for us, like Caroline and 



            8    Oktollik, to fight for us.  And we are making them strong 



            9    to respect them.  We pay for them to help us.  But they 



           10    are -- they are doing their best, but we pray for them to 



           11    be strong for us because we can't do it.  And I respect 



           12    them, for them peoples to doing that for us.  And you 



           13    know, we said no.  



           14              And thank you.  



           15                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you very much.  



           16    Would you like to make a comment?  You okay?  Okay.  Thank 



           17    you.  Would you like to make a comment?  Okay.  



           18              Well, it's getting late but, then, again, I want 



           19    to make sure everybody feels their voice was heard.  This 



           20    is important.  So is there anybody else that would like to 



           21    raise their hand and say something?  I mean, I don't want 



           22    to exclude anyone.  



           23                    MR. JACK SCHAEFER:  We heard a lot that 



           24    was said earlier.  There were a lot of points that were 



           25    made, and really valid points.  We need jobs.  We need 
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            1    this oil.  We don't like being poor.  We expect to be 



            2    respected.  Treat us like everyone else.  This is not 



            3    Ecuador.  Those people had their oil stolen right from 



            4    under them.  They had to go to the UN.  So did we.  And 



            5    the UN combined Ecuador and us together in regards to 



            6    discrimination against indigenous peoples.  Five 



            7    transnational corporations through their resolution that 



            8    they passed in 1989 and did their investigation, and we 



            9    responded.  



           10              Our issue was Prudhoe Bay at that time.  We 



           11    didn't get a chance to talk about offshore, but we did 



           12    indicate what our impacts were with that Prudhoe Bay.  The 



           13    impacts on those animals that live up there, the birds 



           14    that live up there, the migratory life.  And we were very 



           15    thorough about the impacts that had taken place back then.  



           16    There were 200 holes in that Trans-Alaska Pipeline back 



           17    then.  And the person who blew the whistle was persecuted.  



           18    And this was testified before.  



           19              But getting back to jobs, oil, opportunities, 



           20    business, and they talk about that place up there.  I have 



           21    been working for a village corporation since 1983.  I had 



           22    to be involved with title recovery in regards to those 



           23    people that had filed for Native allotments as their own 



           24    from the federal government.  They almost did not get any 



           25    of their allotments on the coast because the federal 
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            1    government said it is valuable for oil and gas.  And that 



            2    is reserved to the United States.  And if you have got 



            3    evidence otherwise, please provide it to us.  Naturally, 



            4    we did, but they made that statement.  So there is oil 



            5    here on shore.  



            6              In 1980, the Alaska Lands Interest Conservation 



            7    Lands Act [sic], ANILCA they call it, mandated an 



            8    inventory of every square inch of Alaska.  What minerals 



            9    are there?  What oil is there?  Did they let us know?  No, 



           10    they didn't let us know where everything is.  They want 



           11    to -- they wanted us not to know because of this 



           12    competitive arrangement, competition, intellectual 



           13    property.  But we have oil here.  We need to know in order 



           14    to make a clear decision.  



           15              Is it really the end of the world when there is 



           16    more than 50 years of oil in the Lower 48 for the whole 



           17    country?  Tar sands and shale oil.  What about Prudhoe 



           18    Bay, the Shuvlik formation, the shale there, which will 



           19    last and keep that pipeline alive through 2074 at 660,000 



           20    barrels a day then.  



           21              And we got this impression that was hitting us 



           22    hard in the year 2000 during the Bush Administration's 



           23    last phases.  This is a crisis.  We got no oil.  What are 



           24    we going to do?  And a couple of Senators and Congressmen 



           25    stand up and say, hey, wait a minute.  There is 62,000,000 
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            1    acres that are leased now.  And you are not even touching 



            2    it?  And you want to go offshore over there?  You want to 



            3    go offshore in California?  We said no to that.  But you 



            4    still want to do it, and yet you have 62,000,000 acres 



            5    sitting right there leased, and it's not being developed.  



            6              What's wrong with this picture?  Is there a 



            7    national security issue?  Is there a problem?  There is 



            8    all this controversial propaganda, whatever, that's being 



            9    pressed upon us without true facts as to exactly what is 



           10    there.  Naturally we brought it up to the oil companies 



           11    when they come in our doors and we close the door and they 



           12    sit around and talk and have tea with us, business.  And 



           13    we say, hey, wait a minute, there is oil right there.  How 



           14    come you don't want that?  There is nothing there.  It's 



           15    over there, but not here.  Which is a finite lie.  And why 



           16    did they lie?  Because that oil over there is free.  There 



           17    is no tax.  



           18              As a matter of fact, there was incentives until 



           19    Obama said, hey, wait a minute, there is something wrong 



           20    with this picture.  We are paying you guys to take this 



           21    oil, you know.  How are we going to deal with our deficit?  



           22              So we have all this oil on shore, and these oil 



           23    companies running around with their temptation, that 



           24    apple.  And they are even picking on our leadership, our 



           25    business and saying that's the only way to go when we 
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            1    haven't really got a clear picture what we really are -- 



            2    what we really have here.  



            3              This area is the largest oil patch in the world.  



            4    We are sitting on a bowl.  The edge of the bowl is Point 



            5    Hope, Wainwright, Point Lay.  And it's being sucked from 



            6    the middle, not from the edge.  And we are left with 



            7    nothing, because it's being stolen from over here from 



            8    next door way far away.  They really should deal with what 



            9    there is now and what you can deal with now and quit 



           10    messing around with stuff that we can't deal with.  There 



           11    is no technology to clean up oil in broken ice.  



           12              Did you see those pictures from the Norway 



           13    study, from the Canadian MacKenzie study?  Those ice were 



           14    far apart from each other, lots of water, no wind.  Great 



           15    job.  We can do it.  I looked at satellite photos all year 



           16    looking at the ice formations.  We had a tough year.  All 



           17    the way from Barrow to here, that ice really moved around.  



           18    There would have been no way to clean up.  We just finally 



           19    lost some of this ice just recently.  It's been stuck for 



           20    a while.  



           21              Our businesses have opportunities, but they are 



           22    being abused by oil companies for gold instead of silver, 



           23    as a figure of speech.  The technology is not for the 



           24    offshore yet, but the technology sure is for onshore.  If 



           25    the federal government has told me this is valuable for 
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            1    oil and gas, then let's deal with it here before we even 



            2    go offshore.  Work on that technology because the 



            3    technology has not changed through Arctic research, 



            4    through the National Science Foundation, over the years 



            5    has not changed at all.  They have to be forced into it or 



            6    something to come out with a way to deal with this.  



            7              I don't know if you remember the Santa Barbara 



            8    accident in the '60s, but the depth of that accident is 



            9    the very same depth as that -- those areas over there, 150 



           10    feet deep.  And when that thing leaked, it tore the 



           11    ground, and you can't plug a torn ground.  And how fast 



           12    did that oil spread in 150 feet of water versus a mile?  



           13    It went fast.  Did they actually clean it up?  Did they 



           14    plug it?  That's what we are faced with here.  



           15              This is shallow water, and there is talk about 



           16    weakening and streamlining regulations on shallow water.  



           17    That was on the news today.  That's what they want to do.  



           18    But it's shallow water.  It's like an hourglass.  And I 



           19    don't see how that was missed.  But at the same time, 



           20    there is oil on shore outside of the petroleum reserve.  



           21    Our businesses should have control over that.  That was 



           22    why they were formed with that relationship with the 



           23    federal government under this forceful Alaska Native 



           24    Claims Settlement Act, with that partnership arrangement 



           25    for the economic opportunity for that corporation and ours 
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            1    to do it in our impacted areas per testimony back then 



            2    with that expectation.  But these oil companies got in the 



            3    way and attempt offshore.  



            4              And it really gives you a picture with regards 



            5    to what Alaska has said, what the governor has said.  And 



            6    what is his background?  A lobbyist for oil companies.  



            7    Even though we get nothing out of it, he say we are going 



            8    to get jobs.  It's a good thing.  When that pipeline runs 



            9    through, it runs through the National Petroleum Reserve.  



           10              Is it taxable by the North Slope Borough?  No.  



           11    It's federal property.  Is it taxable by the tribe?  Yes.  



           12    But has the tribe practiced it?  No.  Has there been 



           13    technical assistance to make it happen?  No.  Has it been 



           14    through court rulings that ruled in favor of that tribal 



           15    government?  Yes.  Has there been technical assistance 



           16    provided?  No.  To make it happen as the 



           17    government-to-government in regards to delegation of 



           18    authority as a government-to-government.  



           19              We are equal, almost like clones, whether we 



           20    like it or not.  And we share that responsibility.  But 



           21    there is so much oil that's on shore.  BP just purchased 



           22    property next to the pipeline, 30-some-odd thousand acres.  



           23    And that oil there is, what, 17,000,000,000 barrels, which 



           24    will last us until 2074.  At 660 [sic] barrels in 2074.  



           25              And so we keep hearing from personnel from the 
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            1    federal government that we have a national security 



            2    problem.  This is an urgent issue.  We need this oil.  But 



            3    at the same time, we are hearing these other things, which 



            4    nobody really knows about.  I mean, I have to beg to 



            5    Google to get that information and see and talk to other 



            6    people to see what's going on while we still haven't seen 



            7    what ANILCA has provided on that mandate of inventory of 



            8    the land.  



            9              So there isn't -- we have no oil.  It's just 



           10    that there was interest that was shown.  When you look at 



           11    those technical reports that were done in the '70s, you 



           12    notice that there is an interesting trend in regards to 



           13    location.  Nome, Kotzebue, Cook Inlet, Aleutians.  And who 



           14    did them?  KPMG, an accounting company.  Are they 



           15    trustworthy?  What did they focus on?  Were their 



           16    biological studies accurate?  And how much did they focus 



           17    on that?  



           18              There are over 50 technical reports that were 



           19    provided by your website that I tried to look through.  



           20    There were three for the Navarin Basin, maybe one or two 



           21    for the Nome area, one or two for Kotzebue, about 



           22    20-some-odd for the Beaufort, maybe six for the Hope 



           23    Basin, Point Hope area.  The Point Hope area was focusing 



           24    on Kotzebue information because we refused to cooperate.  



           25    So there is technical missing information.  Whether -- you 
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            1    know, I mean, that information needs to be looked at and 



            2    taken seriously.  



            3              In regards to technical knowledge or 



            4    intellectual knowledge or intellectual property, Brown & 



            5    Associates, who is your contractor, had only gone to Point 



            6    Lay for the Hope basin sale 193.  They did not get 



            7    information from Wainwright or Point Hope for the Hope 



            8    basin sale 193.  Point Lay was the only source for EPA.  I 



            9    don't know if Brown & Associates worked for anyone else, 



           10    but they did admit to EPA -- admit that that was what they 



           11    got when they started talking about their permits, water, 



           12    air.  



           13              We have the right for taxation.  The situation 



           14    that we are faced with doesn't make any sense.  The State 



           15    is literally trying to give away its oil because of this 



           16    offshore situation.  And the governor is getting whipped 



           17    for trying to do it.  Say, hey, wait a minute, man, you 



           18    are giving it away.  We are paying 80 cents on the dollar 



           19    for you to drill oil.  We are reimbursing you 80 cents on 



           20    the dollar here in Alaska on shore.  And we are willing to 



           21    give you even more.  And that's when the governor got 



           22    slapped around.  



           23              But I truly believe that there is oil here on 



           24    shore.  I don't know why they are not going after that.  



           25    It's safer.  For all we know, it's more than what ANWR 
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            1    has.  And this is outside of the petroleum reserve.  We 



            2    are not even talking about Kotzebue, Fairbanks.  



            3              Their situation is -- is an interesting one; so 



            4    is ours.  We have to give 70 percent away.  Are we going 



            5    to deal with that?  Have you ever decided to give away 70 



            6    percent of your paycheck to someone else?  That's what we 



            7    are faced with.  Onshore.  



            8              And if the government is willing to reimburse us 



            9    for that, then maybe you got something going.  But still 



           10    our government -- our businesses should have an 



           11    opportunity to develop what is theirs onshore and not be 



           12    told by these oil companies that's the way to go.  You 



           13    don't have any oil.  Well, that might not even be true.  



           14    We need to know what the real facts are because I don't 



           15    know what they are.  I'm trying to understand.  



           16                    MS. ERMA HUNNICUTT:  Excuse me.  Can we 



           17    have some water or something?  We are getting dry.  



           18                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  I think we are going to 



           19    have to take a short break.  Let's take a short break 



           20    here.  And I know our recorder needs to take a break, too.  



           21    So let's take a ten-minute break.  And if people want to 



           22    make additional comments, we can come back.  



           23               (A break was taken.) 



           24                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Okay.  I know it's late, 



           25    and people have been here a long time.  And we probably -- 
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            1    I know we should have had the break sooner.  I didn't 



            2    realize that the coffee maker is locked up.  And I asked 



            3    where is the coffee, and the coffee maker is locked up.  



            4    Next time we will know they have the room unlocked with 



            5    the coffee maker to make the -- 



            6                    MS. ERMA HUNNICUTT:  Just tell the oil 



            7    companies to send us pop and water.  



            8                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  The oil company?  



            9                    MS. ERMA HUNNICUTT:  Yes.  



           10                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  They can do that.  I 



           11    can't.  But then I will be breaking the law if I drank 



           12    their coffee.  Okay.  We went around the room once.  We 



           13    had the names.  We asked for anybody who wanted to speak.  



           14    I want to make sure no one leaves here feeling they didn't 



           15    have a chance to express the way they feel.  So right now 



           16    if anybody else would like to speak, I want to make sure 



           17    no one feels they didn't -- they didn't get it on the 



           18    table here.  This is important.  Going once.  



           19                    MS. PEGGY FRANKSON:  I'm just curious how 



           20    much weight bearing are these hearings for the Secretary 



           21    of Interior when he makes his decisions?  Is he going to 



           22    be reading all of these comments?  Is he going to be aware 



           23    of how we feel?  Is he going to get this totally in 



           24    writing in front of him in black and white?  



           25                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  My understanding is -- 
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            1    they are the experts.  We take everything verbatim.  There 



            2    is also summaries prepared.  They are available to the 



            3    Secretary and the staff.  Whatever format they want it in, 



            4    the Secretary and staff, we provide it.  We make sure the 



            5    verbatim transcripts are available, summaries are 



            6    available, everything.  And once you pass it up the chain, 



            7    we only have so much influence.  But one thing we have to 



            8    focus on is to make sure no matter what is said, whatever 



            9    is recorded is available and put on the table.  I mean, we 



           10    can promise you that.  That's our job.  There was 



           11    another -- 



           12                    MS. ERMA HUNNICUTT:  Does the Secretary 



           13    ever make a comment?  I mean does he ever -- about the 



           14    concern at that they made, does he ever talk about -- does 



           15    he ever talk?  I mean -- 



           16                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Yes, he has talked among 



           17    his staff.  Sometime he will -- 



           18                    MS. ERMA HUNNICUTT:  But we never hear 



           19    from him.



           20                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  They send us.  And I 



           21    will take the message back that you want to hear from him.  



           22                    MS. ERMA HUNNICUTT:  I want to know what 



           23    he have to say after he listen to all the comments.   



           24                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Leo, do you want to say 



           25    something?  
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            1                    MS. AGGIE FRANKSON-HENRY:  Aggie 



            2    Frankson-Henry, for the record.  My question is on seismic 



            3    testing.  When did they start seismic testing in the 



            4    Chukchi Sea and Bering Sea?  Who gave them the permits to 



            5    do seismic testing?  What effects does it have on -- on 



            6    people, on the Inupiat people?  And what effects does it 



            7    have on the marine mammals?  What marine mammals die from 



            8    seismic testing?  Those are my questions because we rely 



            9    on those resources, and the marine mammals rely on those 



           10    resources such as plankton and all the other bottomless 



           11    sea creatures.  I see pictures of seismic testing and what 



           12    it does in the bottomless ocean floor.  



           13              And why can't people look back when they are 



           14    doing seismic testing?  Is it -- is it caused by 



           15    radiation?  What is the scientific knowledge of scientific 



           16    testing and the effects it has and the impact it has 



           17    within the coastal communities of the Arctic Slope?  



           18              We need to know about seismic testing.  We need 



           19    to know these, and we need these answers back in black and 



           20    white.  Like from -- like -- like we need to hear also 



           21    from the input of the environmental impact statements, the 



           22    final decisionmaker, his comments on our comments.  We 



           23    haven't -- you know, it's -- it's really important.  It's 



           24    really important to know because we know how many 



           25    decibels -- how many decibels does it -- does it impact 
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            1    the marine mammals?  How many decibels does it take to 



            2    impact the creatures in the bottom of the sea?  Does it do 



            3    something to the bowhead whale's stomach, seismic testing?  



            4    Does it pop the drum, eardrums of the seals?  



            5              It's like standing -- to me it would be standing 



            6    in this building with a lot of speakers in a concert, 



            7    maybe even more.  I don't know how many -- I mean, put 



            8    that by a whale.  Let us have a picture of all those 



            9    speakers that, you know, that affects the marine mammals.  



           10    We need to know these things.  Who gives them the right to 



           11    do seismic testing?  How come they never come to our 



           12    community so that we can oppose seismic testing along the 



           13    coastal communities?  These are important.  And we know 



           14    that offshore development, if it doesn't come, you know -- 



           15              Our mayor -- I support the mayor of the North 



           16    Slope Borough.  He's getting really worried now within his 



           17    statements in the -- in the newspapers today in -- in ADN 



           18    or Arctic Sounder, you know, with -- what do they call 



           19    that?  It's within the communities along the -- the Arctic 



           20    and the other communities within that one, that the State 



           21    of Alaska did not pass or it didn't go into -- the coastal 



           22    management zone.  Yes.  No, that's -- 



           23              Can BOEMRE try to help us and ask the governor 



           24    or go to the State of Alaska to encourage them that we 



           25    need to be heard, the coastal communities within the 
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            1    coastal management zone?  Is it possible?  We know we get 



            2    our education when we go to elementary school, high 



            3    school, and further on our education.  And they are all 



            4    federally and State funded, along with our housing.  And 



            5    now we are seeing all this devastation in the Lower 48 



            6    because of tornadoes or hurricanes or flooding now.  And 



            7    we really do hurt for the people down there.  We really 



            8    care.  And I think that the federal government should care 



            9    like they should care for us, too, that are going to be 



           10    highly impacted if there is an oil spill.  



           11              Thank you.  



           12                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you very much.  On 



           13    this side of the room, any other comments before I go back 



           14    to that side of the room?  



           15                    MS. LILLIAN AANAURAQ LANE:  Lillian 



           16    Aanauraq Lane.  I think the bottom line of all of this is 



           17    that if anything is going to harm our animals out in the 



           18    ocean, and once that is harmed, it will affect -- it will 



           19    have an effect on -- a ripple effect on everything that 



           20    depends on them.  And we don't want that to happen.  



           21                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you.  I walk way 



           22    back there.  Anybody else over here or back here?  As I 



           23    walk back to this side of the room, it looks like we are 



           24    getting ready to wrap this up.  Everybody is tired.  



           25                    MS. PEGGY FRANKSON:  I'd like to invite 
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            1    every one of you over to my home even before you fly out 



            2    tonight, if you are flying tonight.  Look in my freezers.  



            3    You are going to see all what's in my freezers.  That's 



            4    all going to be Eskimo food.  You will see my big family 



            5    and, without that, we wouldn't -- we would be in so much 



            6    poverty, we would be starving to death.  



            7              I mean, I want you to go back and tell the 



            8    Secretary of Interior that we -- we depend on these -- 



            9    these animals, these mammals, all of our sea mammals to 



           10    eat every single day of our lives.  It's -- my kids are 



           11    raised on it.  I mean, my husband hunts them.  Our family 



           12    hunts them.  You know, I invite every one of you to go 



           13    look in my freezer.  Everybody else in this community, I'm 



           14    sure they would give you that same offer.  Their freezers 



           15    are full of Eskimo food, nothing else.  



           16                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you.  Thank you.  



           17    Jack, did I see your hand?



           18                    MR. JACK SCHAEFER:  Jack Schaefer again.  



           19    Seismic, now that it was touched on.  There is an 



           20    exemption for the U.S. Fish & Wildlife Service and the 



           21    National Marine Fisheries Service on addressing impacts 



           22    and having public hearings and doing something about their 



           23    authorizations for incidental take and the impacts on 



           24    animals for seismic activities.  Native Village of Point 



           25    Hope went to court three years in a row and lost three 
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            1    years in a row because when the judge made a decision, the 



            2    season was over and it was moot.  



            3              But seismic testing has started in the '70s.  



            4    And then it continued on for a nine-year program from 1980 



            5    to 1989.  And they did 2-D seismic from the Canadian 



            6    border all the way to Point Hope, every square inch.  At 



            7    that very same time we were dealing with the United 



            8    Nations on the impacts of animals also doing one on Red 



            9    Dog Mine.  There was something like seven out of ten seals 



           10    that were sinking in the winter.  They were skinny.  They 



           11    don't sink, but they were malnourished.  And we reported 



           12    that to the UN and then we were distracted by this Project 



           13    Chariot issue cleanup.  So we were never able to follow 



           14    through on that issue.  



           15              Now, it took a while for them to recover.  And 



           16    now we have gone through another three years of the 



           17    seismic stuff.  And there is still more to go.  



           18              Someone had asked in one of the earlier hearings 



           19    a couple years ago to define seismic.  And that person 



           20    went home and looked in the dictionary and found out that 



           21    the definition of seismic is earth shattering.  So it's -- 



           22    you know, it's hard to deal with this as if we are talking 



           23    to numb people that can't hear or are numb to this and 



           24    don't respond.  



           25              One employee out of NMFS did admit that he was 
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            1    retiring and he said that straight out before we started 



            2    our hearing -- I mean, during the hearing.  And so there 



            3    were three hearings on seismic, but we never got anything 



            4    done with it, but we did have impacts.  We have impacts 



            5    now.  Nobody is willing to carry a camera around.  I heard 



            6    that walruses and seals had blown eardrums.  The walruses 



            7    were distracted from Kaktovik straight to Russia when 



            8    Alaska Eskimo Whaling Commission gave the go-ahead for 



            9    seismic activities over there.  



           10              We didn't get to fill up our freezers that year.  



           11    That was three years ago.  We reported to the National 



           12    Marine Fisheries Service, Fish & Wildlife Service, and 



           13    their response was that it was normal.  They assigned it 



           14    to a veteran who had worked for the U.S. Fish & Wildlife 



           15    Service for decades, John Trent, who was soon to retire or 



           16    die on the job.  So he was able to say that with a 



           17    numbness.  



           18              It's -- it's hard to deal with this stuff and 



           19    try to explain, but at the same time, having these type of 



           20    things being brought back to us as, you are not a 



           21    scientist; you don't have any photographs; we don't 



           22    remember these tests that were taking place in the past; 



           23    we don't know how much of a time frame we gave for 



           24    recovery.  Was there very much tomcod this year?  Last 



           25    year?  From seismic part of the food chain was lost.  
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            1              Again, there will be some nourishment problems 



            2    with part of the food chain because of seismic, which is 



            3    another reason why there should be time to wait until 



            4    these species recover from this earth-shattering 



            5    experience that they went through with this 2-D, 3-D that 



            6    were done by China and the United States.  



            7              One of the interesting statements that were made 



            8    or in response was we were completely unaware of this, but 



            9    in 2006 there is this group that is called the Indigenous 



           10    Peoples Council for Marine Mammals.  Had two federal 



           11    agencies administering the Marine Mammal Protection Act.  



           12    Fish & Wildlife Service and the National Marine Fisheries 



           13    Service entered into an umbrella agreement on how to 



           14    negotiate these section 119 cooperative agreements.  We 



           15    were completely unaware that this was going on.  I didn't 



           16    know about it.  



           17              When the tribe said no, they went to these 



           18    nonprofit organizations.  Beluga whale, polar bear, fur 



           19    seal.  Whaling Commission got this agreement, we will 



           20    protect these animals.  But they called it conflict 



           21    avoidance agreement, good neighbor policy, whatever.  



           22    Whether there was complete attention focused on that is 



           23    unclear because whenever my uncle went to talk to Diomede, 



           24    to Gambell, when they talked about their seal, their 



           25    walrus, they said, hey, wait a minute, there is something, 
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            1    you know -- and whale.  They indicated, well, I don't 



            2    agree with this agreement.  



            3              Nevertheless, there is this agreement in 2006, 



            4    which I personally feel is something that's not legal.  



            5    That delegation of authority was done for the purposes of 



            6    providing funding and providing a better way of managing 



            7    animals and having a cooperative agreement with the State 



            8    to manage these animals.  



            9              But what did they do instead?  They go ahead and 



           10    do the same thing on the side to allow industry to create 



           11    these impacts which we can't deal with in a legal 



           12    position.  And so part of this food chain is broken and we 



           13    are way behind on this intellectual property.  The 



           14    information in regards to the Chukchi Sea as to what 



           15    impacts have taken place now as from those seismic tests 



           16    and allowing it to recover is something that needs to be 



           17    done so that we can continue to survive.  



           18              You know, everyone said that -- that we get our 



           19    food from the ocean.  Go buy a steak at the store.  It's 



           20    $24 a pound.  And meat is something that you like, unless 



           21    you are a vegetarian.  And if you are a vegetarian, you 



           22    got black eyes like an Indian.  And I got to have meat.  I 



           23    have to have meat.  I just have to do it.  Otherwise I'm a 



           24    98-pound weakling.  And we have no other way.  We don't 



           25    have any other way.  
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            1              Money don't grow on trees and it doesn't rain 



            2    animals.  We have to go out and get them.  They come to 



            3    us, and that's how we live.  And we have no other way.  



            4    Aside from that, you know, it's a -- you know, it's an act 



            5    of -- it's an imminent threat.  Native Village of Gambell 



            6    used that term.  The United States responded by saying the 



            7    imminent threat doesn't click until we turn that first 



            8    stone on the ocean floor.  And what did Bush say?  We got 



            9    an imminent threat from this Al Quaida, or whatever we 



           10    call these people.  And he went in there and did his 



           11    damage because he said there was this imminent threat.  



           12              It's funny how that imminent threat definition 



           13    had changed and evolved from the 1980s to now to the time 



           14    that, you know, Bush had done his thing.  



           15              But we are faced with that.  That threat is 



           16    emotional, mental until it hits our nutritional needs, and 



           17    it already had with the walrus and the tomcod, which the 



           18    seal survive on.  How long will it take for us to see that 



           19    decline in the population?  



           20              And we haven't even talked about some other 



           21    outside interests that cause influence on us.  When I was 



           22    young, my grandmother used to skin and take the face off 



           23    of seals, and she sold each face for $2.50.  There was a 



           24    bounty on seals.  This was -- I remember it in 1967, 1968, 



           25    when I tried to use one of them as a Frisbee, she got on 
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            1    my case, my grandma.  



            2                    MS. EMMA KINNEEVEAUK:  Not the face, the 



            3    head.  



            4                    MR. JACK SCHAEFER:  With the eyes, too?  



            5                    MS. EMMA KINNEEVEAUK:  No, just the head, 



            6    the seal head.  



            7                    MR. JACK SCHAEFER:  So I decided to ask, 



            8    what was that about?  Was it an environmental issue?  Was 



            9    it a health issue?  Was it from nuclear testing that took 



           10    place in 1955 in the Arctic Ocean by the U.S. government?  



           11    What was it?  The only person I knew to ask was John Trent 



           12    because he's been with us for decades.  So he decided to 



           13    look into it, and he came to an answer.  And he said it 



           14    was the commercial fisheries had indicated that the seal 



           15    had caused problems with their nets and therefore has 



           16    caused a bounty at $2.50 per.  And my grandma, she was 



           17    able to get her chewing tobacco with that.  



           18              But there was an act that had taken place that 



           19    we had no control over but were very fortunate to live 



           20    through.  But it didn't get carried away.  And I don't 



           21    know how it stopped, but I just asked on a memory that I 



           22    had.  I thought it was an environmental one.  It turned 



           23    out to be a commercial outside interest influence, 



           24    commercial fisheries.  



           25              Management of renewable resources is so 
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            1    important, and it's a responsibility for the federal 



            2    government in regarding and maintaining the optimum 



            3    sustained yield of all species and to step in when that 



            4    delegation of authority has been betrayed or failed by a 



            5    state.  



            6              We had seen recently that for the second year in 



            7    a row since we started to look at this that Yukon River 



            8    people cannot get salmon for subsistence purposes, and 



            9    that's because of commercial fisheries bycatch.  And we 



           10    did explain this and indicate that that was a problem, 



           11    both to Salazar when he came to Barrow that there is this 



           12    full faith and credit issue that needs to be addressed in 



           13    regards to what happens to other people has to be 



           14    respected by us also in regards to whatever judicial 



           15    rulings had taken place.  We treat everybody the same.  



           16    This is the United States.  



           17              So this -- really need to look at this whole 



           18    picture and take another look and take another approach 



           19    and avoid this dictation or forceful arrangement that is 



           20    done by these oil companies to look at other areas which 



           21    are in their interest and not in ours because they get 



           22    this for free.  There is nothing that's in our interest at 



           23    all.  We don't get a single dime out of it.  There is 



           24    probably one or two people from this community that will 



           25    work there that has any training at all, and no one else.  
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            1              There is so much influx from the Lower 48, both 



            2    onshore and offshore in oil and gas development.  There is 



            3    a lot of oil out there that can be developed elsewhere we 



            4    shouldn't even be talking about it.  The discussion should 



            5    have died when we said and when you agreed and when others 



            6    agreed that you can't clean up oil in ice.  End of 



            7    conversation.  But it's still going on today, you know.  



            8              And there should be an investigation on the 



            9    State, on this whole process is to, you know, doing an 



           10    inventory.  And it shouldn't be focusing on the State.  We 



           11    asked the previous hearing who is responsible for this.  



           12    There were other states.  Rhode Island said no to 



           13    offshore, and the federal government honored that.  But 



           14    did that happen to Alaska?  No.  The governor said, come 



           15    on down.  We welcome you.  And that's -- that's the 



           16    situation we are in.  The governor gave his blessings.  



           17              The State is involved.  They have this 



           18    arrangement with the federal government.  What happened to 



           19    the tribes that are on the equal level of the federal 



           20    government and higher than the State of Alaska?  And why 



           21    aren't we active on this coastal zone management program 



           22    in regards to local control, local decisionmaking that 



           23    Governor Murkowski, Frank Murkowski, killed when he 



           24    amended that coastal zone management program while he was 



           25    the governor of Alaska.  
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            1              And there is publications or statements staying 



            2    that we are going to lose this coastal zone management 



            3    program.  It's going to die on the 30th, and local people 



            4    won't have any input.  They didn't have any input.  It was 



            5    killed by Frank Murkowski.  And the tribes had that right.  



            6              And Santa Barbara brought that forth in a 



            7    lawsuit, coastal zone management program.  We had an issue 



            8    here.  We had a spill.  We want control over that, not the 



            9    State of California.  And they won.  And that's a 



           10    community, Santa Barbara.  And we are a tribe.  Tribes 



           11    have that authority.  There is only 1.5 million dollars 



           12    that was appropriated for the State of Alaska under this 



           13    coastal zone program.  We should have the same amount at 



           14    least, but that's not even close to covering what we have 



           15    to do in order to assess what we are dealing with.  



           16              Thanks.  



           17                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you, Jack.  Okay.  



           18    I see we got a study group here, which is good.  I'm glad 



           19    to see that.  I've got someone taking pictures here.  Is 



           20    there anyone else that we have missed?  Going once, going 



           21    twice.  Caroline, would you like to make a final comment 



           22    before we close the meeting?



           23                    MS. CAROLINE CANNON:  I can.  



           24                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Absolutely.  The floor 



           25    is yours.  
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            1                    MS. CAROLINE CANNON:  Very, very 



            2    productive meeting.  I think everybody was heard.  



            3    Everybody had the opportunity.  Normally when we hold 



            4    these meetings, a plane is either waiting for them or 



            5    what.  And I just feel this is all the good.  We have 



            6    finally been heard, and many trips to D.C.  We met with 



            7    Echohawk.  We have had invitations to Salazar to come to 



            8    our community.  We have given invitations to Michael 



            9    Bromwich and many high official people in D.C. to get a 



           10    firsthand look like we are talking about to educate them 



           11    and then let them see what is so valuable to us, why it's 



           12    so important that they hear us out.  



           13              It's one thing when people do come into their 



           14    community and hold a meeting, but when they stay 



           15    overnight, it means much.  At least you can see what we 



           16    are talking about, get a feel of what we are talking 



           17    about.  So I'd really express my thanks, and I'm hoping 



           18    that many meetings will come forth.  



           19              And one thing that we always try to say and 



           20    stress is please respect our calendar year.  Respect.  We 



           21    will show respect.  You will receive respect.  But we just 



           22    ask that you work -- it works vice versa.  



           23              And those invitations are from our heart.  



           24    Please go see and look and feel what we are talking about.  



           25    You know, we have -- we just had a three-day feast.  
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            1    Everywhere you look, regardless how tired they were, they 



            2    had a smile.  And it's just to refresh.  Now they are 



            3    doing the oogruk hunting.  They are going to get the skins 



            4    ready.  It's an all-year-long process.  We will celebrate 



            5    Thanksgiving, the first rush ice, Christmas.  And it just 



            6    evolves all year.  And yet there is times that we never 



            7    landed a whale.  And that circle is incomplete when that 



            8    occurs.  



            9              Yes, it's a blessing when Barrow sends, you 



           10    know, how many boxes of muktuk and kuak.  Or when you go 



           11    up there and they bless you, you got to pay $2 a pound of 



           12    excess weight just to help an elder because that's their 



           13    meat.  It's our vitamin.  It's our minerals.  And if 



           14    anything happened to the ocean, that's why we speak.  



           15    That's why we come to these meetings because it's there 



           16    near to our heart.  And we are speaking on the little 



           17    ones, on their behalf.  



           18              But I feel that there has been some improvements 



           19    in this area, that the communication will get better, but 



           20    we can't do without the other.  You need to hear us out.  



           21              And I felt this evening that everybody expressed 



           22    their thoughts, and I appreciate your time.  And you take 



           23    that offer that Peggy gave.  Go to her home.  Go look at 



           24    her freezer.  See what we are talking about.  Go to the 



           25    store before you leave.  Go to that freezer section and 
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            1    see how much a pound of meat.  



            2              And even just to look at that graveyard as you 



            3    take off at the airport, there is whale bones.  And our 



            4    ancestors did this before our time.  It is surrounded with 



            5    whale bones.  Our loved ones that are put away are 



            6    surrounded by whale bones.  So everything -- that's why 



            7    it's so -- that's why it's critical that we speak on 



            8    behalf of the marine mammals.  We throw one jaw back to 



            9    the ocean because it belongs there.  These were set before 



           10    us.  Our ancestors placed these in place for us to 



           11    practice.  And it's 2011, and we still continue 



           12    practicing.  I'm sorry.  The head.  That's how tired I am.  



           13    I wasn't feeling well, but besides the point.  



           14              We still carry through these traditions.  We go 



           15    out there.  The men are out there around the clock.  The 



           16    ice condition has changed, but the dances, the practice, 



           17    are still strong because we were given direct orders by 



           18    our umailiks, the whaling captains.  Some things have 



           19    changed a little but, you know, when you know it in your 



           20    heart, it's in your blood, it will never go away.  



           21              That's why I express at our meetings, 



           22    traditional knowledge must be recognized.  It's so 



           23    critical that they use and recognize traditional knowledge 



           24    because I think we could go a long ways.  We have our 



           25    experts just like the rest of science.  They have their 
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            1    experts.  



            2              And I happened to be in D.C. when there was a 



            3    snowstorm.  They call it a snowstorm, one inch of snow.  



            4    I'm like, oh, my goodness.  They are shutting down the 



            5    city for that?  And we have storms that go for days.  They 



            6    have no clue.  So it's critical that we talk about these 



            7    things.  When we have those storms, there's no way an 



            8    airplane or a chopper or a submarine or ship that's going 



            9    to come within hours.  We know that.  Sometimes we have 



           10    patients in that clinic 48 hours because of that.  We know 



           11    firsthand what it's like to live in this harsh Arctic 



           12    environment, as they say.  



           13              Again, thank you.  Thank you and have a nice 



           14    trip back.  



           15                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you very much, 



           16    Ms. Cannon.  And on behalf of the team for BOEMRE that 



           17    came to visit, I want to thank the Native Village of Point 



           18    Hope and the Elders for allowing us to come visit.  Thank 



           19    you for participating.  Everything you said has been 



           20    recorded.  This is very, very important.  



           21              And we are going to do our best to bring this 



           22    together, and when we pass the information up, we will do 



           23    our best to make sure it's extremely accurate.  So thank 



           24    you very much.  And have a good evening, which is just 



           25    about over.  It's now nighttime, almost tomorrow morning.  
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            1    So thank you very, very much.  



            2               (Proceedings adjourned at 11:00 p.m.)
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  1                      P-R-O-C-E-E-D-I-N-G-S

  2                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Good evening.  Excuse me

  3    for being a little bit late.  We were over at the office

  4    speaking with the council, and we had an incredibly good

  5    discussion.  We would like that to continue.

  6              My name is Jim Kendall.  I am the new Regional

  7    Director for the Alaska office of the Bureau of Ocean

  8    Energy Management, Regulation and Enforcement.  And I'd

  9    like to introduce some folks that came with me who are

 10    then going to describe why we're here tonight and why we

 11    are interrupting your week.

 12              First of all, taking notes is Mary Vavrik.  Yes.

 13                    MS. DORCUS ROCK:  First, we need

 14    [inaudible] --

 15                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  I was going to do that

 16    right after.  That's good.

 17                    MS. DORCUS ROCK:  That's mostly what they

 18    usually do.

 19                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Then let's do that

 20    first.  Thank you for reminding me.  Would you mind giving

 21    us the blessing, please.

 22               (Blessing offered by Dorcus Rock.)

 23                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you for reminding

 24    me.  Next time I'll remember that we do the blessing

 25    before we introduce people.  So thank you very much.
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  1    That's the way it should be.

  2              Again, Mary Vavrik will be taking notes tonight

  3    so we have a recording of what everyone says.  So please

  4    state your name before you make your comments.  Also we

  5    have Mike Haller.  Mike Haller is our community liaison.

  6    He helps me understand how to work better with the

  7    communities, and that's what I'm here for tonight.  We

  8    also have John Callahan.  John, put up your hand.  John is

  9    from our Office of Public Affairs.  We have Steve

 10    Scordino.

 11                    MR. STEVE SCORDINO:  I'm right behind you.

 12                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  He's right behind me.

 13    Steve is an expert on environmental compliance, and he is

 14    here to take comments and understand what people are

 15    concerned with in terms of environmental compliance.  And

 16    we have got Scott Blackburn.  Scott is a technical editor

 17    and also a technology person that helps work on the

 18    document.

 19              Now, sitting up front are two individuals that

 20    know the document better than anybody else.  We have got

 21    Sharon Warren, who is the project manager.  She is to make

 22    sure that the document goes from beginning to end.  Okay.

 23    And sitting next to her is Michael Routhier.  Now,

 24    Routhier, Michael, is the EIS coordinator.  He gets all

 25    the parts and pieces together and makes sure all the
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  1    comments are in the document.

  2              Now, because this can be confusing and because

  3    we come up here several times a year, sometimes on

  4    different topics, we are going to change the way we do

  5    business a little bit.  The key word is a word we were

  6    using just a few minutes ago in the office, and that's

  7    communication.  And so before we can have good

  8    communication, everybody needs to know exactly what we are

  9    talking about so we are starting from the same basis.  So

 10    we are going to take a few minutes early this evening to

 11    tell everybody exactly who we are, why we are here, what

 12    we need your help on, and what we are going to do with it.

 13    And because of that, instead of me going through that, I'm

 14    going to give it to the real expert, Sharon Warren.  So

 15    Sharon, will you take it away, please.

 16                    MS. SHARON WARREN:  Thank you.  And thank

 17    you for coming this evening.  I'm going to be going

 18    through these flip charts, and I won't read them to you

 19    verbatim because I know that can be done, but many of you

 20    may have been here and to our meeting last year, and when

 21    we did a draft supplemental EIS for the Sale 193.

 22              So why are we here today?  We revised that draft

 23    supplemental EIS.  So we're here today to get your

 24    comments.  And if you have not seen it, it is a -- this is

 25    what it looks like in a hard copy document.  We also have

00006

  1    CD disks available if you are -- have it on disk, and we

  2    also have it on our website.  So there is three ways that

  3    you can get a copy of it.  If you don't have a copy of it

  4    and you want it, please let us know and we will make sure

  5    that you get a copy of it.

  6              What was Lease Sale 193?  It was the Chukchi Sea

  7    lease sale.  And prior to us doing the lease sale in

  8    February of 2008, we did an environmental impact

  9    statement.  And that is a document similar -- you know,

 10    through the National Environmental Policy Act process, and

 11    we did a document to assess the environmental impacts

 12    concerning holding a lease sale in Chukchi Sea.

 13              The sale was held in 2008.  And over here I have

 14    a map of the area.  This was the area that was in the Sale

 15    193 area.  It's outlined here.  And these were the leases

 16    that were issued to six of the oil companies.  We offered

 17    29.3 million acres.  So we offered this on a much larger

 18    area for lease, and only 2.8 million acres was leased.

 19    And these are these little blocks.  And after the meeting,

 20    you are welcome to come up and take a look at the map

 21    and/or we can answer questions from the --

 22                    MR. JOHN CALLAHAN:  There are also maps on

 23    the sides there.

 24                    MS. SHARON WARREN:  Okay.  So then what

 25    happened?  So the lease sale was held in February of 2008,
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  1    three -- a little over three years ago.  Before the lease

  2    sale, there was litigation.  There was plaintiffs that

  3    sued to invalidate the lease sale.  And what the -- what

  4    they alleged was -- in the litigation was that we didn't

  5    do a good enough job on the EIS, on the environmental

  6    impact statement that was done prior to the sale.  We

  7    didn't do a good enough job on it.  So they sued us.  The

  8    sale went ahead because in litigation, you have to ask the

  9    Court to stop the sale, and the plaintiffs didn't ask the

 10    Court to stop the sale.  So the sale happened, and the

 11    leases were issued.

 12              In July of 2010, the District Court in Alaska,

 13    which is in Anchorage, Judge Beistline, he issued a ruling

 14    that said, for the most part, the EIS was satisfactory,

 15    but you missed three issues.  And so the judge said,

 16    agency, you go back and you need to redo those three

 17    issues in the document.

 18              And the three issues that the Court wanted us to

 19    address in the EIS, they said that we failed to analyze

 20    the environmental impact statement of natural gas

 21    development despite industry interest and specific lease

 22    incentives for such development.  So when we offered for

 23    lease these tracts of land, we included in the sale notice

 24    an incentive for the companies to produce the gas.  And so

 25    the Court says, but you didn't analyze the environmental
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  1    effects for allowing them to produce the gas.  So he said

  2    go back and take a look at that.

  3              Another thing that the Court said that we failed

  4    to do was to determine whether the information identified

  5    by the agency was relevant or essential under federal

  6    regulations.  The plaintiffs submitted in court about a --

  7    I think it was like a 45-page document of everywhere the

  8    agency analysts had said there was uncertainty, we don't

  9    know, things are unknown.  Well, when that is done, the

 10    regulations -- there is a requirement that when that is

 11    done, that the agency has to follow the regulations and

 12    determine whether the cost of obtaining the missing

 13    information was exorbitant or the means of doing so was

 14    unknown.  So they said you didn't do that.  You made all

 15    these statements in here that things were missing, but you

 16    didn't follow the regulations when you did that.

 17              So we went back.  And what we did in response to

 18    the court order, we drafted a supplemental environmental

 19    impact statement to address the three concerns that was

 20    in -- and it was in draft form.  That's when we came out

 21    here -- and we released it in October of last year, and we

 22    came out here in the communities in November to have

 23    government-to-government meetings, as well as public

 24    hearings.  And we came here to Point Hope, as well, to

 25    show you what we did of how to address the order.
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  1              And we also -- we came out here to get comments,

  2    not only from all the communities.  We got about 150,000

  3    comments on the draft supplemental EIS, and we took a look

  4    at those comments.  And I'll let Mike explain why the

  5    draft supplemental EIS that we did in October was not

  6    finalized, because once you do a draft, then you receive

  7    comments and then do your -- you do a final supplemental

  8    EIS.  That's the process.  And so Mike will explain why we

  9    didn't do a final based on the previous draft.

 10                    MR. MICHAEL ROUTHIER:  Like Sharon said,

 11    in the NEPA process you usually come out with a draft

 12    document, you go and hold meetings, you get comments and

 13    usually produce a final environmental impact statement

 14    some short time later.  This process was a little bit

 15    different.  We did the draft.  We came out for the

 16    meetings.  We invited comments.  We received over 150,000

 17    comments.  And something special about those comments was

 18    a common theme amongst many of those 150,000 comments.

 19    Many of the commenters said, this is great, you looked at

 20    the specific issues that the judge told you to look at

 21    but, hey, Deepwater Horizon just happened and there is

 22    nothing in this document about a very large oil spill.

 23    That's what we are really concerned about.  This document

 24    wouldn't be sufficient without a very large oil spill

 25    analysis.
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  1              So we as an agency considered those comments,

  2    thought about the issue and said, you know what?  They are

  3    right.  This document should have a very large oil spill

  4    analysis.

  5              So we talked to our geologists and said what

  6    would it look like if there was a low probability but a

  7    really high impact event in the Chukchi Sea?  Can you give

  8    us a scenario?  And so they did.  And we passed that

  9    scenario on to our environmentalists.  These are our

 10    biologists.  These are our oceanographers, our air quality

 11    experts.  They looked at the scenario that our geologists

 12    gave them, and they wrote about the types of environmental

 13    impacts that could occur if one of those catastrophic

 14    events were to actually happen.

 15              That's what makes this -- that's the main new

 16    analysis in this revised draft EIS.  It's similar to the

 17    document we came here to talk about in November, except

 18    now it has this big analysis of a very large oil spill.

 19              The very large oil spill scenario is slightly

 20    different than a worst-case discharge.  That's the term

 21    that gets used a lot at meetings and you might hear in the

 22    future.  But they are two different terms, and so we just

 23    thought we would offer some thoughts about the difference.

 24              The very large oil spill scenario that we looked

 25    at in this document answers the question of, assuming that
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  1    a big blowout and oil spill occurred, what's the biggest

  2    worst scenario that could possibly happen.  We need to

  3    make sure the decisionmaker, the people back in

  4    Washington, D.C., understand how serious things could be.

  5    So what's the biggest spill that could happen?  What's the

  6    worst spill that could happen?  And it's for the purpose

  7    of analysis.  This is for the purpose of informing the

  8    decisionmaker.

  9              So our geologists, like I said before, tried to

 10    give us a scenario that was the biggest possible spill

 11    that could occur anywhere in the Chukchi Sea planning

 12    area.

 13              That's different than the worst-case discharge.

 14    A worst-case discharge is something that the regulations

 15    require wherein there is an actual plan to explore, an

 16    actual exploration plan, and it's a specific calculation

 17    that entails consideration of the specific location of the

 18    proposed well, the specific type of well, the type of

 19    technology that that company would use to drill that well.

 20    So it's a slightly different calculation.

 21              And we just want to know that the worst-case

 22    discharge would probably end up being less than the very

 23    large oil spill scenario because, again, it answers a

 24    slightly different question; whereas, a very large oil

 25    spill scenario answers what's the biggest that could
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  1    possibly occur anywhere in the planning area using any

  2    techniques.

  3              An exploration plan with a worst-case discharge

  4    would answer a more specific question:  What's the biggest

  5    spill that could happen using this technology in this spot

  6    at that reservoir?  So it's a fine distinction, and we

  7    understand that, and we would be willing to talk about

  8    that some more if people have questions.  But we just

  9    wanted to point that out for you.

 10                    MS. SHARON WARREN:  So we're here tonight

 11    to get your input on this document.  As I said, it's a

 12    revised draft supplemental impact statement, environmental

 13    impact statement.  It has -- it carries forward the

 14    information from the previous one.  Some of the comments

 15    that we received, we made some changes in the document

 16    based on those comments, as well as had an analysis on the

 17    very large oil spill.

 18              It's a supplement.  We did a final environmental

 19    impact statement prior to the sale that was done in 2007.

 20    So you will see references in this document to that other

 21    EIS because we did -- we did take that EIS and redo that

 22    EIS.  We supplemented it.  So we added to it.  And so

 23    there may be references that you see.

 24                    MR. JACK SCHAEFER:  Did you bring any EIS

 25    statements?
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  1                    MS. SHARON WARREN:  Yes.  We have CDs, and

  2    we may have some hard copies with us.

  3                    MR. JACK SCHAEFER:  Can you give them to

  4    some of us?

  5                    MS. SHARON WARREN:  Yes, yes.  Some of you

  6    may have been on the mailing list that we sent out, but if

  7    you were not, we have them here available.

  8                    MS. SHARON WARREN:  Do you have the hard

  9    copies?

 10                    MR. MICHAEL HALLER:  We have some of them.

 11    We will work on that.

 12                    MS. SHARON WARREN:  We will get them out

 13    before the end of the hearing.  We have hard copies with

 14    us and we have disks of that document with us.

 15                    MR. JACK SCHAEFER:  You are talking about

 16    that document, so aren't people wanting to look at it

 17    while you are talking about it?

 18                    MS. SHARON WARREN:  You want to look --

 19    here.  Okay.

 20                    MR. JACK SCHAEFER:  Is there somebody that

 21    wants to look at it?

 22                    MS. SHARON WARREN:  Here is one here if

 23    somebody wants to --

 24                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Comments are not due for

 25    a few weeks yet, so there is time.
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  1                    MS. SHARON WARREN:  So that's what we are

  2    looking for is to get your comments.  The comment period

  3    closes July 11th, so you have time to get your comments

  4    in.  We also are using the website here.  You can go to

  5    our website to make your comments.  We have some handouts

  6    on how to do that, how to get to our website and how to

  7    make the comments on that website, so we will also have

  8    some of those handed out, as well.

  9              So again, July 11th we need your comments on the

 10    document.  And we will take comments tonight, as well, you

 11    know, for the record, and then you can still supply

 12    comments.

 13              And then what happens?  Once we receive the

 14    comments and the comment period closes on the 11th of

 15    July, we are going to take a look at all the substantive

 16    comments that we receive, and we're going to take a look

 17    at them compared to our document.  And we are going to be

 18    preparing a final supplemental environmental impact

 19    statement.

 20              This is a court-driven deadline.  On May 19,

 21    Judge Beistline gave us a deadline that the Secretary of

 22    the Interior needed to make his decision concerning the

 23    sale by October 3rd of this year.  So in order for him to

 24    do that, we have to have the final supplemental EIS

 25    completed by the first part of September because there is
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  1    a 30-day waiting period based on the regulations before he

  2    can make his decision.

  3              And the decision he's going to -- that he needs

  4    to make is whether or not to affirm the sale, whether or

  5    not to keep the sale as it was in 2008, to modify it in

  6    some way -- not make it larger, but make it smaller -- or

  7    he can decide to cancel the leases.  Those are decisions

  8    that he -- the Court told him that he needed to make by

  9    the 3rd of October.

 10              So that is why we're here today to take your

 11    comments as public testimony and then also by July 11th to

 12    have comments on the document.

 13                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you, Sharon.  Now,

 14    this is where what I consider to be the fun starts.  And

 15    it's also the most important.  Now, first of all, if we

 16    need a translator, we have got Dorcus there sitting who

 17    gave the blessing.  If we have translation issues, Dorcus

 18    has agreed to help us out to make sure every comment is

 19    considered.

 20              Now, a couple of things here just they have

 21    already said, but I'm going to remind you.  No decisions

 22    have been made yet.  The Secretary of the Interior has to

 23    make those decisions.  What we have to do is make sure

 24    that we have a good document and all the concerns and

 25    issues of the communities put together and taken to the
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  1    Secretary so he can make the best decision.  That's why we

  2    need your help.

  3              And we were talking in the office just a little

  4    while ago with Caroline, and it's all about communication.

  5    And I'm a big believer in that.  And that was the whole

  6    subject of our meeting.  And sometimes I get accused of

  7    being a frustrated teacher because I like to call on

  8    folks, but I'm not quite that bad.

  9              But what we came up with in our last meeting --

 10    and Earl was helping and Earl was helping a few minutes

 11    ago to get organized -- is we need people to come closer.

 12    And I would like to get as many chairs up here as we can

 13    and sort of form a semi-circle so we make sure everybody

 14    has a chance to speak.  We will go from person to person

 15    and you can have a comment, you can pass, and then we are

 16    going to do it again.  And we will stay here as long as we

 17    need to so everybody feels they have had a chance to speak

 18    and maybe several times to speak because one of your

 19    friends or neighbors may say something that reminds you, I

 20    need to mention this.

 21              So we want to make sure when we end tonight

 22    everybody feels they have got their views on the table and

 23    that everybody has heard everybody's views.  And so this

 24    is where I would like some help.  We are going to move the

 25    chairs up here so everybody can move closer, and then we
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  1    are going to start with the community Elders and elected

  2    officials.  So Caroline and Earl, I may need your help to

  3    help identify who should speak in those two groups, and

  4    then we will open it up to everybody.  So I'm asking that

  5    you all come up here and move closer.  And that's where

  6    I'm the teacher that says please don't sit in the back of

  7    the room because I can't hear you or see you.  So please,

  8    can we come up here and move chairs.

  9               (Off the record.)

 10                    MR. EARL KINGIK:  It's time for you guys

 11    to talk about a very important issue.  I can start off

 12    with the organization I work with.  I work for Alaska

 13    Wilderness League.  I have been fighting this issue for a

 14    long time.  It's important that the government gets to

 15    listen to you guys.  We have got a recording secretary.

 16    We have got a translator.  So this will give you the idea

 17    of what this issue is all about.

 18              A great honor is being in front of us, our

 19    President, Caroline Cannon.  And it's another great honor

 20    to speak in front of ASRC Energy Services CEO.  And it's a

 21    great honor to speak in front of the Elders and my fellow

 22    Point Hopers.

 23              Your voice is needed to reverse this bad Bush

 24    Administration lease sale that happened in 2008.  Our

 25    recommendation is no leases drilling or exploration
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  1    activities to occur in the Chukchi Sea.  Given the risks,

  2    the Obama Administration should not affirm Chukchi Lease

  3    Sale 193, nor let any exploratory drilling in the area go

  4    forward.  There is a lot of other issues, but I'll read

  5    the high points.

  6              There is no proven technology to clean up an oil

  7    spill in the Arctic conditions with cold temperatures, low

  8    visibility, broken sea ice and high winds.  Little

  9    baseline science exists for measuring the effects of an

 10    oil spill on the Arctic ecosystem and mammals central to

 11    our way of life.  We are part of the ecosystem, and we

 12    should be proud that Mother Native has given us to be part

 13    of that ecosystem of the world.

 14              With the nearest Coast Guard station 1,000 miles

 15    away, Arctic communities are not capable of responding to

 16    a major oil spill along the Chukchi coast.  The Inupiat

 17    people have lived off the Arctic Ocean for thousands of

 18    years.  The Chukchi Sea is a viable source of food for our

 19    communities and an oil spill or disturbance of marine

 20    mammals and fish could devastate our way of life.

 21              Come and testify and let these government people

 22    understand how important our way of life is.  We have been

 23    living here for thousands of years.  The garden has

 24    provided food for us.  Springtime, year-round cycle, we

 25    need to continue keeping that up.  We need to continue
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  1    living our way of life.  There is alternative energies

  2    that could be developed.  There is other ways of making

  3    money.  We got corporations that could do business with

  4    our president of ASRC Energy Service to do development

  5    inland and stay away from our ocean, the ocean that

  6    provides us with food for thousands of years.  Our

  7    corporation, ASRC, could be a big help in our way of life.

  8              But still we have to watch what we are doing

  9    because it's your kids' future.  Your kids are the ones

 10    that will be affected.  It's not going to happen right

 11    away.  It's going to happen after me and my relatives pass

 12    away.  And you have to come forward for your children and

 13    your grandchildren to continue our way of life in Point

 14    Hope Alaska.  Thank you.

 15                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you, Earl.  Okay.

 16    What I would like to do now is first ask the village

 17    Elders if they would like to make some comments.  I

 18    believe that's appropriate.  I don't want to force anybody

 19    to make comments, but you are welcome to make some

 20    comments, if you would like.

 21                    UNIDENTIFIED SPEAKER:  Why didn't you

 22    start with the Elders if you were going to be appropriate?

 23                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  That's what I'm trying

 24    to do now, sir.  Earl was helping me.  He was at the

 25    meeting last night, and he's helping me change the tone of
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  1    the meeting, the focus of the meeting to get the best

  2    information.  Thank you, Earl.  And right now we will

  3    start with the Elders, which we would like to hear first.

  4    Thank you.

  5                    MS. ERMA HUNNICUTT:  My name is Erma

  6    Hunnicutt.  I would write on a piece of paper like -- like

  7    Earl if I had -- if I had known that you were coming ahead

  8    of time, so --

  9                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you very much.  We

 10    will do our best to do better next time.  Sir, would you

 11    like to comment?

 12                    MR. LEO KINNEEVEAUK:  Whenever I see an

 13    oil rig in the newspapers or on TV, it make me flinch, you

 14    know, because after what happened with the Exxon oil spill

 15    and other oil spill everywhere else, even the

 16    environmental impact statement, you know -- I'm sure some

 17    people read that.  And our people have lived here for

 18    thousands of years.  We are subsistence users.  And I'm

 19    also for development, you know, because any kind of

 20    development provides jobs for our people.  There is no

 21    doubt about that.

 22              But still, this offshore drilling scares me.

 23    Why don't we just open ANWR?  You know, there is already a

 24    pipeline built.  We were afraid when we first heard about

 25    Trans-Alaska Pipeline.  We have caribou.  We have other
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  1    animals around.  Although we were afraid that we might

  2    lose our animals, look at -- look at what happened now.

  3    Our animals are still around, the caribou where the

  4    pipeline is built.  But this offshore drilling is

  5    something else, you know.

  6              Even that Exxon oil spill after what happened,

  7    people are still trying to hunt and fish and then they

  8    still find that grease, you know, in their rivers, in the

  9    oceans.  That's why, I don't know, these oil rigs make me

 10    flinch every time I seen one.  Thank you.

 11                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  We will come back.  If

 12    you want to interrupt at any time, please let us know.

 13                    MR. LEO KINNEEVEAUK:  (Speaking in

 14    Inupiaq.)

 15                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you very much.

 16    And that was recorded.  Thank you, sir.  Now, I'd like

 17    to -- unless there are anymore -- thank you, Leo.  I would

 18    then like to -- Dorcus is maybe speaking later, unless you

 19    want to try again.

 20                    MS. DORCUS ROCK:  He's right.  I know we

 21    need jobs here, too, but we also know there is going to be

 22    development going on, but that really scares me, too,

 23    because we -- that's how we survive with is our Eskimo

 24    food, and you all know that for thousands of years.  I'm

 25    not -- (speaking in Inupiaq.)
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  1                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you, Dorcus.  With

  2    that I would like to open it up to elected officials.

  3    Caroline, would you like to speak first, or would you like

  4    to say anything?  Is there anyone else you believe should

  5    speak first before I open it up to the public?

  6                    MS. CAROLINE CANNON:  There is a lot of

  7    Elders here, and I think they need to be heard.

  8                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Absolutely.  I need the

  9    Elders, if you will put up your hands, you can speak if

 10    you need to right now.

 11                    MR. GEORGE KINGIK:  Thank you very much.

 12    My name is George Kingik.  I'm an Elder.  I'm also of the

 13    Uunasiiqsiigaaq clan.  What we are talking about is real

 14    hard to stomach.  In this community, we have been fighting

 15    for our ocean since 1945, since Truman started dreaming

 16    about the big port over at Cape Thompson.  Our Elders and

 17    our great-grandfathers have fought to protect the ocean.

 18    And that's what we have been doing since they told us,

 19    watch out for your ocean.  That's your food, your stomach.

 20    That's what feeds you.

 21              And I oppose the lease sale.  I was in Anchorage

 22    when they had the lease sale, me and my brother.  There

 23    was only a few Natives at the lease sale.  And a lot of

 24    people cry.  A lot of people come outside.  They look at

 25    the company who get the lease.  And it was a hurry-up

00023

  1    situation two years ago.  All those people that was

  2    outside protesting against the 193 lease sale because the

  3    Elders said no to the big Project Chariot and no to this

  4    lease sale.  And I still oppose it.  Thank you very much.

  5                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Are there any other

  6    Elders that would like to speak?  And we will be here as

  7    long as we need to, so if you think of something

  8    afterwards, you are welcome to jump in.  Anyone else?  Any

  9    Elder?  Elected officials?

 10                    MR. RONALD OVIOK, SR.: (Speaking in

 11    Inupiaq.)  One thing I'd like to add is what you have is

 12    the government controls today, but one drop of oil could

 13    become a big problem for our animals.  Thank you.

 14                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Any other elected

 15    officials that would like to speak before we go to the

 16    list?

 17                    MR. JACK SCHAEFER:  I'm a council member

 18    representing Point Hope through our regional federally

 19    recognized tribal government known as the Inupiat

 20    Community of the Arctic Slope.  That tribal government was

 21    formed in 1971 in response to Alaska Native Claims

 22    Settlement Act and as a region for the Arctic Slope, as a

 23    government.

 24              And we are a government like any other

 25    government.  The United States government is a government
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  1    that has responsibilities, and so do we.  There are

  2    federally recognized tribes that perform governmental

  3    functions.  There are -- more than half of all the tribes

  4    in the United States have self-governance, have direct

  5    funding from the federal government, not through the BIA

  6    and regional offices.  And so they perform these

  7    governmental functions in place of the federal government,

  8    whether it be wildlife, EPA, those governmental functions

  9    like any other government.

 10              And we have that responsibility in performing

 11    those functions for our members, and our constitutions

 12    reflect that for the well-being of our membership.  And so

 13    we have this obligation and duty, and there are other

 14    tribal governments that have the same thing like the

 15    federal government, its responsibility towards its toward

 16    its membership and its well-being of the membership.

 17              And I guess that's a good start to indicate what

 18    our responsibilities are.  We are not just blowing hot

 19    air.  And we do have these functions and responsibilities

 20    that we have to address in regards to whatever may be

 21    missing or whatever needs to be done, like any other

 22    government.

 23              Is there any type of revenue sharing?  Is

 24    there -- how are we going to benefit through something

 25    that we haven't addressed yet and haven't been
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  1    acknowledged in regards to governmental functions?

  2    Taxation?  Local employment?  Tribal employment rights?

  3    These functions have to be recognized by the federal

  4    government and the State of Alaska.  And so it's very

  5    difficult for us tribal governments to, you know, respond

  6    to things and continuously try to keep track of what all

  7    has taken place.  But we have been in the court for a very

  8    long time, as George Kingik just said.

  9              And there have been several cases that involve

 10    our governmental functions and our concerns in regards to

 11    subsistence that have not been resolved.  And so you know,

 12    governmental functions are very -- you know, it's a real

 13    thing.  I guess, you know, this can go on as time goes on.

 14    Thank you.

 15                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you, sir.

 16                    MS. ERMA HUNNICUTT:  (Speaking in

 17    Inupiaq.)

 18                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you.  Again,

 19    before we go to any of the list I have, any other

 20    community Elders or elected officials?

 21                    MR. MICHAEL HALLER:  Could you let Dorcus

 22    translate that?

 23                    MS. DORCUS ROCK:  (Translation by Dorcus

 24    Rock.)  She was saying that when money comes in and so

 25    forth, it's good, but it's also that we have to remember
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  1    to work together when we do that.  Like I said, when we

  2    get our dividend from the ASRC or from the State Permanent

  3    Fund, we all get happy, everybody.  And when they catch

  4    whale, everybody get happy, too.  So if these two work

  5    together, we all be happy.  Working together that she's

  6    mostly concerned about.

  7                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Okay.  I'm going to go

  8    to the list, unless there is any other Elders or elected

  9    officials that would like to speak.  And I'm going to go

 10    to the list, and we can always come back.  I want to make

 11    sure everybody has a chance to speak.

 12              Technology.  We were talking about that, too.

 13    Sometimes technology is not a good thing.  All right.

 14    George Kingik.  I believe he's already spoken.  Okay.

 15    Down the list here.  Jack Schaefer, you were next on the

 16    list.  Do you want to speak again for a second, or come

 17    back to you?

 18                    MR. JACK SCHAEFER:  Sure.  Okay.  Why not?

 19                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Okay.  And then we are

 20    going to make sure everyone gets a chance to speak, but

 21    now you are a double dipper.  That's all right.  We are

 22    going to keep going around.  Everybody is going to speak

 23    tonight.

 24                    MR. JACK SCHAEFER:  As I was saying, you

 25    know, there were several court cases that we have been
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  1    trying to protect our rights to subsistence, our rights to

  2    the ownership of the ocean in regards to title.  And I

  3    will mention these for the record.  This is one tribal

  4    government that went through this.  There were several

  5    that had went through this.  The Inupiat Community of the

  6    Arctic Slope, Native Village of Gambell, Native Village of

  7    Akutan, Nome Eskimo Community, Native Village of Eyak.

  8              Over the years since the '70s -- and I'll just

  9    mention one in regards to subsistence, People versus

 10    Gambell versus Clark, Ninth Circuit, 1984.  Gambell 1.

 11    People versus Gambell versus Hodel, Ninth Circuit Court,

 12    1985, Gambell 2.  People versus Gambell versus Hodel,

 13    Ninth Circuit, 1989, Gambell 3.  People of Gambell versus

 14    Babbitt, Ninth Circuit, 1993, Gambell 4.

 15              This statement more or less came out of a

 16    Vermont law school last March in regards to discussions of

 17    offshore between the United States and Canada, the Inuit

 18    and Greenland trying to talk about oil and gas offshore.

 19    And so there was a mention of these court cases that

 20    indicated that the subsistence issues have not been

 21    resolved.

 22              And so that, you know, gives you a little bit of

 23    a glimpse that was mentioned to the White House Ocean

 24    Policy Group a couple weeks ago, but I don't know if they

 25    understood what I was saying because I didn't refer to the
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  1    Circuit Court here.  I just indicated Gambell, 1, 2, 3,

  2    and 4, assuming that they understood.

  3              The State of Alaska only has jurisdiction for

  4    three miles.  They might get a little bit of something up

  5    to six miles in regards to any type of revenue sharing,

  6    and beyond that, zero, nothing.

  7                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you, sir.  Going

  8    down the list, I know Earl, you have already spoken.  Do

  9    you want to hit it again or come back to you?  Come back

 10    to you?  Okay.  Thank you.  Next on the list.  Leo.  You

 11    were on the list.  Do you want to speak again?  Or we can

 12    come back.  Come?  Back.  Okay.  Next on the list -- I see

 13    lots of nos.  And then I have a whole page where people

 14    didn't mark yes or no.  Elizabeth S-T-E-O, Steo.

 15    Elizabeth?  Okay.  Caroline, you didn't check yes or no.

 16    Would you like to speak?

 17                    MS. CAROLINE CANNON:  I think there is a

 18    misunderstanding.  That was -- my understanding that was

 19    the sign-in sheet.  They did not clarify if we are going

 20    to speak or -- I think we need to communicate better.

 21                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Absolutely.  We started

 22    a little late, and we didn't get the sign-in sheets out.

 23                    MS. CAROLINE CANNON:  We just assumed that

 24    was just a sign-in sheet.

 25                    MR. ROY FILE:  Why are you going on that?
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  1    Is there a different sign-in sheet than this one?

  2                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  We had several to find

  3    out who is here.  And everyone is going to get a chance to

  4    speak.  Looking at you, Caroline, would you like to make a

  5    comment?

  6                    MS. CAROLINE CANNON:  I'm just

  7    observing.

  8                    DR. JIM KENDALL:   You are absolutely

  9    correct.  Michelle W. Cannon.  Michelle.  She's not here.

 10                    UNIDENTIFIED SPEAKER:  Mitchell.

 11                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Okay.  I'm sorry.  I

 12    can't hear too well and I can't see too well, either.

 13    Margaret Oktollik.

 14                    MS. MARGARET OKTOLLIK:  No.

 15                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  No?  Okay.  I'm not

 16    sure.  I'm going to ask for some help.  Sally.  Would

 17    you -- please.

 18                    MS. SALLY KILLIGVUK:  I say in this world,

 19    this land is my land and this land is your land.  There is

 20    two different things about it.  You guys love to eat your

 21    food; we love to eat ours.  And you guys don't like to let

 22    nobody touch your stuff; we don't like to let our things

 23    be touched, too.  Like they always say, you know, you have

 24    to share and give.  How are we going to do that if they

 25    take that away from us?  What are we supposed to do?  You
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  1    guys don't like to eat our food.  Sometimes we don't like

  2    to eat your food.  And you have to look at it that way

  3    sometimes.

  4              But you have to remember, this land is our land

  5    together, each one of us.  We have different colors of

  6    this world.  We have to hold onto it because we love to

  7    eat.  I know you guys like to eat, too, even me, even our

  8    kids.  We don't like to see our kids be hungry.  It's

  9    going to hurt us, too.

 10              It's hurt the peoples down there, too, when they

 11    spill that oil.  You guys can't see that or understand

 12    that part?  They are suffering.

 13              Like I was saying, this land is my land, this

 14    land is your land.  Thank you.

 15                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you very much.

 16    Next on the list I've got Mary Jane Attungana.  Okay.

 17    Bessie Kowunna.  Would you like to speak?

 18                    MS. BESSIE KOWUNNA:  Bessie Kowunna, for

 19    the record.  And I'm not representing any entity, city,

 20    Tikigaq or any other.  It's just myself as a Point Hope

 21    resident.  But what I would like to say is I love being

 22    Inupiat.  I love our food, our culture, our way of life,

 23    our circle of life, our land and sea.

 24              And I also would like to say that if things in

 25    industry should happen, I would rather be involved in it,
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  1    not against it or for it, but work with it so our people

  2    can see and hear what's going on with industry.  We need

  3    to make sure what they say they are doing is really what

  4    they are doing.  With that said, if that should happen, I

  5    want to see our people trained, working and be involved so

  6    we aren't left out.  If not me working, it would be

  7    someone else, probably from the Outside.  So I'm happy to

  8    be working.  Thank you.

  9                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you very much.

 10    Next on the list, I see your name again, Ron.  Is there

 11    anything else you would like to add?  No?  Okay.  We will

 12    come back.  Dorcus, your name was on the list.  You want

 13    to make additional comments?

 14                    MS. DORCUS ROCK:  (Shakes head.)

 15                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  No.  No.  No.  No.

 16    Okay.  Can you help me with this name here?  I think there

 17    is someone that's written down here as Peter.  Okay.  I've

 18    got a no.  Then we are back to the very beginning again.

 19    Now, that's the sign-in sheets that sort of got away from

 20    us.

 21                    MR. ROY FILE:  You know, I signed a piece

 22    of paper right after Bessie did.  Can I look at that thing

 23    right there?  Did you deliberately skip me?

 24                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  It might have been an

 25    accident.  I apologize.  I want everybody to speak.  Let's
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  1    find out where you are at.  Right here.  I thought that

  2    was Ron.  I thought that was Ron over there.

  3                    MR. ROY FILE:  That looks like a Y to

  4    me.

  5                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Well, I saw Ron, Roy.

  6    You are very welcome to speak.

  7                    MR. ROY FILE:  I'm at school again, buddy.

  8                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  I'm sorry.  I'm a

  9    frustrated teacher.

 10                    MR. ROY FILE:  Okay.  I just have a couple

 11    questions for your personally.  Who do you work for?

 12                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  That's a good question.

 13    We work for the Department of Interior, Bureau of Ocean

 14    Energy Management, Regulation and Enforcement.  We are the

 15    Feds.  We manage the offshore resources and make sure all

 16    the rules and regulations and the safety is taken care of.

 17    That's our job.  And we take the information and pass it

 18    to the Secretary.

 19                    MR. ROY FILE:  That's what I wanted to

 20    find out.  And also, are you -- the way you present

 21    yourself here, are you pro development or are you anti

 22    development?

 23                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  We are dead center.  We

 24    are not pro or -- our job is to make sure --

 25                    MR. ROY FILE:  So you do not favor one
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  1    side or the other?

  2                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Personally, I cannot.

  3    My job is to provide information to the Secretary of the

  4    Interior so he makes the decision.

  5                    MR. ROY FILE:  That's what I wanted to --

  6    that's what I wanted to know.  Thank you.

  7                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  You are more than

  8    welcome.  And I apologize for reading it wrong.

  9                    MR. ROY FILE:  That's okay.  Just don't

 10    let it happen again.  We have got to have some fun here.

 11                    MR. ROY FILE:  Yeah.

 12                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  I have gone through the

 13    list.  Did anybody sign the list that wanted to speak that

 14    didn't?  Because then we are going to go to phase two.

 15    Yes, ma'am.

 16                    MS. AGGIE FRANKSON-HENRY:  Good evening.

 17    I wrote my name on the list, and I said yes.  This is

 18    Aggie Frankson-Henry.  And this is to J.F. Bennett, Chief

 19    Branch of Environmental Assessment, Bureau of Ocean Energy

 20    Management, Regulation and Enforcement in Herndon,

 21    Virginia; cc to Michael Haller, Community Liaison, Alaska

 22    Region, Bureau of Ocean Energy Management, Regulation and

 23    Enforcement of Anchorage, Alaska.  And I wrote this today.

 24              As you see here in this map, all the gray spots,

 25    those are lease sales that's been sold.  Our ocean has
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  1    been sold.  They are colored in red, but you don't see it

  2    in red.  State of Alaska, the corporations do not have a

  3    piece of dime, not even a penny.  If this goes through to

  4    the vessels, we don't see anything unless it lands on

  5    shore.  And then the North Slope Borough will tax them.

  6    That's for your information.

  7              For the record, I am Aggie Frankson-Henry, a

  8    tribal secretary and tribal member of the Native Village

  9    of Point Hope.  I am opposing the Bureau of Ocean Energy

 10    Management, Regulation and Enforcement, BOEMRE, decision

 11    on the proposed actions for multi-sale EIS for the Chukchi

 12    Sea, sales 193, 212 and 221 and Beaufort Sea's lease sales

 13    209 and 217.  And I support alternative one, Beaufort and

 14    Chukchi Sea no lease sale.

 15              And I'm opposing the National Pollutant

 16    Discharge Elimination (NPDES) permit, a permit to

 17    discharge of toxic drilling muds and other harmful

 18    pollutants into the water within the decision of the

 19    proposed actions for multiple sale EIS for the Chukchi Sea

 20    sales 212 and 221 and Beaufort Sea lease sale 209 and 217.

 21              As a representative for the tribe, it's of best

 22    interest of restoring courage, stand up for our children's

 23    future and their next generation to have the opportunity

 24    to utilize our subsistence resources.  This time I will

 25    stand.  This time I will voice for the good in which the
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  1    Inupiat people of the Arctic Slope is currently blessed to

  2    harvest bountifully from the land, air, rivers and oceans.

  3              I am an Inupiat mother, wife, daughter, aunt,

  4    tribal member of the Native Village of Point Hope, and

  5    most of all a whaler and harvester dependent on the

  6    Chukchi Sea and Beaufort Sea for means of survival.  Being

  7    Inupiat is an inherent freedom to hunt, harvest from the

  8    vast frozen seas to nurture my family and extended

  9    families across Alaska and Lower 48.  The Chukchi and

 10    Beaufort Seas provide nutritional food supply on my table

 11    without any aftertaste of spill debris from oil and gas

 12    exploratory drilling.

 13              Point Hope, Alaska is surrounded by the Chukchi

 14    and Beaufort Seas.  I live in the oldest whaling community

 15    in North America, and our future generation historically

 16    is in jeopardy without a cleaner environment in the Arctic

 17    Slope.

 18              It is of my best interest to voice my concern to

 19    hope for the best to preserve my culture because of

 20    climate change this vast ocean is faced with.  I pray for

 21    a healthier ecosystem balance for bowhead whales,

 22    walruses, polar bears, seals, ducks, fishes, birds, crabs,

 23    plankton, oysters, clams, seaweed, worms, killer whales,

 24    narwhales, right whales, beluga whales, gray whales, and

 25    all the mammals of these two great oceans that we, the
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  1    people of Point Hope, are blessed with.

  2              I come from an economic distressed community who

  3    relies 70 percent on subsistence resources to maintain a

  4    healthy diet.  The majority in distress is our children.

  5    Our boundary is rich in herbs, berries, plants, naturally

  6    grown dietary supplements for a healthy living environment

  7    for our people and animals that relies on these natural

  8    resources.

  9              As we the people realize today, what really

 10    matters is the well-being of our children's future and

 11    subsistence resources that will be impacted to strive to

 12    sustain traditional knowledge, traditional lifestyle,

 13    cultural heritage, cultural land use which industry poses

 14    a potential damage to our environment in the Arctic Slope.

 15              The Inupiat people has political rights, and we

 16    must argue that it is misleading to obstruct the

 17    settlement given to the Inupiat people by political or

 18    personal gain of regret in our backyard of the proposed

 19    2012-2017 Outer Continental Shelf oil and gas lease

 20    program settled by the companies' permits without even

 21    giving the Inupiat the right to vote by the people of the

 22    North Slope Borough communities.

 23              We have the right to voice, to meet freely for

 24    the well-being of the residents of the people in the

 25    coastal communities, whether it be by
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  1    government-to-government consultation meetings, giving

  2    your testimonies to the entities that goes into your

  3    communities, avails much to the next generation of

  4    subsistence users.  No voice, no courage, then you will

  5    not be heard for your inherited rights.  It will cause a

  6    big effect in your community, and their royalties will be

  7    dispersed to other people not from your community.  The

  8    royalties will not be given to the rightful stakeholders'

  9    interest or financial gain.

 10              Community leaders, I encourage you to speak up

 11    and stand up for what is only right because time is of the

 12    essence of a vast cultural effect for our future

 13    generations' responsibility to maintain without probable

 14    cause the right of entries on our land and your children's

 15    right to be I am Inupiat freely without any restrictions

 16    on our own property to subsist on, restoring a loving

 17    inheritance given to us by God, our Creator, knowingly

 18    that we, as real people, truly respect and rely on the

 19    environment for means of survival as Inupiat.

 20              Based on current agriculture in Valdez, Alaska,

 21    it is not my best interest to harm this great state with

 22    offshore oil gas drilling along the Chukchi and Beaufort

 23    Seas.  I am voicing my right to life, liberty, and

 24    equality.

 25              EPA should not grant permits for discharge of
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  1    toxic drilling waste into the Arctic waters from oil and

  2    gas exploration activities to protect the fragile Arctic

  3    ecosystem and traditional way of life.  Global warming or

  4    climate change is a significant example of the devastation

  5    we have seen in the Lower 48 by current flooding and

  6    violent storms and a disaster in the Gulf of Mexico by

  7    human error.

  8              I believe today that we have to be very stern on

  9    how the federal government and industrial servants that is

 10    wanting to develop in the brittle oceans that can lead to

 11    another disaster to our land, air, rivers, oceans that

 12    will affect or decline our subsistence resources that we

 13    rely on for means of survival through this harsh season in

 14    the years ahead.

 15              The Bureau of Ocean Energy Management,

 16    Regulation and Enforcement must conduct scientific studies

 17    before a lease sale must be proposed for a lease sale.  My

 18    question is:  How can you clean all the oil on ice?  How

 19    can you make sure that trillions of oil that may be leaked

 20    from a well be cleaned and managed in a 40- to

 21    90-mile-per-hour gusting wind?  As we know as Inupiat of

 22    the Arctic, we cannot even think of surfing the oceans

 23    because our lives would be endangered by the great seas.

 24              In closing, stand up for our best interests by

 25    keeping the seal oil wood stove burning in our whaling
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  1    camps without any worry of oil on ice debris during the

  2    harvesting of the future generations, migratory land

  3    animals and marine mammals.  Our land, our air, our

  4    rivers, our oceans, our resources living on the land,

  5    rivers, and oceans do not have a voice for means of

  6    survival God gave us to be nurtured by.

  7              I oppose the Chukchi Sea and Beaufort Sea

  8    planning areas oil and gas lease sale 209, 212, 217 and

  9    221.  I support alternative one, Beaufort and Chukchi Sea

 10    no lease sale.

 11              Thank you.  I'm Aggie Frankson-Henry.

 12                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you.  Thank you.

 13    Thank you very much.  Next on the list I've got Leah

 14    Frankson.  She came late.  Is that you hiding back there?

 15                    MS. LEAH FRANKSON:  I didn't prepare

 16    anything.  I just want to say that I'm against all

 17    offshore drilling, no matter what profit for who.

 18    Devastation to the ecosystem, devastation to the -- all

 19    animals and fish and mammals, devastation to environment,

 20    ultimately devastation to Inupiat human is to become a

 21    crime against humanity.  And there is no money that can

 22    fix that, take that away, or change that once that

 23    happens.

 24                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you very much.  I

 25    have another name here.  I believe it's -- I'm sorry.  I
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  1    don't read well.  Peggy Frankson.  Is Peggy here?

  2                    MS. PEGGY FRANKSON:  Last early Monday

  3    morning, my ten-year-old son caught his first seal.  He

  4    dreams about hunting ever since he was a little boy.

  5    That's his passion.  He goes out whenever he can, hunting

  6    mammals, fishing, hunting for caribou, and he wants to

  7    continue to do this.  We all want our young people to

  8    continue hunting all the animals that we are used to

  9    surviving on.

 10              We live a subsistence lifestyle.  If any of you

 11    go into our Native store here and try to buy groceries for

 12    a week for a family of seven, you would be -- or try

 13    buying groceries for a month.  It's over $2,000, easily.

 14    It's outrageous.  We have to survive on our subsistence

 15    foods we catch.  It's part of our lifestyle.  It's part of

 16    our lives.  It's part of who we are.

 17              And we certainly are going to keep opposing the

 18    offshore drilling sales, the leases, everything, because

 19    if our animals are endangered by possible oil spills, you

 20    have no guarantee to us saying that no oil will land in

 21    our oceans, no oil will wash up on our shores.  There is

 22    no guarantee.  Until there is a guarantee, we are not

 23    going to approve of any sales.  We are going to continue

 24    to oppose them.

 25              We want to keep hunting our animals.  We want to
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  1    keep living our subsistence lifestyle.  My son wants to

  2    grow to a man into a father and teach his kids how to hunt

  3    and to live the Inupiat way.  Thank you.

  4                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you very much.

  5    Now, according to the list, which is not perfect, I've hit

  6    everyone who either didn't mark yes or no or marked yes.

  7    So now we are going to open it up to the floor because I

  8    want to make sure everybody has an opportunity to speak.

  9    So first I'm going to ask for volunteers.  And then if we

 10    don't -- when we are out of volunteers, I'm going to go to

 11    each individual person to ask you again if you would like

 12    the opportunity to speak and tell us what you think.  I

 13    want everybody to have that option.

 14              So does anyone want to raise their hand and make

 15    a comment before I start going to everybody individually?

 16    Just to make sure we are not missing something, because we

 17    need your help.

 18                    MS. LILLIAN A. LANE:  I'd like to sign in,

 19    if I could.

 20              I, too, like my uma, wasn't prepared to -- and

 21    have comments, but I jotted a few things.  My name is

 22    Lillian A. Lane.  I'm a resident of Point Hope, born and

 23    raised.  Love to eat everything my father, my brothers, my

 24    neighbors have caught and put on my table.  Therefore, I

 25    oppose any gas, oil leases out in the ocean seas.  Just
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  1    like everybody here, they are dependent on the -- majority

  2    of our food come from the ocean, majority of it that we

  3    take in and preserve and keep all year.  So the cycle goes

  4    on and on and on.

  5              We have said this over and over in each

  6    testimony that we have spoken through, whether it be from

  7    the oil companies or others.  We have repeated ourself

  8    over and over and over.  I'm glad you are here to listen

  9    to our testimonies, and I hope that the people that are

 10    the deciding body will make -- take these testimonies to

 11    heart because this is real.  Those people down there don't

 12    know what's going on up here.  You don't know what goes on

 13    up here.  I'm glad you are here to listen to our people,

 14    the real people who have to live in this community year

 15    long.

 16              How would you feel if I put a limit to your

 17    chicken and cow?  That would be my first question to all

 18    of you that are dependent on those, too, or your

 19    vegetables.  The people that are wanting to go out there

 20    and drill in our oceans make promises that they would do

 21    their utmost, their best to try not to do an oil spill.

 22    It's kind of hard to believe because these things that

 23    have gone on in Alaska and the Gulf that are -- that did

 24    happen, like someone mentioned earlier.  You can hear

 25    these things.

  1              We are going to be repetitive on some of the

  2    things that they said because they are important.  Our

  3    ocean that's out there is unpredictable.  We have our

  4    sagvaq, the current that is very strong, and it comes from

  5    every direction out there.  Supposing something happened?

  6    How are they going to contain their spills?  Those are the

  7    things that we want to hear.  What are you going to do to

  8    do your -- your best to convince us that there is not

  9    going to be an oil spill?  Those are the things I want to

 10    hear, but in a deep -- at the very -- at the -- but

 11    overall, I know that since she mentioned -- Aggie

 12    mentioned that we won't even get a penny out of it, not a

 13    penny.  Go -- go earn your dime someplace else, not in our

 14    ocean.

 15              A lot of times -- another lady said it doesn't

 16    matter about the money.  Money doesn't matter.  The food

 17    is more important than money right now.  As we speak, it

 18    is more than money because if we try and buy stuff, it's

 19    really spendy.  But I want to also add that the unseen is

 20    a mystery to all of us.  That mystery is our ocean.  We

 21    only take what it gives us.  We only take what it gives

 22    us.  The animals give themselves to us to provide for us.

 23    So we take as much as it gives us.  If anything should

 24    happen, we won't have anything.  I'm afraid of that.  We

 25    won't have anything.
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  1              There was a news thing that the oil companies,

  2    once they close their pots, they are not responsible for

  3    anything else after.  They are not accountable for their

  4    closed pots.  Supposing something happens?  I think they

  5    should be responsible as long as they had touched that pot

  6    from the beginning to the very end and after.  That was on

  7    the news the other day.  I don't like that.  That's not

  8    good practice with any oil company.

  9              I know that it should -- maybe it might provide

 10    some jobs for the community members, some community

 11    members, but majority of the workers that do work in

 12    Alaska on the pipeline, Red Dog Mine, comes from Lower 48.

 13    Our people are not trained enough.  Our people are not

 14    trained to do these jobs they do on the oil rigs.

 15              And we all know about nature.  Nature controls

 16    itself.  The ocean is unpredictable and, if anything

 17    should happen, I don't think the oil rigs would be able to

 18    withstand anything out there.  So therefore, it's a -- you

 19    are playing with not only their lives, but our lives,

 20    also.

 21              Although their technology is updated and they

 22    say they have up-to-par equipment, I still don't believe

 23    they are good enough to withstand our Arctic conditions.

 24              I, too, love to eat my mikigaq, which our

 25    Heavenly Father, our God, has provided, has created and
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  1    put on this earth for our use, our bodily use.  And it

  2    says if we disturb the land, it's going to disrupt the

  3    cycle.  I see disruption.  I see disruption if they do go

  4    out there.  And I hope and heartily hope the committee

  5    will really consider and take to heart, once again, to

  6    really think this through and not think of it's going to

  7    bring us a lot of money because it's a federal thing.

  8    This is going to bring us a lot of money, which it does.

  9    Right now today our money really isn't there at all.

 10              Thank you for this opportunity for me to speak

 11    during this time, and I thank all the people that stood up

 12    and speak on behalf of Point Hope.  And I'd like to -- I'd

 13    like to say that if they are going to drill out there,

 14    they need to think of all the factors that would be

 15    affected before they do any drilling.  Taikuu.  Thank you.

 16                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you very much.

 17    Now, what I would like to do is I'm going to start with

 18    this end of the room and go around and touch base with

 19    everybody to make sure everybody feels comfortable and had

 20    an opportunity.  Sir, would you like to say anything?

 21    Your name, please.

 22                    MS. RICHARD CANNON, SR.:  My name is

 23    Richard Cannon, Senior.  Before I say one word, I'm going

 24    to pray and ask God to give me the right words to say.

 25              Heavenly Father, creator of all things, I ask
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  1    you to use my voice.  Help me say what you want me to say,

  2    Lord Jesus.  I come before you as your humble servant.  I

  3    serve you and you only, Lord Jesus Christ.  I thank you

  4    for this opportunity to speak before these people.

  5    [indiscernible] voice your opinion, not my opinion.  In

  6    Jesus' name I pray.  Amen.

  7              Again, my name is Richard Cannon, Sr.  Most of

  8    you people know me here.  And I do like to pretty much

  9    whale.  I have been around a long time, and kind of

 10    heartbroken to see that these people are here.  I know

 11    they're here to just basically do their job.  I'm glad Roy

 12    asked this gentleman whether he's for it or against.

 13    They're taking this thing to Secretary Salazar, that he

 14    can't be -- he has to be biased.  How can he be biased in

 15    a community of people that he know that if there is

 16    drilling that is going to harm the environment because,

 17    like some people say, there is nothing, there is nothing

 18    to clean up the oil spill in the ice.  We all know that.

 19              And I know your scientists, to me, they are

 20    liars.  And how could they tell the truth when they work

 21    for you guys, when they work for the oil companies?

 22    Explain to me how someone is going to say, oh, no, this

 23    can't happen.  You will be fired on the spot.  And I'm

 24    quite sure he signs a gag order saying that he cannot

 25    talk, that he cannot tell the truth.  So just like Aggie
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  1    say, they are paleface.  They are liars.

  2              So we as a whole must come against this, and we

  3    must come against this now because we know the oil

  4    companies, they have money and pretty much have

  5    politicians in their pockets.  I know these people might

  6    say how do I know that.  I don't know that, but I'm

  7    assuming that's it because they are in Washington as we

  8    speak right now trying to push for offshore oil, which we

  9    don't get a dime.  Alaska will not -- as Jeff says, Alaska

 10    will not get a dime from this.  So what's the use?  What's

 11    wrong with our politicians?  That don't sound right to me

 12    that they don't -- that they will say, go ahead.

 13              Now, I didn't say go ahead to me.  Are they

 14    going to pay off?  Maybe it might begin to pay off.  I'll

 15    just leave it at that.  My name is Richard Cannon, Senior.

 16    And I'm pretty much against offshore drilling, any kind of

 17    drilling.

 18                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you very much.

 19    Ma'am, another opportunity?  Jack?

 20                    MR. JACK SCHAEFER:  Sure.  I always have a

 21    lot of things to say.  And I hope you continue to come

 22    around and come around.  I have been at this for a long

 23    time, also, you know.  I -- I have been President of the

 24    Native Village back in '93 or so, years, and we have been

 25    talking about oil and gas for a long time.  I sat around
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  1    my cousins and my uncles when they were talking about

  2    their fears and their concerns about offshore oil and gas

  3    back in the '70s and what they were concerned about and

  4    how they were talking about governmental functions and

  5    government-to-government and human rights and -- and

  6    responsibilities.

  7              And it even got to the point that the ownership

  8    of the ocean was never really addressed.  And when it was,

  9    it was addressed in a controversial way.  And so, you

 10    know, I still feel that we own this ocean.  Alaska Native

 11    Claims Settlement Act was for Alaska.  And where is the

 12    boundary of Alaska?  And that was talked about and decided

 13    on but never revealed.

 14              And then, you know, I feel really betrayed, in a

 15    way, because we had so much faith in the judicial system.

 16    And we fought for what we thought was right.  And we won

 17    several times.  Uncles and cousins laugh about it.  I was

 18    young when this was going on.  I didn't really understand

 19    what was happening, but I understood that we had a

 20    responsibility and that we had ownership and that

 21    controversy is all over.

 22              We even went to the United Nations back in 1989

 23    concerned about Prudhoe Bay and the cleanup that was

 24    promised by the oil companies so that migration of the

 25    caribou and other animals could continue over there.  But
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  1    I don't know if that was done.  There was a government

  2    accountability report, a GAO report that was published in

  3    2002, No. 357 on the restoration of Prudhoe Bay.  And

  4    companies ignored, companies changed their name, companies

  5    filed for bankruptcy, companies walked away.

  6              The State of Alaska got furious and said, this

  7    is not true.  I don't believe your report.

  8              And so that's one thing that we keep trying that

  9    we have been saying over time is that we are promised that

 10    restoration will be done and they will clean it up, that

 11    the animals will be able to go through there again.

 12    Nuiqsut has to purchase three, four, five times as much

 13    fuel to go after caribou now from years back.

 14              And this restoration hasn't really been done,

 15    apparently.  I did see something on the news that there

 16    was some work that was being done, but I don't know to

 17    what extent.  You know, promises have to be kept.  You

 18    have to do what you need to do.  And if you are going to

 19    say you are going to do something, then you better do it.

 20    And if you walk away, then how can we trust these

 21    companies that are saying that they can do it in an

 22    environmentally safe way?  We are only talking about

 23    exploration and leases.  I don't know to what extent that

 24    we go in regards to impacts and at what stage.

 25              There was discussion whether it's going to be
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  1    tanked or in a pipeline.  Both ways involve bladders that

  2    are going to be on the ocean floor filled with fuel, six

  3    or more sitting there filled with oil.  And there will be

  4    a pipe that will run up to the surface, two tankers from

  5    each bladder or a pipe running to a pipeline that will run

  6    on the floor of the ocean to another pipeline.

  7              And there has been over 20 years of photography

  8    of the ocean floor, and it has been mapped on how that ice

  9    moves and scrapes the bottom of the ocean and they have

 10    been doing this for years, arctic research, photographs in

 11    that area over there, sale 193.  So, you know, I don't

 12    know to what extent we talk about, you know, things and

 13    whether we should be concerned 15 years from now if it

 14    will be developed.

 15              In a previous hearing, there was a former

 16    employee that was on one of those rigs, and he said that

 17    he had -- was afraid for his life at one time because of a

 18    storm, and that two cables had broken.  And he was

 19    thankful that that rig did not collapse or sink or

 20    anything.  They were spared.  And he said no more.

 21    Whether he broke his confidentiality agreement that he may

 22    have signed with the company or -- I don't know.  I can't

 23    speak for him.  But that was stated in a previous hearing.

 24    That has not been put on the website.

 25              We talk about transparency, openness.  We will
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  1    give you all the information you need.  But we haven't

  2    seen the transcripts of the hearings.  We haven't seen

  3    what the other villages have said.  What I mean by "we,"

  4    is that anybody that could pick up a laptop like that

  5    person over there and Googlize and look for hearings.  And

  6    what they will see is that there are absolutely no

  7    hearings for Point Hope from Point Hope on record in your

  8    website.

  9              The first one appears in 1986 or '83, which was

 10    done by teleconference.  There were hearings that I

 11    testified as the President of Native Village of Point Hope

 12    in 1995 reflecting on the international code that we had

 13    passed.  That's not on record.  That hearing took place in

 14    Anchorage at the Egan Center in 1995.  And that's not on

 15    the website.  There are other hearings that are there, but

 16    nothing from Point Hope.  And it's very, very odd.

 17              And then these recent ones that were in February

 18    are not on the website.  Is there a reason why they are

 19    not there?

 20                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you.  I'll look

 21    into that.  Sir, would you like an opportunity?

 22                    MR. ELIJAH ROCK, SR:  My name is Elijah

 23    Rock, Senior.  I'm a whaling captain in Point Hope.  And

 24    also Commissioner for Point Hope for nine years.  Just

 25    talking to the government, federal government over in
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  1    Washington, D.C. to make them understand that I'm Inupiat

  2    and I have a lifestyle that was passed on to me and my

  3    ancestors.  And I would like this lifestyle continue

  4    without any interruption of any development of gas and

  5    oil, if possible.  If it can't be safe, just don't do it

  6    just like that because I like to have gas and oil from the

  7    modern-day equipment I use to hunt with and heat my house.

  8    I can't go back to my seal oil blubber stove to heat my

  9    house, heat it all night like I'm used to today and I

 10    cannot just go to the wall and turn my light off and on if

 11    we have no gas and oil.

 12              But that is something that needs to be really

 13    considered from the federal government because the federal

 14    government is our government, as far as I understand.

 15    Then we have another government, it's the North Slope

 16    Borough.  That's our government.  Then we have another one

 17    that's the State government.  And that's another

 18    government.  And we have a Native village government here

 19    and we have a City government here in Point Hope, and you

 20    know, governments are governments and governments and

 21    governments.  But still, we are still here.  We are still

 22    alive.  We continue to live because of the fact that we

 23    were passed on, taught how to live the lifestyle that we

 24    are immune to nowadays.  Even though a lot of the things

 25    on our past went this way and that way, modernized, but
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  1    still, you know, the federal government -- someone

  2    mentioned that we have water out there, our sea, our

  3    ocean.  Without the federal government, the State

  4    government, from the shore out to three miles, the State

  5    government owns that, rules anything in that area.  And

  6    then from three miles on, it's the federal government

  7    waters.  But we still hunt in them.  We still all live off

  8    that ocean, even though the federal and State in them,

  9    even though the federal and State government controls it.

 10    We abide by their -- whatever they say.  We use it.  They

 11    make the laws and they will continue to make these kind of

 12    laws, I don't know, till kingdom come, I guess.

 13              Anyway, I support everyone that is against oil

 14    and gas development, but it's got to be safe, and somehow

 15    we got to make an arrangement for the federal and the

 16    State government to, you know -- without money we cannot

 17    go buy the modern-day equipment that we use, the

 18    modern-day food that we use.  We cannot survive just on

 19    muktuk seal and -- anymore.  We have got to have

 20    hamburger.  Our children are already used to that.

 21              So if something can be arranged where we have

 22    enough supply from the State and federal government to

 23    keep us alive, if they -- if they happen to do something

 24    wrong in our ocean and we can't utilize our Native food

 25    anymore from the ocean.
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  1              But everything migrates, as far as I understand.

  2    All the animals in the ocean, even their food migrates.

  3    Migrate meaning that, you know, they travel from the

  4    low -- lower oceans up -- go up through our area and then

  5    continue on over to Canada and Greenland because of the

  6    currents.  They follow the current.  I've never seen --

  7    and also I've always heard from my Elders when we are out

  8    hunting we -- we can't see any animals when the current is

  9    from the west, only seals and polar bear.  That's all.

 10    But every once in a while when the whales are migrating --

 11    this statement is not true either because some the whales

 12    always come back because they can't continue on, no water.

 13    They'll come back.  I caught one of those kind in my

 14    whaling years in Point Hope.

 15              And another thing I have a problem with is

 16    our -- we deem that it's our ocean, but State and federal

 17    own that ocean, and they right now they are opening it up

 18    to tourist ships going through all the way around up north

 19    across Canada, Greenland, everywhere.  And that's

 20    something that, you know, we have seen and read about in

 21    the Lower 48.  A lot of animals get hit by the props.  And

 22    also there is a lot of fishing going on.  They make a

 23    line, International Date Line for the other countries not

 24    to come in, but they still come in and go over that

 25    because there is nobody out there really leasing the area.
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  1              And so when those nets are out there, any kind

  2    of animal will get caught in those nets and die, can't

  3    swim no more.

  4              Anyway, thank you.

  5                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you very much.

  6    Sir, another opportunity, sir?  Would you like to make

  7    another comment?

  8                    UNIDENTIFIED SPEAKER:  I pass.

  9                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Ma'am, you are welcome

 10    to.

 11                    MS. LEAH FRANKSON:  My name is Leah

 12    Frankson.  When I first heard about the leasing, the sale,

 13    and I made a comment on my Facebook about how people don't

 14    understand how the effects would be because it's not them,

 15    you know.  It's not them being affected.  And I said, you

 16    know, how would they feel if -- if they didn't -- if they

 17    couldn't eat shrimp no more, if they couldn't eat that.

 18    And then sure enough, look what happened to them down

 19    there, those shrimp -- shrimpers down there.  The

 20    shrimpers, they are still being affected by what happened.

 21              You know, look at what happened in Valdez.  That

 22    wasn't even a pipe.  That wasn't a -- that was just a

 23    boat.  25 years they couldn't be fishing, toxic waters.

 24    Those are places that are connected that have

 25    infrastructure or relief, you know.  There is no

00056

  1    infrastructure set up up here, nothing.  Thousands of

  2    miles out, there is nothing.

  3              And even if there was, you would add on to the

  4    noise pollution.  They track all of the pollution that in

  5    this pristine environment that they don't even know what

  6    might happen.  They don't even know what could happen

  7    to -- to the ecosystem.

  8              For the federal government to sell it in the

  9    first place seems wrong to give some one person, one

 10    group, one entity profit, and when it could affect so

 11    much, it could devastate so much.  And I have to say, to

 12    me, to allow that it looks like a crime against humanity.

 13    Humans, humans here, my family, is eating from the ocean.

 14    My family is eating from the ocean.  Everybody up here.

 15              And it's not the first time the federal

 16    government almost let things happen.  I was reading that

 17    book on Howard Rock and how they almost got approved to do

 18    nuclear bomb to change the land so they could, you know --

 19    to test it, to test -- to test up here.  Even there was

 20    EPA back then, almost allow it.  And what would have

 21    happened if they did?  We wouldn't be here if they did.

 22              Together we stand up and they said no.  And they

 23    are standing up and they are saying no to this, no matter

 24    your profits.  Thank you.

 25                    MS. LILY TUZROYLUKE:  Lily Tuzroyluke for

00057

  1    the record.  Your agency, BOEMRE, has been in the news

  2    lately for corruptions, for corruptions just as recently

  3    as 2010.  Not these people that are sitting in front of

  4    you, but the department that they work for, their

  5    employees were found guilty for taking bribes from oil

  6    companies.  From oil companies.

  7              You stated earlier when this gentleman asked, he

  8    asked what is your -- what is your stance on this issue,

  9    and you said that you are neutral.  You said that you are

 10    neutral, that you have to take consideration from both

 11    sides.

 12              I want to know what assurances happens -- what

 13    assurance you can give me or the people here that the same

 14    corruptions is not going to be happening again.  I know

 15    that there is certain steps that you have been taking, but

 16    I just wanted to bring that issue up since that is a

 17    concern.  You are here to talk about the supplemental

 18    environmental impact statement, and you spoke to the

 19    Native village earlier about grading -- upgrading, and it

 20    is my belief that your EIS is flawed.  It's extremely

 21    flawed.

 22              You take a lot of studies.  You do a lot of

 23    studies on all the various animals.  We have -- at our

 24    office, we have requested information under Freedom of

 25    Information Act.  I don't know -- we asked for the
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  1    information.  The first one is between the oil companies

  2    and between BOEMRE, formerly MMS.  There is boxes and

  3    boxes of animal studies, tons of animal studies saying how

  4    the seismic testing, how the exploratory and the

  5    explorations, how that would affect the animals.

  6              But where I see the gaps -- and this is where

  7    the traditional knowledge would come in -- is that you say

  8    how insensitive the animals are, how a bowhead can take up

  9    to X number of vessels, this volume up to an avalanche --

 10    I think it's the decibels equal to a volcano eruption,

 11    avalanche, and bowhead can withstand that amount of

 12    decibels, but as whalers and the experts here, the men and

 13    the women here that do whaling, know that bowhead hearing

 14    is very sensitive.  It's very sensitive.

 15              The other -- the other major flaw that I see,

 16    and I'm glad that you have here with you, is you have an

 17    editor of the EIS that's -- yes.  There he is.  You take

 18    all of the studies, these animal studies, and you get

 19    these scientists to find out how this would impact the

 20    animals.  Yes, and that is important.  But you don't look

 21    at how or it will impact the human population and how it

 22    will impact the culture.

 23              It seems in our previous -- in previous sites,

 24    things like Exxon, the Deepwater Horizon and other places

 25    around the world, like the major deltas where there has
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  1    been oil development, it devastates the people.  It

  2    devastates the people.  That's the truth.

  3              And you say that you are here to get the facts,

  4    to find the truth, and the truth is that this will

  5    devastate us.  This will devastate us.  So I just want

  6    to -- I cannot urge enough that you have to dedicate --

  7    you dedicate scientists to look at animals.  You need to

  8    look at the people that are going to be impacted.

  9              That's all.  Thank you.

 10                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  All very good comments.

 11    Thank you.  Ma'am, would you like an opportunity?  No?

 12    Okay.  I'm going to come around the table.  I don't want

 13    anyone to be forgotten before I continue on.  Ma'am, would

 14    you like another opportunity?

 15                    MS. AGGIE FRANKSON-HENRY:  I'm Aggie

 16    Frankson-Henry.  I'm a Tikigagmiu.  I'm from Point Hope.

 17    As we all know that our ocean provides -- God provides for

 18    us.  Like my Aunt Anna say, that they are given to us when

 19    our fathers, grandfathers, uncles, our relatives go out to

 20    harvest a marine mammal, even the fowls of the air, the

 21    fish in the ocean, it's bountiful.  We are blessed.  And

 22    knowing that, within this time period, we will be

 23    impacted.  Be ready.

 24              There may be a lot of traffic in the air.

 25    That's why we didn't see our caribou migrated this last
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  1    year.  There was a lot of traffic because of people up

  2    north were impacted by a lot of studies through the

  3    airway.  A lot of helicopters, planes.  All that, we are

  4    going to be seeing that here.  And when they come in, we

  5    need to try to get some taxes going so that we can at

  6    least get a piece of -- get a dime.  If they come here and

  7    put their equipment on our land, we need to make sure that

  8    we -- we invest from that.  It's going to hurt us.  We

  9    know.  We know once -- once they -- because the leases are

 10    sold.

 11              Those that are marked up there in the map in

 12    gray are supposed to be red.  BOEMRE, or former MMS, sold

 13    those leases to the oil companies, and they are still

 14    looking for people -- I mean, companies to buy those other

 15    leases.  But that's our backyard.

 16              We were told when we were children never to mess

 17    with the ocean because it's very dangerous, never to even

 18    go out there and -- and put your feet in the water because

 19    the current can take you away.  We have to respect the

 20    ocean.  I was trained to respect the ocean.  And I'm

 21    trying to tell my children to respect the ocean so that

 22    they, too, will be blessed when they go out to harvest.

 23              Mammals, animals, fowl in the air -- we like to

 24    eat eider duck.  We like to eat kumaqs.  We like to eat

 25    fish, whales, seals because we are blessed.
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  1              We know that the NPRA is not in this map up

  2    here, too.  How many leases have been sold in the NPRA?

  3    Our neighbors up north, they are going to be seeing a big

  4    change.  They are going to be highly regulated.  They are

  5    going to be so polluted that they will ask us how.  What

  6    did we do?  What did you say to them to prevent this from

  7    happening?  We stand up and we said no.

  8              And it's so hard to see our culture, our

  9    traditional way of life in front of us, knowing it might

 10    not be there anymore five to ten years from now because we

 11    won't be able to celebrate the whale.  But we love to eat

 12    the bowhead whale, the beluga whale.  We are whalers.  And

 13    we harvest because we were taught by our fathers, our

 14    grandfathers, our mothers, our grandmothers, and our

 15    forefathers.  We are a rich community.  God blessed our

 16    land with a lot of berries every season.  There may be

 17    times when there is a drought.

 18              As we see today on the news, the violent storms,

 19    the -- the flooding that's going on in the Lower 48, their

 20    vegetation, their animals, their land is being taken from

 21    disaster through Mother Nature.  And now look at us today.

 22    That's where all -- you know, we are -- and also in Japan,

 23    the big earthquake that happened, and now we are afraid of

 24    the radiation that may come into our waters and that we

 25    may be affected, too.
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  1              We hurt for people in the Gulf of Mexico,

  2    Louisiana.  We hurt for them, too, because they have a

  3    mom.  They have a dad.  They have children.  They have

  4    grandparents that relied on these resources that put food

  5    on the table.  But then it hurts.  It hurts those

  6    families.

  7              And what did the government do with offshore

  8    that was devastated at the Gulf of Mexico?  How long did

  9    it take them to act and try to clean up the mess?  It's

 10    going to be even longer here in the Arctic because it's so

 11    sensitive, our ecosystem.  And we are sensitive, too,

 12    because we rely.  We rely on what was given to us, the

 13    resources.

 14              I know we are modernized.  We have a lot of

 15    technology, but there is other ways that they can, other

 16    ways of -- of trying to provide.  We know that our

 17    government has to pay China, but we don't -- we are also

 18    impacted by that because of the greed.  But we love our

 19    government, too, because we are Americans.

 20              But I'm saying no.  I choose no development on

 21    the multilease sale Beaufort Sea and Chukchi Sea planning

 22    area oil and gas lease sale 209, 212, 217 and 221.  I

 23    support alternative one, Beaufort and Chukchi Sea no lease

 24    sale.

 25              And those of you that are here today, you have
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  1    until July 11th to put in your comments.  There is a

  2    website that you can go to.  I have that in my office if

  3    you need help to put it in writing to these -- to BOEMRE

  4    to help because we know -- we have -- we have Dish.  We

  5    have TV, those of you who likes to watch news like I do.

  6    We see what's going on.

  7              The United States is hurting.  Maybe it's

  8    because we are almost against Israel.  We need to pray for

  9    Israel so that we will be blessed, so God will have us in

 10    our favor.  Today here in the Arctic Slope, that's what we

 11    do.  Because God has blessed us with these resources in

 12    the oceans, in the sea, in the rivers, and in the air.

 13              And I hope and pray that the decisionmaker

 14    listen to our comments.  We know that this was done from

 15    the other previous President of the United States, but the

 16    President today, Obama, we know that his term is almost

 17    over, but he's given us the opportunity to speak with the

 18    federal government, with government-to-government

 19    consultation, executive order 175131 so that we can have a

 20    voice in our community.

 21              We are Tikigagmius.  We will always say our

 22    voice.  Thank you.

 23                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you for your offer

 24    to help people with the regs.gov.  Thank you very much.

 25    That was very helpful.  Sir, would you like an

00064

  1    opportunity?  Back to the Elder table, anyone like to make

  2    another comment?

  3                    MR. LEO KINNEEVEAUK:  I wish -- I was

  4    wishing that the sea mammals and the animals that would be

  5    affected by these offshore drilling activities were here

  6    to testify with us, you know.  It is meaningful because

  7    they provide -- they provide us the food from the ocean.

  8    And my question is, who will make the final decision on

  9    what's going to happen after all the impact statements are

 10    taken care of and the testimonies?

 11                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  The Secretary of the

 12    Interior.

 13                    MR. LEO KINNEEVEAUK:  Is it the federal

 14    government --

 15                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Yes.

 16                    MR. LEO KINNEEVEAUK:  -- or the United

 17    States Supreme Court or MMS?

 18                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  No.  It's the Secretary

 19    of the Interior, Ken Salazar.  He makes the final

 20    decision.

 21                    MR. LEO KINNEEVEAUK:  Ken Salazar?

 22                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Yes, sir.

 23                    MS. DORCUS ROCK:  I oppose on the lease

 24    sale, too, and the reason on that is I was thinking about

 25    it.  I read this one book about those Indians when the
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  1    federal government took their land from them and, you

  2    know, the good Lord really, he won't take our water from

  3    us, God willing.

  4              You know, we have food -- we have food shortage

  5    a lot of times, and you go in my refrigerator or my

  6    freezer, you are not going to find no White Man's food in

  7    there.  It's all Eskimo food.  And that's provided from

  8    what people give me or when we go out to hunt.  And that's

  9    how we live.

 10              So you think -- think about you our children and

 11    our grandchildren.  If you think about that, it's real

 12    hard.  I heard everybody being against it, so I hope the

 13    Secretary of the Interior will think twice about it before

 14    they do anything.  You know, it's our land, our water, our

 15    sea.  And I remember that one man that mentioned that

 16    hunger knows no law.  We are not going to go to that

 17    extinct -- we are not going to go that far, but the

 18    testimonies of these people, I hope they really listen to

 19    what they are saying.  It's from the heart.  They are

 20    saying that from their heart, and that's what I'm doing,

 21    too, the same thing.

 22              That's the only way we provide our food.  I

 23    can't go to the store.  If I did, I have to spend, 2-,

 24    $300 just to get what I need.  And you know, when you buy

 25    meat -- did you go to the store to see how much the meats
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  1    are?  They are about $18 a pound.  You think about that.

  2              You got to think about all the testimonies of

  3    these people.  You got to think about it from your heart;

  4    not just by looking at them, but from the heart.  I really

  5    hope that you do listen to us because I know that the good

  6    Lord will be with us.  And I hope the Secretary of the

  7    Interior will think twice before he signs that paper.

  8              Money is not really anything, you know, when you

  9    think about it.  It is a lot of times, but money is not

 10    anything compared to our food that we get.  The men hunt

 11    for it, too.  It's not easy for them to be out there

 12    hunting.  If you ever tried going out to go hunt like they

 13    do, I don't think you would last a week, but they -- they

 14    dare through that just so we would have food on the table.

 15    I just wanted to say that.  Thank you.

 16                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you very much.

 17                    MR. EARL KINGIK:  It's been a long battle

 18    since 2008.  A lot of things happened between 2008 and

 19    now.  A lot of meetings, a lot of planning, a lot of

 20    development talk.  Our corporation, ASRC; our cousins,

 21    Olgoonik Corporation, and other corporations are getting

 22    involved with oil development without your guys'

 23    knowledge.

 24              We don't know what's been happening, but we

 25    would like to ask the government to do investigation on
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  1    what's been happening since the Native Village of Point

  2    Hope said no to offshore activity.  Point Hope is not new

  3    to this.  It's been years and years and years from my

  4    father was alive, my uncle [indiscernible] and all these

  5    other people, my mother, all these people that attend

  6    these meetings because the government want to go out to

  7    the ocean we love the most.  And all these years they have

  8    been saying no but, still, the government come back again

  9    and ask the same thing, could we do some lease sales in

 10    that area.

 11              And as we had a president by the name of George

 12    Bush, the George Bush era has disappeared.  George Bush

 13    wanted development in the Arctic.  George Bush got a big

 14    donation from oil companies to become president.  So you

 15    see, George Bush wanted to do development right away.

 16              I thank Native Village of Point Hope for passing

 17    a resolution opposing offshore activity in the Chukchi and

 18    the Beaufort.  A lot of things are happening.  This past

 19    week they called an Arctic Summit.  Any of our people is

 20    attending that Arctic Summit?  There was another big

 21    meeting I got invited to.  It was Shell Oil, Shell Oil

 22    meeting with Chamber of Commerce talking about the

 23    Chukchi, talking about development.  And where is our

 24    people?  A lot of meetings happening since 2008.

 25              I would like to be home, but I love you people.
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  1    I love our way of life, and that's the only way I can keep

  2    up with this very hot issue that's in front of our

  3    community.  After listening tonight, we gave you strong

  4    encouragement to even fight harder to let you guys know

  5    100 percent that attended this meeting is against offshore

  6    activity.

  7              The biggest scare is an oil spill.  They said

  8    there is no danger in shallow water like the Deepwater

  9    Horizon.  I had a chance to go visit the Deep Horizon

 10    [sic] oil spill.  I had a chance to witness what I always

 11    been talking about if there was an oil spill.  I had a

 12    chance to feel the crude oil that the birds and the

 13    alligators and the fish got into.

 14              So you see, we should all oppose offshore

 15    activity.  It's too precious to give away.  We always look

 16    forward to see qinu come every fall.  We call it our very

 17    first ice.  But if there is any oil spill, we will see

 18    black crude coming like qinu like the fresh ice that goes

 19    to Point Hope every fall, and we don't want that to

 20    happen.

 21              There is no proven science technology to clean

 22    oil spill.  Let the record know that Point Hope says there

 23    is no proven technology.  Science can't prove that.

 24              Salazar, we have many meetings with him.

 25    Echohawk, we have many meetings with them.  EPA
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  1    Washington, D.C., we have many meetings with them.  And we

  2    have meetings with Senators and Congressmen.  We got

  3    friends that always happens get votes to fight against the

  4    offshore activity in the Arctic.

  5              So you see, we are not alone because the tribe

  6    is very powerful.  We have got a Constitution of the

  7    United States, thanks to Jackson [sic].  We foster and

  8    protect our way of life.  We got to understand that.  We

  9    got to stick together.  Without to sticking together,

 10    things will happen.  When we stick together, things always

 11    happen in a good way.

 12              Just remember, Point Hope should say no, no, no

 13    to offshore activity.  Thank you.

 14                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you, Earl.  I'm

 15    not going to forget this side of the room.  Ma'am?

 16                    MS. LILLIAN LANE:  Lillian Lane.  Call me

 17    Anna.  As I was sitting here and wondering what else I

 18    should say, my mom called me.  She just came back from

 19    Kotzebue.  She's doing well, praise God.  She said I had

 20    other plans to do something else tonight, and that was

 21    church.  I love to go to church.  And Mom said there was a

 22    very important meeting that's going on.  You need to go

 23    and voice.  You need to go voice.  You need to go say

 24    something.

 25              So when she put that on me, I had no choice but

00070

  1    to come here and say what my heart says, wants me to say.

  2    Like others, my freezers are filled with ducks, muktuk,

  3    walrus, oogruk, agvik, seal oil.

  4              I don't want to -- I don't want to see seas on

  5    account of man-made mistake, technical mistake.  I love to

  6    eat my mikigaq.  I love to eat my meat.

  7              I told myself I'm just going to say a few words,

  8    and that will be it.  But right now, my heart is speaking.

  9    Ever since the Man of No Color has set foot on our

 10    society, there has been changes.  Majority of the time

 11    it's bad changes.  They have hurt our people, physical,

 12    mentally, spiritually.  We are tired of being pushed

 13    around, being told what to do.  Enough is enough.

 14              Our brave men who set their -- set themselves

 15    out in the ocean to catch what they could catch -- and

 16    they have been very successful this year.  God has blessed

 17    us mightily.  Once again, I -- from the bottom of my

 18    heart, from the bottom of my heart we plead and we beg

 19    that you don't allow to do this to us.  They have done

 20    enough to us.

 21              You folks out there don't know what it's like to

 22    live out here.  You have to come out here and live it, to

 23    understand what we go through.

 24              Like my boy, he's out there hunting right now.

 25    I encourage him to go hunting.  I want my freezers filled
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  1    as much as I can get.  We not only feed ourselves, but for

  2    the community.  We share.  This is a sharing community.

  3    We give first and take whatever is left over.  And still

  4    our freezers are full, whether they be in the ice cellar

  5    or the new freezers.

  6              I don't know what else I can say more because to

  7    beg and plead, I don't usually beg or plead, but this time

  8    I am.  I am.  I don't beg or plead.  It's for the good of

  9    our people.

 10              But thank you for coming again and listening to

 11    our comments.  And I hope they really take it to heart and

 12    understand, truly understand where we are coming from

 13    before they make this decision whether to do it or not to

 14    do it.

 15              Thank you.  Lillian Lane.

 16                    MS. EVA LONG:  I know I said no to that

 17    paper.  I'm Eva Long and I'm against offshore whaling

 18    [sic].  Thank you.  Offshore drilling.  I like whaling.

 19                    MS. CAROLINE CANNON:  First of all, I want

 20    to say my name is Caroline Cannon.  And tonight I wanted

 21    to listen because it's the people that gives us direction

 22    as leaders what to say.  We carry the message behind our

 23    back.  And I just want to commend everyone tonight for

 24    speaking from your hearts.  Many times I carry that

 25    luggage.
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  1              When I leave from here with the plane and I get

  2    to Kotzebue, there is times I visualize an oil rig.  There

  3    is times I visualize black ice.  There is times I cry.  I

  4    ask many times, why me?  Why me?  There is leaders in the

  5    community with many long knowledge, wisdom.  A gift that

  6    can reach out to the people in English or in Inupiaq.

  7              There are many times I miss my children's

  8    birthdays, anniversaries, but tonight I am very pleased to

  9    hear; tonight I am so blessed because it's the same

 10    message.

 11              We envision the ocean with the rigs.  I have a

 12    little reminder from a friend from Valdez, a jar full of

 13    their rocks with the oil, the black oil, and they just dug

 14    that not too long ago.  That is my reminder I keep in my

 15    room.  We are blessed with three whales this year.  We had

 16    the opportunity to see many things happening within our --

 17    in our -- in front of us.  A lot of joy.

 18              And yet we know how damaging it can be if there

 19    is one drop -- one drop oil -- I mean, oil drop.  We know

 20    how damaging that can be.  That can be forever.

 21              I grew up with five brothers, so I never really

 22    had a chance to put five gallons into our tank.  But one

 23    time my brothers weren't home.  Mom said I had to go put

 24    stove oil in our tank, and I cooveed.  I spilled.  I

 25    cooveed, and I saw that oil go straight to the snow
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  1    rapidly.  And that five gallons was valuable to my

  2    parents.  That little drop was valuable to our household.

  3    And it broke my heart.  I couldn't contain it.  It spill.

  4    It went directly to the ground.

  5              So knowing that, at that time I didn't know that

  6    that would educate me, somewhat help me to know how

  7    crucial or how -- how the materials is as a liquid.

  8              So I just want to say that I am so blessed to

  9    hear people coming forward.  I'm always speaking them out.

 10    I'm not trying to put myself up, but when I visit Elders

 11    and they bless me, keep on, keep on.  And we are facing

 12    our own people.  Our own people.

 13              It's hard, but tonight is a critical meeting.

 14    We have schedules which we shared with -- we had a meeting

 15    with the group earlier.  And we shared that our

 16    calendar -- our subsistence way of life evolves on the

 17    weather.  We can't program and say we are going to catch

 18    oogruks in two weeks.  We can't program this and say we

 19    are going to go with this.  We have to do it while it's

 20    available, while it's here.  A lot of us want to be out

 21    there, but I'm glad that we have some people here.  Many

 22    times have we had meetings, and there is only a handful.

 23              And I envision our rich heritage, our culture

 24    and the live berries if we don't speak up when it's

 25    already too late.  But I'm so grateful that we had
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  1    mentors, the people before us, our Elders, that were vocal

  2    that liked to say their piece, our mentors that protected

  3    our land, our ocean.  They cared.  There is many -- and

  4    yet at that time they cared, but they weren't -- they

  5    weren't given compensation.  No meeting fees.

  6              A lot of times we have to travel with what

  7    little we have in our pocket.  If you go to D.C., you

  8    can't get anywhere without a cab.  There are hotels.  You

  9    think it's ridiculous here in Alaska; $200 a night in

 10    Anchorage during the summer rate?  It's 3-, $400 over

 11    there.  What little money you have, if they put you in

 12    a -- in a hotel, you're going to see little critters

 13    because we can't afford that.  We can't afford that

 14    lifestyle.  But it's critical that we have a voice.

 15              I just want to say thank you.  Thank you for

 16    opening the doors because these doors were shut before.

 17    Believe me, they were shut.  There are open doors now.

 18    There is opportunities for Native tribes to get up and

 19    speak and to be recognized.  Sometimes you feel like you

 20    are walking the trail by yourself when you don't have

 21    nothing.  But it has to be heard.  You have to be heard

 22    irregardless.

 23              Remember the big issue about those coupons on

 24    the beds not too long ago?  Many times we have to sleep in

 25    a hotel that's not even worth it.  Don't want to even get
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  1    inside the blankets because that's how it looks.

  2    Sometimes it's filthy.  Who in their right mind would

  3    travel for five or six days?

  4              There are times you can barely get 300.  People

  5    think we make money.  We don't.  We are a tribal

  6    government with very little.  I know someone had made a

  7    comment many times in our meetings that it's just like

  8    pennies.  But you know what?  The reward is so big when

  9    you land a whale, the reward is so great when you have

 10    that celebration, when you recognize that child that was

 11    born this year, when you see an Elder crying from their

 12    heart, quuyah.  The reward is so great.

 13              Many times we speak.  We testify over and over

 14    and over again.  But it's through your prayers that we are

 15    able to stand firm.  Our mentors and our God (Speaking in

 16    Inupiaq), the whaling captains, the umialiks back in the

 17    day.  But with honor, with respect.  And it is because of

 18    them we are standing here today.

 19              I get curious many times as I travel, why aren't

 20    they including the coastal villages such as Savoonga,

 21    Gambell, Kivalina?  Because it's those three villages,

 22    when they see me on the road or when they see me in the

 23    airport or wherever, they come and thank me.  They don't

 24    go to their villages to go get their -- to get their

 25    public comments, but they are -- they are being impacted.
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  1    We need to include them.  I don't have -- I don't know

  2    their -- their background.  I know the walrus is crucial

  3    to them, to Savoonga and Diomede for the covering of the

  4    boat.  That's all I know.  But at one time they used to

  5    come here with boats to celebrate with us.

  6              There is a lot of issues that were said tonight,

  7    a lot of critical ones, but I just want to commend --

  8    commend the BOEMRE -- sometimes we say bummer.  But thanks

  9    for taking this time and giving us the adequate time as

 10    you go around a circle.  I heard many, many, many

 11    heartfelt testimonies coming from your heart because I

 12    feel like this is one of the last meetings that's going to

 13    occur.  We have to exercise our rights as human beings.

 14              I don't want my great-grandkids to go to the

 15    library and say oh, my amua did this.  Did they really do

 16    this?  No.  I want them to have that opportunity to

 17    practice what we do today.

 18              I just thank you all for saying and coming and

 19    saying your piece.  I felt it tonight like never before.

 20    But I stress that you need to go to the other villages,

 21    the villages that I mentioned that are being impacted.  I

 22    know July is just around the corner, but it's critical

 23    that they be heard.  Nome needs to be one station, one

 24    area.  They have whaling communities in that area.

 25              Climate change is one thing that we are seeing
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  1    firsthand (Speaking in Inupiaq).  Our weather has changed,

  2    the ice condition, you name it.  But I don't want to echo

  3    what everybody has been saying.  There is a lot of good

  4    statements.  I came here tonight.  And we would like to

  5    see the reports.  We want it on the Internet.  We wanted

  6    to be able to have access to it because where is Point

  7    Hope.

  8              And I'm just grateful that there is a whaling

  9    captain's wife over here.  She said this land is my land.

 10    To see her grandkids here, when you have tutichiats, I

 11    visit her house and I see her grandkids.  Many grandkids.

 12    So I was thankful that the Lord blessed them with a whale,

 13    the hard work it takes to land a whale to prepare.

 14              I'm thankful for the Kinneeveauks.  I'm thankful

 15    for the Lanes, the Killigvuks, that we were able to

 16    celebrate the true meaning of being a (Speaking in

 17    Inupiaq), and to share with our brothers and sisters

 18    hagmaktus [Inupiaq ph].  I want to thank my uma Leo for

 19    coming home and sharing his knowledge with the songs that

 20    he has that we have yet to learn because they are so

 21    precious in our hearts.  They are so, so -- so much who we

 22    are.

 23              I said enough, but again, I want to thank

 24    everyone for coming.  Taikuu.

 25                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you very, very
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  1    much.  Sir, would you like another opportunity?

  2                    UNIDENTIFIED SPEAKER:  (Shakes head.)

  3                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Ma'am?

  4                    MS. MARGARET OKTOLLIK:  Hi, I'm Margaret

  5    Oktollik, and I'm against offshore drilling, and it is --

  6    I haven't been home for many years, and it is good to go

  7    home to the whaling tradition, and it is a very -- it

  8    describes the whale spread around the whole village,

  9    and it's going to hurt when they do the drilling and

 10    it's -- I don't know why they choose this place right now

 11    because I grew up here in Point Hope.  And I -- we live

 12    off the shore and the land.  And I don't know why it's

 13    coming right now.

 14              My kids are learning the tradition, too, and

 15    it's -- the tradition is the main culture around here in

 16    Point Hope.  This is the oldest village in Point Hope --

 17    in Alaska.  We -- it's -- it's -- it's -- this place is

 18    critical right now.  I mean, I don't know.  It's fine to

 19    be home and it's good to see everybody sharing, everybody

 20    getting along.  And the community is still the same, and I

 21    hope it stays this way.  And I want my kids to see how

 22    much it is to love one another and share with one another

 23    and care for each and every one.  My kids really love

 24    being home.  I'm against everything.  I'm done.

 25                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you.  Ma'am, would
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  1    you like another comment, please?

  2                    MS. SALLY KILLIGVUK:  My husband is a

  3    whaling captain.  You know, I was thinking while you guys

  4    were all talking about money and having food in the

  5    freezer.  Every time we have money, we spend it and the

  6    next day you have no more money.  But you still have the

  7    food of -- the Native food that we share through the

  8    villages everywhere.  All over the Alaska peoples trying

  9    the mikigaq and everything.  If I was a millionaire, I

 10    would have every one of these poor little people go to

 11    every meeting you guys have.

 12              But, you know, the only thing I'm proud to be,

 13    to tell you guys the truth, that I love to be Native

 14    American to share our traditional ways.  And I will fight

 15    for what we are doing right now.  And when we teach our

 16    kids how to say no when the bad things are -- when we have

 17    bad things, we say no.

 18              And this -- these things we are trying to say

 19    no, which you guys can't hear.  And we are trying to tell

 20    you guys over and over, no means no.  Like we always teach

 21    our kids, no, you can't do this.  But what's the use?  You

 22    guys have to open your ears and open your hearts because

 23    you know -- but every time we have money we spend it, but

 24    we still have the Native foods with us for the rest of our

 25    lives.  We can't change.
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  1              And the ocean -- you guys eat, too.  Like the

  2    fish, like the shrimp, crabs.  You guys eat those things,

  3    too.  It hurts you peoples, too.  Not only us, because you

  4    guys love to eat those things, too.  And I -- you know,

  5    common sense that you have to use, too.

  6              But I respect each and every one of you guys and

  7    the ones that are fighting for us, like Caroline and

  8    Oktollik, to fight for us.  And we are making them strong

  9    to respect them.  We pay for them to help us.  But they

 10    are -- they are doing their best, but we pray for them to

 11    be strong for us because we can't do it.  And I respect

 12    them, for them peoples to doing that for us.  And you

 13    know, we said no.

 14              And thank you.

 15                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you very much.

 16    Would you like to make a comment?  You okay?  Okay.  Thank

 17    you.  Would you like to make a comment?  Okay.

 18              Well, it's getting late but, then, again, I want

 19    to make sure everybody feels their voice was heard.  This

 20    is important.  So is there anybody else that would like to

 21    raise their hand and say something?  I mean, I don't want

 22    to exclude anyone.

 23                    MR. JACK SCHAEFER:  We heard a lot that

 24    was said earlier.  There were a lot of points that were

 25    made, and really valid points.  We need jobs.  We need
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  1    this oil.  We don't like being poor.  We expect to be

  2    respected.  Treat us like everyone else.  This is not

  3    Ecuador.  Those people had their oil stolen right from

  4    under them.  They had to go to the UN.  So did we.  And

  5    the UN combined Ecuador and us together in regards to

  6    discrimination against indigenous peoples.  Five

  7    transnational corporations through their resolution that

  8    they passed in 1989 and did their investigation, and we

  9    responded.

 10              Our issue was Prudhoe Bay at that time.  We

 11    didn't get a chance to talk about offshore, but we did

 12    indicate what our impacts were with that Prudhoe Bay.  The

 13    impacts on those animals that live up there, the birds

 14    that live up there, the migratory life.  And we were very

 15    thorough about the impacts that had taken place back then.

 16    There were 200 holes in that Trans-Alaska Pipeline back

 17    then.  And the person who blew the whistle was persecuted.

 18    And this was testified before.

 19              But getting back to jobs, oil, opportunities,

 20    business, and they talk about that place up there.  I have

 21    been working for a village corporation since 1983.  I had

 22    to be involved with title recovery in regards to those

 23    people that had filed for Native allotments as their own

 24    from the federal government.  They almost did not get any

 25    of their allotments on the coast because the federal
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  1    government said it is valuable for oil and gas.  And that

  2    is reserved to the United States.  And if you have got

  3    evidence otherwise, please provide it to us.  Naturally,

  4    we did, but they made that statement.  So there is oil

  5    here on shore.

  6              In 1980, the Alaska Lands Interest Conservation

  7    Lands Act [sic], ANILCA they call it, mandated an

  8    inventory of every square inch of Alaska.  What minerals

  9    are there?  What oil is there?  Did they let us know?  No,

 10    they didn't let us know where everything is.  They want

 11    to -- they wanted us not to know because of this

 12    competitive arrangement, competition, intellectual

 13    property.  But we have oil here.  We need to know in order

 14    to make a clear decision.

 15              Is it really the end of the world when there is

 16    more than 50 years of oil in the Lower 48 for the whole

 17    country?  Tar sands and shale oil.  What about Prudhoe

 18    Bay, the Shuvlik formation, the shale there, which will

 19    last and keep that pipeline alive through 2074 at 660,000

 20    barrels a day then.

 21              And we got this impression that was hitting us

 22    hard in the year 2000 during the Bush Administration's

 23    last phases.  This is a crisis.  We got no oil.  What are

 24    we going to do?  And a couple of Senators and Congressmen

 25    stand up and say, hey, wait a minute.  There is 62,000,000
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  1    acres that are leased now.  And you are not even touching

  2    it?  And you want to go offshore over there?  You want to

  3    go offshore in California?  We said no to that.  But you

  4    still want to do it, and yet you have 62,000,000 acres

  5    sitting right there leased, and it's not being developed.

  6              What's wrong with this picture?  Is there a

  7    national security issue?  Is there a problem?  There is

  8    all this controversial propaganda, whatever, that's being

  9    pressed upon us without true facts as to exactly what is

 10    there.  Naturally we brought it up to the oil companies

 11    when they come in our doors and we close the door and they

 12    sit around and talk and have tea with us, business.  And

 13    we say, hey, wait a minute, there is oil right there.  How

 14    come you don't want that?  There is nothing there.  It's

 15    over there, but not here.  Which is a finite lie.  And why

 16    did they lie?  Because that oil over there is free.  There

 17    is no tax.

 18              As a matter of fact, there was incentives until

 19    Obama said, hey, wait a minute, there is something wrong

 20    with this picture.  We are paying you guys to take this

 21    oil, you know.  How are we going to deal with our deficit?

 22              So we have all this oil on shore, and these oil

 23    companies running around with their temptation, that

 24    apple.  And they are even picking on our leadership, our

 25    business and saying that's the only way to go when we
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  1    haven't really got a clear picture what we really are --

  2    what we really have here.

  3              This area is the largest oil patch in the world.

  4    We are sitting on a bowl.  The edge of the bowl is Point

  5    Hope, Wainwright, Point Lay.  And it's being sucked from

  6    the middle, not from the edge.  And we are left with

  7    nothing, because it's being stolen from over here from

  8    next door way far away.  They really should deal with what

  9    there is now and what you can deal with now and quit

 10    messing around with stuff that we can't deal with.  There

 11    is no technology to clean up oil in broken ice.

 12              Did you see those pictures from the Norway

 13    study, from the Canadian MacKenzie study?  Those ice were

 14    far apart from each other, lots of water, no wind.  Great

 15    job.  We can do it.  I looked at satellite photos all year

 16    looking at the ice formations.  We had a tough year.  All

 17    the way from Barrow to here, that ice really moved around.

 18    There would have been no way to clean up.  We just finally

 19    lost some of this ice just recently.  It's been stuck for

 20    a while.

 21              Our businesses have opportunities, but they are

 22    being abused by oil companies for gold instead of silver,

 23    as a figure of speech.  The technology is not for the

 24    offshore yet, but the technology sure is for onshore.  If

 25    the federal government has told me this is valuable for
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  1    oil and gas, then let's deal with it here before we even

  2    go offshore.  Work on that technology because the

  3    technology has not changed through Arctic research,

  4    through the National Science Foundation, over the years

  5    has not changed at all.  They have to be forced into it or

  6    something to come out with a way to deal with this.

  7              I don't know if you remember the Santa Barbara

  8    accident in the '60s, but the depth of that accident is

  9    the very same depth as that -- those areas over there, 150

 10    feet deep.  And when that thing leaked, it tore the

 11    ground, and you can't plug a torn ground.  And how fast

 12    did that oil spread in 150 feet of water versus a mile?

 13    It went fast.  Did they actually clean it up?  Did they

 14    plug it?  That's what we are faced with here.

 15              This is shallow water, and there is talk about

 16    weakening and streamlining regulations on shallow water.

 17    That was on the news today.  That's what they want to do.

 18    But it's shallow water.  It's like an hourglass.  And I

 19    don't see how that was missed.  But at the same time,

 20    there is oil on shore outside of the petroleum reserve.

 21    Our businesses should have control over that.  That was

 22    why they were formed with that relationship with the

 23    federal government under this forceful Alaska Native

 24    Claims Settlement Act, with that partnership arrangement

 25    for the economic opportunity for that corporation and ours
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  1    to do it in our impacted areas per testimony back then

  2    with that expectation.  But these oil companies got in the

  3    way and attempt offshore.

  4              And it really gives you a picture with regards

  5    to what Alaska has said, what the governor has said.  And

  6    what is his background?  A lobbyist for oil companies.

  7    Even though we get nothing out of it, he say we are going

  8    to get jobs.  It's a good thing.  When that pipeline runs

  9    through, it runs through the National Petroleum Reserve.

 10              Is it taxable by the North Slope Borough?  No.

 11    It's federal property.  Is it taxable by the tribe?  Yes.

 12    But has the tribe practiced it?  No.  Has there been

 13    technical assistance to make it happen?  No.  Has it been

 14    through court rulings that ruled in favor of that tribal

 15    government?  Yes.  Has there been technical assistance

 16    provided?  No.  To make it happen as the

 17    government-to-government in regards to delegation of

 18    authority as a government-to-government.

 19              We are equal, almost like clones, whether we

 20    like it or not.  And we share that responsibility.  But

 21    there is so much oil that's on shore.  BP just purchased

 22    property next to the pipeline, 30-some-odd thousand acres.

 23    And that oil there is, what, 17,000,000,000 barrels, which

 24    will last us until 2074.  At 660 [sic] barrels in 2074.

 25              And so we keep hearing from personnel from the
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  1    federal government that we have a national security

  2    problem.  This is an urgent issue.  We need this oil.  But

  3    at the same time, we are hearing these other things, which

  4    nobody really knows about.  I mean, I have to beg to

  5    Google to get that information and see and talk to other

  6    people to see what's going on while we still haven't seen

  7    what ANILCA has provided on that mandate of inventory of

  8    the land.

  9              So there isn't -- we have no oil.  It's just

 10    that there was interest that was shown.  When you look at

 11    those technical reports that were done in the '70s, you

 12    notice that there is an interesting trend in regards to

 13    location.  Nome, Kotzebue, Cook Inlet, Aleutians.  And who

 14    did them?  KPMG, an accounting company.  Are they

 15    trustworthy?  What did they focus on?  Were their

 16    biological studies accurate?  And how much did they focus

 17    on that?

 18              There are over 50 technical reports that were

 19    provided by your website that I tried to look through.

 20    There were three for the Navarin Basin, maybe one or two

 21    for the Nome area, one or two for Kotzebue, about

 22    20-some-odd for the Beaufort, maybe six for the Hope

 23    Basin, Point Hope area.  The Point Hope area was focusing

 24    on Kotzebue information because we refused to cooperate.

 25    So there is technical missing information.  Whether -- you
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  1    know, I mean, that information needs to be looked at and

  2    taken seriously.

  3              In regards to technical knowledge or

  4    intellectual knowledge or intellectual property, Brown &

  5    Associates, who is your contractor, had only gone to Point

  6    Lay for the Hope basin sale 193.  They did not get

  7    information from Wainwright or Point Hope for the Hope

  8    basin sale 193.  Point Lay was the only source for EPA.  I

  9    don't know if Brown & Associates worked for anyone else,

 10    but they did admit to EPA -- admit that that was what they

 11    got when they started talking about their permits, water,

 12    air.

 13              We have the right for taxation.  The situation

 14    that we are faced with doesn't make any sense.  The State

 15    is literally trying to give away its oil because of this

 16    offshore situation.  And the governor is getting whipped

 17    for trying to do it.  Say, hey, wait a minute, man, you

 18    are giving it away.  We are paying 80 cents on the dollar

 19    for you to drill oil.  We are reimbursing you 80 cents on

 20    the dollar here in Alaska on shore.  And we are willing to

 21    give you even more.  And that's when the governor got

 22    slapped around.

 23              But I truly believe that there is oil here on

 24    shore.  I don't know why they are not going after that.

 25    It's safer.  For all we know, it's more than what ANWR
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  1    has.  And this is outside of the petroleum reserve.  We

  2    are not even talking about Kotzebue, Fairbanks.

  3              Their situation is -- is an interesting one; so

  4    is ours.  We have to give 70 percent away.  Are we going

  5    to deal with that?  Have you ever decided to give away 70

  6    percent of your paycheck to someone else?  That's what we

  7    are faced with.  Onshore.

  8              And if the government is willing to reimburse us

  9    for that, then maybe you got something going.  But still

 10    our government -- our businesses should have an

 11    opportunity to develop what is theirs onshore and not be

 12    told by these oil companies that's the way to go.  You

 13    don't have any oil.  Well, that might not even be true.

 14    We need to know what the real facts are because I don't

 15    know what they are.  I'm trying to understand.

 16                    MS. ERMA HUNNICUTT:  Excuse me.  Can we

 17    have some water or something?  We are getting dry.

 18                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  I think we are going to

 19    have to take a short break.  Let's take a short break

 20    here.  And I know our recorder needs to take a break, too.

 21    So let's take a ten-minute break.  And if people want to

 22    make additional comments, we can come back.

 23               (A break was taken.)

 24                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Okay.  I know it's late,

 25    and people have been here a long time.  And we probably --
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  1    I know we should have had the break sooner.  I didn't

  2    realize that the coffee maker is locked up.  And I asked

  3    where is the coffee, and the coffee maker is locked up.

  4    Next time we will know they have the room unlocked with

  5    the coffee maker to make the --

  6                    MS. ERMA HUNNICUTT:  Just tell the oil

  7    companies to send us pop and water.

  8                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  The oil company?

  9                    MS. ERMA HUNNICUTT:  Yes.

 10                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  They can do that.  I

 11    can't.  But then I will be breaking the law if I drank

 12    their coffee.  Okay.  We went around the room once.  We

 13    had the names.  We asked for anybody who wanted to speak.

 14    I want to make sure no one leaves here feeling they didn't

 15    have a chance to express the way they feel.  So right now

 16    if anybody else would like to speak, I want to make sure

 17    no one feels they didn't -- they didn't get it on the

 18    table here.  This is important.  Going once.

 19                    MS. PEGGY FRANKSON:  I'm just curious how

 20    much weight bearing are these hearings for the Secretary

 21    of Interior when he makes his decisions?  Is he going to

 22    be reading all of these comments?  Is he going to be aware

 23    of how we feel?  Is he going to get this totally in

 24    writing in front of him in black and white?

 25                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  My understanding is --
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  1    they are the experts.  We take everything verbatim.  There

  2    is also summaries prepared.  They are available to the

  3    Secretary and the staff.  Whatever format they want it in,

  4    the Secretary and staff, we provide it.  We make sure the

  5    verbatim transcripts are available, summaries are

  6    available, everything.  And once you pass it up the chain,

  7    we only have so much influence.  But one thing we have to

  8    focus on is to make sure no matter what is said, whatever

  9    is recorded is available and put on the table.  I mean, we

 10    can promise you that.  That's our job.  There was

 11    another --

 12                    MS. ERMA HUNNICUTT:  Does the Secretary

 13    ever make a comment?  I mean does he ever -- about the

 14    concern at that they made, does he ever talk about -- does

 15    he ever talk?  I mean --

 16                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Yes, he has talked among

 17    his staff.  Sometime he will --

 18                    MS. ERMA HUNNICUTT:  But we never hear

 19    from him.

 20                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  They send us.  And I

 21    will take the message back that you want to hear from him.

 22                    MS. ERMA HUNNICUTT:  I want to know what

 23    he have to say after he listen to all the comments.

 24                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Leo, do you want to say

 25    something?
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  1                    MS. AGGIE FRANKSON-HENRY:  Aggie

  2    Frankson-Henry, for the record.  My question is on seismic

  3    testing.  When did they start seismic testing in the

  4    Chukchi Sea and Bering Sea?  Who gave them the permits to

  5    do seismic testing?  What effects does it have on -- on

  6    people, on the Inupiat people?  And what effects does it

  7    have on the marine mammals?  What marine mammals die from

  8    seismic testing?  Those are my questions because we rely

  9    on those resources, and the marine mammals rely on those

 10    resources such as plankton and all the other bottomless

 11    sea creatures.  I see pictures of seismic testing and what

 12    it does in the bottomless ocean floor.

 13              And why can't people look back when they are

 14    doing seismic testing?  Is it -- is it caused by

 15    radiation?  What is the scientific knowledge of scientific

 16    testing and the effects it has and the impact it has

 17    within the coastal communities of the Arctic Slope?

 18              We need to know about seismic testing.  We need

 19    to know these, and we need these answers back in black and

 20    white.  Like from -- like -- like we need to hear also

 21    from the input of the environmental impact statements, the

 22    final decisionmaker, his comments on our comments.  We

 23    haven't -- you know, it's -- it's really important.  It's

 24    really important to know because we know how many

 25    decibels -- how many decibels does it -- does it impact
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  1    the marine mammals?  How many decibels does it take to

  2    impact the creatures in the bottom of the sea?  Does it do

  3    something to the bowhead whale's stomach, seismic testing?

  4    Does it pop the drum, eardrums of the seals?

  5              It's like standing -- to me it would be standing

  6    in this building with a lot of speakers in a concert,

  7    maybe even more.  I don't know how many -- I mean, put

  8    that by a whale.  Let us have a picture of all those

  9    speakers that, you know, that affects the marine mammals.

 10    We need to know these things.  Who gives them the right to

 11    do seismic testing?  How come they never come to our

 12    community so that we can oppose seismic testing along the

 13    coastal communities?  These are important.  And we know

 14    that offshore development, if it doesn't come, you know --

 15              Our mayor -- I support the mayor of the North

 16    Slope Borough.  He's getting really worried now within his

 17    statements in the -- in the newspapers today in -- in ADN

 18    or Arctic Sounder, you know, with -- what do they call

 19    that?  It's within the communities along the -- the Arctic

 20    and the other communities within that one, that the State

 21    of Alaska did not pass or it didn't go into -- the coastal

 22    management zone.  Yes.  No, that's --

 23              Can BOEMRE try to help us and ask the governor

 24    or go to the State of Alaska to encourage them that we

 25    need to be heard, the coastal communities within the
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  1    coastal management zone?  Is it possible?  We know we get

  2    our education when we go to elementary school, high

  3    school, and further on our education.  And they are all

  4    federally and State funded, along with our housing.  And

  5    now we are seeing all this devastation in the Lower 48

  6    because of tornadoes or hurricanes or flooding now.  And

  7    we really do hurt for the people down there.  We really

  8    care.  And I think that the federal government should care

  9    like they should care for us, too, that are going to be

 10    highly impacted if there is an oil spill.

 11              Thank you.

 12                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you very much.  On

 13    this side of the room, any other comments before I go back

 14    to that side of the room?

 15                    MS. LILLIAN AANAURAQ LANE:  Lillian

 16    Aanauraq Lane.  I think the bottom line of all of this is

 17    that if anything is going to harm our animals out in the

 18    ocean, and once that is harmed, it will affect -- it will

 19    have an effect on -- a ripple effect on everything that

 20    depends on them.  And we don't want that to happen.

 21                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you.  I walk way

 22    back there.  Anybody else over here or back here?  As I

 23    walk back to this side of the room, it looks like we are

 24    getting ready to wrap this up.  Everybody is tired.

 25                    MS. PEGGY FRANKSON:  I'd like to invite
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  1    every one of you over to my home even before you fly out

  2    tonight, if you are flying tonight.  Look in my freezers.

  3    You are going to see all what's in my freezers.  That's

  4    all going to be Eskimo food.  You will see my big family

  5    and, without that, we wouldn't -- we would be in so much

  6    poverty, we would be starving to death.

  7              I mean, I want you to go back and tell the

  8    Secretary of Interior that we -- we depend on these --

  9    these animals, these mammals, all of our sea mammals to

 10    eat every single day of our lives.  It's -- my kids are

 11    raised on it.  I mean, my husband hunts them.  Our family

 12    hunts them.  You know, I invite every one of you to go

 13    look in my freezer.  Everybody else in this community, I'm

 14    sure they would give you that same offer.  Their freezers

 15    are full of Eskimo food, nothing else.

 16                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you.  Thank you.

 17    Jack, did I see your hand?

 18                    MR. JACK SCHAEFER:  Jack Schaefer again.

 19    Seismic, now that it was touched on.  There is an

 20    exemption for the U.S. Fish & Wildlife Service and the

 21    National Marine Fisheries Service on addressing impacts

 22    and having public hearings and doing something about their

 23    authorizations for incidental take and the impacts on

 24    animals for seismic activities.  Native Village of Point

 25    Hope went to court three years in a row and lost three
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  1    years in a row because when the judge made a decision, the

  2    season was over and it was moot.

  3              But seismic testing has started in the '70s.

  4    And then it continued on for a nine-year program from 1980

  5    to 1989.  And they did 2-D seismic from the Canadian

  6    border all the way to Point Hope, every square inch.  At

  7    that very same time we were dealing with the United

  8    Nations on the impacts of animals also doing one on Red

  9    Dog Mine.  There was something like seven out of ten seals

 10    that were sinking in the winter.  They were skinny.  They

 11    don't sink, but they were malnourished.  And we reported

 12    that to the UN and then we were distracted by this Project

 13    Chariot issue cleanup.  So we were never able to follow

 14    through on that issue.

 15              Now, it took a while for them to recover.  And

 16    now we have gone through another three years of the

 17    seismic stuff.  And there is still more to go.

 18              Someone had asked in one of the earlier hearings

 19    a couple years ago to define seismic.  And that person

 20    went home and looked in the dictionary and found out that

 21    the definition of seismic is earth shattering.  So it's --

 22    you know, it's hard to deal with this as if we are talking

 23    to numb people that can't hear or are numb to this and

 24    don't respond.

 25              One employee out of NMFS did admit that he was
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  1    retiring and he said that straight out before we started

  2    our hearing -- I mean, during the hearing.  And so there

  3    were three hearings on seismic, but we never got anything

  4    done with it, but we did have impacts.  We have impacts

  5    now.  Nobody is willing to carry a camera around.  I heard

  6    that walruses and seals had blown eardrums.  The walruses

  7    were distracted from Kaktovik straight to Russia when

  8    Alaska Eskimo Whaling Commission gave the go-ahead for

  9    seismic activities over there.

 10              We didn't get to fill up our freezers that year.

 11    That was three years ago.  We reported to the National

 12    Marine Fisheries Service, Fish & Wildlife Service, and

 13    their response was that it was normal.  They assigned it

 14    to a veteran who had worked for the U.S. Fish & Wildlife

 15    Service for decades, John Trent, who was soon to retire or

 16    die on the job.  So he was able to say that with a

 17    numbness.

 18              It's -- it's hard to deal with this stuff and

 19    try to explain, but at the same time, having these type of

 20    things being brought back to us as, you are not a

 21    scientist; you don't have any photographs; we don't

 22    remember these tests that were taking place in the past;

 23    we don't know how much of a time frame we gave for

 24    recovery.  Was there very much tomcod this year?  Last

 25    year?  From seismic part of the food chain was lost.

00098

  1              Again, there will be some nourishment problems

  2    with part of the food chain because of seismic, which is

  3    another reason why there should be time to wait until

  4    these species recover from this earth-shattering

  5    experience that they went through with this 2-D, 3-D that

  6    were done by China and the United States.

  7              One of the interesting statements that were made

  8    or in response was we were completely unaware of this, but

  9    in 2006 there is this group that is called the Indigenous

 10    Peoples Council for Marine Mammals.  Had two federal

 11    agencies administering the Marine Mammal Protection Act.

 12    Fish & Wildlife Service and the National Marine Fisheries

 13    Service entered into an umbrella agreement on how to

 14    negotiate these section 119 cooperative agreements.  We

 15    were completely unaware that this was going on.  I didn't

 16    know about it.

 17              When the tribe said no, they went to these

 18    nonprofit organizations.  Beluga whale, polar bear, fur

 19    seal.  Whaling Commission got this agreement, we will

 20    protect these animals.  But they called it conflict

 21    avoidance agreement, good neighbor policy, whatever.

 22    Whether there was complete attention focused on that is

 23    unclear because whenever my uncle went to talk to Diomede,

 24    to Gambell, when they talked about their seal, their

 25    walrus, they said, hey, wait a minute, there is something,
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  1    you know -- and whale.  They indicated, well, I don't

  2    agree with this agreement.

  3              Nevertheless, there is this agreement in 2006,

  4    which I personally feel is something that's not legal.

  5    That delegation of authority was done for the purposes of

  6    providing funding and providing a better way of managing

  7    animals and having a cooperative agreement with the State

  8    to manage these animals.

  9              But what did they do instead?  They go ahead and

 10    do the same thing on the side to allow industry to create

 11    these impacts which we can't deal with in a legal

 12    position.  And so part of this food chain is broken and we

 13    are way behind on this intellectual property.  The

 14    information in regards to the Chukchi Sea as to what

 15    impacts have taken place now as from those seismic tests

 16    and allowing it to recover is something that needs to be

 17    done so that we can continue to survive.

 18              You know, everyone said that -- that we get our

 19    food from the ocean.  Go buy a steak at the store.  It's

 20    $24 a pound.  And meat is something that you like, unless

 21    you are a vegetarian.  And if you are a vegetarian, you

 22    got black eyes like an Indian.  And I got to have meat.  I

 23    have to have meat.  I just have to do it.  Otherwise I'm a

 24    98-pound weakling.  And we have no other way.  We don't

 25    have any other way.
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  1              Money don't grow on trees and it doesn't rain

  2    animals.  We have to go out and get them.  They come to

  3    us, and that's how we live.  And we have no other way.

  4    Aside from that, you know, it's a -- you know, it's an act

  5    of -- it's an imminent threat.  Native Village of Gambell

  6    used that term.  The United States responded by saying the

  7    imminent threat doesn't click until we turn that first

  8    stone on the ocean floor.  And what did Bush say?  We got

  9    an imminent threat from this Al Quaida, or whatever we

 10    call these people.  And he went in there and did his

 11    damage because he said there was this imminent threat.

 12              It's funny how that imminent threat definition

 13    had changed and evolved from the 1980s to now to the time

 14    that, you know, Bush had done his thing.

 15              But we are faced with that.  That threat is

 16    emotional, mental until it hits our nutritional needs, and

 17    it already had with the walrus and the tomcod, which the

 18    seal survive on.  How long will it take for us to see that

 19    decline in the population?

 20              And we haven't even talked about some other

 21    outside interests that cause influence on us.  When I was

 22    young, my grandmother used to skin and take the face off

 23    of seals, and she sold each face for $2.50.  There was a

 24    bounty on seals.  This was -- I remember it in 1967, 1968,

 25    when I tried to use one of them as a Frisbee, she got on
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  1    my case, my grandma.

  2                    MS. EMMA KINNEEVEAUK:  Not the face, the

  3    head.

  4                    MR. JACK SCHAEFER:  With the eyes, too?

  5                    MS. EMMA KINNEEVEAUK:  No, just the head,

  6    the seal head.

  7                    MR. JACK SCHAEFER:  So I decided to ask,

  8    what was that about?  Was it an environmental issue?  Was

  9    it a health issue?  Was it from nuclear testing that took

 10    place in 1955 in the Arctic Ocean by the U.S. government?

 11    What was it?  The only person I knew to ask was John Trent

 12    because he's been with us for decades.  So he decided to

 13    look into it, and he came to an answer.  And he said it

 14    was the commercial fisheries had indicated that the seal

 15    had caused problems with their nets and therefore has

 16    caused a bounty at $2.50 per.  And my grandma, she was

 17    able to get her chewing tobacco with that.

 18              But there was an act that had taken place that

 19    we had no control over but were very fortunate to live

 20    through.  But it didn't get carried away.  And I don't

 21    know how it stopped, but I just asked on a memory that I

 22    had.  I thought it was an environmental one.  It turned

 23    out to be a commercial outside interest influence,

 24    commercial fisheries.

 25              Management of renewable resources is so
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  1    important, and it's a responsibility for the federal

  2    government in regarding and maintaining the optimum

  3    sustained yield of all species and to step in when that

  4    delegation of authority has been betrayed or failed by a

  5    state.

  6              We had seen recently that for the second year in

  7    a row since we started to look at this that Yukon River

  8    people cannot get salmon for subsistence purposes, and

  9    that's because of commercial fisheries bycatch.  And we

 10    did explain this and indicate that that was a problem,

 11    both to Salazar when he came to Barrow that there is this

 12    full faith and credit issue that needs to be addressed in

 13    regards to what happens to other people has to be

 14    respected by us also in regards to whatever judicial

 15    rulings had taken place.  We treat everybody the same.

 16    This is the United States.

 17              So this -- really need to look at this whole

 18    picture and take another look and take another approach

 19    and avoid this dictation or forceful arrangement that is

 20    done by these oil companies to look at other areas which

 21    are in their interest and not in ours because they get

 22    this for free.  There is nothing that's in our interest at

 23    all.  We don't get a single dime out of it.  There is

 24    probably one or two people from this community that will

 25    work there that has any training at all, and no one else.
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  1              There is so much influx from the Lower 48, both

  2    onshore and offshore in oil and gas development.  There is

  3    a lot of oil out there that can be developed elsewhere we

  4    shouldn't even be talking about it.  The discussion should

  5    have died when we said and when you agreed and when others

  6    agreed that you can't clean up oil in ice.  End of

  7    conversation.  But it's still going on today, you know.

  8              And there should be an investigation on the

  9    State, on this whole process is to, you know, doing an

 10    inventory.  And it shouldn't be focusing on the State.  We

 11    asked the previous hearing who is responsible for this.

 12    There were other states.  Rhode Island said no to

 13    offshore, and the federal government honored that.  But

 14    did that happen to Alaska?  No.  The governor said, come

 15    on down.  We welcome you.  And that's -- that's the

 16    situation we are in.  The governor gave his blessings.

 17              The State is involved.  They have this

 18    arrangement with the federal government.  What happened to

 19    the tribes that are on the equal level of the federal

 20    government and higher than the State of Alaska?  And why

 21    aren't we active on this coastal zone management program

 22    in regards to local control, local decisionmaking that

 23    Governor Murkowski, Frank Murkowski, killed when he

 24    amended that coastal zone management program while he was

 25    the governor of Alaska.
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  1              And there is publications or statements staying

  2    that we are going to lose this coastal zone management

  3    program.  It's going to die on the 30th, and local people

  4    won't have any input.  They didn't have any input.  It was

  5    killed by Frank Murkowski.  And the tribes had that right.

  6              And Santa Barbara brought that forth in a

  7    lawsuit, coastal zone management program.  We had an issue

  8    here.  We had a spill.  We want control over that, not the

  9    State of California.  And they won.  And that's a

 10    community, Santa Barbara.  And we are a tribe.  Tribes

 11    have that authority.  There is only 1.5 million dollars

 12    that was appropriated for the State of Alaska under this

 13    coastal zone program.  We should have the same amount at

 14    least, but that's not even close to covering what we have

 15    to do in order to assess what we are dealing with.

 16              Thanks.

 17                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you, Jack.  Okay.

 18    I see we got a study group here, which is good.  I'm glad

 19    to see that.  I've got someone taking pictures here.  Is

 20    there anyone else that we have missed?  Going once, going

 21    twice.  Caroline, would you like to make a final comment

 22    before we close the meeting?

 23                    MS. CAROLINE CANNON:  I can.

 24                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Absolutely.  The floor

 25    is yours.
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  1                    MS. CAROLINE CANNON:  Very, very

  2    productive meeting.  I think everybody was heard.

  3    Everybody had the opportunity.  Normally when we hold

  4    these meetings, a plane is either waiting for them or

  5    what.  And I just feel this is all the good.  We have

  6    finally been heard, and many trips to D.C.  We met with

  7    Echohawk.  We have had invitations to Salazar to come to

  8    our community.  We have given invitations to Michael

  9    Bromwich and many high official people in D.C. to get a

 10    firsthand look like we are talking about to educate them

 11    and then let them see what is so valuable to us, why it's

 12    so important that they hear us out.

 13              It's one thing when people do come into their

 14    community and hold a meeting, but when they stay

 15    overnight, it means much.  At least you can see what we

 16    are talking about, get a feel of what we are talking

 17    about.  So I'd really express my thanks, and I'm hoping

 18    that many meetings will come forth.

 19              And one thing that we always try to say and

 20    stress is please respect our calendar year.  Respect.  We

 21    will show respect.  You will receive respect.  But we just

 22    ask that you work -- it works vice versa.

 23              And those invitations are from our heart.

 24    Please go see and look and feel what we are talking about.

 25    You know, we have -- we just had a three-day feast.
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  1    Everywhere you look, regardless how tired they were, they

  2    had a smile.  And it's just to refresh.  Now they are

  3    doing the oogruk hunting.  They are going to get the skins

  4    ready.  It's an all-year-long process.  We will celebrate

  5    Thanksgiving, the first rush ice, Christmas.  And it just

  6    evolves all year.  And yet there is times that we never

  7    landed a whale.  And that circle is incomplete when that

  8    occurs.

  9              Yes, it's a blessing when Barrow sends, you

 10    know, how many boxes of muktuk and kuak.  Or when you go

 11    up there and they bless you, you got to pay $2 a pound of

 12    excess weight just to help an elder because that's their

 13    meat.  It's our vitamin.  It's our minerals.  And if

 14    anything happened to the ocean, that's why we speak.

 15    That's why we come to these meetings because it's there

 16    near to our heart.  And we are speaking on the little

 17    ones, on their behalf.

 18              But I feel that there has been some improvements

 19    in this area, that the communication will get better, but

 20    we can't do without the other.  You need to hear us out.

 21              And I felt this evening that everybody expressed

 22    their thoughts, and I appreciate your time.  And you take

 23    that offer that Peggy gave.  Go to her home.  Go look at

 24    her freezer.  See what we are talking about.  Go to the

 25    store before you leave.  Go to that freezer section and
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  1    see how much a pound of meat.

  2              And even just to look at that graveyard as you

  3    take off at the airport, there is whale bones.  And our

  4    ancestors did this before our time.  It is surrounded with

  5    whale bones.  Our loved ones that are put away are

  6    surrounded by whale bones.  So everything -- that's why

  7    it's so -- that's why it's critical that we speak on

  8    behalf of the marine mammals.  We throw one jaw back to

  9    the ocean because it belongs there.  These were set before

 10    us.  Our ancestors placed these in place for us to

 11    practice.  And it's 2011, and we still continue

 12    practicing.  I'm sorry.  The head.  That's how tired I am.

 13    I wasn't feeling well, but besides the point.

 14              We still carry through these traditions.  We go

 15    out there.  The men are out there around the clock.  The

 16    ice condition has changed, but the dances, the practice,

 17    are still strong because we were given direct orders by

 18    our umailiks, the whaling captains.  Some things have

 19    changed a little but, you know, when you know it in your

 20    heart, it's in your blood, it will never go away.

 21              That's why I express at our meetings,

 22    traditional knowledge must be recognized.  It's so

 23    critical that they use and recognize traditional knowledge

 24    because I think we could go a long ways.  We have our

 25    experts just like the rest of science.  They have their
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  1    experts.

  2              And I happened to be in D.C. when there was a

  3    snowstorm.  They call it a snowstorm, one inch of snow.

  4    I'm like, oh, my goodness.  They are shutting down the

  5    city for that?  And we have storms that go for days.  They

  6    have no clue.  So it's critical that we talk about these

  7    things.  When we have those storms, there's no way an

  8    airplane or a chopper or a submarine or ship that's going

  9    to come within hours.  We know that.  Sometimes we have

 10    patients in that clinic 48 hours because of that.  We know

 11    firsthand what it's like to live in this harsh Arctic

 12    environment, as they say.

 13              Again, thank you.  Thank you and have a nice

 14    trip back.

 15                    DR. JIM KENDALL:  Thank you very much,

 16    Ms. Cannon.  And on behalf of the team for BOEMRE that

 17    came to visit, I want to thank the Native Village of Point

 18    Hope and the Elders for allowing us to come visit.  Thank

 19    you for participating.  Everything you said has been

 20    recorded.  This is very, very important.

 21              And we are going to do our best to bring this

 22    together, and when we pass the information up, we will do

 23    our best to make sure it's extremely accurate.  So thank

 24    you very much.  And have a good evening, which is just

 25    about over.  It's now nighttime, almost tomorrow morning.
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  1    So thank you very, very much.
